Weather it be trae that ro one
else has ever be! ded in getting
alcohol into a solid form, it is certsin that
no one has put it into the market in that
shape. There is no doubt to the usefu'-
pess avd advantage of such a comgound.
Tte inventor contemplates its use solely
as a fuel. Whether it could be used for
other purposes does not sppear bat their
seem to be other posmbilities for it.

After the inventor had exhibited a sam-
ple of the solidified alcohol to a Suu report-
er and expliined it uses, he cffered to
prove the cb of the d ina
practical way by msking some of it for the
reporter if the reporter would go to his

workshop 1n Newark and take wih bhim
his own supply of alcobol. The only stip-
ulstion mede was tha alcobol should be
at least be 92 per cent, in strength, as the
presence of water would preveat the sue-
cess of the process. The repocter accept-
ed the proposition and went to Newark,
taking with bim o hall-pint whiskey flask,
filled with 95 per cent. wood alcobel.

Tbe inventor measured out the alcohcl,
and then for every two ounces of it, added
to it a silice of a waxy compuund shapcd
like a piece of pie, and cut from a box the
size and shape of & stove blacking bcx.
Each alice of this compound was about an
inch wide at the circuwference of the box,
half an inch thick, and 1) inches long.
What this was composed ot is the inven-
tor's secret. It fclt waxy, and was light
and porous, end from its smell had evi-
dently been prepared with wood alcobol.
' The al.obol and this compound were
beated together in a water bath until the
alcobol boil:d, and at that temperature the
compound in it melted and mixed with it,
formiog a clear liquid except for a pink
coloring which was an arbitrary addition to
the waxy compound. The m'xture was
now set to cool, and in a short time it be-
came a stiff paste.

It is in this form that the inveator pur-
poses to paut it on the market. Although

His songs were re-
garded as incendiary by the government ot
his day, and upon the publication of
his book eatitled, ‘‘My Confession of
Faith,” action was taken against him that
obliged him to fly to Brussels. There, in
1846, be iseued his *‘Cairs,” containing
tongs that were like the sounding of a
trumpet. The poet tound it necessary to
move further awsy; so be went to London,
and remained there till the outbreak of the
revolution at hom=, when he returned to
his country, and put himselt at the head of
the Rhineland democracy at Dusselderf. He
was, bowever, a batter inspirer and singer
than leader, and upon the publication of
an inflammatory lyric, *“The Daad to the
Living,” he indiscreetly exposed himselt to
arrest and imprisonm'n*. Bat, upon trial,
a jury of his countrymen acquitted him.

As a specimen of his political songs we
will give a translation of his Black, Red,
and Gold,” which we do not wonder had an
ill relish for the tyrants of that day. We
wounder if the starzis are more pleasing to
those of to-day.

Pienty of
moves! Then what need I care how ™ far
or how fast I am fated to go? Though
they try it they cannot chickmate me !"
But, with all his teigned indiffarence, his
exile heart naturally longed for his own
Germwn land. He addresses a band of
emigrants who, wih their goods and
chattels, are leaving their native country
for -‘the far snd wooded west,” beyond
the Western Ocean, and we can read the
language of his own beart in the words
with which he speak to them:

O say, why seek ye other lancs?

Ho becams acc pted at
last, his idea accredited, and hs died ia
his own land, one of the acknowledged
masters of German song. Heis distin-
guished as a translator, snd some of the
finest master pieces ot England, France
and America bave by him been . rendered
into the tongue of the Katberland, as only
one true poet can render aunother. Long,
fellow appreciate® bis muse, and that ap-
preciation was returned as the German's
translation of ‘‘Hiswatha" testifies, which
is described as ‘‘a marvel of fidelity and
beauty.”
His portrait presents a face full of
vitality, benevolence and courage,—the
evidences of the best type ot Teutonic
manhood.
Freiligrath was born in the bome of s
schoolmaster in Detmold, June 17, I810,
and died at Cennstatt, in Wurtemburg,
March 18th, 1879,—a devotee of fame and
