In 1903. Mr. Morrlssy told his hearers, he had been 

threatened with expulsion from the Legislature because 
he made a speech charging the Government of the 
day with failure to collect the Crown I-und revenu*s. 
This speech is well remembered and gave the Gov­
ernment of the day a great deal of trouble to answer. 
In fact it never was answered though a resolution con 
«earning Mr. Morrlssy was passed. It tiftu u magnifi­
cent bluff, but it failed to convince the people even 
then that the Government were exploiting the Pub­
lic Domain more In their own and their friends' interests 
than in the Interests of the Province.

In the light of the knowledge of today Mr. Mor- 
rissy did an important public service in calling atten­
tion to the delinquencies of the old Government and 
arousing a degree of interest In a must important 
question—an interest which kept on increasing until 
it became un Important factor in the downfall of the 
old Administration.

In his speech Mr. Morrlssy not only Justified his 
own course to the complete satisfaction of the large 
assemblage who heard him, but also showed up the 
falsity of the charge* of maladministration of the Public 
Works Department by comparing the methods pursued 
today with those of the old regime. Some of the cor­
respondence stored in the archives of this department, 
or filed with the accounts, is of the most amazing 
character. Bills which the department absolutely re­
fused to pay for the very good reason that there was 
either nothing to show for the expenditure or that, it 
had never been authorized were afterwards paid on the 
mere request of some member of the House or some 
well known supporter.
