This dispo­
sition of the crumpled bodies was 
found inadviable, because of the hy­
steria it caused among the spectators, 
and t he corpses were carried back into 
the hall as soon as it was emptied of 
the frightened 'persons.

Mothers Grief Crazed.
During the confusion several bodies 

of children were wrongly identified by 
mothers and taken away, only to be 
returned later by the parents, who 
had found their own offspring safe. In 
other cases parents ran about for some 
time uncertain whether their children 
were dead or alive. Many mothers 
fainted, while fathers cursed all those 
who interfered with their mad search 
for lost girls and boys.

Of the seven hundred persons in the 
hall more
children, many of them having gone 
without parents. Parents soon rushed 
to the scene and added to the contu­
sion. They did not understand what 
had taken place and hindered the res­
cuers by insisting to know what was 
the matter.

The greatest number of dead in any 
one place was at the bottom of the 
stairs. Those who reached the stairs 
first were evidently hurled to the bot­
tom by those behind and In this fash­

A fourteen year-old girl who died 
this morning brought the official re­
vised list of dead up to seventy-two.
All have now been identified. Five in­
jured are now in the hospitals, all of 
which, it is said, will recover. Four 
little girls in the Calumet and Hecla 
Hospitals were able today to be up 
and about and they romped about the 
Christmas tree set up for the patients 
of the hospital, unaware of the fate 
which has overtaken some of their 
brothers and sisters and the father of 
one of them. A boy of seven or eight 
years of age who was taken to one of 
the morgues showed signs of life 
soon after but no restoratives and no 
physician was immediately available, 
and death ensued. One couple enter­
ed the town hall, where all the bodies 
had been gathered, to look for their 
missing child. Their hopes ran high 
when they had looked at seventy of 
the bodies and failed to find their lov­
ed one, but the last body they viewed, 
the seventy-first, was that of the mis­
sing one.

Members of the Calumet Fire De­
partment relate many instances of 
heroic attempts to rescue the panic- 
stricken people in the hall. Patrick 
Ryan arrived on the scene a few min­
utes after the crush occurred at the 
foot of the stairway,

Ontario Man Makes a Grue­
some Discovery — Badly 
Discolored Face Points to 
Foul Play.

Rome, Dec. 25—The apartments oc­
cupied by the late Cardinal Rampolla 
have been sealed up in consequence 
of a request made by Mgr. Di Blsogno, 
administrator of St. Peters. This step 
was urged by Cardinal Merry Del Val, 
papal secretary of state, simply to 
guarantee the safety of documents of 
great interest to the church. The pos­
sible loss was suggested by persistent 
reports regarding the disappearance of 
Cardinal Rampolla’s last will and tes­
tament.

That a will was executed by Car­
dinal Rampolla bearing a later date 
than the will found is considered al­
most certain, because the cardinal left 
a key with a tag attached, on which 
was inscribed in his own hand writ­
ing the statement that the key would 
open a box containing his will, and 
those close to the cardinal think it 
incredible that he would not alter his 
testament of 1889, explaining that his 
estate had grown four-fold since that 
date.

The box referred to has not been 
found, and so far no one has come 
forward to say he has absolute know­
ledge of the existence of the testa­
ment reported to be missing. There

848.00$5.00 this date, December 26th, when a 
party of brave Canadians cut out the 
steamboat Caroline from under the 
guns of Fort Schlosser, on the Ameri­
can side of the Niagara river, and 
sent it adrift. Earlier In December. 
1837, some 700 Americans who 
In sympathy with the Canadian re­
bels took possession of Navy Island, 
belonging to Canada, In the Niagara 
river about two miles above the falls. 
They had a small steamboat, the Caro­
line. which was used to ply between 
the island and Schlosser, on the Am­
erican side. A band of Canadians in 
Col. McNab’s force volunteered to try 
to capture the vessel. On a dark night 
they crossed the dangerous river in 
seven small row-boats, took the ,crew 
of the Caroline by surprise, forced 
them ashore, set Are to the vessel and 
towed it out into midstream. She went 
down the current and over the great 
cataract in full blaze. It was alleged 
by the Americans that she had several 
persons on board, but this was untrue. 
Captain Andrew Drew. one of the 
heroes of the Incident, who lived to 
become an admiral in the Royal Navy, 
was ever after known as "Caroline" 
Drew. He was voted an award of hon­
or by the Upper Canada Assembly, as 
was Col. McNab. President Van Buren 
protested against the act as a, viola­
tion of neutrality, and Gen, Winfield 
Scott was dispatched to roe frontier 
"to preserve order.”

Evidence that Sir Wilfrid Laurier 

was unfortunate when he 
dated his "free food" policy continues 
to accumulate. Not only have his 
theories that cheaper food could be 
secured by reducing the tariff on food 
stuffs been contradicted by newspa­
pers of the United States, which have 
voiced their opinions without political 
animus, but he has been refuted by 
some of the important men in his own 
party.

In his address in Hamilton Sir Wil. 
frid introduced his policy with the 
following words : “The policy I give 
you at this moment, the policy I be­
lieve every patriot in Canada ought 
to support, and the policy I believe 
it to be the duty of the government 
to Immediately inaugurate, is a policy 
of absolutely free food—food free from 
customs duties."

Sir Wilfrid did not go into details 
as to the benefits to be derived from 
a reduction of food duties. He did 
not tell his auditors that the whole 
saving to the Canadian people would 
be in the vicinity of thirty cents per 
head per year, but he dealt only in

ADMIRAL DEWEY 76 TODAY.

Useful Gifts in footwearAdmiral George Dewey, U.S.X., the 
hero of Manila, will celebrate his 76th 

been bom inbirthday today, having 
Montpelier. Vt., Dec. 26, 1837.

The Admiral was a belated Christ­
mas gift to Dr. Julius Ye-am&ns and 
Mary Perrin Dewey. In his youth he 
was rather delicate, but horseback 
riding, he insists, was responsible for 
his development into a stalwart youth. 
He came of a long-lived family, one 
of his grandfathers living to be ninety. 
The future Ad si irai graduated from 
Annapolis Naval Academy in 1858, and 
at the outbreak of the civil war was 
attached to the steam sloop Mississip­
pi. Later he was in Farragut’e squad­
ron and acquitted himself gallantly in 
the battles which gave Farragut pos­
session of New Orleans. In the battfe 
of Port Hudson the Mississippi lost her 
bearings and ran ashore under the 
guns of the Confederate land batter­
ies. and Dewey and the other officers 
and men, after firing their boat, es­
caped in a hail of lead. After a long 
peiod of peace, the outbeak of the 
Spanish-American war found Mr. Dew­
ey a commodore, in command of the 
Asiatic squadron. His immortal vic­
tory at Manila resulted in his immedi­
ate promotion to the rank of rear- 
admiral. and a little later he was made- 
admiral of the United States navy and 
president of the general board. In the 
latter capacity he has constantly 
preached the necessity of a greater 
navy for the United States, and the 
four battleship programme was origin­
ated and sponsored by $.m. Admiral 
Dewey’s definition of an adequate navy 
is that it should be second only to that 
of Great Britain.

"The only function and justification 
for the existence of a navy is the pres­
ervation of peace,” declared the Ad­
miral recently. “To perform this func­
tion the navy must be adequate to 
meet and defeat any probable enemy. 
At the present period adequacy on our 
part calls for a navy second in strength 
to that of England only." Evidently 
the American Admiral, remembering 
certain incidents in Manila Bay when 
"blood was thicker than water,” is 
convinced that there will never be an­
other war between English-speaking 
nations.

THEATRE FIRES

The first important theatre fire in | 
America was that which destroyed a 
playhouse In Richmond, Va.. 102 years 
agq today. The governor of the state 
and seventy other iAople. including 
many Virginians of prominence, lost 
their lives, and many more died later 
of injuries received in the stampede 
which folowed the alarm of fire. The 
theatre held about 600 people at the 
performance which ended so tragical­
ly. The chief cause of the loss of life 
was that the doors opened Inward, and 
became tightly closed by the press- 

’ ure of the panic-stricken crowd. As 
the first event of its kind in America, 
the fire was long remembered with 
borrow, and started the first move­
ment for the adoption of means to 
prevent the repttitlon of such a calami 
ty. Many ministers chose to believe 
that the catastrophe was e sign of 
divine condemnation of the theatre, 
and used the event as a text. There 
have been many other theatre confla­
grations since the one which destroy­
ed the Richmond plevhouse, the most 
notable having been the Brooklyn The- 
atre fire of 1876. in Which 285 lives 

lost, and the Iroquois horror in 
Chicago, when 573 people, mostly 
women and children, were burend or 
trampled to death.

In the American Journal of Clln- 
cal Medicine is an account of the lep­
er colony on the Island of Molokai, 
Hawaii, of which the chief medical 
director Is Dr. William Goodhue. The 
doctor has béetf fcbl<f to burS leprosy 
by surgical operations, and there are 
several well authenticated cases of 
lepers having been thus cured, and re­
stored to the outside world. An idea of 
his skill may be gathered from the tri­
bute paid him by Dr. Koch, who visit­
ed the island and saw Dr. Goodhue at 
work some years ago. “It Is one of the 
greatest clinics In the world." The 
lepers of Molokai have substantial 
homes, hospitals, churches, 
and administration buildings, 
they are treated in an institution that 
Jpthe finest ever erected for the pur­
pose. Moreover, they live in hope of 
ultimate recovery, for they have seen 
others cured before their own eyes. 
Th old despair is disappearing, and 
probably despair is a factor in lepro­
sy as in most other diseases.

Jilted at the Right Time.
Dr. Goodhue was born In Sir Wil­

frid Laurier s old home, Arthabaska- 
ville, Quebec, though his parents 
were American citizens. As a youth 
he accompanied them to Riverside, 
California, and took a business course 
in Los Angeles. His brother induced 
him to study medicine, and he gra­
duated from Rush Medical College, 
Chicago, in 1897. Previous to entering 
college he had an experience that was 
to prove the turning point in his ca­
reer. He was jilted by a girl to whom 
he was devoted, but who at the last 
moment preferred a wealthy old man 
of assured position. At the time Good- 
hue thought that his heart was brok­
en, and to find relief he plunged into 
his studies with an energy and deter­
mination that he had never known be­
fore. Not very long ago, when asked 
to what he owed his great success, he 
replied: “Well, if you call this great 
success It may be due to many things 
—a good father and mother, and a 
girl who jilted me just at the psycho­
logical moment"

to his position in 1902 the Southern

Word of the accident came by tele­
phone to the store of William Alex­
ander while Mr. and Mrs. Moore were 
on the road between here and Gar­
nett Settlement. On receiving the in­
formation they returned home to find 
their son, whom they had left joyous­
ly awaiting Christmas, dead, and the 
little brothers and sisters overcome 
with sorrow.

The body will be bdried today at 
Garnett Settlement.

Mrs. Moore, who was formerly Miss 
Annie Garnett, Is a sister of Police 
Officer Garnett of the North End, and 
her many friends in the city deeply 
sympathize with her in her bereave­
ment.

The accidental shooting at Garnett 
Settlement of Alexander Moore, the 
ten year old son of Thomas Moore, 
which occurred on Wednesday morn­
ing while the parents were on their 
way to the city to make ready for the 
coming of Santa Claus, forms the nu­
cleus of one of the most pitiful inci­
dents of the Christmas season.

The sad accident which 
almost instant death occurred at the 
Moore home, Garnett Settlement, in 
the vicinity of nine-thirty o'clock Wed­
nesday morning, and the news was 
c ommunicated to the parents on their 
way to the city.

While he held 
it in this position another of the child­
ren was toying with the weapon, and 
in doing so touched the trigger. A 
cartridge was immediately discharged 
and the bullet lodged in the head of 
the unfortunate victim, who died a few 
moments afterwards.

Salvation Army and other religious ' 
bodies. Many little children would j 
not have participated in any form of 
Christmas celebration if It were not 
for these charitably disposed people. 1 
Cases of extreme poverty were met 
with and the baskets containing Yule- 
tide cheer were received with deep 
gratitude by those who had scarcely 
the means of providing themselves 
and families with even the necessities 
of life.

Little children who had given up all 
hope of anything in the way of Christ­
mas remembrances and whose deli­
cate bodies had been scantily nourish­
ed on account of the unfortunate cir­
cumstances in which those whb were 
supposed to care for them had been 
placed in the stern rush of city life, 
were overjoyed by the foods given 
them.

In some cases the scenes viewed 
by the dispensers of Christmas cheer 
were particularly touching and made 
a marked Impression on them. Small 
children begging for Santa Claus to 
bring them something more than the 
coarse foods which formed their daily 
diet thought that the good saint had 
indeed appeared when representatives 
of the charitable organizations ap­
peared In their home with baskets 
containing turkey or roasts of good 
beef and other articles that are usual­
ly associated with the celebration of 
the Messenger of Peace and Good­
will. The sight of these children when 
they viewed the contents 
Christmas baskets was 
touching in the extreme 
stronger than ever the wish of those 
engaged in the work that something 
more permanent could be done for 
these little ones in the lower strata 
of society. ,

Many of those engaged in the dis­
tribution of cheer among the poorer 
members qf the community went to 
their homes and enjoyed their own 
blessings with more 
than ever before. 01

While the different churches attend­
ed to the poor among their own mem­
bers the work of ministering to those 
with no particular religious convic­
tions vaa practically to the Sal­
vation Army.

More than 160 baskets of Christ­
mas cheer were distributed by the 
army and homes in all parts of the 
city were made brighter by the visits 
of the soldiers. Citizens in general 
replied in a generous manner to the 
appeal of the Salvation Army officers 
and funds flowed in quite freely.

In the Evangeline Home Christmas 
Day started early. At half past five 
Inmates of the home assembled and 
ushered in the day by singing carols. 
The momig was spent in preparation 
for the special Christmas dinner, 
which was served at noon. The after­
noon was spent in singing and games 
appropriate to the season. A quiet 
entertainment was provided in the 
evening. The Christmas tree for the 
children in the home will be arrang­
ed for this afternoon.

Forty-five men were present at the 
Christmas dinner in the Salvation Mé­
tropole. Roast beef, plum pudding, 
mince pies and other holiday foods 
were provided.
