Well-Known Old Resident of
City Died at Fair Vale on
Saturday — Member of
Council.

Thousend Khaki Clad Men in Line Made Very Fine

The largest military turnout ever
seen in St. John took place yesterday
morning, when all the different units
in the city met in the vicinity of King
Square and marched to the North End
to attend divine service at the differ-
ent churches there.

It was & most inspiring sight as the
men swung down King street and

with God, and every man who did so

After the service the men marched
to the ferry boat where the battalion
was halted and Lieut-Col, Beer, for
himself and his officers, warmly

Brigadier and his staff at the corner
of King and Germain’ streets. The
street’ wag lined with people to see
them go by and many favorable com-
ments were heard on the splendid ap-
pearance of the men as they passed
the reviewing stand at attention. The
Siege Battery was ahead, led by their
drum corps, the 69th with their band
came next, the 115th with their band
next in line, then came the 140th,
headed by the City Cornet band, about
two thousand men in all.

They marched down King to Dock,
along Dock to Mill to Main.

The rest went along to Douglas
Avenue where they separated, the
Siege Battery and a part of B Com-
pany, 69th Battalion, going to St.

The 1156th went to Main
street Baptist, and the Roman Catho-
lic members of all the battalions to
St. Peters. The Brigadier and his
staff attended service at St. Matthews
with the exception of Capt. Logan,
who went with the 115th to Main
street Baptist.

At Main Street Baptist.

The 115th to the number of about
550 headed by their band attended the
Maini street Baptist church. During
the taking up of the offering the band
rendered a selection which was much
enjoyed, the principal feature of which
was a slide ‘trombone solo by Bands-
man Buckle. Rev. Dr. Hutchinson
took as his text the following words
from Daniel 65: “Then said these
men we shall not find any occasion
against this Daniel except we find it
against him concerning the law of his
God.” He said first that the good and
devout man- was always hated and
persecuted by those who were false of
heart and insincere of life. These
princes hated -Danfel and wanted to
get him out of the way, because his
upright way of living was a constant
reproach to them, and his integrity
stood in the way of their having any
opportunity to graft and grow rich at
the expense of the public.

Secondly the good and devout man
was always a man of fearless courage
in time of temptation and persecu-
tion. These would come to every man
but the good and devout man had a
refuge and a strength which the other
man lacked.

Thirdly the good and devout man
was the man who always experienced
divine deliverance from his trials and
difficulties. These princes got Daniel
thrown into the den of lions, but God
brought him out again and the King
gave them to the lions themselves and
this time the lions’ mouths were not
ghut.

An ideal of mil-
itarism produced Germany as she was
today. . An ideal of liberty produced
Britain. A nation’s life consisted not
in the abundance of things which it
possessed but in the abundance of
ideals which possessed it. Britain's
ideals were costing her blood, sacri-
fice and suffering, but was calling out
the dormant idealism in the lives of
young men in all parts of the world-
wide empire. The ideal man was
Christ, the men in khaki have shown
by their clothing that they were ideal-
ists; why not go a step further and
take as their ideal personally Jesus
Christ and not be satisfled with sim-
ply putting on the uniform of the King
but put on the uniform and armor of
the King of Kings.

Define His Attitude—~An In-

St. John, March 17th, 1916.
To the Editor of The Standard,
Sir,~Will you kindly permit me
#pace in your valuable paper for the
following statement in reference to
street railway matters now pending at
Qity Hall. As dealing with the whole
Question would be very lengthy I wish
onlly to deal with a small portion of it.
First—The ity of Saint John made
the agreement now under discussion
with the Saint John Railway Co. mot,
a8 quoted, the Saint John Railway Co.
made the agreement with the city, and
the particulars embodied in sudh
agreement were freely discussed de-
tweén the Commissioner of Public
Works, the Mayor and the Comis-
gioners at City Hall, It is true Com-
missioner Mclellan wag not as well
informed as the others on account of
his office not being in City Hall and I
did not come in touch with him as oft-
en as [ dig with the other commission-
ers,

The Mayor was in close touch with
all parts of the proposed agreement
and intimated to me that he thought
it was a step in the right direction and
that we were getting something from
the Railway Company.

It you follow the mewspaper reports
you would not know whether the May-
or was in favor or against the agree-
ment, and as the public take their im«
pressions from what they read in the
newspapers I feel it is only fair that
they should understand the exact po-
sition of their representatives and pros-
pective representatives at City Hall in
reference to this agreement; so for
the benefit of the public would like to
say:

I offered the Mayor, if he disapprov-
ed of this agreement to move its re-
consideration; this was on Muesday
afternoon, and he has not since inti-
mated that he would like the question
again opened up.

Now I wish the Mayor to make a
public statement whether he approves
or disapproves of this agreement; no
delay or waiting, the public has a right
to know where every mamn. stands in
public matters of this kind, particulir-
ly as an election is close at hand,

I stand firm for the agreement as
passed by Oouncil for a few of the fol-
lowing reasons:

Conferences with the Saint Johmn
Railway Co., the Commissioner of Pub-
lic Works and Council produced no
good results last year.

Court proceedings were unsatisfaec-
tory and to examine same would be
very costly.

Extreme measures, such as taking up
tracks and disturbing the rights of the
public were also unsatisfactory and
distasteful, even to the Commissioner
of Public Works,

The position at present s

Injunctions are placed upon the city
prohibiting interference with tracks
vatil the court decides the merits wof
the case. If the city wishes to pro-
ceed with further work in Main St.,]
Brussels St., City Road, Britain St.,
ete., they must get down on their
dmees to the Saint John Railway Co.
and crave their permission to raise a
track, then place foundation beneath
same and pay for it; and until the
court settles the case further wonk
along the line of the Street Railway is
practically suspended, whether we like
it or not this is the present condition.

Some of the benefits arrtved at by
present agreement:

The city with its own engineer es-

tablishes the grade of tracks and
streets (which in the past was often
opposed by the Saint Johmn Railway
Company's engineer, which caused a

time), raise the tracks to grade; the
Railway Company removing their fas-
tenings and equipment and replacing
same; the city places the foundations
under the roadbed and completes its
etreet work, the company pays the city
$5,000 per mile. All costs, damage
claims of any ¥ind or description in
connection with fights between the
city and Saint John Railway Co. are
cancelled, the city paying no costs or
damages

The city has always under the Ald-
ermanic government and Commission
government done this work and paid
for it out of the taxpayers’ money.
The question never having arisen until
I made the claim that the city had no
right to pay for foundation under the
Rallway Company’s tracks; but some
citizens believe that under the Saint
John Railway Company’s charter it is
necessary for them to pave a sixty
foot street where double-tracked from

NOW IN VANCOUVER.

“The battle cry of peace,” the mon-
ster film showing the Hun methods
of warfare as applied to the United
States, is arousing that nation fo the
stern realities of war and what it
means to a conquered country, when
at the mercy of the Prussian kind. It
is a striking answer to men like Bryan
and the pro-German pacifists in that
country who are acting as tools of
Germany in trying to prevent the
United States getting in position to
protect its people from military and
naval pirates and Huns.

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Complaint That Watc
Against Strangers is Not as
Close as it Should Be.

Some of the military officials claim
to have good reason for asking that
something be done to make it more
difficult for people to get to the Sand
Point docks, and on poard the steam-
ships. While a strong military guard
is om duty niglit and day at the docks
and at the entrance to the same, the
soldiers have no authority to stop any
person who is supplied with a pass,
and who is allowed through the gates
by one of the city guards. It is claim-
ed that among the 'longshoremen are
one or more men of the enemy ocoun-
try, and it is also rumored that there
is a German working on the ocean
liners in port.

One man in particular is mentioned
as a German who regides in St. John
with a’wife and family. This man is
out of work and according to his story
is in great need of monky to keep his
family. It was stated that he called
on the Maydr, admitted that he was a
German and that he wanted work on
board the ships in port, and was told
that he should apply for a 'Longshore-
men’s Association ticket and get
work. The German replied that he
had applied but could not get & mem-
bership card. The German was also
credited with saying that while he
was denied a membership card, these
cards were handed out to other Ger-
mans who were working on the ships.

The maitter was taken up by other
officials interested and the German
was called on to give a statement. He
admitted that he was a German and
that he had a family residing in St.
John. He sald that he was registered
and reported regularly, but that he
wanted work and could not get it. He
sald he would quite willingly be in-
terned if he could be assured that his
wife and family would be caved for.
He admitted that he had made appli
cation for & membership card into the
'Longshoremen’s Association but had
been refused. He denied however that
he had stated to the Mayor that there
were other Germans working on the
winterport steamers.

It is knowns however that the Sand
Point docks are not guarded as well
as they are thought to be. While
there are guards at the entrances,
along the docks and in the warehou-
ses, and patrol boats in the harbor,
every person who goes on the dock is
not challenged.' On the morning that
the explosiong took place on boand
the steamship Matatua and that ship
caught fire it is known that persoms
from the east-side reached the dock
by small boat, climbed up the side of
the wharf and mingled with others on
the dock. A few days ago four or five
young men performed the same trick,
and were not even challenged. In the
above cases the young men who gain-
ed the dock without having to pass
the guards on the Union street gates
are well known citizens and good
British subjects but if they can get
past without challenge it should be
just as easy for a German or any oth-
er person who is out to do harm to
the shipping or the docks.

Stirring Appeal By Rev. Dr.
Campbell.

He and Major Barker Address
Large Recruiting Rally —
Conscription May Be Neces-
sary.

Enthustasm in plenty was aroused at
last night's recrulting meeting in the
Imperial Theatre by the speaker of
the evening, Capt. the Rev, Dr. G. M.
Campbell of Sackville, and formerly
of ¢this city, who In a masterly and elo-
quent address urged the young men of
St. Jobn to do their duty and eniist in
the service of the Empire. The meet-
ing lasted only three-quartens of an
hour and was well attended. The
bandsmen of the 115th Battalion, who
were seated on the stage fumished
some good music.

The presiding officer of the evening
was Major L. W, Barker of the Siege
Battery. Major Barker thanked the
citizens of St Jobn, particularly the
ladies, for their kindness In furnish-
ing comforts for the men under his
command, Their period of training
here, he said, would long be remem-
bered by them,

“The respomse im recruiting,” said
Major Barker, “has been fair. The
116th and 140th need to be filled.
They are several hundred short. The
young men of St. John can easily fill
these battallons and many more, What
is the matter with them?

“We need men. Pass on the word to
others that they ere needed. Sonie
have good positions and do mot wamt
to give them wp. It will be mecessary
to find e t for the soldiers
when they The papers say the
endg of the war is in sight, We cannot
tell when the war will end. Canada
has got to do her duty. We need men

.| and these battallons must ve filled up.

Unless men come forward and do thedr
duty it will mean conscription. Here
in this Loyalist city of St. John we
don’t want conscription. 'So come
forwand and be a volunteer, not & con-
script. We can hardly realize what
conscription would mean. How much
better it would be to get volunteers
and not comscripts.”

Rev. Dr. Campbell.

Rev, Dr. Campbell, who looked ex-
ceedingly well in his khaki, gloquently
pleaded the cause of the Empire, “Mar-
vellous things have ocourred,” he
sald, “since war was declared a year
and a half ago. 'We have come per
haps to the most critical time of the
whole. campaign. During the Spring
and Summer of 1914 there was being
prepared & treaty between Turkey and
Greeoce to settle the difficulties in the
Balkan states. It looked as if a solu-
tion was in sight. Just at that meo-
ment Austria entered the arena and
opposed the treaty. The ultimatum to
Serbla then fell like a bolt from the
blue sky. Great Britain planned not
to enter the war. Germany and Aus
tria figured that with Great Britain out
they were safe. The entrance of Great
Britain was a great surprise to Ger-
many. Gemmany had counted on in-
ternal troubles in England, the difficul-
ties in Ireland and unrest in India to
keep Britain out of the struggle. Ger-
many has no idea of government for
the people, of the 'people and by the
poople

“England, Irelang aud Scotland gave
thelr men and money to aid the Em-
pire. The overseas colonies by the
southern cross sent men to defend the
ooss of King George. Canada has
went and will send in all 500,000 men.
This means that six per cent. of the
people of Canada are being called to
arms and to go forth to save the coun-
try. The Empire {s in danger ang ef-
forts must be made to save it. But the
old Empire will stand,

“Germany would like Britain’s col-
onjes. She had been training her peo
ple for the day when she would strike
at Britain. The reason Germany
spells kultur with a K is that Great
Britain has control of the Cs.

Up to St. John,

“Gentlemen it will cost to save Brit-
ain. It will cost to save the Empire.
It costs someone’s heart's blood to
purchase our freedom. I am not so
much afraid our men in France and
#Flanders and the men In training will
Jet the old flag fall. They are ready
to give up their lives. I am afraid
there are people at home who do hot
appreciate the situation. Sometimesg I
am afraid we will let the old flag fall.
The flag stands for the honor, strength
and security of the nation. It will be
absolutely impossible to keep the flag
fiying in France and Flanders if we let
it fall in St. John. Bvery man physi-
cally fit there is but one thing for you
to do and that is to enlist in the ser-
vice of your country. I say to you
people of St. John, the city of loyalty,
the commencial capital of New Bruns-
wick, what St, John thinks today New
