Coast Athens. March 17, via Paris, March 
18—All direct telegraphic communica­
tion between Greece and Germany, 
Austro-Hungary and Bulgaria has been 
cut The financial situation on Greece 
appears to be of the gravest nature. 
The families of mobilized soldiers, in 
many cases, are in dire want and the 
men themselves will be shortly requir­
ed in the fields if the crops are not to 
be neglected

Bulgare Invade Greek Territory.

Paris, March 19—Greek territory 
has been invaded by a band of Bulgar­
ian irregulars, who forced their way 
across the border in the vicinity of 
Demlr-Hissar, according to a Havas 
despatch from Athens under Satur­
day’s date. Greek regulars drove 
them back across the frontier, the 
raiders leaving two dead, the despatch 
adds.

The interruption of telegraphic com­
munication between Greece and th* 
Central Empires and Roumania recent­
ly repotted, is attributed by the Hav­
as correspondent at Athene to Bulgar­
ians, who are said to have cut the 
wires between Monastir and Fiorina.

French Chase Germane into Bulgarian 
Territory.

Paris, March 19.—French troops 
have occupied Ilep and Mayadat on 
the frontier between Greece and Ser­
bian Macedonia, after pursuing a Ger­
man contingent into Bulgarian terri­
tory, opposite the Gviegeli sector, sa>s 
a Havas despatch from Athens, dated 
Saturday. The losses on each side 
were about thirty killed.

The French forces arrested forty 
peasants on charges of espionage, says 
the despatch.

The list of officers is being carefully revised, and 
several of the older officers, including the chief of the general 
staff, have been pensioned and replaced by younger men."

Montreal, March 19.—Corporal Pas­
cal Rousseau, of the 69th Battalion, 
Montreal, was murdered at 2.30 Satur­
day afternoon by a stranger, said to 
be a Pole, while the soldier was stand­
ing in front of Napoleon Joly’s home, 
29 Ste Agathe lane, in company with 
Napoleon Joly and another friefid, 
Edouard Marserau. Rousseau being 
stabbed in the neck with a pocket 
knife. "I am not badly hurt," he said 
faintly as he staggered into the house 
of a friend. Miss Eva Powell, No. 25 
Ste Agathe lane, "it’s only a slight 
wound." Then he dropped to the floor 
unconscious, and while being removed 
in an ambulance to the hospital, two 
blocks distant, he bled to death, the 
juglar vein had been severed.

The stabbing was the outcome of a 
brief encounter between Corporal 
Rousseau and the Pole, the former 
preventing the Pole from entering the 
residence at 29 Ste Agathe, pushing 
him and slapping his face. The Pole 
Immediately afterwards disappeared. 
The knife was picked up on the side­
walk a few piinutes later. An inquest 
will be held Monday morning.

Washington*, Mar. 19—Villa fleeing 
with his outlaw followers before the 
advance of the American expedition­
ary forces in Mexico, has reached his 
own country in the Guerrero district, 
where high officers of the army said 
tonight he may almost indefinitely 
evade capture. If the bandit chieftain 
makes a stand Washington is satisfied 
that the campaign will quickly end.

Some of the military officials claim 
to have good reason for asking that 
something be done to make it more 
difficult for people to get to the Sand 
Point docks, and on board1 the steam­
ships. While a strong military guard 
is on» duty nlglàt and day at the docks 
and at the entrance to the same, the 
soldiers have no authority to stop any 
person who is supplied with a pass, 
and who is allowed through the gates 
by one of the city guards. It is claim­
ed that among the ’longshoremen are 
one or more men of the enemy coun­
try, and it is also rumored that there 
is a German working on the ocean 
liner» In port.

One man in particular is mentioned 
as a German who resides in St. John 
with a‘wife and family. This man is 
out of work and according to his story 
is in great need of money to keep his 
family. It was stated that he called 
on the May<V, admitted that he was a 
German and -that he wanted work on 
board the ships in port, and wag told 
that he should apply for a ’Longshore­
men’s Association ticket and get 
work. The German replied that he 
had applied but could not get ar mem­
bership card. The German was also 
credited with saying that while he 
was denied a membership card, these 
cards were handed out to other Ger­
mans who were working on the ships.

The matter was taken up by other 
officials interested and the German 
was called on to give a statement. He 
admitted1 that he was a German and 
that he had a family residing In St. 
John. He said that he .was registered 
and reported regularly, but that he 
wanted work and could not get it. He 
said he would quite willingly be in­
terned if he could be assured that his 
wife and family would be cared for. 
He admitted that he had made appli­
cation for a membership card into the 
longshoremen’s Association but had 

beep, refused1. He denied however that 
lie had. stated to the Mayor that there 
were other Germane working: on the 
winterport steamers.

It is known» however that the Sand 
Point docks are not guarded as well 

they are thought to be. While 
there are guards at the entrances, 
along the docks and in the warehou­
ses, and patrol boats In the harbor, 
every person who goes on the dock is 
not challenged. On the morning that 
the explosion* took place on board 
the steamrihip Matatua and that ship 
caught Are it is known that persons 
from the east -side reached the dock 
by small boat, climbed up the side of 
tlio wharf and mingled with others on 
the dock. A few days ago four or five 
young men performed the same trick, 
and were not even challenged. In the 
above cases the young men who gain­
ed the dock without havlmg to pass 
the guards on the Union street gates 
are well known citizens and good 
British subjects but if they can get 
past without challenge it should be 
just as easy for a German or any oth­
er person who is out to do harm to 
the shipping or the docks.

A gentleman who visits the docks 
frequently remarked last night that It 
is a wonder that something bad has 
not happened at West SL John this 
winter.

imperial supplies which has been 
handled so successfully during the 
present winter will be continued, at 
least in part, and that there will be 
direct eummer services between this 
port and England, is indicated by 
Commissioner J. V. Russell of the 
harbors, ferries and public lands de­
partment, who returned oni Saturday 
from a visit to Ottawa and Montreal.

Commissioner Russell and Commis­
sioner Wlgmore went to Ottawa on 
Wednesday and the following day had 
interviews with Hon. J. D. Ha$en and 
other members of the Borden Govern­
ment. They found that Hon. Mr. 
Hazen had not neglected' St. John, bùt 
was at work pressing our interests. 
He and other members of the Govern­
ment were completely willing to as­
sist the commissioners In every way 
possible and to cooperate with them 
to the achievement of their desires.
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Enthusiasm, in plenty was aroused at 
last night’s recruiting meeting in the 
Imperial Theatre by the epeaker otf 
the evening, Copt, itihe Rehr. Or. Q. M. 
Gaim.pbell of Seokvllle, and formerly 
of this city, who in a masterly and' elo­
quent address urged the young men of 
St. John to do their duty and enUst to 
the service of the Empire. The meet­
ing lasted only three-quartens of an 
hour and was well attended. The 
bandsmen of the 116th Battalion, who 
were seated on the stage furnished 
some good music.

The presiding officer of the evening 
•was Major L. W. Barker of the Siege 
Battery. Major fflartcer thanked the 
citizens of 9t. John, particularly the 
ladies, for their kindness in furnish­
ing comforts for the men under his 
command. Their -period of training 
here, he said, would long be remem­
bered by them.

“The response Jm reoniitlng,” said 
Major Barker, “has been fair. The 
116th and 140th need to be Ailed. 
They are several hundred short. The 
young men of St. John can easily All 
these battalions and many more. What 
is -the matter with them?

“We need men. Pass on the word to 
others that they are needed. Sortie 
have good positions and db not want 
to give them up. It win .be ueoeasiury 
to And ei 
when they 
end of the -war is in sight. We cannot 
tell -when the war will end. Canada 
has got to do her duty. We need men 
and these fbattaMons must oe Ailed up. 
Unless men come forward and do their 
duty it -will -mean conscription. Here 
in this Loyalist city of St John we 
don't want conscription, 
forward and ‘be a volunteer, not a con­
script. We can hardly realize what 
conscription would mean. How much 
better it would -be to get volunteers 
and not conscript».’’

Rev. Dr. Campbell.

Rev. Dr. -Qaimpbell, who looked ex­
ceedingly well in his khaki, eloquently 
pleaded the cause of the Empire. "Mar­
vellous things have occurred,” he 
said, "since war was declared a year 
and a half ago. We hove come (per­
haps to the most critical time of the 
whole campaign. During the Spring 
and Summer of 1914 there was being 
prepared a treaty between Turkey and 
Greece, to settle the difficulties to the 
Batten states. It looked as If a solu­
tion was to eight. Just at that mo­
ment Austria entered the arena and 
opposed the treaty. The ultimatum to 
Serbia then fell like a bolt from the 
blue sky. Great Britain planned not 
to enter the war. Germany and Aiu> 
tria figured that with Great Britain out 
they were safe. The entrance of Great 
Britain was a great surprise to Ger- 
many. Germany had counted on in­
ternal troubles in England, the difficul­
ties to Ireland and unreet in India to 
keep Britain out of the struggle. Ger­
many has no idea of government for 
the people, of the people and by .the 
people.

“England, Ireland and Scotland gave 
their men and money to aid the Em­
pire. The overseas colonies by the 
southern cross sent men to defend the 
«now of King George. Canada has 
sent and will send to all 500,000 men. 
This means that six per cent of the 
people of -Oaimada are toeing called to 
arms and 'to go forth to save the coun­
try. The Empire la to danger and ef­
forts must toe made to save it. But the 
old Empire -will stand.

She had 'been training her peo 
pie for the day when she would strike 
at Britain,

Britain has control of the Os.

"Gentlemen it will cost to save Brit­

ain. It will cost -to save the Empire. 
It costs someone’s heart® blood to 
purchase our freedom. I am not so 
much afraid our men in France and 
Flanders and the men in training will 
let the (rid flag fall. They are ready 
to gtve up their lives, 
there are .people at home who do hot 
appreciate the situation. Sometimes 1 
am afraid we will let the old flag fall. 
The flag stands for the honor, strength 
and security of the nation. It will be 
absolutely impoesdible to keep the flag 
flying to France and Flanders if we let 
it fall In St. John. Every man physi­
cally fit there is but one thing for you 
to do and that is to enlist in the ser­
vice of your country. I say to you 
people of St. John, the city of loyalty, 
the commercial capital of New Bruns­
wick, what St. John thinks today New 
Brunswick wfll think tomorrow; what 
St. John doe» today New Brunswick 
will do tomorrow. A great responsibil­
ity rests on you. Lord Kitchener has 
said that 190,000 men available at the 
critical time would save the situation. 
Where will Great Britain get her re­
serves if you stay at home? So to­
night I plead for men.
