Whether the fault is in the
scales where the l6ad is first weighed, or
that the owners of the hay sell someon
the way, is met kmown, but certainly
there is a great discrepanpcy in many in-
stances. The supply at present is mrore
than the.demand, and prices are low.' It
is slow selling at $10 to $12 a ton.

THE ASHANTEE WAR— HEAVY BRITISH
LOSSES.

The War Office has received no report
of a battle, but an unofficial though cir-
cumstantial despatch reached the Ad-
miralty Office that a battle was fought at
Acroomboo, Jan. 31sé, not at Coomassie
as reported. - Among the killed are Maj.
Band and Capt. Buckle.

The Globe says if the news he true a
great disaster has befallen the British
army, and the only. course left to Wolse-
ley is lo effect a safe retreat o the coast.

A spesial to the Stapdard says the Ash-
antees entirely surrounded the British
army, but were eventually driven off with

t loss. The principal Wur Chief of
the Ashantees was killed.  The Kln{ has
taken command of his army and it was
expected he would renew the attack.
Feb. 5th was the date decided upon for
the storming of Coomassie by General
Wolseley’s forces. v

Further details say that the Ashantees
fought desperately froni 6 in the morning
wntil 3 in the afternoon. 17 British offi-
cers were killed and wounded. The naval
brigade, 145 strong, lost 39 mem The
Rine Brigade lost 28, and the Engineers
38 men.

Here again, as so often before, will be
noticed the continued distinction between
“preaching” and “ministering’ ; and the
limitation of the use of the Surplice to
Cathedral and Collegiate Churches clear-
ly is in strict harmony and conformity
with the prevalent and universal prac-
tice, namely, the Gown in the Pulpit—or
the ordinary clerical or academical habit
which Queen Elizabeth’s injunction pre-
{ scribed for “in the Church and without.”
To be sure, the wisdom of our day con-
temns all these rules and usagesas foolish
ness,—and @8 contrary to the Rubrics of
the Church as Puseyism interprets them.
as against their wiser and more Seriptur-
al meaning attached to them'by the very
men wha prepired and enacted them!
A singularly apt and appropriate illustra-
tion ot the ‘‘practice” prevailing in the
earlier ages is bound .in Styrpe’s Life
of Paryer, book 3, chapter 12. It is
written :— '

«As soon ag those advertisements were
issued Archbishop Parker cited the Lon-
don elergy to appear before him to inquire
into their irregularities and to obtain
their promise of uniformity for the future.
Neardy ome half of the number refused to
wear the Surplice, and they were sus-
pended. As they made no proyision for
the supply of their churches, the Arch-
bishop and Bishop of 'London procured
other clergymen, including their Chap-
lains, to supply the vacant churches.
The Archbishop in a letter to Secretary
Cecil complained that *divers Church
Wardens to make a trouble and a difficulty
would provide neither Surplice nor bread
and they did mostly but preach.’

Thus it will appear that these clergy-

Any undue anxiety on
our part for reciprocal trade will pre-
judice United States legislators against
it. We must not run the risk ‘of being

the hands of Congress. No naction
whatever should be taken-except. in
conjunction with the - Execative Com-\
mittee of the National Board of Trade
of the United States, and _we hope the.
resolution of the Dominion Board may’
be interpreted in that way by its Execu-
tive Committee.. When both Boards—
the business parliaments of America—
simultaneously ask the levislators of the
two countries to improve international
trade relations, their appeal- will have
great weight. We may be sure, how-
ever, that if we propose any specific
scheme of reciprocity that the Wash-
ington authorities will propose another-
less favorsble tous,if they entertain the
proposition at all The greatest care
should be taken, therefore, not to com-
mit ourselves too quickly to any direct
proposals for reciprocal trade. :

. The Reciprocity Treaty used to be
eonsidered a great service to us, and
many were the limentations dire that
arose when it was abrogated. Yet we
gtill live! Trade sprang up in new
channels; prices advanced so much in

hells and’ fifth-protected cellars. It is
little use to discuss the right of “these
women to interfere with the business of
the dealers in intoxicating drink. They
will keep up the crusade as long as suc-
cess crowns their efforts, whether they
have any legal or reasonablerightto doso
ornot.
