The great prize for which Montreal,
New York and Boston have been con-
tending is the grain trade of the North
West. Montreal has taken a large
share of this trade from New York, and
there is every prospect of her share be-
coming larger at an early day. New
York is alarmed, and is devising all
sorts of schemes for the defeat of the
ambitious- plans of the enterprising
Canadians., The Ottawa Government,
impelled by some incomprehensible mo-
tive, seems desirons of aiding New
York in every possible way, and has
agreed to spend several millions on a

‘canal, the principal benefit of which

which would be derived by the
New York grain merchants. If the
necessity of keeping up the United
States revenue to its present standard
does not compel the Washington Gov-
ernment to refuse the proffered Reci-
procity Treaty there will be joy in New
York and Boston over the bright pros-
pects opened up to them by . Boston
{&'alive to the importance of availing
itself of the advantages to be derived
from -the proposed treaty, and has
already engaged in the discussion of &
new railway route from Lake Superior
to Boston. The name of the projected
road is the Ottawa and Atlantic, and it
1s to o by the way of the Hoosac Tun-

nel, Ottawa, and Georgian Bay, a dis-
tance of 714 miles. It ‘is beheved that
this route will make Bostona successful
competitor for the grain trade of Lake
Superior and western Michigan, as this
route will be 264 miles shorter than that
between New York and Chicago. The
railways already built, and those
projected and subsidized by the Domi-
nion, are to be used for this route, Bos-
ton only requiring to construct sixty
miles. “All that is required,” says the
Boston Post, ‘is a demonstration of in-
terest from Boston in the sixty miles of
road on this side of the St. Lawrence
River; to decide whether it shall bring
the grain freights of the Northwesty
through the Caughnawaga Canal and
the ‘Tunnel to this port.” The Ottawa
Government obliginlgy binds itself inthe
Reciprocity Treaty offered to the U. S.

Senate, to make this Canghnawaga
Canal all that is required for facilitating
“Recipro-
city,” says the Post, “coopgrates power-
fully as an argument to advance an en-
terprise of this character.”. Yes, cer-
tainly, such unreciprocal Reciprocity as
the Government of Canada offers.

To tﬁe Frecholders of Westmorland.

You are called upon to . exercise your
right to select representatives who have
the liberty of yoar persons and the dis-
posal of your property in their charge.
This right British subjects have for cen-
taries hela sacred, and guarded by a
watchful eye. But how often are the less
wealthy  betrayed, and representatives
chosen who wantonly appropriate the
hard earnings of the tillers of the soil to
the use and benefit of the rich! Never in
the history of New Brunswick was there
a set of men in power so deserving as
now of being hurled from the high posi-
tion they hold by outraged and betrayed
constituencies. Their wanton waste of
the public monies—their injustice to far-
‘mers and men of small properties in
working out the details of the school law
—their utter failure to make the law
work—their shameless attempt to retain
office by setting the different religious
sects at war, &c.. go to show their un-
worthiness. = Bnt -their evil deeds ar®
legion, and must remain®anexposed here
for the want oi space.

The school law being the question of
the day, I may be excused if I dwell a
lict.e on the injustice of its provisions to
the working portion of the people. You
have very wisely ordered that a school
law should be passed, giving common
s>hool education to all, and the schools
to be supported by a tax on property.
Little did you suppose when you consent-
ed to this law, that the properties of the
working people would have to pay five
times as much tax on property as the
rich would have to pay. Nor did you
suppose that high schools were to be
provided for the rich, while the general-
ity of farming districts would have to
put up with the merest common school
eduncation. This is nevertheless the case
all over the Province, except in two or
three of the largest towns, and the At-
torney General says the law can undergo
no change by this Government.

I say working men pay five times as
much tax on property for a third class
school as the men of rich and populous
districts  pay for a first class school.
Centres like Dorchester Corner and
Lower Sackville, with their hundreds of
thousands of dollars, have to support
but one school. . They hire a first or sec-
ond class male teacher, and perhaps an
assistant or two. They are enabled to
do this cheap on account of their num-
bers. To help them through with paying
their teacher they draw from the public
treasury $150 a year, while the female
teacher of the county draws $75 or $90.
A sga e zountry district wi h its, perhaps,
$15,000 or $20,000, has got to support
a school as well as the rich centres. Be
sides getting $60 or $75 less from the
public treasury they most of them draw
almost nothing from the county fand
compared to what is drawn by the rich
districts. These rich districts are popu-
lous and draw from the county fund in
proportion to their numbers. This
throws almost the entire support of
the schools of spare districts on the dis-
trict assessment. Last year Dorchester
Corner paid 90 cents on the thousand
dollars, while a country district, not
three miles off, paid seven dollars and a
half on the thousand dollars, and that for
the merest common school. Rich centres
can enjoy schools, where the higher
branches are taught, at a vastly lower
figure than the spare farming districts
can the simplest teaching, and Mr. King
says there can be no change. St. John
may well go strong for a Government that
legislates the farmers’ money into the
pockets of its rich merchants, but it is
asking too much when it sets up the re-
sults of the St. John elections to the peo-
ple of Westmorland for an example.

Westmorland is willing to support free
common schools accessible to rich and
poor alike, but not high schools for the
rich and common schools for the poor.
The present Goverrment knows well the
injustice of the details of the law, and
they know, too, that the district assess-
ments should long ago have been made
Parish assessments, and the county funds
more equitably disbursed.. They know,
too, that the mass of the people don’t
want to support high schools anywhere
by taxation, and if rich men want to edu-
cate their sons beyond the common, they
should pay for it themselves, and not tax
the working classes for it.

In the County of Westmorland, if the
school law goes into full operation with-
out change, there will be about six rich
centres enjoying schools of a high order
where the languages, &c., are taught.
Dorchester, Lower Sackville, Moncton,
Shediac, Salishury and perhaps Bay Verte
will be these favored localities. Four or
five others of less wealth, such as Rock-
land, Memramcook and Upper Sackville,
will have choicz te:chers for a good
English education, mathematics, &c., but
the very large majority of country dis
tricts must put -up with any thing they
can get, and on an average of a three fold
more property tax than the rich centres
will pay. This is no fault of afree school
law, but the injustice of its details. Ifa
man in one of these country districts
wants higher schooling, he must board
his son out. and tho’ he is taxed for high
schools, can as well send to Sackville
Academy as one of them, as board will
be cheaper there, and yet the Attorncy
General says there can be no change!!

The present Government has signally
failed with the school law and has so
alienated the feelings of a large portion
of the people that no good thing they
could do now would effect a reconcilia-
tion. It certainly would be wiser to try
new men,who are not personally involved
in a quarrel with the Catholics. The free
non-sectarian school law is a settled fact,
and needs but wise counsel, free from
sectarian feeling, to carry out the details,
to make it a success.

‘The freeholders of Westmorland will
deserve well of the Province if a judic'»
ous deeision in this election should erd
the sectarian feud, sv long fostered by an
injudicious Government, to the disgra e
of the Legislature.

A Noncton Political Meeting.
FROM A MONCTON CORRESPONDENT.

A political meeting in the interest of
the Government ticket was held here on
the evening of Thursday last.

He failed
to tell the audience that in hiscanvass he
was a sectarian or non-sectarian school
man as the exigency of the case demand-
ed. Every person knows that Smith has
heen and still is. a *¢political trimmer,”
in fact just prior to his candidature he
was an out and out repealer.

After the members of the ticket had
spoken, Mr. A. J. Hickman, the profes-
sional counsel and advocate of the Gov-
ernment in Westmorland, stepped for-
ward His speech consisted of a conglo-
meration of assurance, religious intoler
ance and Orangeism mixed up with the:
spice of oft repeated and gaseous bun-
combe. From his implacable hatred and
