Sovereign in this Dominion, of 
our sincere .attachment, fidelity, and loyalty to Iler 
Majesty’s Throne and Government : also, that the loyal 
men for whom we speak are ready at a moment’s call 
to bear their-manly part in any crisis that may arise 
affecting British interests, either at home or abroad, to 
"the fullest extent of their means and ability as may b? 
required of them in maintaining the honour and integ- 
rity of Her Majesty’s Empire.

We submit to your Excellency that we do not pre- 
sume to arrogate to ourselves exclusive loyalty or 
patriotism ; but, with all loyal subjects, we glory in 
British freedom, and we dearly prize the great boon of 
civil and religious liberty, upheld wherever the Union 
Jack floats to the breeze.

We desire to express to your Excellency our strong 
determination to preserve and perpetuate these inestima­
ble blessings in things compatible with law and order 
for all classes, without distinction, of Her Majesty’s 
loyal subjects.

I We also desire to express to your Excellency our 
unbounded confidence in constituted authority, if duly 
exercised, for the suppression of internal mob violence 
of whatever kind ; and we confidently trust that the 
Sovereign power has observed the culpable neglect of 
-Inly mi the part of the public guardian of the law, 
who thereby renders life an easy prey to savage violence 
and Countenances the terrorism of mob law, such as has 
recently disgraced the Metropolitan City of Montreal, 
and resulted in the loss of valuable life, followed by 
the stultification of law and justice in the case of those 
stained with innocent blood. We indulge the strong hope 
that those entrusted with the administration of law and 
order in this Dominion may learn. from the past the

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necessity and wisdom of making provision for the 
future against a similar calamitous occurrence.

With profound respect for your Excellency’s person 
and the fervent desire that things may be so ordered that 
your Excellency shall continue to govern this Domin­
ion in the future as you have well and wisely done in 
the past, and with the deepest regard for Lady I ufferin, 
whose amiability and noble and loyal family connec­
tions render her Ladyship’s person and welfare ven- 
dear to your Excellency’s loyal and faithful subjects. '

Ottawa, 14th March, 1878.
His Excellency, after reading the above, entered 

into conversation very cordially with the Deputation 
on the subject of Orangeism, and then called on his 
Private Secretary, E. G. P. Littleton, Esq., a gentleman 
whose courtesy and attention to the Deputation will 
not readily be forgotten by them, to show the Deputa­
tion and the gentlemen who accompanied them through 
the house. The M. W. Grand Master Mackenzie 
Bowell, Esq., M.P., Bro. W. C. Little, Esq., M. P., and 
Bro. Porter, Ottawa, accompanied the Deputation, with 
all of whom His Excellency heartily shook hands in. 
bidding them good-bye.

Mr. Littleton then showed the Deputation and their 
friends through the magnificent residence of the Gov­
ernor, and took particular pains that they should not go 
away without seeing all of the many curiosities and 
relics that adorn Rideau Hall, even to a stump of a tree 
cut down by bears in Manitoba, which His Excellency 
will take home with him as a trophy of his peregrina­
tions through the far West. But nothing arrested the
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attention of our brethren more than a striking likeness 
of Lady Dufferin, executed with admirable skill in the 
fine arts, by the hand of Earl Dufferin himself. The 
Deputation and their friends now retired with many 
thanks to Mr. Littleton, and highly delighted with their 
visit to Rideau Hall.

In striking contrast with the cordiality and courtesy 
of Earl Dufferin is to be noticed the ungentlemanly be­
haviour of the Premier, if indeed we be justified in 
mentioning his name in connection with a gentleman 
of refined parts and good training.

, The Deputation took the precaution to apprise the 
Hon. Alexander Mackenzie of their intentions and de- 

' sire six days before the time they asked him for an 
interview by letter, of which the following is a copy :

Toronto, 7th March, 1878.
To the Hon. Alexander Mackenzie, 

Premier of Canada, Ottawa.
Hon. Sir,—I have the honour to transmit to you 

the following copy of a resolution passed at the Annual 
■Session of the Orange Grand Lodge of Ontario West, 
held in Oshawa on the 19th and 20th of February, 
1878, to the effect that a deputation of this Grand 
Lodge, consisting of W. J. Parkhill, F. H. Medcalf, 
and R. Reynolds be appointed to proceed to Ottawa to 
call the attention of thePremier of Canada to the de­
plorable circumstances connected with the foul murder 
of our late Bro. T. L. Hackett, in the City of Montreal 
on the 12th day of July last, owing to the culpable 
absence of all protection for life and the maintenance of 
law and older for Her Majesty’s peaceable and loyal 
subjects, and to ask for such provision in the future as " 
shall guard against a similar occurrence.

This Deputation requests that you may be pleased 
to grant them an interview on the subject. The Depu­
tation intend to be in Ottawa on the 13th March inst,

May it Please Your Excellency:
The petition of the undersigned Deputation from 

the Loyal Orange Association of Ontario West humbly 
sheweth :

That with all Her Majesty’s subjects they glory in 
British freedom and dearly prize the great boon of civil 
and religious liberty upheld wherever the Union Jack 
floats to the breeze, which it is their strong determina­
tion to preserve and perpetuate for all classes without 
distinction of creed of Her Majesty’s loyal subjects in 
the exercise of such things as are compatible with law 
and order.

Your petitioners submit that the members of the 
Orange Association are composed of loyal and law- 
abiding citizens, and as such are entitled to the protec­
tion provided for all classes of citizens in the exercise 
of their lawful rights.

It is the painful duty of your petitioners to direct 
the attention of your Excellency in Council to the 
deplorable fact that an unoffending loyal British subject 
was brutally murdered in the City of Montreal on the 
Twelfth day of July last while in the act of returning « 
from the house of God, in a peaceable manner, after 
the Orangemen of that city had abandoned on that 
occasion, in good faith, their right to a public procession

i
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in deference to the prejudices of a certain class of their 
fellow-citizens.

Your petitioners have unbounded confidence in con­
stituted authority when properly exercised for the suc­
cessful suppression of mob violence of whatever kind, 
but they regret that in the case just mentioned such 
has not been duly exercised ; and we confidently trust 
that the, Sovereign power has observed the culpable and 
deliberate refusal of the Mayor of Montreal to protect 
Her Majesty’s loyal subjects in the exercise of their 
unquestionable right from the violence and terrorism 
of mob-law, a course which has resulted in the loss of 
valuable life followed by the stultification of law 
and justice in the ease of those stained with innocent 
blood.

Your petitioners submit to Your Excellency in 
Council that the discreditable course pursued by the 
Mayor of Montreal in the matter aforesaid, renders that 
public officer unworthy of confidence and unreliable for 
the preservation of peace and the protection of life and 
property on any future similar occasion, and therefore 
your petitioners indulge the strong hope that those 
entrusted with the administration of law and order in 
this Dominion will learn from the past the necessity 
and wisdom of making provision to prevent the recur­
rence of a similar calamity.

Your petitioners are instructed to inform Your 
Excellency in Council that over two hundred thousand 
loyal Orangemen in this Dominion look*to Her Majesty’s 
Government to take such precautionary steps as shall 
secure peace, protect life, and maintain order if the 
Orangemen of Montreal choose to celebrate the anni­
versary of the Battle of the Boyne in that city on the 
Twelfth day of July next, and thus save their brethren 
elsewhere the necessity of going to their assistance in 
asserting their right to the unmolested exercise of civil 
and religious liberty.

« April 29—Mr. Little—When the petition ad­
dressed by the Orange Grand Lodge .of Western Ontario 
to His Excellency the Governor General, and placed in 
the hands of the Secretary of State by a deputation 
from said Grand Lodge on the 14th March last, will be 
answered ?”

On Wednesday, 1st May, the First Minister, Hon. 
Alexander Mackenzie, replied that it was answered.

The following is Mr. Little’s reply to our letter of 
the 29th April :

»!
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Orangemen of Montreal choose to celebrate the anni­
versary of the Battle of the Boyne in that city on the 
12th of July next.

The petition having been duly considered, I am 
directed to inform you that the duty of preserving the 
peace and maintaining order generally in the City of 
Montreal devolves upon the civil authorities of that 
city, and should the civil power be unequal to the task, 
the Parliament of Canada has already provided for the ‘ 
mode in which, and the occasion on which, the active 
militia shall be called out in aid of the civil power. 
These provisions may be found in chapter 46 of the 
Statutes of Canada, 1873, amending the 27th section 
of 31 Vic. (1868), chapter 40, which is as follows :

" The active militia, or any corps thereof, shall be 
liable to be called out, with their arms and ammuni­
tion, in aid of the civil power in any case in which a 
riot, disturbance of the peace, or other emergency re­
quiring such service occurs, or is in the opinion of the 
civil authorities hereinafter mentioned, anticipated as 
likely to occur, and (in either case) to be beyond the 
powers of the civil authorities to suppress or to prevent 
or deal with, whether such riot, disturbance, or other 
emergency occurs, or is so anticipated, within or with­
out the municipality in which such corps is raised or 
organized, and it shall be the duty of the senior officer 
of the Active Militia present at any locality to call out 
the same, or any portion thereof, as he considers neces­
sary, for the purpose of preventing or suppressing any 
such actual or anticipated riot or disturbance, or for the 
purpose of meeting and dealing with any such emer­
gency as aforesaid, when thereunto required in writing 
by the Chairman or Gustos of the Quarter Sessions of 
the Peace, or by any three Magistrates of whom the 
Warden, Mayor, or other head of the municipality or 
county in which such riot or disturbance or other emer­
gency occurs or is anticipated as aforesaid, may be one ;
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and to obey such instructions as may be lawfully given 
him by any Magistrate in regard to the suppression of 
any such actual riot or disturbance or other emergency, 
or to the suppression of the same, or to the aid to be 
given to the civil powers in case of any such riot, dis- 
turbance, or other emergency; and every such requisi- 
tiow in writing as aforesaid shall express on the face 
thereof the actual occurrence of a riot, disturbance, or 
emergency, or the anticipation thereof requiring such 
service of the Active Militia in aid of the civil power 
for the suppression thereof; and every officer, nun- 
commissioned officer, and man of such Active Militia, 
or any portion thereof, shall on every such occasion 
obey the orders of Ins commanding officer; and the 
officers and men so called out shall, without any further 
or other appointment, and without any oath of office, be 
special constables, and shall be considered to act as 
such so lung as they remain so called out ; but they 
shall act only as a military body, and shall be individ­
ually liable to obey the orders of their military com­
manding officers only.”

From the foregoing you will observe that the Parlia­
ment of Canada has clearly defined the course to be 
adopted when the civil powers require to be aided by 
the militia in preserving peace and maintaining order 
in any community, and it would be manifestly illegal 
for the Federal Government to interfere in the preser­
vation of the public peace in any manner unauthorized 
by the laws of the country.
