An arbitration is on between the Minister of Education and the
school-book publishers of Ontario. Therc is a clause in this
agrecment to the cffect that in case the Minister considers that the
prices charged on any school books are exorbigant, he has a right
to call for an arbitration, as he has done.  The publishers, however,
are no chickens ; they have, as the boys would say, “ got the bulge”
on the Mimster on some of the details, and have compelled hin to
make the arbitration a * friendly " one.  This means, of course, that
there will be no changes in the prices of the readers and other books
with large sale.  There will probably be a reduction i the price of
such books as have a very limited sale. This will make quite as good
a showing as a reform, and won't hurt the publishers any to speik of.

THE NEW POSTAGE RATES.

The followmy s i copy of the circular
issued by the Postmaster General w regacd
ta the postage mcteases, whih cune into
force touday .

Ihe rate of postage upon letters posted in
Canada, addressed 1o phices within the
Domimon o1 in the United States, will be 3
cents per ounce mstead of 3 cents per half
ovunce as heretofore.

Upent drop-letters posted at an office trom
which Jetters are delinered by letter carriers,
the postage tate will be 2 vents per outice in.
stead of 1 cent per half ounce. The rate of
postage upon drapeletters, except i the aties
where free dehivery by letter carners has
been established, will be 1 cent per ounce.

The fee for the registration of & letter or
other atticle of mad matter will be 5 cents
upon all dasses of correspondence passing
within the Dommon  For the present and
until further anstrucied the registraton fee
may be prepard by using the 2-cent regstm
ton, stamps and postage to make up the
amount,

Letters  msofficiently  prepmd will be
charged double the deficency, as heretofore,
rmrhlvd at Jeast a parnal prepayment has
)xen made.  Letters posted wholly unpaid
will be sent 1o the dead letter office for return
to the wnter.

DISGRACEFUL JOURNALISM,

We seldom make reference to our daily
press, but when occasion demands we feel it
oug duty to ift our sasce i fasor of honorable
jurnalism The disgraceful conduct of some
of our oty papers is fast reducing the stan-
dard to mere personal abuse.  Instances of
this character we regret to say are far o
Fhey are pamfully frequent and
seem to be despnedly written with the view
of catenng to the depraved tastes of the wonst
phases of human nature  Such practices
shonld be stopped  Surely the law of libel
does not mean thatan unscrupalous journalist
shaald be perminted to tire his ballets of
venum mdiscnmunately mto a body of men
avy mare than that he should be allowed to
ke debberate ann at a sigle mdinvidual.
Let any man with a keen sense of honor read
varcfully the pages of the Eveninyg Telegram,
amd we venture o aay he must feel hunibiated
as well as distressed to think we live m o

numcrous

commumty which tolerates such degraded
and degrading journalism.  The public re-
cogmzes the true unssion of the press, and
cven when it steps a little beyond the line in
A righteous cause they are prepared to forgive.
An example of this kind of recent date was
this very paper n defending itself against the
libel swit by our city contractors.  Our peo-
ple, however much they sympathized with the
Telegram during the trial, took no delight in
the persecution it kept up after the toal was
over; and there was a geaeral expression of
repret when the Judge could wot see his way
to make the paper pay its own costs, purely
on account of its conduct subsequent to the
trinl  We quote a few examples from the
Telegram as follows -

*To say that that august body, the Court
House Commiittee of the City Council, hadn't
as much brains as o hen, is o throw & most
undeserved slur upon the intethgence of that
most useful biped.”

* He has more clothes than he has intel
lect, perhaps, but the truth is that Ald. W, J.
Hill can change his mind guicker than he can
his miment.”

Such wniting as this we know every respect.
able citrizen tharoughly condemuns with a most
profound contempt for the paper that writes it,
and yet such thigs are of daily occurrence
among us, s there no remedy for such out-
mpes on our people?  Must our aldermen
give thear tme to the public free and abso
freedom 1o the papers to slander them at will,

CANCELLATION OF ORDERS.

If there is one thing more aggravating than
another, to the ordimary wholesale merchan,
it s 1o have an order for goods, which have
been booked, refused or cancelled by the
customer, for no other reason, perhaps, than
since the onder had been given the market
price of these particalar goods had declined
or that a nival traveller had offered him the
goods at a lesser mate than be had given his
order for. 1t 15 annoying to the wholesale
merchant, that, after an order has been
booked for goods for import or forward deli-
very, if the market dechne, a desire is ex-
pressed 1o have the order cancelled.

There are fow, if any, wholesale houses in
Canada, that will not delner goods as
promptly as possible, even though prices
adhvance sharply after the order is booked.
in fact, at the time the order is hooked, all
rehable tinms, in turn, contract with the manu-
facturers or therr agents on the basis of the
sale, or clse have previously covered their
contracts by purchasing ahead, and, conse-
quently, deliver at the siune tme profit 1n
case of an advance, as they would had the
market declined.  But when w the event of
& dechine customers endeavour to cancel, or
refuse 10 accept dehvery, the wholesaler or
mporter s placed i an eaceedingly awk.
ward position.  As for example: A, whoisa
vonsumer of gahanized iron in, say Wood-
stuck, places an order with B & Co., & Tor-

onto wholesale finm, for two cases of galva
nized iron at 3¢ per lb, delivered at Wood
stock. [n order to deliver at this place w i
necessary for B & Co. to have this iron ship
ped on a through bill of lading from Londo:
or Liverpool, as the case may be, and thus 1
done. But before arnval of the iron A
writes that he has been offered smne quality
at a lower price, and unless B & Co. wilt
meet this figure he wants the order cancelled
For B & Co. there is but one thing to be
done in order to protect themselves, and that
is to insist upon the ters of the contrace
beinyg carried out, but in most instances the
buyer is a customer whose trade is, perhap-.
valued highly by the whalesale house, and
for this reason the latter does not care
insist on the purchaser taking the goods, an)
must, if he cannot otherwise arrange and
does not see his way clear to lose money m
accepting the price offered, have the iron
held to order at Woodstock, and sell it when
opportumty offers at whatever he can get
for it.

This is manifestly unfair.  No wholesale
house can afford to pay teavellers eapenses
and salaey for the purpose of booking order
and then have these orders cancelled, nom
can they afford m every instance to fnsist
upon dehvery being taken ; the results are
clear. The wholesaler loses confidence m
the retailer and m the neat transiction mus
tike into account the manner in which the
previous transaction was regarded by the
customer and ask for his goods a propor-
tionate increase in price by way of protection.
The retailer on his part must feel that he
cannot cantinue to do business on the same
footing with the wholesale house, and dis
trust and  dissatisfaction, besides oftentimes
pecuniary loss result from what may at the
moment scem to be but a minor matter n
the cancellation of an order.

Let it be laid down as a standard principle
to guide every transaction of every business
man of integrity and honour that whatever
gowds he orders he shall be prepared to take,
and that without grumbling, no matter what
changes take place in the market ; and alve
it is well for the retailer to bear in mnind that
the wholesaler has his business to cany
on the same basis though on a somewhat
larger scale, and the same rules which govein
one in a transaction or in the carrying out of
a comract—should also govern the other.

KEEP CLEAR OF THEM.

Atan informal meeting of creditors held P
his city last week, an evil from which the
trade 15 suffering was very clearly demoa.
strated.  The tirm in question showed assors
of about $4,000 and liabilities of about $6,00
The chief creditors were represented.  Thay
were made thoroughly conversant with the
case and unanimouslyurged the firm to assign
Ontheadvice of the solicitorwho accompanie d
them to the meeting, they positively refiscd
to do so, but tried to force a settlement «

.
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<. on the dollar on the ground that the

Aate would not realice that sum.  Although

w meeting had been adjourned from the

v before, it broke up in confusion. The

molvents showed a deficit of about $2,000,
wd clearly had no interest in the estate be-
cond seeing that full value was realized for
the assets. One creditor pointed out that the
neeting could have no legal status withont
n assigninent, that he wished to closely
qestion one of the creditors who had only
a few days previously grossly misrepresented
lus affairs, and he stated that in all his busi-
uess experience e had never known such a
Jllainous outrage to have been perpetrated
on a meeting of creditors.  The same gen.
deman said that these needy, second-rate,
pettifogging lawyers in the country did more
harm to business than all the bad law on the
Statute Book,

\We can readily sce the great injury to busi-
ness men, and especially to the retail mer-
Jhant, by coming in coniact with this class
of lawyer. A retailer is probably threatened
by some impatient wholesaler, and perhaps
ahamed to go and consult a well-known
barnster.  He rushes to one of the class of
lawvers referred to above.  limmediately a
scheme 1s devised by this rotten limb of the
faw to ask for a compromise, and the client
that went into this plotter’s office an honest
man goes out with his head full of perplexities
«nd the assurance that he will bhe pulled
through his difficulties to his satisfaction. In
order to do this a *statement” has to be
* prepared,” and of course this must appear
as favourable as possible for the nsolvent,
The beginning is made with just a little mis-
tepresentation, and when the end is reached
the unfortunate merchant is as dishonest as
hes adviser. Stripped not only of his business
hances but of his honor and integrity as
well, he s turned out into the world an object
of reproach by respectable people,  The
whaolesale houses make a bad debt.  The
retul trade has to compete with bankrupt
stock, and the consumer buys in quantties
tar beyond his actual wants, It scems to us
that with the exception of the unfortunate n-
insolvent the consumer is the greatest sufferer.
Under the allurement of big bargains, he
huys goods that he does not require and that
he will never use and that must become an
absolute waste.  The next greatest sufferers
are the remaining retail merchants, whosc
whole trade is demoralized until the market
i~ relieved of these bankrupt goods.

All this is brought about by consulting a
*sharp” lawyer, who has no interest shis
«lient not beinyg considercd) except to make
tees for himself out of the wreck. When a
merchant finds himself in difficulties his
manifest duty is to go straight to his largest
creditors and consult them. They will advise
hin to do what is best in his own interest as
well as in theirs. The record of the Taronto
merchants warrants us in saying he will be
dealt with generously,  Besides, he will have

to come before his creditors some time, and
hehad muchbetterdo so before putting himself
m a false position, Whatever he does, let him
avoid consulting lawyers, and especially sharp
ones, they are in bad odor with the wholesale
merchants, and an insolyent attempting to be
steercd through his troubles in this unsavory
way is sure to receive but lintle consideration
from his creditors.

CHEAP BOOKS.

As noted last month, books will be very
cheap during the coming scason, The stand
ard t2mos,, poets, cte., will be sold at very
low prices. owing to the great competition
amony the manufacturers in New York, One
large house is offering the 12mos. as low as
16¢. to 17¢.  Cheap novels are now sold in
New York as low as 5c. apiece.  From this
it will be seen that the book market is *in
the soup,” so to speak,

DUTY ON PAPERS.

The question of duty on Christmas papers
has not yet been finally seitled.  If it be im-
posed it will prove a very serious matter to
the trade.

Toronto and Hamilton booksellers pay an
unport duty of 3%c. or 4. per copy on Har-
per's Bazaar, while in other cities, such as
Ouawa, this publication is admitted free.
This is manifestly unfair. Toronto and
Hamilton should be placed on a piar with
other places.

THE MERCHANTS’
TION.
The following is the copy of a circular sent
out by the Hamilton Board of Trade :

HaMILTON, Ont., May 29th, 1889,

DEAR Sir, -Atamecting of the committee
in charge of the Merchants’ Convention, held
at the Board of Trade Rooms on the 21st
inst, & resolution was passed, “That the
Sceretary be instructed to write to all Boards
of Trade, and to merchants in all towns in
Ontario, explaining the objectin view in hold-
ing the conmvention, and the reasons for fixing
the dates during the carnival week in Hamil-
ton on the 19th to 23rd August néxt.”

In accordance with the above resolution 1
have the honor to intormn vou that for some
time past there has been a desire on the part
of merchants all over the P’rovince to meet
and discuss matters in connection with trade
and commerce affecting their particular in-
terests. Sucha meeting must resultin finding
remedies for-many irritating  clements which
at present are a serious cvil to trade in gen-
eral, and to the retail trade in particular,

The wholesale and retail merchants and
manufacturers of Hanulton desire to bring
together representative men of every branch
of cominerce, and have proposcd a inerchants’
convention, to be held in this aty during the
camival week, and bave selected a comnuttee

of the most prominent business men to carry
out the proposed convention to a successful
issuc. These gentlemen are doing all in their
power to armpge matters so that delegates
from Boards of “I'rade and merchants from
every place in Omario who may take the
opportunity atforded by the convention, shall
be cordially welcomed,  The camival week
has been sclected, thus combining business
with pleasure,

You are partcularly mvaited to be present,
and to forward at your earliest convenience
any suggestions on any subject relating to
trade and commerce wlich you may decmn it
advisable to be discussed.  This will very
materially iud the committee in arranging for
the business programme of the convention.

I may mention that the commitice have
already decuded upon three important subjects
to be brought forward, viz. : 1st In relation
to bankrupt stocks the best means for theit
disposal’so as to cause the least injury and
annoyance to others in a similar branch of
business in same locality. 2nd—Unjust com-
promises. 3rd- -lnsurance.

THE TRAVELLING MER-
CHANTS.

The old adage that “gonds well bought are
half sold” is a good one, and one that every
merchant should keep constantly before him,

Years ago when a merchant had needt to
replenish his stock in trade he was com-
pelled to leave his place and travel great
distances to find the manufacturer of the
class of goods he handled, and this entailed
much cxpense and loss of time. But the
times have changed.  Now the manufacturer
or importer finds it to his advantage to do
the travelling, and so he gets together small
samples of his goods and sends his deununer,
or travelling salesman, out over the country
to do for the retail merchant what he for-
merly had to do for himself, Like all new
systems, however, this one met with obstacles
and was not looked on favorably at the
first.  ‘The mission of the drummer was not
thoroughly understood, as his reception in
too many cases demonstrated, but the sys-
tem has grown, and now the travelling
salesman is a fixture, and has come tn be
looked upon as a valuable adjunct to trade.
The drummer may be regarded as a neces.
sary evil, or a blessing, accordiny to the man;
but the merchant and the drummer are of
mutual benefit to cach other, and every travel-
ling man should be entitled to a courteous
reception and subseqhent considerate treat-
ment.  For change in prices, new goods,
and a hundred and one other points of infor-
mation, we arc dependent on him.  So treat

able form, we believe that it would find very
few purchasers  In other words, courtesy s
a somcthing the worth of which i< little
appre iated, and most people would not care
to take it even asa gift  How important a
factor it is i the gencral affairs of ife is not
a question 1o be discussed w a trade paper,
but on the other hand W s cminently proper
to point out the tluence of this personal
myredient an the business world,  Further-
morg, the subject i especially pertinent gust
now, when the celebration of the centennial
anniversary of General Wislington’s inaug-
uration s tuning men’s thoughts back to
the customs of the last century.  To be sure,
the chief attentton is given to the military
witys of our ancestors, but along with this
there in a good deal of invesugating into the
every-day habits & hundred yvears, more or
less, ago. Whoever lonks up the history of
busiess and reads old correspondence and
papers relating 1o past methods of trading
cannot but be struck by the more digimtied
and courteous tone that pervaded the deal-
wgs of the merchants  then, and f the
written reconds they have left are marked by
an old-fashwmed courtess we an depend
upon 1t that the mannets of the diy possessed
the same charm. 1t is 10 excuse to sav that
business men of the present are subject 10
stch tierve competition and are so driven in
their work that they have av ume to waste
m hemy conrteons, for a gentlemanly wmanner
will faciluate rather than delay a trade, even
ot s but swappig jack-keives.  Further-
more, as there s httle prospect of the hurey
of busmess hife abaung vet a whily, we
shonkl be all the more careful o goard
agaunat the consequences that come from
fret and worry, lest our future behaviour
become intolerabhy rough.

Looking  at the matter simply from o
mercenary standpont, it wall tequire but
Inttle rettection on the part of sensible people

to discover that courtesy in business brings
an actual money reward.  There is no one
but can recall instances i is experience
where the manner of a salesman had as
much to do with a barpiun as the quality of
the goods. It would scem to be true, how-
ever, that this personal clement enters with
greater force w small transactions than m
large ones, for where considerable money s
mvalved we are less mfluenced by our feel-
s inthe matter A pleasant address will
win a fortune for a book agent, while the
presudent of 4 big corporation can be as
crotchety as he pleases without  conung
to bankruptey,  Nevertheless, the mmount
of business lost through the offensive be-
haviour of a company’s agents 1s an mdeter-
manable factor, and very hkely 1tas the
difficulty of estimatimg the losses from tins
catse thitt makes os undervalue . M, as
not infrequently happens, we are kept from
purchasing a lot of yoods or from awarding
4 contract by a disagreeable manner, we are
not apt to tell the person the reason why we
do not trade with him, and such people are
seldom modest enough to divine our motives
But if it is the price of the work or quahty of
the goods that deter us, we have no hesita.
tion in letting our reasons be known.  In the
first instance, the man injures his interests
without knowing how, and we will likely
repeat the folly many tumes over, while in
the second case we have cated the obstacle
to the trade is understood and can readily
be removed. A\s we intimated above, the
mfluence of courtesy mereases as we ap-
proach the last division in the distributing
trade, and is preatest with the retail sales.

CITY vs. COUNTRY BOYS.

Have country boys, younyg business men |
wmean, a conception of the advantages they
possess over their city cousins? 1 fear
not.  For the most part the idea scems to
prevail that the city boy has all the oppor-
tumties, while the country bay has only pri-
vations and disappointments. And yet when
we come to look the business of the city over,

we find that among the successful men, those
of city birth and training are in the minority,
while those who spent their boyhood in the
country, and commenced the race apparcutly
handicapped, are in the majority. New York
City is a striking instance of this fact. The
merchant princes, so called, and the railway
magnates, as they are commonly termed,
together with those bankers, brokers, lawyers,
doctors, manufacturers, judges, editors, in

ventors and accountants, with hosts of others
tee pumerous 1o name, who have achieved
the most distinguished success in their special
ficld of labor, are not, as i rule, New Yorkers
by birth and education.  The leading men,
with very few exceptions, in all the walks of
life in the metropols were educated outside
of the city, and not a small proportion of them
were country boys a few years ago.  The
reasons for this are not very hard to discover,
In the first place, the procession of cvents
before the gaze of the city boy is so rapid that
he has no tiine to scize upon any one thing
for himself.  {f it be only a book or a paper
that comes in his way it is not prized, because
of necessity it must make way for its succees-
sor of the morrow. Again, business is con-
ducted on so large a scale that as an observer
or apprentice he can only become acquainted
with a subordinate part.  He seldom has the
opportunity to study a given business in its
entirety.  Opportunities for amusement ere
so many and the habit of indulgence formed
in childhood is so hard to break through that
much valuable time is lost in that direction ;
and so we might go on enumerating many
other things cqually unfortunate for the train-
ing of the city boy for the active responsibili-
ties of a successful business.  Last, but not
least, the average city boy has not the physi-
cal stamina that hard work, the only method
of attaining success in the business world, so
imperatively demands. On the other hand,
the country boy has leisure. He has few
amusements, and he prizes and therefore

But beyond ali
else he has heen trained to work diligently
and continuously the year through.  He has
fined habits of industry.  Accordingly, when
he comes to the city to live, the odds are
largely in his favor, although it is very pos.
sible that neither he nor his city cousin
appreciates the fact.  The very belief, how-
cver, that he is at a disadvantage in the race
causes him to make greater cffort, and ere
long he finds himself away ahead of all com-
petiters. Country boys should take heart and

position. It is simply this : You do not take
the proper amount of exercise.  You have no
regularity in your habits.  You neglect your
sleep ¢ you eat whenever you feel so inclined,
whether your food distresses you or not, and
you put inte your stomach at such times
‘stuff” which is entirely unwholesome ; and,

But happily nature has bestowed on us a
cure for all this, and this cure is simply the
proper amount of muscular exercise, coupled
with regularity and a reasonable quota of
fresh air,

But when are we to find time to exercise
and obtain this fresh air which is so essen.
tal to good health? Surcly we cannot find
time when we work, and when we are not
working we feel like doing little clse than
#oing to some place of amuscment, perhaps
to a theatre packed full of people and foul
air. We must take time. It is just as neces-
sary that we should exercise as it is that we
should cat and sleep. Let us walk a few
blacks in the fresh air now and then after
our work is over. It will give our limbs a
rest from the cramped positions which they
have assumed 3¢ seven long hours and our
lungs a chance to expand, whereas they have
suffered all night from the fuines of a red-hot
composmy room.  Let us be 1egular in our
hours for sleeping, going to bed and arising

at as near a given time as possible. We
cannot be too careful of what we eat, and the
same regularity in regard to our sleeping
should be always observed in eating.  What
ever you may cal, take your time, and do
not bolt.your fod. A day in the country
now and then will be found very beneficial,

Miss Pugh, who has had a Berlin wool
store in Orangev nllc, has sold out to Mrs.
MeGuire,

Herbert Capewell, whom we mentioned in
our last as having a wholesale establishment
and two retail places, and as having failed
within six months after starting, has com-
promised at 4o cents on the dollar, a much
higher figure than was at first expected 10 be
realized for the creditors.

While there have been failures among the
fancy goods dealers and stationers this
month, they have not cqualled cither in
number or importance the suspensions re-
ported in the jewelry trade.  Were it not
for their sales of watches and silverware, and
the repairs consequent upon their use, jewel-
ers would find it hard 1o make a living just
now. Jewelry which used to be worn so
profusely a tew years ago is at present de-
cidedly unpopular and scems to Le reduced
to small tasty articles. Therc can be no
doubt but that this reverse in feeling 1s due
principally to the cheap showy imitations
that have been brought out during the last
decade, and so lony as the sterling patterns
continue 10 be imitated in base metals it can
scarcely be expected that genuine jewelry
will be worn by those who really set the
fashions.  But it is an ill.wind that blows no
one good, and while jewelry is not regarded
4> desirable, fancy goodsinen must, to a great
extent, be benefited maore especially by the
~ale of expensive gifts for birthdays, wed-
dings, ete. A chat with some of the whole-
~ale houses has convinced us of this truth,
tor they tell us that expensive goods are sell-
inyg this year better than ever before.

Mr. Sam Wilson, the genial traveller for
the Zylonite Co., paid our sanctum a visit
last week.,  As usual, he was in the best of
spirits, and reports larger sales that ever in
the Western States.

Mr. H. H. Fudger has returned from hus
European trip looking as well as ever.
