than their neighbors and to undersell them at all seasons, In
porta of entry the wits of these men aro ever directed towards
cireumventing the Custows officers.  In lurge cities no watenful-
ness ig proof sgainst thew, for nn sooner is one gap closed—one
lenk detected and stopped up—than a new one breaks out in
some wholly unexpected quarter. These men will not be satis-
fied with fair profits in a straightforward way; * dxcelsior ” is
the point they aim at, and to reach it they are stndying day
and night,, in the home circle, in the warelionse, in thie house of
prayer. No law, no rule, no restriction, will avail against them.
1t is for the purpose of preventing these keen-witted traflickers
from competing unfairly with the importer who hounestly ab-

_serves tho law, and compelling them to contribute proportionately

to the revenue of the country, that the Customs Department is
obliged to maintain that portion of its force which is least
understood and appreciated, even by some ol' those for whose
benefit it is employed, :

that the interests of the importer should not also Le borne in
mind and advanced by a strict enforcement of the law, in
respect of any dishonest competition as well as for the purposes
of the revenue. The large smount of capital invested in manu-
factures, and the number of hands given employment because of
their existence, should not blind us to the fact that extensive
capital is also invested by our importers, and that they likewise
aflord occupation to large numbers of employees. Furthur, as
already remarked in these colvmns, the rates of wages to clerks,
salesmen, and travellers are very much higher than those pre-
vailing in our manufacturing establishments, The salary and
expenses of one commereial {raveller would be ample remunera-
tion for a dozen or more ordinary factory hands.

Amc'mg the methods devised duripg the last year or two
for- over-reaching the Customs is that referred to a few months
ago in connection with a seizure of imported wines, but of this
more anon, The idea to which we now refer was the outcome
of a desire to enable a friend or relative visiting the country to
improve upon direct sales of goods. Let us assume that the
article was honestly inveiced to the wholesale purchaser at 120
florins, It was found advisable soon afterwards to send some of
the same goods on consignment abroad to & re’ative brought
up in the factary, but so labelled or slightly altered in appear-
ance that they passed at a lower invoice-—say 100 florins—or at
other ports of entry. Emboldened by the success of the venture,
tlie goods siibdequently consigned were invoiced even still lower,
and continued uniil suspicion or accident revealed the plan. It
may be pleaded by the consignee that no price could be fixed
upon them till after they were 8old ; thus the trangaction is one
of those which rest upon the nice balance lying between legality
and frand. Althongh the price for determining the duty is the
market rate at the place of manufacture—plus the carriage to
the port of direet shipment—it is often diflicult to ascestain this
price to a nicety,and the frequent alterations are enough to def 'y
the keenest appraiser. The consignee has an evident advantage
over the direct importer or purchaser,—not less than the twenty
florins, besides the duty thercon in the case agsumed.

There is one remedy for this—in order to compel manu.
facturers’ agents with a leaning towards abnormal profits,
towards grasping more than a share of the territory,—and that
is to increase the duty en all goods sent on consignment—say
twenty per cent. additional upon the duty otherwise payable,
which would doubtless be quite suflicient, as far at least a3 the
eye can see for the present. Whatever other changes may be
in contemplation during the present session, this is one that can
do no harm to any man who has a due respect for the laws
human or divine,

One of the grealest obstacles in the way of enforcing an
honest observance of the tariff laws, arises from the character of
the sworn stalemenis furnished in respect of invoices. The
opinions of ihe officers of the Department, if exprossed, would
probably be—that, while oaths or affidavits made in respact of
importations from the Unitad Kingdom, are in the main honest,
enough, very litlle reliance is to be placed upon such statoments
regarding invoices from certain districts in central Europe,

SEVERAL SYSTEMS POPULARLY BEXPLAINED..
Nineteen years ago, the date of the first statutory Insurance
roturng to the Dominion Govérnment, the total premium income
on Life Insurance business in Canada amounted to $1,238,350,
distributed as follows: One Canadian company, $164,910 ; four-

teen British companies, $515,741; nine American companies,
$557,708, and the total amount at rigk faggregated $85,650,082,
covering about 22,000 lives (exact number not given), distributed
in similar proportions to the premium income. Ten years ago
(i.e,, nine yeara later than the foregoing), the premium income
and aniounts af risk had mora than doubled, but by that time
there were seven Canadian companies in the field, and these
had already surpassed the British companies both in premium
income aud amount at risk, and were treading closely upon the
heels of the American compnnies, And ten years later (i.c.,
according to last published returns for 1887), the amounts had
very much more than doubled, the premium income having reached
the aggregate of §6,001,405, divided thus, 11 Canadian companies,
$2,825,119; 16 British, $890,332, and 12 American $2,285,954, and
the total amount at risk aggregated $191,694,270 under 115,113
policies divided in somewhat similar proportions to the premium’
incomes, The new business alone secured during the single
‘year (1837) amounted to $385,008,310, thus exceeding by over two
and a quarter millions the whole awount at risk in 1869, of which
$23,505,549 were taken by Canadian companigs, being « larger
amount than that taken by the British and American companies
combined, The amounts paid for death claims and matured
endowments reached the goodly sum of $2,161,528 under 1,292
policies—and can sny adequate idea be formed of the pecuniary
difficulties and sufferings which bave been in a great measure
averted from the widows and orphans of the decensed poliey-"
holders whoe had the prudence and forethought to wvail them-
gelveg while yet in hoalt;'h and strength of thismenns of making
a provision for their ioved ones left behind them. )

The magaitude of the interests involved and the capabilities
of development, as indicated by the foregoing statistics, have
induced us to devote part of ourspace to affording for the benefit
of those not fully conversant with the subject, soms explanation
of the general principles and various systemsof lifs insurance af
present in vogue. No further evidence than that already ad-
duced is necessary to show the rapidly advancing appreciation
of its benefits, but the keen competition for business hgs led to
the inauguration of 8o many new schemes, many of them more
alluring than profitable, that it is no easy matter for the un-
initiated to diseriminate between the chaff and the wheat, and
if we can throw suflicient light upon the subject to guide pros-
pective insurers to the selection of..the systems.best. adapted lo--
their respective circuinstances our labor will not have been in
vain. There can be no doubt that the more fully the subject is
understeod in all its detdlls, the more fully will its benefits be
appreciated nnd the more rapid will be its progress. When it is
considered that the total number of life policies subsisting in
the Dominion according to latest returns is 118,113 to o popula-
tion of about $,000,000, it must be quite manifest that the busi-
ness i8 yet in it3 infancy and, since the business more than
doubled during the last decade, it would he no rash venture to
predict that it will most probably be tripled or quadrupled
during the current decade. .

When Life Insurance was first introduced in Great Britain
the rates were guite arbitrary and the. rules unnecessarily
stringent, but during the latter half of last century il was
reduced to a regular science based upon accurately asceriained
data. and ils rales have been, and are yet being, steadily ~
liberalized. The foundation of the wholo system is the law of
martality—for aven death is amenable to law—deduced from
careful observation of the death rate amongst various com-
munities. Several tablos of mortality have been Tramed from -
time to time but only three are in general use in the Dominion
to which attention will be confined, these are the “Carlisle,” the
“American Experionce,” and the Institute .of Actuaries Hm.
table, '

The “Carlisle” takes its name from the city of Carlisle in
England, It is, as is well known, a very ancient city, and before
it became a railway centre as it now is, there was nothing to
disturb the normal condition of its population—neither immi-"
gration nor emigration—and 'the parochial registers of deaths,
ete, appear to have been carefully and accurately kept - The
table of ‘mortality of this -name was originally published by Dr,
Milne, conatructed from the oliservations of Dr. Heysham on the- .
rale of mortality.in that city during the nine years 1779 to 1787
inclusive. It was long regarded as giving a fairly correct repre-
sentation of healthy life in Englend, and has been very generaily .
.adopted ‘a3 a* basis of* caleulations by British Lifs Insurance
companies, it has - likewiss -been adopted by one Canadian

company ;. of late years, however, it has been regarded as giving ..
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too low a rate of mortality. and as being a little irregular in its
gradaations,

The American Experience Table was constructed by Sheppard
Homauus, Actuary of the Mutual Life Insurance Company of
New York, from the experience of that company, collated how-
aver with the standard Iluropean tables and other statistics with
a view Lo its proper graduation and its applicability to insured
lives in the United States of America. It was first adopted in
the yenr 1868 by the State of New York as the legal standard
with 4} per cont. interest fur the valuation of life insurance
transactions, It bag since been adopled by several other States,
und is used as u bagis by most of the American companies doing
buginess in Canada.  As the valaation tables coustructed on this
busis are more complete and are better suited for our explana-
tions, it may be understood that they are made use of for future
illustrations unless otherwise stated.

The Institute of Acluaries (England) Hm. table was con-
structed from the experienco of twenty British Life Insurance
companies involving 175520 lives, and was first published in
186Y. No labor was spared in order {o insure the utwmost
accuracy of adjustment and graduation, and it is now generally
admitied to be the beal eriterion for insured lives, It has been
adopted by the Dominion as the legal standard for the Life
Ingurunco returns to the Government. It has likewise been
adopted by several of the leading Canadian ¢ mpanies. This
and the American Iixperionce tables take 10 years of age ag
their starting point, while the Curlisle starts with birth.

In order that the subsequent explanations may be rendered
more intelligible, u general tuble has been specially prepared for
and ig ingerted in this issue, representing ithe numbers living,
the numhers dying, the rates of death per thousand, and the
average expectation of life at each age under each of the three
tables beforementioned, combined with a linear diagram, based
on the Carligle table for the veagon that it commences with birth,
representing by measurement the proportions living and dying at
each age. But hefore proceeding further it may be of interest to
notice somoe of the more prominent features of these tables.
According Lo the Carlisle table it may be observed that a shade
over one out of every seven children born die boforo reaching
o010 yeur of age, over one oul of every four die before reaching
three years of age, after that age up to 10 the death-rate, male-
rinlly diminishes, but from 11 onwards it steadily advances; out
of 6,005 alive at 22 yearsol age over one-half reach 65, one-fourth
roach 76, and one out of overy ten reaches 83, The expectation
in the earlier years appowrs somewhaty anomalous, the average
of a child just born being only 3872, while the same child, if it
reaches 5 years, has an oxpectation of 5125 further, which is of
course fully accounted for by the fact already alluded to of over
ono fourth of tho children born dying before reaching three
yoars of age. Although the percentage of deaths varies con-
gidorably during the earlior years and differs o some extent
throughout, yot the oxpectation of lifo comes notably close in
all the three tables. The reason for the Amorican Ixperience
and Institule of Acluaries tables stopping short at ages 95 and
97 respoctivoly, is that while tho Carlisle may give a fairly

- carrect idoa of the numbers sarviving theso ages yet, owing to

the other tables being deduced from the experience of insurance

companies, and thiere not being suflicient data for guidance as

to these exlreme ages, il was considered that it would be little
or no practical disadvaniage to carry thom no further.

Qur gpace precludes the further pursuit of the subject for the
present, but it shiall be resumed at an early date.

THE PROVINCIAL FINANCLS.

Since commenting on the salient points connected with the
financial standing of this Province, the Ion. Mr. Shehyn has
made the cuslomary explanations in a budget speech of some
length, but which is both perspicuous and interesting. The
operations of the yesr may be summarised as follows:

When it is considered that in 1887 the ordinary expenses
excecded tho receipts by $324,251, and that, since 1885, deficits
have annually accumulated until their aggregate exceeded
$3,300,000, tho above result may scem extrnordinary and it cer-
tainly calls for some explunation. The administration has, in
fact, beon un excellont tax gatherer and has obtained payment

for gome large claims which, unfortunately for-the Province, are:

it

not available every year. No less than $100,000 was received
from Ontario in settlement of the school fund difficulty, $97,000
from the city of Monireal to wipe off old debts, $400,000 com-
mercial tax arrears, etc. With regard to the last provincial
loan of three and a half millions, he justified it on the ground
that something had to be done to pay off the most pressing por-
tion of the floating debt. T'his, it appears, consists of four mill-
ions of undisputed claims already due or shortly maturing, and
four millions and a half of unsettled and disputed claims. The
increase in the interest service consequent on the loan repre-
senis a sum of $125,950, the total amount paid for this service
during the past fiscal year being $1,103,710, as compared with
$4977,760 in 188G,

The prospecets of decreased expenditure are unfortunately not
very bright, and the Treasurer found it necessary to attempt to
explain why the burdens of the PFrovince continue to grow.
Tirst, the increass in the interest account and again many items
of expense had to keep pace with the growth of the population
and the development of the country. He lamented that new
demands were springing up all the time and it was impossible to
check the general tendency to call upon the government for a
large measure of aid to every enterprise, whatever might be its
natare or utility. With regard to extra expenditure, $10,000
was spent by the royal commission on lunatic asylums and $11,-
000 is laid 1o the charge of additional patients, who *““are bound
to increase with the increase of population.” Large sums in
oxcess of the estimates were spent in repairs to public buildings.
The administration of justice cost $72,587 in excess of the esti-
mate, “ due to the additional expenses entailed by the increased
number of prisonerz and condemnations, the holding of criminal
courts in districts in which none had been held for some years,
the settlement of outstanding claims, the holding of special
terms in Montreal, etc” Ile contended that the Dominion
ghould assume the administration of criminal justice and quo-
tod figures to show that whilst its cost to the Province in 1868
wag only $311,38S, it had increased to $484,777 in 1878 and to
$546,464 in 1888,

Referring to the conversion scheme, the Treasurer stated that
its object was to effect a considerable saving in the interest ser-
vice of the public debt and he denounced in severe terms the
opposition that had been aroused against it. “Lhe oflicial de-
claration made in the Legislative council that it was not inten-
ded to effect a coercive conversion should have been sufficient
to allay the fears of the bondholders, but, in view of the bad
impression, created by the opposition, the government had not
thought it wise to place the scheme on the market, * * *
They were perfecily convinced that after a while and when it
would be understood that the proposed conversion was to be a -
voluntary one on both sides, every obstacle would disappear.”

The speech which was eminently practicable and valuable,
concluded with an estimate of next year's (1889-90) revenue and
expenditure. The total reccipts were placed at $3,463672, of
which $568,000 would be 1eceipts on capital account and the bal-
ance ordinary revenue. The tctal payments are estimated at
$4,389,024, of which $3353,170 are for ordinary expenses and
$1,035,853 on capital account. Of the laiter, $270,853 is to be
applied for public works and $765,000 for subsidies to railway
companies. The advocates of retrenchment and economy will
ind little to comfort them in the provineial budget speech. The
opponenis of the government state that another loan will shorily
be rendered necessary by the outlays, including the Jesuit grant,
cither actually undertaken, or prowmised, and that the burden
will ultimately fall on the commercial community. Time alone
will verily theée predictions. It cannotbe denied that the ad-
ministration of affairs has been carried on with vigor and ability
by the presentgovernment.

LONDON AS A PORT OF ENTRY.

Great as London is in matters commercial and social, she
tacitly licenses abuses in many of her great private and public
corporations which create wonder in the minds of her smaller
sister cities. Bristol once bid fair to be the great seaport of
England, but lost her opportunity by not meeting the enterprise
of her rival, Liverpool, which by her magnificent dock facilities
and & minimum raie of charges soon forged ahead. Why Lon-
don has not controlled the bulk of this immense traflic is'due
to her lack of enterprise and the abuses that are and have been

allowed to exist there! The port of London, whether in the old ™

time of sailing packets or at present, is synonymous with vexa-

tious delays and exorbifant charges.. . .
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The unfortunate skipper or shipowner who has been lured
by tempting rates of freight to London has bad to endure
many trials, The moment a vessel i3 docked the most mlqmt-
ous proceedings begin. Practically, the captain, owner or
consignee has 1no more voice in matters appertaining to the
vessel or her cargo than a navvy of the dock company. Tha
captain, owner or consignee who quietly submits to the inevit-
able, comes out, generally speaking, best. Remonstrances or
protests avail pothing, unless it Dbe increased annoyance. If
there ever was a matter which ought to be the subject qf an
investigation it is this, It would reveal a system of abuses
ag ineredible ag they are wicked. It would also disclose to
Londoners the great amount of ocean traflic lost annually to
their ports. That anything short of a rigid investigation is
unlikely to produce remedial results is shown by the fact that
London merchants, in the malter of perishable goods or those
requiring ordinary despatch, are practically boycotters of their
own port. We have Lefore us the letter of one of our Montreal
exporter’s London correspondent wherein he atates, * Under no
“circumstaces do I want you to be induced to ship any of my
*“goods by the direct London boats. The delay in obtaining the
“ sgame after the steamer is docked is a matter of a week or ten
* days at least, and frequently more. I have not as yet obtained
“completa delivery of your shipment of Oct. 11th, (now nearly
“three months.)., It is not a matler of any particular line of
“ gteamers or ports they are from, as I experience the same
* difficulties with the direct London boats from New York and
“Boston. It ig the fanlt of matters here after the arrival of
“gteamers, I much prefer to pay the extra railway charges
“from Liverpool to London., Therefore, in the future, you will
“ be good enough to ship all my goods via Liverpool.”

The rates of freight during.the season of navigation to
London or Liverpool are generally the same, or occasionally say
a watter of 25 6d per ton more to London. When we consider
the matter of 238, stg. per ton for railway carriage from Liver-
pool to London, that the importer of the latter city is willing to
pay extra to have his goods sent via Liverpool, we can, in a
measure realize his desire of emancipation from London cupidity,
or stupidity—perhaps both. As we have stated, all efforts to
eradicate existing evils have been unavailing. It wasonly the past
month, at the anuual meeling of a Provision section of the Lon-
don~Chamber-of Commerce, that the subject of these delays and
charges, after the arrival of stenmers, was again a subject of
discussion. 1t resulted, as all previous ones of the same nature,
in that body deciding there was no Lelp for it. “They were
“*bound hand and foot, or else to ship otherwise.” That such a
state of things is possible and actually exists is'most deplcrable,
and calls for persistent agitation in the right direction.

ONTARIO'S FINANCES.

The budget speech was recently delivered by Treasurer Ross
in the Outario Legislature, and we find that the sister Province
continues to enjoy an excellent financial standing. The receipts
for 1888 were $3,587,421, and tho expenditure $3,536,248, show-
ing a balance on the right side of over $51,000. The principal
sources of revenue were:—Subsidy, $1,116,872; Crown lands,
$1,436,454 ; interest on capital held and debts due by Dominion,
$279,111; licenses, $234,886 ; public institutions revenue, $102
897; law stamps, $81.000; education, $33,173. Under expendi-
ture, we find that civil government cost $200,055; legislation,
$127,080; justice, $373,895; education, $570,465; agriculture,
$137,004 ; colonization roads, $112,273; railway ald certificates,
$247 98.,, new Parliament buildings, $159,203. Among the
ligbilities of the Province at present payable, an item of some
interest here, we find the sum of $358,257 set down as “ Quebec's
proportion of common school fund according to population of
1881." The total estimated receipts for 1559 are $3,332,083, and
the estimated expenditure $3,211,018, showing an estimated
balance of $121,065.

" The Treasurer, with refercnce to last year's estimates, stated
that the principal increase in revenue was that derived from
licenses—some §40,000 more than had been estimated. This in-
crease ‘he attributed to the repeal of the Scott Actin several
counties which had gone back to the license system. Ontario,
he stated, had spent over $112,600 in litigation with the
Dominion over constitutionality questions during the past four

yenrs, and he thought the Federal power should foot tle bill.

No gettlement has been arrived at about numerous accounts now
in dispute with the Dominion. The Province claimed’ five per
cent., compound interest, but the Dominion would -only-allow

‘gsimple interest, which meant a loss of fully a million. Negotia-

.tions between Ontario and Quebec for the settlement of accounts
ihad censed owing to a disagreement as to the matters to be sub-
mitted to arbitration, .

“On behalf of the opposition, I, E. Clarke (Toronto), claimed
that the expenditure of the Province had increased 118 per cent.
during the past 15 years, while the population had only in-
creased 30 per cent, and the income 2] per cent.—an increase of
expenditure out of all proportion to the demands of the Pro-
vince. He concluded by stating that the alleged surplus was a
stupendous humbug., In reply, a member, Mr. Awray, alleged
that the Province stood better, financially, than any Province in
the Dominion or any State in the Union. Defending the Govern-
ment against charges of extravagance, he declared that the sur-
plus of $7,000,000 was not a myth, but a substantial reality.

THE BANK STATEMENTS, .

The monthly returns of the chartered banke have arrived
with commendable prompitude the present month, and it is to
be hoped that the auspicious oponing of 1889 may not be disap-
pointing, The contracticn of the circulation during the month
ig shown to have been $3,200,000, 2 marked reduction compared
with that of the corresponding month of last year. Dominion
Government deposits payable after notice are reduced 1}
million, Public deposits on demand are less by 620,000 due,
doubtless, o the tardiness of remittances from the country dis-

tricts. On the other hand, deposits payable after notice are
greater by $450,000. Discounts are less by about a million and
a halfl.  We subjoin the uaunl'compnmhve table:—

THE ADVANCE IN FURS.

The prices of the January fur sales have, in some respects,
been a great surprise to the trade in this city. A jump ranging
from 25 per cent. on prime muskrats, to 75 per cent. on the lower
grades, especially kittens, was startlmg even {o the most san-
guine, .

Raccoon, notwithstanding their large advance year by year
since ’86, sold at 25 per cent. over last March prices and no less
than 150,000 were placed. The medium and lower grades of this
article have probably brought higher prices than ever before.
Beaver sold at a slight advance on last sale prices and as the

-article is firm everyone looks forward to a maintenance of rates.

Mink has shown an upward tendency; especially the’ dark; full
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gize sking, while the medium and common altbough realizing a
glight advance were not in much favor. Marteos wore firm at
last year's prices, and if anything sold at an advance on the
lower grades. The betler class of American gkins gold ahout 15
per cent. igher, while Alaska and North-west coast which are
very dark brought an advance of 30 per cent. Itis to he hoped
that this important article may again come into favor and even
the slight advance on the slaple skins has an encouraging pro-
mise,

Skunk was bought for England and the continent and an ad-
vance of over 30@40 per cent. was reached for fine, fresh sking,
Last season’s did not sell so well, The low prices last year
brought Lynx inte general us but the falling off in the collection
of aboul b per cent. in quantity compared with last year ran up
the price very considerably. There was asale of salted fur seals
early in February compriging 17,182 North-west const and 5,576
Labos. The demund was brisk and all sold readily at the full
prices of Novemher lust. A parcel of Cape of Good Ilape sking
arrived Loo laie for the sale. Sundry lines of goods which are
consumed by the manufactururs here were also sold by auction.
Of Australinn opposum, over a million, double the quantity last
year changed hands at from 15@20 per cent. advance. The
Ochotgki collection of squirrel was sold at an advanco of 35 per
cent’ compared with last year and all other goodls of the same
clasy ul from 30@40 per cent, advance. The slock of Persian
lam) held in Europe are wmostly in small parcels and are con-
tinually appreciating in valuo. It is expected that before the
receipts of the new collection next winter prices will rule very
high.

It is well, perhaps, not to bave greal expectations on the high
prices realized for muskrat, ete;, g Lhere is some probability of
u collapse in these goods within the next twelve months, When
u line of sking gets too high for profitable manufacture the de-
mand soon begins to run in another direction. The recent Lon-
don aales have eaused another decided changoe in the quotations
for raw furs here which will be found recorded in the proper
colwmng.

HARDWARE QuoTations.—We havo received several letters of late
from subscribers in the west saying they. are offered certain articles in
hardware at figures somewbat under the published prices current.
All of them are, however, from new subscribers, and we do not wonder
at their complaint, For instance, a local contemporary, in its general
market reports of Thursday Iast, gives as a picce of news “a drop of 5
cents per keg In cut nails down to $2.60.” Now,this very information
wag given in the Jooryat or Coxyenrce on the 21st of December last,
nearly two months before, Other similar information given at the
time called forth & remenstrance from a wholesale bardware house,
and a drop gome time previously brought us an offer from another
bouse, chiefly in metals, to prepare our prices current for us every
week, which we regreticd very much we could not accept. As Risley

1 will give you the figures :~At the closeof
the yenr 1882 we had Premium lucome,
$82,680 ; Interest Income, $3,947; New Insur-
ance, $1,413171; Reserve Fund, $73,692;
Assetg, $155,522; Surplus, $8,430; and now at
the close of the year 1888 we have :—FPremium
Income, $244,038 ; Interest Income, $31,123;
New Tnsurance, $2,461,600; Reserve Fund,

This ia of as much importance to the
insured s it i8 to the company ; insurance is
not solely for to.day, but for a long period of
time. And it isa duty devolving upon the
directors and managers of a company to see
that safe and satisfactory provision be wmade
for the future. I have already explained to
you what we havo done in this respect, and
we know to.day that we are not only able to
meet all ealls on the company, but we have in
addition a handsome surplus above all
liabilities.

Thore contemplating insurance are very
often led to form erroneous notions of the re-
lative merits of companies, especially in the
cuse of the older compenies having large
uksete, which are almost wholly debts due by
the company io its present policy-holders.
New insurers Laving contributed nothing to
the amount by which such nssets exceed the
companv's ilabilitics, can derive no_benefit
from such surplus. A younger and smaller
compruy may, from better plans and manage-
ment, limiting its operations to our healthy
climate, be & much better company in which
to insure. 1 am pleased to see from the
Government reports that the majority of our
Canadian companies are making such good
progress. This is as it should be, for ure they
not quite able to meet the wants of all intend-
ing insurers? . 1t appoars to me that the
people of this coun vy should in matters like
lifo insurance give the preference to home
companies. Tn doing so they are not only
helping to huild up ourowa institutions, but
also aiding in thedevelopment of our couptry.
All the funds of the Canadian compapjes are.
rotained here and losued to our own people;
whareas, in forcign companies they are almost
wholly invested in their securities, and the
available capital of the country is diminighed
to that oxtent. 1 cannot press this inportant
point upon your attention too strongly. I
trust my-remarks will be an impetus o our
workers in the field, to aid them in securing
for us more insurance this year than in any
past year in the history of the company. As
regards the Dominion,*E am proud of my
country, aud of what, under great difticulties,
it lws nccomplighed so far. No man can
foretell the future, but of tuis I feel cortrin,
that if Canadians will go band-in-hand
pushing  forward (heir respeclive interests,
many of you will live to see this Dominion
one of the most’ prosperous, penceful, and’
Qod fearing countries in the world, far sur-
pussing the most sanguine expectations of
any of us. 1 will now tuke my suat, wishing
you and yours a very happy and prosperous
