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BY-LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

CHAPTER I.
OF 1HB CORPORATION.

1. The Corporation is called “ The Congregational College of British 
North America.”

2. Its object is to educate Ministers for the Congregational Churches of Canada 
and the other Provinces of British North America.

3. All who contribute one dollar annually to the funds of the College are 
n^ni^er* °* l^c Corporation, and entitled to a voice in the management of its

4. All who contribute, or may have contributed, two hundred dollars to the funds 
of the College (annual subscriptions not included), are life members of the 
Corporation.

5. A Regular Meeting of the Corporation is held annually, for the reception 
of the Report of the retiring Directors, the election of a new Board, and the 
transaction of other necessary business.

6. The Annual Meeting is held at the same time and place as that of the 
Congregational Union of Canada.

7- Special Meetings of the Corporation may be held for the transaction of 
special business, on a requisition to that effect to the Chairman of the Board of 
Directors, signed by at least twenty members of the Corporation ; provided 
always that no such Special Meetings be held without two months' public notice 
thereof signed by the Chairman anu Secretary of the Board of Directors.

CHAPTER II.

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS.
1. The Board of Directors is elected from members of the Corporation, and 

consists of a Chairman. Treasurer, one or more Secretaries, and not less than 
fifteen and not more than twenty other members, who hold office for one year but 
are eligible for re-election.

2. Five members of the Board form
3. The functions and duties of the Board are:—The oversight and management 

of the affairs of the College during their year of office ; and, on the expiration of 
the same, to present a Report of their proceedings, as well as of the general 
condition of the College, to the Corporation at its An. ual Regular Meeting, or at 
such other times as the Corporation may require.

4. The proceedings of the Board are subject to the sanction of the Corporation, 
and are regulated by By-laws, which may be enacted, amended or repealed at any 
Annual Meeting.

5. Vacancies in the Board, whether < curring by death or resignation, may be 
filled by the Board, as soon after their occurrence as it may see fit ; provided 
always that no such appointments be made without a vote of, at least, a majority 
of the members of the Board.

CHAPTER III.
OF THE PROFESSORS.

I. The Professors receive their appointment from the Corporation ; or, in 
exceptional cases, from the Board of Directors, subject to the approval of the 
Corporation.

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BY-LAWS AND REGULATION b.

Blation* a* the to which he formerly belonged, and without delay, to obtain admission into a 
Congregational Church in the place in which the College may be, Such dis­
missal and admission must be reported by him to the hoard. Furthermore he 
is expected to be as regular as possible in his attendance upon the services, 
ordinances a.id church-meetir.gs of the Church to which he belongs during his 
College course.

9. Students are not allow ed, during their College course, to enter into the mar­
riage relationship without the knowledge and consent of theBwd of Directors.

10. Students who leave College w ithout obtaining the official sanction and dis­
charge of the Board are required to refund to the College the amount expended 
by it for their education. On applying for admission they must furnish security 
satisfactory to the Board that this condition will be met.

11. Churches who desire the services of Students with the view of permanent 
settlement in the Pastorate, or otherwise, are requested to communicate with 
the Boaid through the Secretary.
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CHAPTER VI.

or THE COURSE OF STUDY AND EXAMINATION.

1. The Full Course of Study extends over five Sessions, and is divided into a 
Literary Course of two Sessions and a Theological Course of three Sessions.

2. In the Theological Department, the course of study includes the Original 
Languages of the Scriptures, Biblical Literature, Systematic and Pastoral 
Theology, Church History, Homiletics, and Exegesis of the Greek Testament, 
with such other accessory subjects as the Beard of Directors may from time to 
time appoint.

3. In the Theological Course, the Students are examined at the close of each 
Session in all the subjects of the year The examinations are conducted by 
examiners (among whom the Theological Professors are included) chosen by the 
Board of Directors, and by means of printed questions and written answers to 
the same. Those who pass are arranged according to their proficiency, as 1st 
Class, 2nd Class, and 3rd Class. If a Student fails to pass in any subject, he is 
required to undergo a Supplementary Examination in the same. The result of 
these Sessional Examinations are recorded by the Board, and reported to the 
Corporation at the Annual Meeting.

4. The Session of the Theological Department begins on the second Wednes­
day in Septe.rber and ends in the second Wednesday in April.

5. The Professors are at liberty to hold, during the Session, such class ex­
aminations as they may deem necessary, either in the manner aforesaid or 
orally.

6. In the Literary Course, Students are required to p 
may be appointed by the Faculty of Arts of the McGill University. The Board 
of Directors are required to obtain from the said Faculty of Arts a report of the 
Examinations of thf Indents i.i the several subjects thereof, and also of their at­
tendance and conduct during the Session in the University, and to present the 
same at the Annual Meeting of the Corporation.
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CHAPTER VII.ary is

GENERAL REGULATIONS.

1. In reference to matters not provided for in the foregoing By-laws, the Direc­
tors may act according to their discretion, subject always to the approval of the 
Corporation at any Regular Meeting.

2. Alterations may be made in the By-laws and Regulations, or new ones added. 
I y any Annual Regular Meeting of the Corporation, provided that notice of such 
alterations or additions has been given at the meeting next preceding.

In the afternoon classes I have delivered 38 lectures on Apologetics, chiefly ott 

the Bible and on the internal evidences of Christianity . 26 on C hurch History, 
taking up the Media val period, and the early history of t ie German Reformation ;
•8 on Historical Theology, including the formulation of Clement of Alexandria. 
Cyprian. Novatian, Gregory Thaumaturgus, Methodius and Lactantius; the Ante- 
Nicene formulation of the Church, its officers and its sacraments and the heretical
apprehen^ classes I have delivered 25 lectures on Old 1 estsment Economy 
embracing the method of God's self-revelation. Messianic disclosure, the Sabbath. 
Sacrifice, the Covenant and the Tabernacle. These subjects w ere viewed in then 
dispensational development, and rg on Historical 1 heology, embracing the Council 
amTcreed of Nice, the Arian controversy and the dogma of the Church from the 
Nicean era to the dawn of Augustinianism ; and 9 on the more recent phases of the 
higher criticism, as advocated by Graf, Kuenen and Wellhausen.

V the afternoon classes since the examinations I have also delivered twelve ,ec- 
tures on the English Reformation. In all I have delivered 165 lectures. I have 
also conducted 25 Homiletic exercises and have met three Hebrew classes, each 
twice every week, having given them in all 140 hours'teaching.

The results of the examinations have been on the whole satisfactory, 
has honourably taken the highest Anderson prize, Mr. Robertson the secondhand Mr 
Wav the third. In my department Mr. Bolton took 558 marks out of fioo , Mr 
Robertson 276 out of 300 and Mr. Way 169 out of 300. Mr. Bolton has also 
fairlv won the Calvary Church medal, taking 96 out of too. To Mr. McKinnon 
have awarded a prize for his able examination papers on Old Testament economy

The work of the College has been carried on during the past 
Session in a commodious room in Emmanuel Church building, 
which has been set apart, free of charge, with fuel and light, by 
the church for the use of the College, to which also the Library, 
under the kind supervision of Professor Fenwick, was saleiy 
removed during the vacation.

Intimately connected with the work and interest of the College, 
is the quest-on of the course of study to which your Board have 
given their careful consideration. And whilst they are not pre­
pared at present to bring before you any specific proposition 
thereupon, it is yet their decided opinion that the best interests 
of our Churches demand, now more than ever, a thorough literary 
culture in our ministers, which shall enable them to be, what 
they should be, the leaders of thought in their various spheres of 
influence and of labour. In saying this, your Board wish it to be 
understood, that they hold more strongly than ever the absolute 
necessity of proofs of decided consecration to Christ, as the es­
sential and primary requisite in those who present themselves as 
candidates for the work of the ministry ; but this is a matter that 
more properly appertains to the duty and responsibility of the 
Churches recommending candidates for admission, and one which 
cannot be too strongly impressed on their serious attention. The 
“ Shorter," or Theological course, has now undergone the test of 
some twenty years' trial, and there is good ground to conclude 
that the results are not to be regarded as satisfactory. Your 
Board are, therefore, of the opinion that the time has come for 
dealing with this question in the way of abolishing the Three 
Years’ Course, and of making the course of study for all students 
extend over five full sessions.

For some years past, it has been a growing conviction with 
many of the leading friends of the College in Montreal, that in 
order to secure its full development and efficiency, and also to
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provide accommodation much needed for the health and comfort 
of the students, the time has come to take into serious consider­
ation the erection of a College Building proper. A member ot 
the Board, early in the past session, brought the matter formally 
under the notice of your Board ; and it was deemed of sufficient 
importance to warrant the appointment of a select Committee, 
with instructions to carefully consider the question and report 
thereupon. Careful enquiries were made by the Committee, and 
they reported that an eligible site can be secured and a suitable 
building erected, containing Library, Lecture-rooms, Ac., with 
accommodation for resident Professor and twelve or fourteen 
students, at a moderate cost. Of course, these steps have been 
of a merely informal and tentative character, and do not pledge 
the Corporation, in any way, to any line of action therein ; but 
still your Board feel it to be their duty, in the interest of the 
College, thus to bring the matter before their constituents and 
the Churches generally.

Your Board are also of the opinion, that the time has come for 
endeavouring to effect some change in the matter of granting 
pecuniary aid to the students, in order to place this Institution on 
a similar footing, in this respect, with kindred Institutions in this 
country and elsewhere, and at the same time to provide a health­
ful stimulus to intellectual exertion on the part of the students. 
They, therefore, submit for your consideration and adoption the 
following plan, or scheme, which after careful consideration has 
been unanimously adopted by them :—
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Whereas the present method of granting pecuniary aid to the students, is, in 
the opinion of the Board, for many reasons, objectionable, be it, therefore, re- 
solveo :—

I. That steps be taken to obtain as many Scholarships, and Exhibitions as 
possible.

II. That in awarding said Scholarships, and Exhibitions the following principles 
be adopted.

(1) The Scholarships and Exhibitions may bear the names of the donors.
(2) They shall be held by probationers or students during the period of their 

Theological Course proper.
(3) They shall be awarded by the Board, on recommendation of the Faculty, 

to such students as shall have satisfactorily passed the examinations to be here­
after prescrilied for the

(4) The Exhibitions shall be tenable for one year only, namely, the first year 
of the Theological Course ; the Scholarships for two years, namely, the second 
and third years of the Theological Course.

(5) That not more than one Exhibition, or Scholarship shall be held by any 
student during the same session.

In this connection your Board have much pleasure in reporting, 
that Major Hiram Mills, of the city of Montreal, has offered to 
give to the College the sum of 8500, to constitute an Exhibition 
to be called “ The Mills Exhibition," and to be offered for com-
