HTUMBERCOURT.

There has been sh moach said, both in the publie press
and otherwise, aboat the moving of the Cathedral school
to Weston, that the readers of the Mont 1y Notes will
no doubt be in expectation of some announcement on
the subjeet.  Nothing, however, has as vet been deeid-
ed, bat it is probable tuat the change wi'l be made soon-
er or later. In the meantime, however, in anticipation
of a move becoming necessary, the choice site of Hum-
bereourt has been secured, consisting of a plot of twenty
acres or more, lyving between the Weston Road and
the Humber River, and bounded on the south by the
north limit of the village of Weston, which runs at a
short distance north of the Grand Trunk Railway. The
sontherly part of the plot, some six acres in extent, i3
high land, suitable 1or en'tivation, sloping to a slight
depressicn threugh which a small rivalet has ent its

way by a ravine down to the river.  North of the
ravine is about six acres of high wooded land, and
here is the site sele ted for the s hool building, if

the change is made.  West of the hich grounds and at
a much lower level, is a river tat of about eight acres

an ideal athletie field The s:leeted sehool site looks
vver the river tlat and to the wooded banks |n'_\n||||,
and down the river through the Grand Trunk Railway
bride s, almost to Wadsworth's dam. The river as it
flows past the “at, is about from two to four feet in
depth, with, it is said, very Little variation at any time
ol the year: and we are informed that there is a reach

for boating of some four mi'les. The trolley line runs

ty the mildle of the village of Weston, from which
poiat therve is a conerete walk to the village limit, at
the southeast corncr of Humbercourt, It is expeeted
that the trolley Tine will be extended farther through

the village.
