It Will Be Equipped With a Com-
pressor Plant.

OWNED BY ALF COMPANY

The Property Lies Close to Ymir-It
Has Been Developed by 325 Feet of
Shafting Besides Several Hundred
Feet of Open Cuts.

The Bullion group, on Quartz creek
near Ymir, is to be equipped with com-
plete machinery early nextspring. The
property is owned by the Alf Gold Min-
ing company, which also owns the Al
in the South Belt. The corporation held
its annual meeting yesterday afternoon
in its offices with Abbott & Hart-Mc-
Harg in the Goodeve block. The most
important business transacted was in

regard to the machinery for the Bullion.

loyd Harris, of the Massey-Harris
company, who is president of the Alf,
acted as chairman yesterdsy. Mr. Har-
ris had spent the previous ten days at
Ymir looking over the property. He is
much pleased with the showing.

"¢ The Bullion group is the nearest
working property to Ymir,” gaid he last
evening. ‘‘It lies on Quartz creek,
about s mile and a quarter north of the
town. We have had seven men at work
and they have completed 325 feet of
shafting, besides several hundred feet
of open cuts. One shaft is down 109
feet, another 85, while three or four
prospecting pits have been sunk for a
depth of about 30 feet. The ore is a
quartz carrying gold and small per
centage in copper. The gold is found in
an iron sulphide. The No.1 ledge has
been stripped for 1,700 feet, and proves
to be three feet wide. It contains an
immense body of low grade ore. The
No. 3 ledge has been exposed for a
length of 700 feet, and some depth has
been attained in its development. The
pay streak proves to be about 18 inches
wide, and it contains much free gold.

W .Pellew-Harvey, the Vancouver en-
gineer, was with me while I was looking
over the Bullion. Mr. Harvey made an
extensive series of tests as to the best
method of treating the ore. We shall
eventually put up a mill at the property,
but it is impossible to say now what
method of treatment will be adopted. .

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GLRBON GOT $6,700

Justice Walkem gives J udgment in
the Clabon-Scott Case.

A FAR-REACHING RULING

The Plaintiff Allowed the Value of 25,
000 Shares at 27 Cents Per Share—
The Rights of Promoters to Distrib-

ute Stock.

In the Clabon-Scott case yesterday,
Justice Walkem gave judgment for
$6,750 in favor of Clabon. The case was
in regard to an agreement entered into
between Clabon and Scott, whereby the
former secured the appointment of the
other as a director in the Dundee com-
pany. Scott received 50,000 shares of
Dundee stock for permitting the use of
his name as an officer of the corpora-
tion.. Clabon claimed half of the scrip,

or 25,000 shares for his gervices rendered
in getting Scott the appointment. Jus-
tice Walkem’s decision was 1n part as
follows: : :

The facts, as proved at the trial of this
case, are that Messrs. J. L. Parker,
Charles Dundee and W. A. Galliber
were, prior to October, 1890, owners of
the group of mineral claims near Ymir
known as the Parker group.

These gentlemen decided to incorpor-
ate themselves under the Companies
Act, 1890, as_the Dundee Gold Mining
company. Before doing so, however,
they cast about for a person of influence
who would join them in their venture,
and, as an inducement to do 8O, they
told the plaintiff, who is a mining broker,
that they would give such person 50,000
shares in the stock of the company when
it was incorporated. .

The plaintiff soor afterwards, without
giving names, mentioned this matter to
the defendant,and after some negotia-
tions it was agreed between the two that
if the defendant gshould prove acceptable
to the above named gentlemen the plain-

tiff should, in consideration of his serv-|.

jces as broker, receive half of the 50.000
shares. The jury found that this ar-
rangement had been made.

The company Was incorporated in
October, 1890, as the Dundee Gold Min-
ing company, under articles of associa-
tion signed by the three gentlemen men-
tioned, and also by the defendant, who
consequently became an original incor-
porator.

It seems to me impossible to deny that
after the directors had allotted the prom-
ised 50,000 shares tO defendant, they
could then and there have divided the
balance amongst themselves, as the
property which formed the capital stock
as well as the shares, were absolutely
their own. In fact, they did so divide
them and caused certificates to be ‘is-
sued to each other for such proportion
as each may have been entitled to; hav-
ing, however, agreed beforehand thatall
the shares should be pooled, that is, 80
withdrawn from sale or alienation for a
period which, as it happens, bas not yet
expired. Now,in view of these facts, it
is clear that as no shares had been, or
indeed have been gold, the directors are
not trustees for any shareholders.

The defense was that this case is gov-
erned by the principle that a director,
being in a jadiciary position, cannot
accept or retain shares receiyed by him
from promoters as an induoement to be-
come & director.

This principle does not apply to the
present one. As pointed out, there were
no promoters in this case, in the sense
in which that term is used in the author-
ities mentioned. The promoter, as ob-
served in one of them, is an elastic ex-
pression. Again, there were no vendors
or purchasers of the property. The
statement of claim used the term ‘“pro-
moters,” and it i8 used in one of the
questions submitted to the jury; buat it
is used in the senee of guch persons being
the originators of the company, for to
use it in any other sense would, mani-
festly, be inconsistent with the evidence.

The defendant received a certificate
for his 50,000 shares on the 14th of May,
1897, he and his fellow directors having
agreed to pool the shares. 2

The plaintiff frequently applied for his
25,000 shares, but the defendant denied
that he had ever agreed to give him any
shares whatever. The jury, however,
found in favor of the plaintiff’s conten-
tion; and the fact that the defendant
has disabled himself, by pooling the
ghares, from carrying out his agreement
with the plaintiff, is8 no excuse for his
breach of that agreement. The jury
also found that the pooling was done
without the plaintiff’s consent.

The plaintiff having asked for damages
as an alternative remedy for non-de-
livery of the shares is, in my opinion,
entitled to them, and at the rate of 27
cents each—the value of them at the
trail, as found by the verdict. Judg-
ment will, therefore, be entered for the
plaintiff for $6,750 and costs.

THE ATHABASCA MEETING.

The Shareholders Appreciate the Ser-
vice Rendered by Lopa.l Manager.

The first general (statutory) meeting
of the Athabasca Gold Mine, limited,
which was held in London on September
30, was one of the most encouraging of

all British Columbia companies, and it
was no empty vote of thanks that the
ghareholders tendered to E.Nelson Fell,
the company’s nanager in this province.
His reports, which were read to the
shareholders, showed that he had ac-
complished a great deal, had : kept his
expenditures within the limit set by the
directors of the company, performed the
work desired within the time and a great
deal more.

When the company’s manager took
over the Athabasca property he was in-
formed that there was available for de-
velopment purposes & fund of $50,000,
and with this he was instructed to erect
a 10-stamp mill and make the balance g0
as far as possible in the development of
the property. His report, which was
read to the directors, was to the effect
that the stamp mill was ready for opera-
tion and that the development of the
property had proceeded to such a stage
that the management has sufficient high
grade ore o keep the 10-stamp mill run-
ning for six monthe. This is saying a
great deal, for high grade ore at the
Athabasca means ore which will run
well up to $80 to the ton, and the steady
operation for six months of a 10-stamp
mill upon ore of this quality would mean
something handsome in the way of
dividends.

RESULT OF PROSPECTING.

MacCann Went Away & Heavyweight
and Returned & Welterweight.

When Robert MacCann left here three
months since with Sheldon E. Thomp-

gon for a prospecting trip in the regions
to the west of this place he weighed 206
pounds. When he returned on Wednes-

day he tipped the beam at 150. His
waist when he gtarted out measured 44
inches and it 1is reduced to 38. The
clothes that he left, when he put them
on when he retarned, hung as loosely
and had as many folds in them as the
sails of a full-rigged ship in a dead calm.
While away Messrs. MacCann and
Thompseon prospected through the Sim-
ilikameen, Okanagan, Copper Mountain
and Osoyoos countries and it was while
walking over the hille, mountains and
valleys of that gection that the reduc-
tion took place in MacCann’s adipose
tissues. They were looking for free
milling gold ore and passed over with-
out staking a number of smelting
propositions. They staked five claims
of free milling ore on Cedar creek,in the
Osoyoos Mining division. The ore in
these claims is a decomposed porphyritic
quartz, carrying g0 d. The assays give
returns of from $3.30 to $18.20. The
vein is over 100 feet in width, and can be
traced for a long distance through the
locations made. Both the prospectors
think that they have a good thing. Itis
175 miles from here to where these prop-
erties are located. Among the places
that were prospected are the Shuswaup
river, Assenalie river, Ollala creek,
Cedar creek and Friday creek. They
say that itisa most promising country
to prospect in, but as they tried to get

pectors there were weeks at a time when
they did not see a soul.

The Homestake Assessment.
The first assessment of two cents on

Homestake Mines stock has nearly all
been. paid. The old debt of $10,000

against the property has been entirely
wiped out, and it is expected that opera-
tions will be commenced again in a few
days. The Homestake compressor will
gupply air to the Gopher, and sinking in
the Gopher winze will be pushed with
air drills.

F. R. Blochberger, the United States

consular agent in Rossland, has resigne

His resignation
was forwarded to the department of
state two weeks ago, but as yet nothing
has been heard from the department as
to whether or not it will be accepted.
Mr. Blochberger was appointed to the
office on the 26th of last October, and
will have filled the position for just one
year up to the time named in his with-
drawal. He has some19different claims
in the Lardean, and expects to devote
his entire attention in the future to his
mining interests.

DRAGGED TO DEATH.

George Curtis Meets & Fearful Fate at
Edwards’ Ferry.

Graxp Forks, Oct. 20.—[Special.]—
Last Monday evening George Curtis,
while driving a special stage between
Grand Forks and Cascade City, was
thrown from his seat and killed. It

geems that Curtis was driving along
quietly until be came to the foot of the
large hill at Edwards’ ferry, when his
team suddenly shied and jerked the un-
fortunate man from his seat with great
force, dragging him for some distance.

Ellis Has a Poor Opinion of the
Ashcroft Trail.

FOUND BUT LITTLE GOLD

It Is Five Hundred Miles Longer Than
Represented to Be by Its Boosters
— Homestake Assessment Paid —
Other Mining Notes.

W, G. Ellis, a Rosslander who spent
the summer prospecting in the Stickeen
river country, is back agsin, well sat-
isfied with Rossland as & mining camp.
Mr. Ellis with a party of two others and
an outfit of pack horses left Ashcroft
early last summer for Glenora on the
Stickeen. The party intended to pros-
pect along the way, and hoped to get
hold of some placer ground worth hav-

ing. Mr. Ellis has a mighty poor opin-
ion of the vaunted Ashcroft trail an of
the country generally. From Ashcroft

that much route, is only 600
miles. Mr. Ellis discovered that 1,100
miles was the real distance. For the
greater part of the way the ‘“trail”’ is
merely a blaze route cut by a govern-
ment gang of explorers. The old tele-
graph trail is so overgrown a8 to be im-
ssible to travel over. Mr. Ellis
found a few colors, and discovered some
promising quartz, but got hold of noth-
ing worth keeping. There was intense
suffering along the trail, he says, and
had it not been for relief parties sent
out from Glenora many would certainly
have perished.

THE CONTRACT IS LET.
J. T. Fabian Will Erect the Big Skat-
in Rink.
The contract for the construction of
gkating and curling rink has been

t
,):arded to J.T.Fabian by John Hon-

eyman, the architect for the Rossland

] Skating & Curling Rink, limited. The

uilding when completed will have a
surface for skating of 65x161 feet and six
inches. There will be curling rinks on
each side of the skating space 150x16
feet in the clear. Between the skating
and the curling rinks there will be a
walk six feet in width for the entire
length of each. Above the plank walks
there will be galleries the same width as
the walks, so that spectators will have a
first class view of everything that goes
on during the progress of games. and
oven during the time that the rink is
devoted to sking. In the front the main
entrance is in the center. Twenty feet
of the space is taken up by thestairways
leading to the galleries. There will also
be a space for promenading on the
ground floor in the front portion of the
building. On one side of the entrance
will be a ladies dressing room, and on
the other a similar apartment for gentle-
men. The front will be perfectly plain
for the present and there will be no at-
tempt at ornamentation. The idea was
to secure the greatest amount of interior
accommodation and the lar%eet quantity
of inclosed space for the least money.
Further on, when the company isin a
more prosperous condition, an ornate
front will doubtless be put in. The roof
is to be of corrugated iron, and the tim-
bers of the framework will be heavy,
with simply a covering of boards. - This
will make the building as near fireproof
as it is possible for a wooden structure

to be.
Rossland Will Have a High School.
This year there will be about 12 appli-
cants from the Rossland public schools

to take the examination for admission to
the provincial high gchools. The qual-
ifications are very severe, but last {ear
five of the six applicants from Rossland
succeeded in pasging the quizz success-
fully. At present the nearest high
school is at Vancouver, but Principal
Blair of the Rossland schools, hopes to
have a high school here in about a year:
from now. The provincial regulations
provide that there must ‘be at least 20
school children who have passed the
high school examinations successfully
before a school will be established in
any town. Already there are five qual-
ified pupils in Rossland, and there will
be 12 applicants at the coming quizz.
Next year it is hoped that the necessary
20 pupils will be secured and the high
school erected.

Dominion Alliance Meeting.
At the Methodist church reading room,
the Dominion Alliance met Thursday to
complete such business a8 was left over

Already
it is certain that champion athletes from
all over Canada will be present, and it is
altogether likely that world’s records
will be established in the sports in which
they will participate.

Mayor Wallace has called a public

meeting to be held in the cit hall next
Wedesdsy evening at 8 o’c ock, when
preliminary arrangements for the carni-
val will be made. . Every one who is in-
terested in the project is invited to be
present, and the promoters of the carni-
val hope that the hall will be literally
acked. :

The athletic clubs of the city are tak-
ing intense interest in the celebration.
The hockei'l team has been in correspon-
dence with rival associations all over
the northwest. It is assured that mnot
only all Kootenay and British Columbia
clube will be represented but that hockey
clubs from the Northwest Territories
will also be competitors. The trophy is
the magnificent gilver cup, valued at
$100, which is presented by the citizens
of Rossland. It carries with it the
championship of British Columbia. Last
year the cup was won by the Rossland
team, which will make strenuous efforts
to retain it this year, but there is such
keen rivalry for the trophy that 1t is im-
possible to say how the match will re-
sult. The cup becomes the property of
the club winning it for three times in
the annual tournament, and on that
account the resident team is particularly
anxious to win it again this winter.

The ski races, which last year created
such interest, will beon even a larger
scale this season. The contests dre for
the championship of Canada, and for
two great silver cups presented by the
Le Roi Mining & Smelting company and
Hon. C. H. Mackintosh. In the past
few years ski running has come to be
one of the popular sports of Eastern
Oanada, and it is altogether probable
that some of the ski champions of On-
tario and Quebec¢ will compete in the
races for the Dorhinion championship.

The Rossland ski runners, under the
leadership of the redoubtable Olaus
Jeldness, who won both trophies last
year, have organized a club to promote
the sport.

THE ROSSLAND SHARE MARKET.

The mining stock business is capable
of great expansion, but in order that it
may grow to ite full stature, it, like any
.other business, must be pushed with
.energy and perseverence. When Ross-
land shares were first offered to the pub-
lic they were sold principally in Spo-
kane for the reason that most of the
.companies were organized there. In
4im2 Toronto took large quantities of
our shares and then other towns in On-
tario began to purchase. Montreal also
became a share purchaser o a certain
extent. Spokane has gradually lost her
intense interest in Rossland because of
the fact that to a large extent the com-
panies there have gold their holdings in
thie camp to Canadian and British
companies. Then, too, the mining de-
velopment of the Colville Indian reser-
vation has distracted the attention of
Spokane investors from this camp.
There continue to be some investments
made there in our shares, but it is not
on the large scale that was character-
istic of the early history of - this
camp. London has invested to
gsome extent in our ghares, but the
interest there is confined to a few com-
panies and ouf of these transactions
there is not much profit for the- great
body of brokers, although there are
good pickings for a few local firms.
Once, however, a certificate of stock gets
into the hands of a British investor, it
is generally the case that it is never
again a source of profit to a local
broker. ' It will be seen, therefore, that
the principal market of the gshares of
this camp is in Toronto. This is be-
cause of the fact that the Gooderham-
Blackstock and other gyndicates there
have acquired large interests here and
for the reason that it is one of the larg-
est financial centers of the Dominion.
There are periods when the investors of
this great center do not care to invest in
shares because there are other forms of
jinvestment that are fashionable for the
moment. It may be that during these
periods they invest in wheat, or in
pork or some one or other of the . many
methods in which men speculate. This
produces the lulls in the market.

This being the case it would seem that
it would be a wise move on the part of
the brokers and mine owners of this
section to seek new markets for their
wares. The most profitable one, it ap-
pears to us, is in the Coast cities of Vic-
toria and Vancouver. Both are financial
centers of no small importance, and
there is much idle capital there which
could profitably be invested in mines
and micning shares here. It sbould be
the patural market for them instead of
in Toronto, which is over 2,000 miles
away. Both these cities are in the same
province — British Columbia— and yet
the people and the press of these cities
have only so far taken & ‘perfunctory in-
terest in the wonderful ~ develop-
ment that is going on in the

_Kootenays. Toronto has invested
hundreds of thousands where the Coast
cities have invested cents in our mines
and mining shares. The Toronto papers
devote much more space than the Coast
papers do to the properties of this sec-
tion. This is not a8 it should be, as it
would be manifestly to the interests of
the papers of Victoria and Vancouver t0
build up & trade in the ghares of this
gection, a8 it would give them, in time,
the advertising patronage of the brokers
and those engaged in the mining bus-
jness, and hence from a purely selfish
standpoint they [should assist in erect-
ing and maintaining the interests of this
gection.

On the other hand, it is possible that
our local prokers and mining men have
been remiss and havenot sougt.lt. to build
up relations with the Coast cities quite
as energetically 88 they ought. THE
MixNeR has worked energetically to build
up a trade in these near-by cities and
will continue to put fortd its best efforts
in that direction. The brokérs and the
mine owners can by continued and sus-
tained effort do a great deal. A meeting

uld be held and a delegation sent to

~

the Coast to intereet the public and the
press in this matter. It is far more im-
portant than the purposes for which the
delegation was sent from this city sev-
eral months since, for which the city
appropriated $500, and that money was
well spent. Therefore an effort should
be made by our people to build up bus-
iness with the residents of the Coast
cities. Their interests are our interests
and a trade could be built up that would
be mutually advantageous. Let the ball
be started rolling and much good will
come of it.

COLOTH THEM IN KHAKI.

There is & manifest feeling of dis-
appointment among the officcrs and men
of the Kootenay Rifles over the un-
warrantable delay on the ‘part of the
government to provide them with
uniforms and the other necessary equip-
ment, and they are disgusted not a little
to find that there is some talk that they
will be clothed in the uncomfortable and
unserviceable red coats and forage caps
adopted by the Imperial regiments of
infantry, instead of useful and slashing
khaki and slouch hats. The Rifles have
not been consulted in the matter of
uniforms, but, strange to gay, Hon. Mr.

obell, of the Dominion government has
asked the advice of the Vancouver board
of trade as to how our brave defenders
should be clothed, and the worthy
traders recommended the regulation
army kit. It is also said that the gen-
eral officer commanding the Canadian
militia favors the red coat.

The Kootenay Rifles wish to make
their history in a distinctive dress.
With a large majority of the enrolled
men the khaki uniform wasa great at-
traction. Take that away, dress them
as linesmen, and & very important ele-
ment in the personnel of the corps will
be lost. Each branch of the service
prides itself on- ite peculiar dress. The
Highlander’s pride gustainge him when
the cold winds whistle around his bare
legs, but the commander-in-chief who
would dare to abolish the custom has
yet to be heard of. After all, it is many
years since the British soldier has gone
into battle in ared coat—the serviceable
khaki being worn abroad. In a price
list of uniforms of officers of Mounted
Police the cost of the scarlet serge patrol
jacket is $15, the khaki patrol jacket
only $3.75, so that economy cannot be
the excuseif the Kootenay Riflesare to be
clothed in the former. As a uniform
adapted to soldiers in a country like
Kootenay the jprown khaki cloth isin-

comparable.

«THE TRUCE OF THE BEAR.”

Rudyard Kipling may well repeat the
lines: *‘I care not who makes my coun-
try’s laws, ifs 1 can make her somgs.”
He is to the British Empire what David,
the sweetest singer of Israel, was to his
nation and people. Kipling’s songs will
live as long as those of David, too. This
thought is guggested by the reading of
Kipling’s latest poem, «“The Truce of
the Bear,”” which has just come to hand.
It is an allegorical story, and in
numbers he tells the story of the blind
begger, Matun, who blindness was the
regult of “truce with a bear.” The last
stanzas are as follows:

“But (pay and I put back the bandage) this isthe
timeto fear, 4

When he stands up likea tired man, tottering
near and near; !

when he stands up as pleading, in monstrous,
man-brute guise,

When he veils the hate and cunning of the little
swinish eyes. e

«“When he shows as seeking quarter with paws
like hand in prayer,

That is the time of Peril—the time of the Truce
of the Bear!”

Eveless, noseless, and lipless, asking a dole at
the door,

Matun, the old blind beggar, he tells it o’er and
e’er;

Fumbling and feeling the rifles,
hand at the flame,
Hearing our careless white men talk of tomor-

row’s game;

warming his

Over and over the story, ending as he began:
“There is no truce with adam-zad, the bear that
looks like a man !”’

The poem fairly breathes the breath oi
the great imperial doctrine, of which
Kipling is one of the chief apostles. It
is like a sweet and powerful bugle blast
to the patriotic epirit of the nation, and
quickens the blood and fires the spirit of
the Briton, no matter whether he be at
home or abroad. Itis filled with sus-
picion of the ¢t pear that looks like a
man,”’ and intimates that if the Russian
bear can put Great Bfitain off its guard
with its peace plans, it will smite
the latter suddenly and effectively with
its great hairy paw. The poem will not
have the same attraction for those of
other nations, like most of Mr. Kipling’s
verses, but it is vigorous and powerful,
and is attuned to the British policy of
imperialism, and guspicion of the real
intention of Russia in its* latest an-
nounced policy of disarmament and
peace. No English poet ever put his
talents to greater use than has Mr. Kip-
ling. He is no party hack, like some of
the British masters of verse have been,
but writes 1n the interest of the empire.
He does not favor any particular section,
but treats the entire British empire’
which needs a whole world to stretch its
great length in, alike. In this respecthe
shows that he is truly great.

In a recent issue of Blackwoods an
anonymous critic reviews the works of
Kipling at length. The critic is sar-
castic in his treatment of the followers
of the Donnelly school, who would deny
to either Shakespeare OI Kipling the
tribute that is their due, because those
said ““followers are 00 dense to under-
stand the vivid powers of imagination,
and quick grasp of technicalities, which
a great literary genius always possesses
in a phenomenal degree.”” Then the
anonymous critic says:

MOUNTAINS OF WEALTH.

The importance of the find of ship-
ping ore in the J aumbo is very great, for
the reason that it demonstrates that
there is an extensive ore body in Spo-
kane mountain. It is true that this had
been shown in the O. K.and I. X. L.
properties, but so far as known the ore
bodies in these properties are not as ex-
tensive as are thosein the Jumbo, where
they are very wide and deep. The
Jumbo simply serves to emphasize what
has been claimed by many, that pay ore
is to be found in other places than on
Red mountain. There were some doubt-
ing Thomases Who contended that all
the pay ore of the camp was to be found
in Red mountain. Now, however, it has
been found on Monte- Cristo mountain,
omn Columbia and Kootenay mountain
and on Spokane mountain. The indica-
tions are that large bodies of ore that
can be mined at & profit will be found
on Deer Park mountain. Thus we are
reasonably certain of five great mount-
ains on which there are oOr will be pay-
ing mines, to 8ay nothing of Lookout,
Lake and other surrounding peaks on
properties of great
promise. In fact, they may all prove
mountains of wealth for those who have
interests in them. The mining outlook
here is widening out into & vista of great
possibilities, and one pleasant feature is
that these promising properties are all
go close to this city that they will, of
necessity, add to its prosperity and in-
crease its size and importance.

A MISTAKE CORRECTED.

Our much esteemed contemporary,
the Nelson Miner, though usually cor-
rect on most things is guilty occagionally
of a mistake. The other day THE MINER
commented upon the statement that the
miners of Republic, a8 soon as the
C.P.R. constructed its road into Boun-
dary, would ghip their ores {0 Trail. In
o doing it wondered how long the

authorities of the State of Washington

would permit them to use the smelter at

Trail. In part it said ¢
«“Ag American journals, mining and
otherwise, have constnntlgepomt,ed out
that Canadian ores cannot be treated in
Canadian smelters and that they must
be sent to the United States sme ters to
gecure any return, it will be interesting
to hear their opinion of the intention of
the Republic mine owners to adopt so
suicidal a policy. It will also be inter-
esting to see what course the authorities
of Washington state will take to prevent
Republic mine owners from using the
Trail smelter. It i8 not probable that
they will sit quietly down and permit
the ore of Republic or any other camp to
“ the border for treat-
ment by aliens. It would be absurd to
suppose that obstacles would not be
thrown in the way of such traffic. The
Canadians may allow their ore to go to
United States smelters because they
haven’t the ‘savee’ to treat them at
home, but Americans would scarcely be
gso foolish as to patronize Canadian
smelters. Should they, however, insist
upon ignoring the fact that the States is
the ‘natura! market’ for all ores, Can-

adian and domestic, it would not be
surprising to find Washington state
ing in for an export duty on ore, iﬁ
suc

other camps as may meditate doing
business with the Trail smelter from
adopting so ruinous & policy.”

The state of Washington has nothing
whatever to do with prohibiting the im-
porting or exporting of ore or any other
commodity to and from any other coun-
try. This is one of the functions of the
federal government, and cODZress is the
only body that can make or unmake
laws to fit such cases. The state author-
ities are mot vested with power in this
direction, and are, thereiore, entirely
powerless to prevent the ores of Repub-

lic from coming into this country and

going to the Trail smelter. This power
is vested in the congress uf the United
States, in the third paragraph of section
eight of the constitution, which describes
one of the powers vested in congress and
which reads as follows: * To regulate
commerce with foreign nations, and
among the several states and with the
Indian tribes.” So it will be seen that
the Nelson Miner has made quite &
blunder in the matter.

THE CARNIVAL MEETIN G.

The meeting held last night for the
purpose of organizing to the end that a
midwinter carnival worthy of Rossland
may be given, was an eminent success.
The foundation was laid on which per-
haps a week of entertainment may be
given that will be enjoyable to both
residents and visitors. The mercantile,
the financial and the gporting interests
were well represented at the meeting,
and the tone showed a desire on the part
of all present to make the carnival the
great social feature of the year not only
of Rossland, but of the Kootenays.
With a long pull, a strong pull and a
pull altogether this can and will
be done. The management of the
carnival should be on the lookout
for new features to make the
affair as enjoyable -as possible, and
doubtless will be pleased to receive ideas
from those who think they can suggest
gomething that would give an added
interest to the program of events that is
to be prepared. One thing that will be
in favor of the carnival this year is the
fact that trophies for the principal
events have been provided, and the ex-
pense of securing these will not have to
be met again. Then, too0, the clubs
from the different cities and the indi-
viduals who won these trophies last
year will compete for them again, a8 in
all the leading events the prizes have
to be won three times before they be-
come the actual property of individuals
or.clubs. This, with the program of
last year, which was miost successful,
will provide in part at least the ma-
chinery of the coming carnival. It must
be. understood, however, that the carni-
val is one of the permanent institutions
of the camp, and that he who invents or
suggests a new and popular feature will
confer a benefit not only on the present
residents of the city, but on those who
are to come.

These annual entertainments will be
of great benefit to the community, for
the reason that they serve to keep our
people at home. 1f they can be enter-
tained here they will not be so prone to
geek amusement,and, incidentally,spend
considerable money, in other cities. Be-
gides this, the presence of & large num-
ber of visitors in this city on these
occasions results in the leaving of con-
giderable money here.

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THE LONDON MARKET.

The latest advices from London show
that during the month of September not
a single new mining company Wwas in-
troduced to the notice of the public.
Only six new issues were advertised,
two of which were breweries, three im-
portant coal trading concerns and one a
Swiss railway bond. Things have not
been g0 dull since the Baring collapse,

‘Zearly eight years ago. There is, how-
ve

r, no sign of want of prosperity.in the
City of London, nor is there any dis-
trust in financial centers. Commenting
on this the London correspondent of the
Engineering and Mining Journal of New
York, who generally is very correct in
his estimate of the London mar-
ket, attributes it to comparatively
unimportant events: first, the
desire of promoters for the public to
have time to forget the Hooley disclos-
ures, and, second, the abnormally fine
and hot weather, which encouraged
everybody to take prolonged holidays.
There is a general feeling, he 8ays, that
the wheels should be started once more,
and everybody is prophesying new ac-
tivity in the near future.

It seeins almost impossible that the
Kootenay boom in London can be held
back much longer. The magnificent
success that has attended the develop-
ment of several thousand square miles of
the mineral lands in this gection, the
millions of Canadian money that have
been invested in the construction of

_branch railways in all directions, in ore

reduction works and in electrical power
plants and other industrial enterprises,
must have its effect ere long with the
British investing public. It is incom-
prehensible that there should have been
so much delay, and the only possible
reason we can give for Kootenay not
being today the talk of the London mar-
ket is the ignorance there of the situation.

The Kootenays have been almost en-
tirely developed by western money.
The shrewdest and most successful busi-
ness men of Canada have invested heav-
ily in the district, and are looking for
further opportunities to increase their
holdings. The English companies that
are operating here under intelli-
gent management are all in a
fair way to achieve great SucCcess. Al-
ready the mines of Kootenay have made
men millionaires. The ablest experts in
the world have decided that Southeast-
ern British Columbia is the richest and
most extensive field in the world for
mining. The ore bodies are large, well
defined and have been proved to con-
tinue with depth. There are first class
transportation facilities to all the prin-
cipal camps, and there is a splendid
market for ores.. Drawbacks such asthe
climatic conditions of Australia, the hos-
tile legislation of the Transvaa. and the
1abor troubles of the United States are
not known here. In short everything is

. favorable for profitable mining in Koot-

enay.

We can only reiterato that the Koot-
enay boom in London cannot be delayed
much longer, and when it does come it

" will be greater than any mining boom

ever known.

LEAD IMPORTS AND EXPORTS.

The movement of lead into and from
the United States, in which Canada fig-
ares to such a great extent, has been
very large again this year, though there
was a slightfalling off from 1897—only
1.1 per cent.—in the imports, which was
accompanied by a large increase in ex-
ports. We find, therefore, that while
only about 65 per cent. of the United
States importation of lead last year were
re-exported, more than 85 per cent. hase
been sent aboad this year.

Canadian miners are paying one and
one-half cents per pound on lead in ore
and two and one-half cents per pound on
lead in bullion as import duties on con-
signments to the United States. They
are also out the cost of the long haul
and the smelting and refining charges.

Canadians dealing in refined lead and
lead products depend upon the United
States market and pay a high price to
the American lead trust as well a8 stiff
import duties.

It is high time that the Canadian con-
sumer of lead dealt with the Canadian
lead miner in a more direct manner.

LE ROI AVENUE GRADE.

Since taking office the present city
council has done much to improve the
streets of Rossland, and in every in-
stance the work has been done in an
economical and satisfactory manner.
no little credit is due the ‘‘city fathers’’
on this score, and it is hoped that the
same economy and thoroughness will con-
tinue untll their year of office hasexpired.
It is hinted, however, that work on the
grade of Le Roi avenue between Spo-
kane and Davis streets is to be discon-

, 1finued today.

This work was undertaken in order to
Aﬂuce the precipitous incline which
formerly existed, to a seven per cent
grade. This, when completed, will bea
great improvement and an important
accommodation to the many residents
in the east and southeastern portion of
the city. The grade has only to be
completed to make Le Roi avenue one
of the most used streets of Rossland.
The present condition of the avenue
makes it alwost impassable for either
vehicles or pedesterians, but it would
only takea few more days’ work from the
jorce now employed to complete the
grade and construct ihe sidewalks. Ac-

cording to Alderman Lalonde the coun-
cil still has a credit of $13,000, including

1$5,000 of unpaid taxes, so it will be

readily seen that it is not a question of
lack of funds that would cause the work
to be left uncompleted.

There are some taxpayers who have
been unkind enough to say that if the
street improvements now under way are
completed there will not be enough
money left to pay the mayor and alder-
men the salaries which some of the
councilmen hope to vote to themselves.
Tae MINER, hogever, is of the opinion
that the men who are administering the
affairs of the city are of too high a type
and too public! spirited to consider the
payment of “tkiir own galaries before
completing at  trifling cost such an im-
portant imprcvement as
avenue grade. ¥

THE LEADVILLE MINES.

After a shut down of 25 months the
down-town mines of Leadville, Crlorado,
are to be at once reopened. The mines
were closed down on account of labor
troubles, and meanwhile the under-
ground workings, which are very ex-
tensive, have filled with water. It will
take much pumping and congiderable
preliminary work to put them in thor-
ough repair.

From 1879 to 1892 the various mines of
Leadville yielded precious metals to the
value of $170,000,000, principally silver,
and one-third of the lead consumed in
the United States. These mines are by
no means worked out, and when they
are once more in full operation they will
yield an enormous tonnage of silver-lead
ore. This output will supply to a great
extent the lead smelters of the United
States, which are at present more or less
dependent upon the galena ores of Koot-
enay, the Cceur d’Alenes and Mexico, to
gmelt the ¢ dry’’ ores of Colorado, Utah
and Montana.

While the result of this may not in-
crease to any great extent the treatment
charges now paid by Kootenay gilver-
lead miners to the American smelters,
it is evident that the effect is more liable
to be detrimental to this district than
otherwise. This important fact should
be an additional incentive to the Domin-
jon government to do what Tae MINER
has so frequently suggested, viz.: ar-

‘range with the least possible delay for

the satisfactory home smelting of Cana-
dian silver-lead ores.

THE BAOCKCAPPER.

The San Francisco Call has some
pertinent remarks regarding a species of
humanity which flourishes in some of
the mining districts, usual}y known as a
‘“*backcapper.”’

“The worst enemies many mining
sections have are among their own resi-
dents. They pretend to know all about
its mines, their history, product, prob-
able future and their value. Then if
some enterprising owner succeeds in
getting investors interested enough to
come and look at his claim these ‘back-
cappers’ get in their work. Instead of
bringing out the good points of the prop-
erties, they bring out all the bad ones
and give the property a ‘blackeye’ to
any sale in which they can have a fin-
ger. If a cyclone or an earthquake
could be induced to select this class of
people for general destruction a great
many more mines could command cap-
ital with which to operate. Even a
camp with plenty of good mines and
prospects will have uphill work to ad-
vance if it contains a few men of this
kind. Any deal they may be inon is all
right, but those with which they have
nothing to do are sure to get the rough
gide of their tongue. Of course, a
stranger will be apt to listen to an old
resident, who tells him apparent facts
concerning the mines of his gection, and
it is for this reason that men of this
]gind can do much harm. Many a min-
ing sale has fallen through be-
cause of hints or innuendoes from such
people as this. Men about to invest in
mining property are timid at best and
any cunningly devised story adverse to
the mine is apt to find a ready listener.
No decent person wants to see capital-
ists swindled with worthless claims, of
course, but it is usually those which

have merit which are attacked
by the blackmailers’ backcappers
or hoodoos to be found in almost
every mining camp in the mining re-
gions of the west.”’

THE SOCHOOL OF MINES.

As might have been expected, the
Nelson Miner is quite prepared to ignore
the superior claims of Rossland as the
place for establishing the Provincial
school of mines. In its issue of October
21, it endeavors to twist what THE
Miner has said on this gaestion into
merely a plea for the establishment of a
government assay office where men can
have their ores tested, and not a school
of mines with college courses and curri-
culum, where young men will study for
degrees. The Nelson paper then goes
on to refer to the school of mines with
amusing presumption. “Of course,”’
it says, ‘‘such an institution, when
all the details shall have been
gettled, will be located i’ Nelson
as the official and intellectual
center of Southern British Columbia,
near which all kinds of mines can be
found, and the government assay office
can go to Rossland without the least
objection from this part of the country.
But Rossland should try to curb its pro-
pensity to claim everything as sacrificial

offerings to its undoubted greatness.”
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Rossland does not require a govern-
ment assay office except in connection
with a properly equipped school of
mines. Of course this is patent to any
one at all familiar with the situation.

What has already been accomplished
in ithe development of the mineral re-
gources of British Columbia and the
great promise of the immensity of our
mining industry in the future makes it
highly advisable that no time be lost by
the Provincial government in establish-
ing a school of mines. The cost of put-
ting the institution on a good working
basis will be considerable, but by jadic-
jous management it can be made almost

tion of students. But the outlay will be
very insignificant when compared with
the immense benefits that will thereby
accrue to the Province.

What is needed fin the first place is
an appropriation by the legislature for a
substantial building and the salaries of
an able geologist and metallargist and
af assistant or two. There need not be
any expense to the Province for lec-
turers for some time to come, 88 there
are already in Rossland at least a dozen
scientists, who are well qualified to be
professors in the best mining schools,
and who would gladly lend their ser-
vices from time to time. This feature
alone should be sufficient inducement to
the government to locate the school in
Rossland, a8 no other town in British
Columbia can offer the same advantage.

1t is a foregone conclusion that as soon
as the school of mines i8 established in
Rossland a large number of students
will apply for tuition. With the growth
of the institution the enrollment of
pupils would be greatly increased. Then
the government could well afford to es-
tablish a large staff of instructors in the
several sciences associated with mining.
In time, owing to the exceptional facil-
ities for studying geology and metallurgy
here, the school can be made one of the
leading institutions of its kind.

It is satisfactory to note that the cit-
izens of Rossland are alive to the im-
portance of this matter, and Tae MINER
hopes that they will not overlook any
opportunity to accomplish what they
have started out to perform. The incor-
poration of the Rossland School of Mines
ander the Societies Act is a move in the
right direction, for it places this city
ahead of any possible rival. The next
thing to be done is to win the substan-
tial support of the legislature. This is all

important and deserves very careful
consideration and vigorous action.

GROSS IGNORANOE.

As an instance of the way wildcats are
floated and as a sample of the ignorance
of the Ooast newspapers with regard to
tbe mining industry of this section we
have before us a cutting from the Van-
couver World, The World goes to the
Qeattle Times for its Kootenay news,
which is as follows:

The sale of four big mines in British
Columbia was consummated today in
Seattle. It is evidently one of the larg-
est mining transactions thathas occurred
for a long time in the west. The mines
include the Esmeralda, Independent
and Confederate in the Trail Creek dis-
trict, and the Kennebec in the Fort
Steele district. ; The mines join the
notable Le Roi, War Eagle and Deer
Park and are a part of the same group.
The sale was made by J. R. Rollins, the
owner, throngh Judge Hilman F.Jones
of this city and Kitsap county, an old
friend of the owner. The purchasers are
John R. Finch and R. C. Caldwell on
behsalf of the same English syndicate
that tried to buy the Le Roi and which
owns the War Eagle and Deer Park
mines. The consideration is private,
but it is known to be a large sum, run-
ning into six figures. The transfer is
said to be complete and the urchase
money now lies in the Bank of Montreal
at Vancouver, to the credit of
the late owners. Mr. Rollifis,
who is now in Seattle, his wife,
Mr. Jones and wife, and Messrs.
Finch' and Caldwell leave here in the
morning early for Vancouver on another
deal which includes the tranfer of other
large mining proper practically sold at a
sum also running into six figures. J.R.
Rollins, the man who gold the mines, is
an old-time miner and has lived in this
city at various times during the past
years. He has had big offers before, but
not what he cared to accept, and being
in a position to hold on has done so.
great many thousand dollars has been
gpent in developing the property, which
gives every indication ‘of being as great
dividend payers as the famous Le Roi.
Hillman F. Jones, who has acted as Mr.
Rolling’ agent in the sale, is well known
in Seattle, having lived here most of his
life. He was at one time police judge of
this city, and at a later date prominent
in the publication of & Seattle daily. He
is a brother of Professor O. 8. Jones. of
the Denn{ school. It is understood Mr.
Jones will receive quite a fine fee for the
suceessfal work in negotiating the gales.

English syndicates
do not as a rule pay ‘‘six figures’’ for
mining property without first making a
thorough examination of the ground,
and it is impossible to suppose that 8o
much money would be paid over if the
examination had been made. As for the
Vancouver World it stands disgraced for

this display of gross ignorance of the
mines of this camp.

ROSSLAND’S GIDDY MILLION-
AIRES.

A Rossland contemporary published
an article from the New York Telegram
which purported to describe the doingsof
Oliver Durant of this city, and Alexan-
der Tarbet of Butte, in gay, giddy
Gotham. The article in question de-
scribed these two staid and graybearded
gentlemen, who are noted for their
steadiness, gravity, carefulness, integrity
and business acumen, as playing the
part of wild, midnight roysterers and
consumers of broiled lobsters and cold
bottles of Mumm and Pommery. It also
accused the ¢‘grave, potent and most
reverend seigneurs” of frequenting the
tenderloin district of New York and in-
dulging in bacchnalian revels of the
wilder sort. This they did, it was re-
lated, because they had sold a Rossland
mine for $2,000,000 and had money to}
burn and were making a veritable con-
flagration of it. The article incidentally
stated that these two young men ‘““who
had shown a wisdom far beyond their
years in selling their property,”’ were
endeavoring to induce New York cap-
italists to embark with them in other
mining ventures in this section.

The article itself was a splendid ad-
vertisement for the camp, for it is an
incident worthy of note even in the
metropolis and financial center oi the
United States to have two young and
giddy fellows with a million apiece in
their inside pockets there to see the
elephant. It will set the people there to
thinking that this is a good country to
come to where Dame Fortune can be 8o
easily woed and won. The article,
therefore, will not harm, and may bene-
fit this city.

- As to the story. It is like most of the
stories that appear in the New York
papers. It is a habit there to embellish
facts with all the vivid imaginings of
the reporter. There they write descrip-
tions of incidents—not as they happen—
but as they ought to have happened—in
order to make good readable stories.
The man who gives the cold, plain facts
there could not hold a position for over
one day on most of the New York

tinently. The reporters there know how
to hold their situations and furnish the
papers with just such accounts as they
desire. ' The public there seems to crave
after this sort of high pressure mental
pabulum that the papers give, and it is
dished up to them well seasoned by the
talented romancers who masquerade in
New York as reporters of facts. Out
here the public mind has not yet be-
come vitiated, and the result is that it is
furnished the facts with less ornate or-
namentation than is the case in Gotham.
Our esteemed and talented contemporary
goes to the trouble of circumstantially
denying some of the statements con-
tained in the New York Telegram’s ar-
ticle. With the naivete of a child, nay,
with all the simplicity that is shown by
David Copperfield in his earlier transac-
tions with Steerforth, the writer goes on
to tell the public that the two principal
actors in the drama described are elderly
gentlemen, and that the Centre Star was
gold to a Canadian and not an English
gyndicate. This denial on the part of
our much admired contemporary is a8
fresh and ss ingenuous as that made by
Thomas R. Oornelins when he was
running for governor of the state of
Orgon against the famous Sylvester
Pennoyer. Mr. Cornelius was an inno-
cent farmer and was not familiar with
the slang of the day. On one occasgion

Mr. Corneliug’
speech did not suit-a burly and impolite
member of the audience and he gshouted
at the top of his voice to the would-be
governor : :

~*Shut up, you old fool, for your name
is ‘Dennis!’ ”’

Mr. Corneliue stopped in the middle
of a dissertation on the tarriff and re-
plied earnestly: ‘“Myname is not Den-
pis. It is Thomas R. Cornelins.” This
raised a great shout of laughter at
the expense of the candidate.

The words of the fisherman were
prophetic, for when the returns were
counted Mr., Cornelins was defeated,
and in truth his name was ¢Dennis.”’

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tae Vancouver World is very much
mistaken if it supposes that this journal
does not know what Mr. Ogilvie’s duties
are in the Yukon.

It does not seem probable that Great
Britain will find it necessary to fight
with France over the Fashoda affair, but
ghould it yet come to a matter of war it
is eatisfactory to note that England was
never in a better condition to commence
and carry on hostilities.

Epmunp C. SENKLER, barrister of
Nelson, has been made gold commis-
gioner of the Yukon. No one can find
fault with this appointment. There is
no man in Oanada who is better fitted
for the position than Mr. Senkler. He

is 2 man of no little ability and it is cer-
tain that he will administer the duties
of his new office with credit to himself
and to the entire satisfaction of all right
thinking people. Hisintimate knowledge
of the mining laws of British Columbia
as well as his legal attainments, which
are of a high order, will stand him in
great stead as a gold commissioner.

THERE is one prospector who went to
the Klondike who deserves the respect
of all people. He was grubstaked by a
number of his neighbors. He could not
get a claim and make a fortune, but he
was an honest man and he went to work
by the day. He earned enough to pay
back his grubstakers and has $1,000 to
the good. His grubstakers probably do
not begrudge him the amount he made,
as they got their money back. There
are plenty of people who.would be very
well satisfied to have that much satis-
faction.

Tre gold production of California will’
not exceed $13,000,000 for the present
year. This isa decrease when com-
pared with the output of the ‘““Golden
State’ for 1897. The old-time gold pro-
ducing regions seem to have reached the
highest limit of their output. Mean-
while the immense territory embraced
by the Kootenays is rapidly catching up
to the best of them. The surface of this
district has only been scratched in a few
places, and it seems highly probable
that before one-fourth of it is developed
its gold output will be much greater
than ever was that of California.

THuE statistics of emigration from the
ports of the United Kingdom prove that
Oanada is fast taking her proper place
as a field of immigration. During the
eight months of 1898 ending August
129,740 emigrants sailed from British
ports, and of this total British North
America took 20,155, an increase of
3,484 over the figures of 1897. South
Africa and Australia combined took but
21,230, so that Canada is now getting
about as many immigrants as all the
other colonies put together. The most
marked feature of British returns ie the
decline of the popularity of the United
States as a place for immigration, and
the increasing popularity of British
North America.

ALL RELIEF DENIED

Government Rescinds Order Renew-
ing Expired Miners’ Licenses.

LOSS TO PROSPECTORS

No Remedy Henceforth to Claim Hold-
ors Whose Licenses Have Expired—
Meeting of the Columbia & Western
Railway Company.

The lieutenant-governor-in-council has re-
scinded the order whereby free miners may
obtain relief from forfeiture due to the lapse of
a free miner’s certificate. The original order,
which was approved October 29, 1897, provided
that by making proper affidavits and remitting
§5 to the minister of mines, a free miner whose
certificate had expired could get a new license
dating from the expiration ot the previous one.
By this process claims were saved from for-
feiture, unless in the meantime they had been

restaked by some other miner. The new
order in council, which will ifto effect on
November 15, rescinds the ol regulation, and
does away with the possibility of relief in case
one’s certificdte expires.

Tenders will be received by the deputy com-
missioner of lands and works until November 30,
for the erection of a steel bridge across the
Gorge, Victoria arm, near Victoria.

The Red Mountain View Mine, limited, has
been inco ted with a capital of $1,000,000, t0
take over the assets of the Red Mountain View
Gold Mining company. The head office of the
company will be i Rossland.

The annual meeting of the Columbia & West-
ern Railway comgany will be held atthe com-
pany’s office in Trail, at noon on Wednesday.
