A Systematic Advance

THE British advance on the front
is proceeding methodically,
and notwithstanding some minor
set -backs, Sir Douglas Haig an-
nounces that his.troops are press-
ing forward so rapidly that the
Germans get no time to organize
any formidable defences. The
British forces had reached the
third line of Gegrman defences,
but strategic reasons it was deem-
ed prudent to withdraw from
Foureaux Wood.

Wealth of Newfoundland” and is

President Coaker
The Catalina Business Will Be Larger Than the Reid-Nfld Co.

(By Our Special Correspondent.)

NOTHING succeeds like success. This

maxim was never better exampli-
fied than by the work of President
Coaker now in progress at Catalina.
Here is a man that six years ago made
pcople talk by his work in organizing
the F.P.U. and proclaiming that the F.
P.U. would place candidates in the poli-
tical field in 1913 and become the bal-
ance of power party.

Six vyears ago President Coaker
worked at his farm at Coakerville doing
the work of a farm hand. Twenty-seven
vears ago he was sent by McDougall &
Templeton to manage a small business
of theirs then being started at Pike's
Arm, Herring Neck. Since then he was
engaged in the business of the country
six years; Sub-Collector of Customs two
years: a tclegraph operator two vyears,
and a farmer over fifteen years. His
training from boyhood has been pecliar
in the cxtreme, and an ideal university
to preparc him for the work he is :iow.so
successfully engaged in.

For cighteen years he lived on an
Island almost apart from the outside
world. It was then he imbibed the ster-
ling qualities that converted him into an
apostle of natural ;conditions, upon
which his success of recent years is duc.
At Coakerville he worked incessantly at
manual labour which has created the
disgust he has for leisured sports: a lazy
man is probably the most despised ob-
ject of his contempt, none but workers
are found about him, none but workers
need expect his consideration. The one
pleasure in life to President Coaker is
work. The manifold positions he oc-
cupy is the best proof of his industry
and energy.

He is President of the Fishermen's
Protective Union, consisting of 250
Councils or Branches, and over 20,000
members.  He is President of the Fish-
ermen’'s Union Trading Company, a co-
cperative concern with a capital of
$250,000.00, all subscribed by 2,500 fish-
crmen, which last year did $1,000,000.00
volume of business, and consists of a
(Aniral Dlstrlbutmg Store with thirty-
ive Branch Stores in the Northern Qut-
ports. He is President of the Union
I'xport Company, which will in a year
or two do all the exporting for the F.P.
U.and Trading Company and which will
be the largest exporter of fishery pro-
duce in the Colony. Mr. Coaker be-
lieves in separating the business of ex-
porting from the supplying and selling
business and when ‘the Export Com-
pany is ready to handle fishery produce
at Catalina, which will be as soon as the
premises is ready, the Export Company
with its capital of $500,000.00 will em-
ploy a Manager at the largest salary paid
any man in Newfoundland—$10,000.00
4 year—then the fishermen will be able
to honestly exclaim, that the poor man’s
day has come and the underdogs have
tome into their proper heritage.

Mr. Coaker is President of the
Union Publishing Company, which pub-
lishes the official dally and weekly paper
of the F.P.U. organization and has the
largest circulation of any paper in the
Colony, which was started seven years

inches by ten. He is President of the
Union Electric Power Company, which

is now establishing an electric plant at , in Catalina where a business was con-

Catalina and which has received a splen-
did charter from teh Legislature of New
foundland. He is. President of the
Union Shipbuilding Company—a Com-
pany formed in accordance with an Act
of Parliament passed last spring to en-
courage the building of wooden vessels
in Newfoundland, which guarantees a
seven per cent. dividend on capital in-
vested in such Companies. This Com-
pany will operate a ship-building plant
at Catalina.

Another portion of Mr. Coaker's ac-
.ivities is being devoted to the establish-
ment of a Railway Dry Dock at Catalina
which will be owned by the Union Trad-

ing Company and upon which invest-

ment the Government guarantees a
dividend of 5 per cent. At Catalina a
colossal premises far surpassing any-
thing in the Colony in the way of a com-
raercial concern, is now under construc-
tion. Catalina was selected because of
i1s unique position as the harbour of 1c¢-
fuge for all shipping between Trinity
Bay and White Bay. It is the naturzl
centre of the trade for Trinity and Bon-
avista Bays, and the harbour is one of
the finest in the Cclony. The growth of
the Union’s activities has been so great
as to necessitate a large ceniral distri-
buting center. It was impossible to se-
cure a site for such a center at St.
John's, even if reasons did not exist for
locating at Catalina.

The placing of the Union's head-
guarters at Catalina will without doubt
attract a large amount of the output
trade, planters and fishermen, which is
now transacted at St. John’s. The Trad-
ing Company will issue fishery supplies
to all its members who are_independent
Of POSSCSS property thai/\/;i)ﬁ safeguard
advances. Those supplies will bc issued
at a very small interest charge, and most
of it will be issued on the strength of
promisory bank notes which will revolu-
tionize the business of issuing fishery
supplies.

'n connection with the commercial

‘business of thc Trading Company at

Catalina will be affiliated the building of
vessels, the docking and repairing of
vessels, the manufacture of boneless fish
and commercial fertilizers, the collect-
ing and shipping of fresh salmon, tur-
bot, lobsters, etc., to England, which will
necessitate the operation of a large cold
storage plant at Catalina and a fleet of
motor boats fitted with cold storage; the
operating of a bakery which will furnish
hard bread and biscuits for the whole
Union’s demands, and the supplying of
bread for Catalina.

The clectric power for industrial and

lighting purpo$es will be supplied by the
Union’s own plant at Catalina, where a
water power is available that will supply
800 horse power. Light will be supplied
by this plant for Bondvista—one of the
largest outport towns in the Colony—
with a population of 3,000, ten miles
from Catalina; Elliston, another settle-
ment about seven miles from Catalina,
will also be connected with the electric
wires._ '

’
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A site for the establishment of this
colossal business was located at an arm

ducted by an English merchant over 100
years ago. The old premises had disap-
peared, and the property had been trans-
ferred to Mr. Walsh of Catalina, who
sold it to the Trading Company last
year. If the wholc of that section of the
Colony = between Quirpoon and St.
John’s had been surveyed in view of lo-
cating a suitable site for this business,
no site more suitable than Catalina
could have been procured. It is level on
the shore and the waterfront is casily
accessible to large ships.

During the past two months a brea-t-
work has been constructed extending
along the waterfront somc 400 fect:
along this breastwork is being construct
ed a salt store with a capacity large
enough to store 8,000 tons of salt. This
store is but 50 feet from a pier where
steamers will discharge. Six feet south
of the salt store a.large threc-flat build-
ing 125 x 100 is under erection. The
foundations are of concrete with 12 x 12
pitch pine columns and stringers and
concrete under floor. The lower flat
will- be the provision department, the
second flat will be the fish store and fish
drier, the top flat will be the boneless
fish factory and the roof which connects
by a gallery with the top of a flat hill will
be used for drying fish with a capacity
for 1,000 quintals.

Three electric elevaters will afferd
facilitics for handling fish, and cvery
labour-saving method will be instalied.
A large shed will be erected on a long
pier oppositc thc elevator connecting
the boneless fish factory, and salt bulk
fish selected for boncless manufacture
will b2 stored in wvats in this shed.
Schoorers will discharge cargoes of salt
bulk at those sheds with dispatch.

Fourtcen fect south of the storc just
described is situated the departmeital

stores for dry goods, hardware, grocer-

ies, croeckeryware, etc. This building is
60 x 100, lighted from the four sides, and
contain five distinct departments con-
nected with clectric ‘elevators. It will
cxceed in size any departmental store
now in opcration in St. John’s. The of-
ficcs of the whole concern will be located
on the top flat of the departmental storc
and face the waterfront. The furnace
supplying hot air for the fish drier will
burn hard coal and also supply heat for
all the buildings.

South of the departmental store will
be erected the bakery, the machinery
for which was recently purchased from
the Royal Bakery Company at St.
John’s, which went into liquidation be-
fore installing the machinery. North
of the salt store will be erected tanks for
cod oil. and the cold storage building.
The whole of ‘those buildings are in line
parallel with the breastwork pier. A
spur line of railroad two miles long will

be constructed from the main line and

run along the breastwork pier in front
of the buildings. The public road passes
the entrance front of the .departmental
store. '

On the same premises a little further

~east will be erected the railway dry dock

on a point in every way suited for such
2 dock. Adjoining the dry dock will be
the ship-building yard and factory for
preparing timber, a saw mill also be at-
tached to the factory. A large space is
here available for piling timber for ship-
building.

About 50 dwelling houses will N\
. crected along the public road which

passes through the Company’s property.

All those houses will be uniform in size -

and design and will be rented to em-
pioyees. The property comprises over
eighty acres and a portion of it will be
laid out in plots and sold for the erection
of dwelling houses. A powerful force
pump driven by an clectric motor will be
installed on the premises for protection
from fires. Water for domestic uses will
be provided eventually by a water sys-
tem connected with the main river or
one of the numerous ponds inside of
Catalina.

The Government will be expected to
construct the spur line of two miles of
railroad, widen and straighten the
streets, erect a public building suitable
to the requirements of 2 town of 5,000
inhabitants, make a railway terminus of

pier, subsidize steamers giving connec-

tion ‘with Montreal, Haiifax and New
York, place bell buoys oa the shoals in
the offing, improve the light at Green
Island and instal a powerful fog alarm.
The coastal contractors will be asked
to have their steamers call at the term-
inus. The bay steamers for Bonavista
and Trinity Districts will be also expect-
cd to call at Catalina. Two steamers
fitted with cold storage owned by fish
dcalers in Britain will ply between Eng-
[and and Catalina, bringing inward
goods from England and taking cargoes
of tresh fish outward. The steamers will
rot be large but will be fast. They will
take 300 tons of fish in cold storage and
niake the trip from Catalina to England
in cight days. They will run from June¢
to November and the Colony will be
asked for a. bonus per ton on all fresh

fish exported for a period of ten years. -

In conncction with ship-building 100
men will be employed continually. The
piant will require blacksmiths, sail-
makers, riggers, block-makers, as well
as carpenters and ship-carpenters. A
number of men will be cmployed in the
fall months getting timber in the forests
that will be taken out in the winter or
spring by the railway. The whole busi-
ness presents a marvellous grasp of the
requirements of the Colony and the ex-
pansion of trade and commerce as well
as building up towns that will be abso-
lutely independent of St. John's and
thereby immensely beneficial to the
whole Colony as it will remove the ne-
cessity of carrying all the eggs in onc
basket which has hitherto prevailed in
every branch of trade, for all were de-
pendent upon St. John’s and its fluctua-
tion and whims. The Cadtalina enter-
prise of the F.P.U. will bring about nor-
mal conditions for St. John’s and create
a competition that will.compel St. John’s
business men. to be up and doing and
work instead of play.

7.30:a.m.- on Saturday they moved
up to the work they had prepared for
durlhor the -‘previous fortnight.

On the 1st. July the actual stfength
taking part in the advance was 26 offi-
cers and 783 other ranks. There ate
mentioned in Colonel Hadow's - dis-
patch in reserve 14 officers and 75 oth-
er ranks bhesides the men specially
detached on other duties. It is prob-
able that there were 200 officers and
men who did not take part in the act-
ual advance.
