London, Aug. 18.—The German troops in Flanders were agdin completely repulsed
by the British after sharp fighting, aceording to the British official statement issued
after this morning. The text of the official statement follows:

“The enemy early today delivered another counter-attack against our recently
captured position immediately northwest of Lens. His troops were again completely
repulsed after sharp fighting in which we secured a few prisoners. There was consid-
erable hostile artillery during the night in this neighborhood and also northwez: of

Ypres.

“We carried out last night a successful raid east of Vermelles. The enemy’s sup-

P

port line was reached and many casualties were inflicted.

“There was great activity in the air yesterday although a strong west wind made
fighting difficult. Our airplanes had greatly the better of the fighting and were able
to carry out their task successfully in spite of the determined efforts on the part of the
hostile aircraft to interfere with their work. Our activity commenced before dawn
and continued uninterruptedly throughout the day. Hostile airdromes were cleared
with machine gun-fire from a height of a few score feet. A total of 9 1-2 tons bombs
was dropped on the enemy’s airdromes, rail way stations and billets.

“Other machines directly assisted our infantry in their attack harassing the Ger-
man infantry and gunners with machine gun fire. Qur artillery fired directly upon
concentration of German troops, fifteen hostile machines were brought down, eleven
others were driven down out of control. One German observation balloon was also
brought down aflame. Eleven of our airplanes are missing.”

Guynemer swore vengeance
for this canard and as he walkad
away after receiving the decoration,
with a determined look on his face,
the young aviator gave full indication
as to what he had planned. It may be
added that he appeared to hold the
deepest veneration of French sol-
diers. As he strode out of the head-
quarters grounds yesterday with his
breast blazing in the sun from many
medals the soldiers stood at atten-
tion all along the way, even those
who were inside the offices rising to
their feet as a tribute to the hero.

Engineers and Firemen May
Walk Out Unless De-
mands are Granted

8 HOUR DAY QUESTION

General Strike / Appedrs To
Be Impending At Pres-
ent Time

London, Aug. 18.—There is
considerable danger of an im-
mediate strike, ifvolving about
half the engineers and firemen
employed on British railroads.
The main point at issue being
the recognition of the principle
of an eight-hour day, although
the demand does not necessar-
ily include making the prineiple
effective during the war. 'The
men concerned number about
40,000 and belong to the Agsoc-
iated Society of -Locomotive
Engineers -and Firemen. -+ *The
union is distinét fr6m the much
larger one of railway men.

The trouble has been brewing
some time. The governn
cently stated in the House
Commons that the soclety’s
claims were inadmissible, but
President Stanley, of the Board
of Trade held two or three con-
ferences with the leadersg in the
hope of arranging the dispute
though without success. At a
meeting of the executive com.
of the society, held in London, it

. was decided to strike because
the demands were not granted.
Late in the evening, Becretary
Bromley submitted to his col-
leagues further suggestions
which were undisclosed. The
executive committee despite the
decision to strike agreed to sub-
mit Mr. Stanley’s financial com-
munication to a conféerence of
delegates convoked for to-day.

Secretary Bromley says al-
though eight hours is nofnal
and enough for any engineer,
they often work 15 hours at a
stretch, recognizing the necessity
of working somewhat longer at
the present time. The men in-
flexibly -insist on the recogaition
of the principle of the eight-
hour day. The newspapers point
to the extreme gravity of a strike
at the present t!me, the delay in
transportation of wounded as
well as .reinforcements of men
and supplies to ports. J. H. °
Thomas, M.P., of the National
union, says the union has pro-
tested strongly against the so-
ciety’s action, which he regards
as a breach of labor truece. It
seems, however, that there is
some antagonism between the
two unions. It is predicted that
if the strike develops the gov-
ernment will take very strong
measures.

Wardle Appointment

London, Aug. 18.—The ap-
pointment of George J. Wardle,
as parliamentary secretary of
the Board of Trade, is welcom-
ed by the press opposed to the.
Stockholm Socialist conference
as indicating that he accepts the
attitude of the government with
regard thereto. His aeceptance
of the office is regarded as the
more significant as he accom-
panied Arthur Henderson, who
recently resigned as member of
the War Council, and James
Ramsay MacDonald, ex-chair-
man of the Labor party, on their
recent famous ‘visit to Paris,
since which time he has not de-
clared his views. The appoint-
ment of George H. Roberts, as
minister of labor, necessitates
his seeking re-election at Nor-
wich. Other appointees do not
incur the obligation of reappeal-
ing to their conmstituents.

British Headquarters, France, Aug
17.—German troops last night made

small section of ground taken by
the Canadians yesterday afternoon
north-east of Lens, but three succes-
sive counter-attacks were driven off
with heavy losses to the enemy.
The number of prisoners taken by
the Canadians has now reached a
total of 1,120. The Canadians have
organized and made secure the posi-
tions captured yesterday, and have
made an advance west of Lens.
The first counter-attack on the
Canadian centre, made in the early
evening, was an absolute failure.
About nine o’clock the Germans
again surged forward and succeeded
in pushing back a few advanced
posts, but the Canadians subsequert=|
1y moved forward and reoceupied the
positions. Again the Germans came
back, but they were repulsed and
appeared to be satisfied to let mat-
ters remain as they wexe for the
time being.
On the north of the salient-: the
Germans put down a heavy barrage
last night and gave indications of a
counter-attack, but the British artil-
lery replied with such a quick and
effective barrage that no infantry
action followed.

The War Office report reads;

THE SITUATION.

The news from the Roumanian
front is somewhat better. It is an-
nounced that Austro-German attacics
in Southwestern Moldavia, have been
repulsed and that the foe has made
no further gains in the region of
Ocna since last Thursday. It may be
that even yet Kerensky and his as-
sociates can stopsthe further spread
of disintegration among the troops,
to the extent of making them an
offensive force again at an earlier
period than seemed at all likely. In
this respect the statements of Com-
mander-in-Chief Korniloff are still
further encouraging. He has arrived
at Petrograd to see the Premier, and
in the course of ansinterview has an-
nounced that as the result of ener-
getic measures the normal fighting
capacity of the army had been con-
siderably strengthened. Still further,
he expressed hope of a complete re-
generation of the Russian forces, ani
predicted operations on a vast scale
on the Roumanian front, and else-
where.

The Kaiserites, in pursuance cf
their policy of hiding unpalatable
truths from the people, are resorting
to even more mendacious lies than
usual with regard to recent events.
The Berlin official report, after ad-
mitting the fact that Hun lines had
been penetrated by the British, and
Langemarck entered, made the fur-
ther announcement that counter at-
tacks had again secured the place and
other lost positions. The British
war office has issued a prompt denial
stating that not only has Lange-
marck not been recovered, but that
no attempt has been made by the
enemy to do so—the place is not oniy
held but in addition a considerable
length of German offensive positions
800 yards to the north of it.

The Canadian troops are not only
holding their Lens gains, but in ad-
dition, are making further advances.
Gen. Sir Arthur Currie says, “Every-
thing is going well with us. I ain
quite sure the splendid reputation
now enjoyed by the corps ‘will be
fully maintained, providedof course,
Canada does her duty, and keeps the
necessary drafts supplied.”

Those last words ought to burn
deep into the consciences and the de-
termination of all true Canadians.

THE STARS AND STRIPES IN
EUROPE.

In time not long passed the man
would have been considered a verit-|
able dreamer, if not something far
less complimentary, if he had ven-
tured to predict that the stars and
stripes would be found alongside of
the Union Jack and \the flag of
France in a European conflict.

Such a seemingly impossible thing
however, has come to pass, brought
about by the devilish tenets and;
practises of the Hun in direct vari-
ance to all the dictates of a common
and decent humanity. The London
Times thus appropriately refers to
the blending of these national em-
blems.

“The unfurling of the Stars and
Stripes in Eurepe beside the Union
Jack and the Tricolor means more
than a vast addition to our military
strength, more than allied victory,
more even than a democratic peace.
It is an earnest of all these, but it is
also a symbol of that union of mind
and feeling between the ordered de-
mocracies of ¥ngland, France and
the United Siates, which promises to
play the greatest part in moulding
the future ideals and the future des-
tinies of the world. This union, a3
we have more than ozice insisted,
bids fair to rank for ever amongst
the great historic landmarks in the
moral and political history of man-
kind. It is too large and too near a
thing for the boldest amongst us to
guage. In choaracter, extent, ana in
duration itg results are past finding
out. But we know that it is buiit
on all that is best and most solid i1n
the tried and trusted traditions »f
the three democracies who have
combined with most success the
blessings of progressive liberty and
the blessings of stable order in their
national life. We know that the
principles in which these traditions
have their roots are sacred, and that
from them no evil can proceed. We
feel that this union is good, and w@
look forward with eager hopefulness
to the exalted visions which' it fore-
shadows. Visions, traditions and
principles alike that are all incom-
patible with the elementary dogmas
of Prusso-German kulture and of its
daughter “militarism.”

Unecle Sam, entrenched behind his
Monroe Doctrine, has hitherto been
content to pride himself upon hig
freedom from any possible entangle-
ments outside of this continent, but
to his homor, he has now broken

through the restraints of that isela-

on behalf of helping to enforce the
charter of world freedom.

THE OFFER WAS SPURNED.

Most people, are agreed that at
this time of crisis the most suit-
able thing for Canada would be the
establishment of a representative Na-
tional Government.

Sir Robert Borden reached that
conclusion and has bent every effort
to bring about such a desirable con-
summation. it

The one man who has stood in
the way has been Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier.

The Winnipeg Free Press, the
leading Liberal paper of the west,
in referring to the matter says;—

‘“Reliable information leads one
to belleve that the door to that set-
tlement was opened and kept open
with praiseworthy insistence by Sir
Robert Borden during the negotia-
tions with regard to coalition. The
responsibility for closing it rests
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier. No amount
of regard—and there has been- gen-
eral regard throughout Canada—for
the difficulties of Sir Wilfrid’s posi-
tion can obscure that fact.”

Sir Wilfrid some two years ago
when there were rumors of a war
election became very indignant and
during the course of one impassioned
speech said that he would refuse to
open the door of office with that
“Bloody Key.”

Since then the door of coalition
has been wide open to him and he
has refused to cross the portal and
enter into an arrangement which all
sincere and thoughtful men and wo-
men must realize is at this time the
one true and commendable course to
pursue.

Instead what he now most desires
is ,a contest, for which he formerly
expressed unstinted abhorrence, and
one too of all things upon the ques-
tion of whether Canada shall at
once send the needed aid to the
brave Canadians at the front who
have acquitted themselves so nobly
in scores of actions, and who are now
adding still further to their imper-
ishable honors by glorious achieve-
ments in the Lens region.

In the Old Land such staunch
party men as A. J. Balfour, Bonar
Law, Sir Edward Carson and others
have not hesitated for one moment.
to strenuously uphold the hands of
such political antagonists as Asquith
and Lloyd George. They are for the
Empire, and human liberty at this
period, regardless of all other consid-

calibre can so comport themselves, it
would have been the proper and the .
statesmanlike course for Sir Wilfrid
Laurier to also render hearty co-op-
eration.

He has elected otherwise and in
so doing must pot.be surprised over
the fact that thousands ofshis former
supporters throughout the Dominion
feel that his leadership for them is
ended.

ON THEIR WAY.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
Aug. 18.—In fair, stand-up, hand-to-
hand fightingjon the eastern slope of
Hill 70 last night our men beat off
twQ morg counter-attacks, in which
the last
Fourth Pfusslad Guard division were
broken amdd destroyéd as a fighting
force. In my despatch of Thursday
night the story was told of the im-
petuous charge by which our liue
was pushed forward east of the hill.
Prisoners state that at the very mom-
ent when our assault was launched
the Guards’ battalions were assemb-
ling to attack Hill 70. They came
under our barrage and suffered sev-
ere losses in their positions in Bois
Hugo and Cite St. Auguste.
Notwithstanding this punishment
they proceeded to the trenches from
which their attack was planned to
come, and shortly after 7 o’clock
they advanced with such deten_ninr\—
tion that our forward posts were
driven in, and for a time the enemy
secured possession of our advanced
linr?‘ At.9 o’clock another and more
serious assault was undertaken ag-
ainst our main line in ghe
newly-acquired ground, accompanied
by very heavy shelling. It failed ut-
terly, and our men once more went
forward on the heels of the enmemy
and re-established their outposts on
the former advanced line, which tl}t!s
remained in our possession after five
Hours ‘of the most determined fight-
ing experienced by the veteran troops
of the original expeditionary force,
who took part.

Guards. ; Since last autumn'the’Ger-
mans haye been endeaVoring 'more
and .more to develop, the tactics “in
counter-attack they learned on
Somme. No number of men upon
the ground attacked, however de-
fended and fortified, could resist ou-
advances. What they try to do there-
fore is. to offer stubborn epposition,
but,, assuming beforehand that .the
opposition will be useless,. eadeavor
to mass .as fermidable forces as pos-
sible, near at hand .for an immediate
counter-attack. Occasionally, as
happened ‘more than.once in the re-
cent. thick weather, when our air-
men and gunners could not see the
counterattack developing, they suc-
ceeded in. forcing us back,and win-
ning: a portion of the.ground lost.
It ig an .essential .feature of . these
counter-attacks that:they be deliver-
ed with a number of men far greater
than is opposed -to them, but tho
counter-attacks must -~ be launched
without the usual artillery prepara-
tion. However few our men may
be ,or how poorly protected in oper
country, they meet the counter-al-
tacks unshaken. At the best, there-
fore, the enemy losses are very heavy
while the enormous majority of them
fail .completely  and, suffer terribly.
it may be: the best. form of defensive
war the Germans can devise, but it is
dreadfully costly.

a Living Book a

Article of Ecclesiastical Furniture

That is a red letter day in the life
of a young man of parts when he
first meets the masters of literature
Shakespeare, once but a great name
becomes a land of Arcadia; Tennyson
moves the noblest sentiments of his
heart; Browning summons him to
the soul’s home on the heights; Scott
leads him into the golden fields of
romance, and Hugo shows him that
he is a blood brother to all humanity. |
The endings of these beginnings who
can tell? |

Epecially momentous is the oe-
casion when a person of sensitive
nature first finds the Bible for him-!
self as a living book, and not as a:
mere article of ecclesiastical furni-,
ture. He has known it always as a.
repository of texts, from which ser-;
mons were preached, and as a book
much affected by religious people.
But of a sudden in a shining, trans-
figuring hour he realizes that the
Book is for him individually— that
it is athrob with present import,
that it is delicately attuned to his'
immediate need and attitude, and
that it is directly for him, a clear,
insistent and authoritative message
of duty and destiny.

The discovery of the Bible, as
each person makes it for himself, is
as great an occasion as Columbus
discovery of America, or as King Jo-
siah’s discovery of the old Book of
Law. This is the one vital compre-
hensive, power-imparting and etern-
ally contemporaneous volume. It
continues year after year, to be the
‘“best selling kook of the week.” It
is as its name declares. ‘“The’” Book.

A King's Treasure

It was while treasure hunting that
the priests found among the silver
and gold of the temple the better
riches of the Book of Law. Josiah
had been instituting reforms, as last
week’s lesson showed and in the
progress of the work this particdlar
and precious roll—possibly the orig-
inal, certainly a special and author-
ized copy—was unearthed. The dis-
covery recalls the principle that—we
get light as we go on; the converse
of which is that ‘“Every duty we
omit obscures some truth we should
have known.” Because the temple
had been neglected, its guidance had
been lost. : -,

Some of us cherish the hope that
after Jerusalem passes out ef the
power of the Turk there will be mo-
mentous discoveries in the subterran-
ean chambers-and passages of Mount
Zion. Many priceless treasures that
have been lost may be discovered.
What if the Ark of the Covenant
should be found

Occasionally a miner or adveéntur-
er discovers a ‘‘lost mine.”” Lost arts
there are, also, and lost peoples.
There are even lost Bibles to-day, as
in Josiah’s time, a preacher rescued
one from an ash barrel, and it now
adorns the pulpit of a great New
York church. Some bibles are lost
in the bottoms of trunks, and in gar-
rets; and some are effectively lost in
glass cases and on parlor tables. In
every case it is a dire calamity when
a person or a people lose the Bible.

It was a special copy of the Law
that was found by the priests; in
the sense that one’s own Bible isq
dearer and cleatrer and fuller of
meaning than any other, there is a
difference in Bibles. The passing of
the cumbersome family Bible is not
to be regretted where it is supplant-
ed by the more gonvenient and us-
able individual Bibles in the best
translation. He is poor indeed who
does not possess his own Bible, more
familiar to his fingers than any other
book.

King Josiah found his in a tem-
ple. That is where it would natur-
ally be looked for; although it is
sometimes lost from modern church-
es. People go to church to find out
what the word of God is; they do
not want a garbled edition of the
daily paper, nor some man’s homil-
etical essay on the topics of the
times, nor even man’s ingenuious
comments on the Book itself; they
want the word, plainly and directly
presented and expounded.

deep and abiding. There is no per-
manent basis for religious progress
except a generally read Bible. There
is a deal of talk to-day about an
“ethical revival,” but no merely eth-
ical revival can come to stay; it
must be sustained by study of the
Scriptures. Impulses and emotions
pass, the Bible remains. No matter
how many converts a revival may
gain, most of them will lapse unless
they are fed and nutured by intel-
ligent, persistent study of the quick-
ening Word. It is a portentous fact
that only where the Bible has been
a living book has Christianity flour-
ished in vitality and fruitfulness.
Many a soldier will testify that’it
was worth his while to go into the
trenches to become acquainted with
a pocket Testament,

Even a purely secular body like
the National Educational Association
has spoken out in unmistakable
terms concerning the indispensibility
of the Bible in any complete scheme
of modern education. The pre-emi-
nent importance of the Bible in pub-
lic instruction and progress is in-
dicated by Huxley’s saying, ‘The
Bible has been the Magna Charta of
the poor and oppressed.”

After all, the world’s needs and
must have, some invariable rule of
conduet. The final appeal is not to
convention. reason or conscience;
for those are fallible. The supreme
court of ethics is the old Bible,
which has for centuries moulded the
lives of the best people of the world.

A Book That Does Things
No other writings have the Bible’s
power to make men squirm. It has
the keenest, subtlest, most biting and
most burning language ever penned,
as well as the gentlest, tenderest and
most comforting. The power of the
Book to move men to action is pro-
ligious; it has caused wars, over-
turned empires and been the domi-
nating influence in shaping the
course of history. It has nerved men
to battle as it has bent them to the
dust in contrition. The power of
the simple word of God to transform
lives is none the less marvellolg be-
cause an everyday spectacle, Presi-
dent Wilson’s long training in the
ethics and language of the Bible has
borne wonderful fruit for the world.
Well did- the Psalmist say, “The en-
trance of Thy Word giveth light";
and again, “Wherewithal shall a
young man cleanse his way? By tak-
ing heed thereto according to Thy
Word.”

SUBJECTS OF FRANCE

They Take Place In Trench-
es Beside Their Poilu
Brothers

(By Henry Wood, United Press Staff
/ Correspondent.)
With the French Armies, Aug. 18.

—Annamite troops, ‘the little, brown
men,’ of France’s colonies in Indo-
China, have just had their baptism
of fire on the western front.

The Annamites are the smallest
men participating in the European
conflict, yet they have acquitted
themselves in the fighting ip a man-
ner that gives them rank alongsid:
with the troops of greater physical
gndowment. The Annamite battal-
lons are composed entirely of volun-
teers. Their first public appearance
was on July 14, 1916, the French
national holiday, when along with the
Russians, Canadians, English, Bel-
gian and Australian trops, they par-
ticipated in the military parade at
Paris.

' Almost without exception they are
students from the French schools,
colleges: and universities in Indo-
China. .

The announcement there early in
1916, that volunteer battalions would
be formed for service in France, re-
sulted almost in the depletion of tha
French educational institutions.” The
students enlisted almost to a man.

Titles Scrupulously Observod

In the battalion mow serving in
France are Annamites with the rank
of count, with the rank of mandaria
of the first, second and third classes,
‘and with various other distinetions
of cast and nobility. Amongst them-
selves all the courtesies to iwhich
these ranks give title are scrupulous-
ly observed.

But when the battalions are form-
ed for fighting or other service.on
the French front, the counts and
mandarins become merely the private
soldiers that they temporarily are,
and the brothers of all the rest.

When the Annamites were first
brought to France there was no idea
of using them as fighting troopsa.
Their small stature seemed to pre-
clude that. They were drilled and
employed in all the various services
of the rear, such as convoy chaufi-
eurs, road builders, forestration work

‘and similar occupations. Their con-
‘stant proximity to the
‘ever, soon aroused in them an ardent

front, how-

desire to participate in the fighting,
and now affer a little more than a
year of faithful service in the-asuxilt
jary service ‘of the French army,
establish their right to be in, the
fighting ranks. Their place there,
too, seems to have been permanent-
ly won.

Young King Josiah so felt. The
reading of the newly-discovered Law |
stirred his spirit’s depths.

Therefore; he sent the
priests to inquire further con¢erning
the will of Jehovah. Willingness to
know the will of God is a sign of the
truly religious. Some there be who
lament the decline of the old-fash-
ioned, hilarious camp meeting from
this continent; but since its place
is being more than filled by the
Summer Bible Conferences, which
are characterized by education in-
stead of excitement, though with no
less devotion, one can scarcely regret
the change which the times are wit-
nessing.

The messengers repaired to a wo-
man prophet, Hulda. She gave Jeho-
vah’s word to Josiah and it was a
dire message. With a “Thus saith
Jehovah” she foretold the fulfilment
of the curses which the King has
read in the newly discovered Law,
because the chosen people had for-

ness exalteth a nation, but sin is a
reproach - to any people.” Suffering

)ollows sinning. “God is not mock-

ed: whatsoever a man soweth, that
shall he also reap.” Doom was the
destiny of the derelict Jews.

Right here comes in the working
of a higher law than the laws of na-
ture; a law’ written in the character
of God. The gracious Jehovah was
mindful of Josiah’s faithfulness. His
tenger-hearted humility had pleased
the great King. Thus, for Josiah’s
sake, He promised to avert the evil
prophesied, so that His faithful ser-
vant should never see it. In this
manner, Josiah stood in the breach
betweén the nation and its just Lord.
For-his sake the people were spared;
even ag many a community has been
spared by the remnant of the right-
eous in it. X '

ENEMY ACTIVE

A Pacific Port, Aug. 17.—Five
ships, three American, one British
and- one Japanese are overdue at this
port, and have been practically given
up by their owners and agents. Mar-
iners say they believe the vessels
have jbeen destroyed by time bombs
placed in - the cargoes by enemy
agents. This theory was strengthened
to-day when a sailor employed at
this port, told of having seen fragile
bottles containing explosives taken
from cargo powder cases where they
had been placed in such a manner
that the breaking of the bottles
would have ignited the powder. The
overdue vessels are the America
schooner Winslow, American sailing
ship R.. C. Slade, the American
schooner Betuga; the Japanese
freighter Koto Hira and the British
freighter Wiaruna.

PRUSSTAN REFORMS

That Number Received
Treatment Under Mili-
tary Commission In
Canada
Ottawa, Aug. 18—With an in-
crease of 320 new patients added to
the list of convalescent in the mili-
taty hospitals in the past week, the
total number of men at present re-
ceiving treatment wunder the direc-
tion of the military hospitals ecom-
mission in Canada is 8,811, a record.
The number of $hose who are at pres-
ent in convalescent Homes is 7,032,
with 1,104 in sanitoria for the treat-
ment of tuberenlosis and 675 in other
institutions, chiefly general hospi-
tals.
It is announced that all returned
men are now divided into five class-
es. Those fit for general service, or
likely to be fit in a short time; those
fit for service abroad, but not for
general service; those fit for serviec
in Canada, the temporarily unfit and
those waiting discharge or reclassi-
fication.
Until this time practically none ia
the first two classes have been re-
turned to Canada. Those designa-
ted as temporarily unfit are those re-
quiring medical treatment, while
those fit for service in Canada are
divided into three classes, those de-
tailed for special service companies,
those for special services in C.A. M.
C., and a third class for sedentary
work, such as clerical positions.
Lieut.-Col. Thompson, M.P., med-
ical superintendent of the M H.- O
explains that the medical standard
for those detailed to special servico
companies shall be free from seriouvs
organic diseases, be able to marci
tive miles, able to shoot without
glasses and hear well.
Detailed for special service com-
panies in the C.A.M.C. must also be
free from organic diseases, be able to
march five miles and fit for service
conditions in Canada.

THE BRITISH WAY

(By F. J. Sleath) -
In no branch of the British Army
does personal initiative count for
more than in the Flying Cofps. In
no branch of the service has it been
more encouraged. The British pilots

/| held the German in check by sheer
|inherent manpower when machine

supremacy was undeniably with the
Germans. Now that this supremacy
has been neutralized by the increas-
ing effectiveness of the British aero-
plane, British pilots are given great-
er liberty of action still, and many
of them act in what might be called
a ‘free lance’ capacity.

The story which will be told here
concerns one of these roving air-
men. He was over the¢'line early one
morning with no other purpose than
that of sending to destruction
hostile plane which he might chance
to meet, when the singular scarcity
of possible opponents decided him to
push further afield. He had long
cherished a certain project. The shy-
ness of the German aviators decreed
its accomplishment.

As soon as his intention ‘became
manifest, the German gunners con-
centrated their attention on him.
Clouds of anti- aircraft shrapnel fes-
tooned his course, and he seemed to

be groping his way through a smoky |

miasma where each fresh shell-burst
appeared like distant lightning rend-
ing its way through a lowering thun-
der cloud. “Flaming onions’—in-
flammable shells designed to set fire
to an aeroplane—groaned up from
below and burst in their neatly order-
ed groups. But all the efforts of the
German gunners were in vain. Our
airman was a master of his craft.
Now nose-diving and side-slipping,
now soaring skyward he piroutted
his '‘way through the poisonous flame-
starred mist, and broke clear to the
fresh cloudy heavens out of range.

Though the safe passage of this
‘‘gone of the Archies” had called for
his maximum skill in handling his
machine, he was nevertheless not un-
mindful of the peril which might de~
scend on him from above. To ‘‘come
down on the tail” of an unsuspecting
pilot is a favorite method of attack
with Hun airmen, and the Briton had
a shrewd suspicion that a certain
German pilot ‘was only waiting on
opportunity to repeat the old Fokker
tactics. ‘He had tried to engage this
fellow nearly an hour ago. but the
German had discreetly avoided an
encounter. He had not been driven
away, however, and the manner in
which he kept his altitude and dis-
tance was suggestive, to say the least
of it. The Briton therefore decided
to rid himself of the menace without
more ado.

Descending a thousand feet or so,
he deliberately slid under a bank of
clouds and there circled round slow-
ly, waiting for the German to drop
on him. He had not long to wait.
Like a yacht driving -through the
spindthrift of a breaking wave, the
hostile aeroplane broke through the
encircling mist and drove straight
down on his antagonist. Down went
the nose of the British machine. As
if held together by an invisible stay,
these two giant hawks dashed earth-
ward. Suddenly the foremost ma-
chine swoops upward. Down goes
its rudder. The famous side-loop
manoeuvre is performed. Ere the
German realizes what has happened,
his intended victim has reversed the

Another -makes the attempt, byt ere
it has riseh fifty feet the Briton has
swung round again, and it shares the
fate of the other machines. A group
of mechanics struggle with a third
rlane. A spray of bullets sweeps ov-
er them and they struggle no longer.
There is a silence in that aerodromc,
and a stillness, and no living man is
lto be seen. The British ma;chiqe
drones\lazily up.above. Its pi]o'krs
busy rectifying the jammed machine
gun. Then it begins to move in pow-
erful circles. Above the hum of the
engine gounds the chatter of the gun.
Barely twenty feet above the hang-
ars it passes, and the gun does not
cease from speking. When the
round has been completed every
hangar and the aeroplanes .thhm
have been systematically riddled.
Well content with his work, the Brit-
on turns homeward.

There is danger before him hqw-
ever, and he prepares to meet _1t.
Over ten miles away lie the British
lines. He knows an attempt will be
made to intercept him. Up into .the
ether he climbs, in long swinging
| spirals; upward and upward until
the roofs of the city become smoky
and blurred. Only when he has beaten
his height record does he turn
homeward. He will suffer for flying
at such an altitude, afterwan'is. For
the present no other course 1S open

his machine gun, and he must elude
the enemy without fighting. Present-
ly beneath and~Nn front of him a
number of dun-colored specks o9~
pear. It is a squadron of German
aeroplanes striving to cut him off.
Only one will reach an altituge great
enough to engage him. Hey boldly
volplanes down on this fellow.. The
German machine gun begins to stut-
ter: then it is-silent. The pilot banks
and dives. He is afraid to fight alon=,
and discreetly avoids the oncoming
Briton. Again the “Archie” clusters
blurr the sky. But the range is too
great for them to be dangerous. A
few minutes later the adventurovs
voyage is ended, and the Briton is
safe among his friends.

The results of this sole effort were
three hostile  aeroplanes destroyed,
and a whole squadron, with its aero-
drome, wiped off the German fight-
ing strength for days to come. This
is a story which will hold its own
with any in the annals of war.

A RUSE AT YPRES

“There was a time at Ypres when
all the t;hurch towers and buildings
that could be used for observation
posts had been blown down. A
poplar tree grew on the edge of No
Man’s Land. A Canadian artillery
officer struck upon a bright idea. He
took a picture of the tree with a
camera and then behind the lines an-
other tree with a self-same branch-
es and wax leaves upon it was built
in the form of a hollow tube. On a
dark night the real tree was sawed
down, and in its place the hollow iron
one stood the next morning, with the
leaves fluttering in the morning

breeze. Up the poplar tree in t'he,
inside went the observing officer,.and :

through the whole battle with his
rank finders, he spotted the énemy
and gave correct information to our
artillery units.

“In these days the British hz}d few
airships; the Germans had many,
They bombed everything behind the
lines they could set their eyes upon.
Particularly were they fond of am-
munition depots. A British officer,
who is somewhat of an artist in his
way, arranged a huge tarpaulin
painted like stacks of ammunition
out in the open field. with just en-
ough powder lying loose to make a
good explosion when hit by the
bombs. The Germans moved closer
and closer, dropping their bombs and
making great headway turning  up
the fields. They did not know tMat
in the previous day Britain at last
had got forward sdme anti-aircraft
guns. They were planted behind a
hedge. The airmen became daring
and yet more daring. They soared
and moved near. The wings of their
planes seemed to touch each other
as, like swallows sweeping over, they
circled and flashed over the ammun-
ition _depots and dropped their bom-
us. Then the auti-aircraftguns be-

an talking to them—talking in the
anguage every soldier learns to
know; the universal language of the
firing lines in Europe; the language
of death. Broken and wounded in
the wing down they came, fluttering
like helpless pheasants before the
gun of the English sportsman. A
mile away the real ammunition dump
had been covered over with more tar-
paulin, but this one was painted as a
hedge.”
