Premier Borden Announces
Results of M. S. A. Act.

Ottawa, April 5.—~The Prime
Minister completely took' the wind
out of Cok .Currie’s sails this after-
noon, when he outlined to Parlia-
ment emergency imeasures taken by
the Government to Suppress riot and
insurrection and for the more vig-
orous and effective ‘enforcement of
the Military Service Act.  He also
made the Tather surprising an-
nouncement that “from  the  31st
October, 1917, to the 30th  day of
this present month of April, if our
plang for this month. are carried
out,’ as I have no doubt they will be
carried out, we shall have sent over-
seas to the support of the gallant
men who are fighting our battles
there about 47,000  Canadian sol-
¢iers.” 'That is pyactically half the
number to be. raised wunder the
Military Service Act, and they will
have been sgent overseas in a little
over six months since the act went
into operation. Sir Robert’s state-
ment was vigorously applauded by
the majority of his followers.

Twenty-one Supported Motion.

In anticipation of a lively debate,
another record c¢rowd assembled’
when the summons bell rang at 3
o’clock. The preliminaries were
quickly disposed of, and Colonel
Currie moved for leave to adjourn
the House for the purpose of dis-
cussing the ‘“‘rioting, agitation, dis-
turbance and non-observance of the
law in Quebec.” Before he could
go on it was necessary that twenty
members of the House support his
motion. Twenty-one did so, and it is
noteworthy that not one of them
was a Laurier Liberal or a Liberal
Unionist. All were (Conservatives,
and the majority of them were from
Toront®e and -Ontario. They iacluded
T. G. Wallace of West York, H. B.
Morphy ‘of ‘North- Perth, Dr. Sheard
of South Toronto, Thomas Foster of
Fast York, Dr. Anderson. of Halton,
H. H.\Stevens of Vancouver, J. W.
Edwards of Frontenac, J .A. Sex-
smith and J. H. Burnham of East
and West Peterboro’, and Sir Sam
Hughes, Victoria.

Colonel Currie intended dividing
the House if he failed to secure the
requisite number to carry his mo-
tion, his view being that no Ontario
Government supporter could afford
to vote against a discussion of the
Military Service Act and its relation
to the. Ouebec situation,

Keep Strictly to Subject.

Those in the galleries evinced a
lively interest in' the proceedings,
and practically every member of
the House was in his place when the
Speaker warned the North Simcoe
member to’ restriet his remarks to
the Hmits of his motion.

Denies Unequal Enforcement.

Sir Robert Borden did not make a
long speech. He quickly denied that
there had been one application of
the law in .Quebec and a different
application in the other eight Pro-
vinces. The aim of the Government
was to enforce the measure consid-
erately, but firmly and impartially,
in_every Province of the Domiinion.

Life at Passchendaele

. Word was received in .the eity
this  week of the death of Corporzl
Seymour Gilroy, a former Brant-
fordité, who went overseas with a
‘western Canada wunit, and was rc-
ported missing and bélieved “killed,
since’ ‘the hattle of Passchendaele.
Corp. Gilroy was horn here, the son
F of Mr. Charles Gilroy, ‘now of Mia-
nétonas, Manitoba, and i§ a brother
of Mrs. Allan Misener, Pine Grove,
and a nephew of Mrs. 8, R. Cole of
Cainsville, The fdllowing letter, re-
c¢eived by his father from the offiter
in charge of Corp. QGilroy’s _ com-
pany,- giveg further particulars ‘of
the manner in which the young hero
made the supreme sacrifice:—

I am writing to express my sym-
pathy for you on the account of the
loss of your sen, Corp. 8. A. Gilroy,
who was Lewis gun corporal in my
platoon, and was with me at Pas-
schendaele, in which battie he was
officially reported missing, believed
killed. Your son was with meé until
about 6 p.m. on the evening of
November 6th, ‘the day the Cana~
dians took -Passchendaele; about,
that time he went to visit another
part of the trenches-to get some of
his equipment and after that*l did
not see him again. We were relieved
that night and when heé was report-
ed missing I had all the trenches in
the vicinity searched in an endedvor
to find -him, but ' without: success.
You will perhaps be able to ‘under-
stand that the'task was not an easy
one on a pitch dark mnight and
uiider: continued . ghell fire 'and
through trenches that had been in
many places completely blown in
afterwards. I made mamny enquiries
in an endeavor to get definite in-
formation- and I have Tregretfully
been compelled to accept the official
verdict. 'There is not the remotest
chance of his wandering into" the
German lines and being taken pris-
ener <as we were not at the time in
the front line and he could not have
got ‘into German lines without cross-
ing our front line.  Your 'son has
been greatly missed by all'the boys
in the platoon, with whom he ‘was
very popular. -He died for Canada
and the Emmire in a war ‘that the
British people could not have avoid-
ed, and, however bitterly you may
and dowbtless do, feel, his Joss, T am
sure you must be proud that he
eondd freely and fearlessly risk and
 finally give hig life for his home
and country and all that makes life
worth living. = 5
