The cavalry is working far back 
toward the Somme and is still round­
ing uo villages, while tanks and 
armored cars are running over the 
country clearing a way for the troops 
or killing h irses drawing enemy 
supplies. The drivers of motor 
trucks and lorries are chasing 
parties of Germans here and there, 
scattering them or running them to 
earth.

The details of some of the work of 
these armored cars show that they 
have performed valiant service, One 
of them ran into a German-held town 
yesterday afternoon while the Ger­
man Corps stationed there was tak­
ing lunch. It turned its guns 
through the corps quarter windows, 
killed some of the staff and then 
chased others who escaped from the 
house, At Rosieres another car set 
an enemy train on fire.

He 
is now doing his bit to. help his own 1 
people in the great work they have 
undertaken overseas. When he 
heard that the Knigh's of Columbus 
were in need of funds to build huts 
back of the firing line where the 
soldier?, no matter what their creed, 
could be made more comfortable 
during their respite from active 
fighting, he said: "I will undertake 
to raise $50,000 by my own personal 
effort ." And raise it he did by the 
proceeds of five concerts; in faci he 
o.er ran his objective by $2700, thus 
securlhg a total of nearly $58,000 
which he passed over to the Knights 
of Columbus treasurer.

Canada entered the xvar with a re­
gular army of 3,000 men. At the be 
ginning of last month she hadsent 
overseas 390,000 while there were 
being trained 60,000 in the country 
43,000 have been killed; 113,007 
have appeared in casualty lists as 
wounded or sick, 2,224 are prison­
er® of war and 384 are set down as 
missing. Of the wounded between 
30,000 and 40,000 have returned to 
duty and 50,000 have been sent 
back to Canada certified unfit for 
further service, 10,000 sol hers have 
received distinctions of one kind or 
another, of whom there are thirty 
with the Victoria Cross,

As to the supply of munitions, 
Canada has supplied tifty-five per 
cent, of the output for the British 
army in the last six months of 1917, 
in respect of shrapnel. Total prod­
uction of shells to recent date 
60,000,000 pounds, total produc­
tion of exlopsives, 100,000.000 
pounds: total production of airplane, 
2,500; the total value of orders 
placed in Canada by the Bkjtish 
government, $1,200,000,000. Em­
ployed in this work were 350, 00 
men and woman at one time.

In shipbuilding, contracts have 
been placed in the dominion for 112 
vessels with a total tonnage of 
450,000. Most of these will be 
launch-ed in 1918.

lu food supply Canada, has in 
creased the beef export by nearly 
75,000,000 pounds per annum, and 
pork by 125,000,000 pei annum.

In finance Canad'as total outlay 
for war purposes was about $875,- 
000,000 by Marh 31., last. National 
debt stood at $33,000,000. At 
the end of this year $1,203,000,000, 
Borrowed from Canadians has been 
the sum of $756,000,000, or $100 
per head of ihe entire population.

London, Aug. 9th. Fighting 
slid continuing between the Anglo 
French forces and the Germans 
southeast or Amiens according to 
the British official communicai-on 
received from Field Marshal Haig 
this evening. The general line of 
P errepont, Arvillers, Rosieres, Rain 
court and Morcourt had been at­
tained by the Allied troops this even­
ing.

London, Aug. 9th.—An official 
co • mu ication issued this evening 
says that 17,OCX) prisoners, and be­
tween 200 and 300 guns have been 
captured on the So nme-Ancre front.

The text of the communication 
follows:

During the morning the Allied 
armies renewed their attack on the 
whole battle front south of the 
Somme and have made progress at 
all points, in spite of increasing 
hostile resistance.

French troops, extending the 
front of their attack southward, 
captured the villages of Pierrepont 
and the wood north thereof. North 
and northeast of this locality French 
troopt made rapid progress and 
realized an advance of more than 
four miles in the course of the day.

On the front of the British Fourth 
Army the Canadian and Australian 
troops with admirable dash having 
captured the line of outer defences 
of Amiens, advanced beyond them 
to a depth of two miles after severe 
fighting at a ntimber of points. -

Before evening the French and 
British troops had reached the 
general line of Pierrepont, Arvillers, 
Rosières, Rainecourt and Morcourt.

Fighting is still continuing on this

North of the Somme local fight­
ing is reported.

The number of prisoners has 
reached 17,000 and between 200 
and 309 guns have been taken, in­
cluding railway guns of heavy 
calibre, trench mortars and machine 
guns have been captured in large 
numbers and also immense quan­
tities of stores and materials of all 
descriptions, including a complete 
railway train and other rolling 
stock.
