London, Aug. 9th.—An official
co * mu-ication issued this evening
says that 17,000 prisoners, and be-
tween 200 and 300 guons have been
captured on the Somme-Ancre front.

The text of the communication
follows: |

During the morning the Allied
armies renewed their attack on the
whole battle front south of the
Somme and have made progress at
all points, in spite of increasiog
hostile resistance.

French troops, extending the
front of their ~ attack southward,
captured the villages of Pierrepont
and the wood north thereof. North
and northeast of thislocality Freach
troops made rapid progress and
realized an advance of more than
four miles in the course of the day. *

On the front of che British Fourth
Army the Canadian and Australian
troops with admirable dash having
captured the live of outer defences
of Amiens, advanced beyond them
to a depth of two miles after severe
fighting at a nimber of points.

Before evening the Freoch aand
British troops had reached the
general live of Pierrepont, Arvillers,
Rosiéres, Rainecourt and Morcourt.

Fighting is still continuing on this
