Dear 8ir:—With further reference
to your further inquiry for an esti-
mate on the cost of power to your
Village, we would state that several
propositions have been worked out,
and we propose to go forward with
further rural surveys as soon as the
condition of the roads permit. As
this whole district depends for its
success almost entirely upon rural
development, you will no doubt un-
understand that results will be rath-
er slow, We expect, however, to be
able to submit a definite proposition
within the next few months. In the
meantime we would be pleased to
know whether the conditions as to
power for Athens have changed
since our last visit.

If the slaves vio-
lated one of the laws he was Ifable
to be punished, and the punishmeént
was graded by the offence committed.
If the offence was light the punish-
ment was light; if the offence was
greater, the punishment weds greater.
The owner dil not take pleagure in
punishing his slaves; ke only did it
to make them obey ‘he law. It is 8
parallel with a j--y, which does not
take pleasure ‘n finding a de! nt
guilty, neither does a judge mm-
sure in passing sentence upon a crim-
inal. They do it in order that the law
be obeyed. Trc slave was contented
and satisfied with his lot in life. The,
generation that rreéceded him had
been slaves and from birth they were
taught by percept and example ‘o
look up ‘o0, depend upon and obey their
masters in ail things. It became nat-
ural for them to do so, and thus it was

ENJOYED LIFE.

He had his associates and enjoyed
life in his way, just as other people
do.

He
had no cares and responsibilities, had
nothing to disturb his mind; he was
only required to labor. ZIle was a
trusty and faithful being. The master
could go from home ani remain away
on business .s " g as necessary, and

leave the wife and children surround-
ed by these slaves and they would be
as safe fom hi as if the were in
a guarded palace. Not only vere they
safe, but they would be protected and
defended, if need be. There is 1ot
an instance on record in Montgomery
county during the existency of slav-
ery where a wife or ézughter was ever
assaulted b, slavc Such a thing
was never hi of until the negro wag
-made free. ere are only two -a-
stances where a slave killed his mas-
ter during (the forty-three years of
glavery in Montgomery county.

The soclety where slavery existed
w.s the best in the world. They wore,
as a‘rule, moral, religiovs, benovelent,
peaceable, kind amd indulgent,, and
their precept and example had a good
effect on these slaves.

RULES SELDOM VIOLATED.

There were ~ery 7:w violations of
the law on the part of these slaves,
and their conduct was such that the
times of tke courts was rarely ever
taken up with cases against them.
Whereas, now the time of the courts
is almost a:‘ogether occupied in try-
ing offenders for violations of {aw
against their free brothers, as the
chain-gangers, jails, coal mines and
penitentia~y will testify. i

In the matter of religion and relig-
fous privileges the slaves had all that
their masters had. In all of the old
country churches a portion of the
building wa. set apart for their bene-
fit. and master and slave worshippad
under the c~me roof. They not only
had the privilege of gol}xg to church,
but were encouraged to ‘go; and they
could unite with the church and have
their names entered oa the same book
with their masters. The ‘pmcher in
charge would baptize them with seem-
ingly as much pleasurc as he would
with the malter; nd likewise, when
they partook of the sacrament, after
the white members had been waited
on, the deacons, who were very fre-
quently the masters, would rass the
bread and wine around to them.
