ÏRAPE AS A FORAGE CROP.

Pastures will, in many districts, be 
short this year, oxv ng to failure of the 
clover seeding last year, and the stock 
being turned out earlier this spring than 
usual, because of the shortage of feed 
in the barns. It will, Dor these reasons, 
be necessary, in many -:ascs, to provide 
some forage crop to supplement the grass 
pasturage and the hay crop as well. For 
the lutter purpose, millet, or a mixture 
oi oats and peas, will probably be as 
suitable and profitable as anything avail­
able, but the seeding of these will bo 
more expensive than usual on account 
of I he advanced market prices. For for­
age, there is no seeding as cheap as rape, 
the se d of which seldom r ules h gh< r 
than eight to ten cents per pound, while 
two or lour pounds per acre is a sufli- 
crenl seeding. For hogs, lambs and cal­
ves, cr other young eat'le, there is no 
b: t'er pas urago than rare, though it s 
no! suitable for milking cows, owing to 
its effect upon the flavor of the milk. The 
seed of rape ls almost exactly similar 
ic that of turnips, and may be sown with 
n turnip drill or the grass-seeding at­
tachment of a grain drill, or broadcasted 
by hand or with the grass seeder. If 
sown in drills with the grain drill, all 
the openings except two must be plugged, 
and I he rubber lubes for Ihese directed 
to the he as the proper distance apart, 
say 24 lo 110 inches, to admit of horse 
hoeing, which will greatly help the 
crop and keep it free from the robbery 
of moisture by weeds. Rape may be 
sown any time in June or July, and, in 
good soil, well prepared, in a favorable 
season, will be fit for pasture in six to 
eight weeks. It is well not to turn stock, 
except hogs, on it till it is eight or ten 
inches high, and bettor for cattle and 
sleep if higher than this, ns it is when 
iho stalks attain the size of a man’s fin­
ger, that the feed is the most palatable 
and nourishing. It is especially useful 
as a lato fall pasture, lambs and calves 
flourishing on it right up lo snow fall, 
a ; frost does not injure, but ralher im­
proves its feeding value. On rich clean 
land a good crop of rape may be oblained 
by sowing the seed broadcast and cover­
ing it lightly with the harrow. For this 
seeding, about four pounds per acre is 
necessary, but when sown in drills two 
pounds is quite sufiic ent. From the m J- 
dk of June to the first of July is, as a 
rule, the best time to sow, but in a show­
ery season a barley stubble plowed down 
after the crop is harvested, and the land 
brought to a fine tilth by rolling immed­
iately after the plow, and repealed use 
of the harrow and roller, may produce a 
considerable crop of rape for late pastur­
age. Rape may be successfully grown 
< n an upturned sod prepared by rolling 
immediately after the plowing and har­
rowed repeatedly to secure a fine seed- 
bed rolling again before sowing. A thin­
ly covered grass pasture, after being eat­
en down, may, in this way, be utilized 
fer a crop of rape. Stock .should at first 
be turned on rape when it is free from 
dampness from dew or ra;n, and when 
(hi- animals are not lmnyry, as other­
wise, bloating may occur; but when they 
become accustomed lo it, they may safely 
l e kept constantly upon it, though it is 
well, where convenient, to allow them, 
also, I ho range of a grass pasture. Ewes 
or older sheep are more liable to bloat 
ori rape than are lambs, which are very 
seldom affected in that way. If rape is 
sown in drills, and there is no better 
plan than by ridging the land with a 
double-mouldboard plow, cultivation by 
means of the horse hoc should commence 
as soon as the plants are easily traced 
in the line of the row. This will destroy 
all weeds while young, and will stimu­
late the rapid growth of I he crop. Shal­
low but frequent cultivation shopld fol­
low at Intervals.

GATHERING INDIA RURBER.

} HEALTH

Interesting Facts in Regard to the In­
dustry in the Amazon Region.

India-rubber has a curious histoiy in 
the oris. Its common, name was given 
to it because it was first used for re­
moving pencil marks from paper. It 
is produced in most tropical lanis. The 
use of it has increased until it has be­
come ono of the most important forest 
products of the world. It lies become 
irt many parts of the world nn artie'e 
of cultivation, but the native forests of 
the Amazon basin and of the Congo, in 
Africa, are still tlie source of the worlds 
greatest supply. The quantity has le n 
greatly increased in later years, for the 
production has been stimulated by an 
advance in price. Interesting facts in 
1 egard, to the induslry in the Amazon 
region are given by one who is a native 
c? tho country and familiar with its 
productions.

As the steamer moves along, the trav­
eller on the Amazon, or on any of its 
numerous navigable tributaries, will 
notice little wisps of smoke rising from 
th*» banks of the river. The smoke, 
which is quite charact rstic of the most 
fe.'tto river-banks, indicate» the places 
whore the natives are treating the sa,p 
cf the rubber-tree to prepare it tor the 
mark'd.

The business of 001 Lee tin g and prepar­
ing rubber is carried on extensively in 
the valley of the Amazon. There, are 
districts of from forty to fifty square 
miles owned and operated by ono per­
son. The rubber-trees are scattered 
more or less plentifully among other 
trees that yield no profit as yet.

When aman has secured a large tract 
of forest land for the industry, he puts 
up a rough shelter upon, it, and engages 
all the Indians of the neighborhood, 
men and women, to help him in the 
work.

They start out early in the morning 
to make the rounds of the estate, for 
they must get back to the riverside be­
fore the heat of Ihe day becomes too 
great. They tap the trocs afresh if they 
need it, attach the little tin cups for 
catching the sap, and bring home what­
ever sap may have been collected.

The sap of the rubber-tree is a per­
fectly white liquid of the consistency of 
goats milk. It is necessary that it be 
convert-d into a solid. This is effected 
by the. action of a pungent smoke which 
coagulates, or curdles, the milky fluid. 
For this use Ihe seeds of two different 
lends of palm arc employed. Nothing 
else will answer the purpose.

The seeds are put in an earthen jar 
which has a narrow neck, the bottom 
of which is perforated wdth a number 
of square holes. In this the palm nuts 
are 1 umed; the holes in the bottom of 
the j r a im t a draft and cause a dense 
smoke lo issue from the n-cok. This is 
the smoke seen from the deck of the 
steamer.

The operator takes a paddle similar 
to that with which he paddles his canoe 
and holds the blade of it over the jar. 
Upon it he pours the milky juice, cup 
by cup, all the time turning the blade 
so as to bring all parts of it into the 
smoke. The fluid is instantly fixed, and 
adheres to the wood or to the rubber 
already formed. This process goes on 
until a solid lump is formed that will 
weigh perhaps sixteen pounds.

Whm the lump has grown large 
enough for handling, a slit is cut in it, 
and the blade is drawn out. A mass of 
rubber is left ready for exportation. It 
is the smoke used in coagulating the sap 
that gives crude rubber the dart appear­
ance which is familiar.

TIIE MEDICINE CLOSET.

Keep your medicine closet in order. In 
every household, especially in country 
homes, where doctors and drug stores 
ar\- far away, there should be a well- 
supplied and well-kept medicine closet, 
dhis should be locked or high up out 
of roach of children.

Have ever y thing labelled and plainly 
marked, with the average dose written 
on it. Have drugs marked “For exter­
nal use" if used for that purpose only. 
I1 is through carelessness and lack < f 
plain marking that many ca-es of pois­
oning have occurred.

It is the cust m now, however, f r all 
poisonous drugs to bo put in blue bot­
tles so as to help prevent mistakes of 
this kind.
stuck, with mucilage on ihe back, can 
l*e procured at drug stores or station­
ers, and are very convenient for re­
marking medicine hollies if they rood it.

It is a good plan to go through your 
medicine chest once or twice a year and 
empty out old prescriptions, os Ihey ly- 
Cuine stagnant and worthless after sev­
eral months'—lhat is, some do—and they 
undergo changes from standing.

Keep a few empty clean b titles in your 
medicine closet and clean corks, also 
keep some soft clean old linen cloths 
for cut fingers, etc. Have a few band­
ages of different widths, a spo n and a 
medicine glasses (like a small wine glass, 
only it is marked off in eight teaspoons, 
making one ounce).

You should keep on hand in your me- 
d cum closti some staple drugs, such os 
calomel, in tablets or powders, of one 
grain each; quin ne, one g ain; brandy, 
codeine (for pain), one-quarter grain; 
castor oil, Epsom salts, Rochelle salts, 
canxm oil, for burns; alcohol, for cx'er- 
nal use; turpentine and vaseline, for ex­
ternal use, especially for ©okls» in the 
ctest and bronchial colds; mustard 
leaves, so called, which come as an al­
ready prepared mustard paste, for ex­
ternal use.

Have your medicine closet beyond the 
reach of small children, asi fatal acci­
dents have occurred from children hav­
ing access to the medicine closet. It be­
longs to go1*! housekeeping and lo the 
complete homemaker lo have a medicine 
cl« set up to Hie usual demands of or­
dinary circumstances,

It is, indeed, poisoned w.th certain 
acids fomied in the body, and not de­
composed into harmless substances, as 
*s the case with the n irmal child. These 
acid poisons are the same as those found 
in cases of dialn t s, and hence the dis­
ease is believed to be one due to im­
perfect chemical action in the process 
of nutrition—of metabolism, as these in­
ternal processes are calk'd.

As Ihe child grows up these atacks 
cease, but are often succeeded by sick- 
headache.

The cause is unknown, but from the 
res mblanoe of Iho attacks to those of 
sick-hcadachc, apd from (lie fact that 
they arc often succeceded by siek-head- 
aches, it is believed that tho two affec­
tions are essentially the same, and arc 
due io defective chemical action in the 
b dy, caused or aggravated by 
other fault, such as eye-strain, 
probable, indeed, that eye-strain is the 
most common cause. The child subject 
to throe periodical attacks of vomiting 
should, therefore, be examined by 
oculist as a preliminary to treatment.—
Youth’s Companion.

Everybody indeed in an Egyptian 
town seems to have an interest in the 
land. The Berber!ne servant who acts 
os chambermaid in your hotel is pro­
bably the tenant of a tiny patch of 
earth, with a date palm and a mud hut, 
on which tie labors during the summer 
and autumn, leaving his family to look 
after it when he comes down to Cairo 
to gather the piastres of the stranger 
in the cool season. And the trader who 
has made money wül often own an es­
tate worth thousands of pounds, left in 
charge of a naznr or bailiff, whose ac­
counts he will check from time to time. 
Such a man, when he retires from busi­
ness, may himself set up as country, 
gentlemen, even as prosperous shop­
keepers do elsewhere.

A man can have a good house and ex­
hibit the outward signs of wealth with 
the rei tainiy that his superfluity will 
not bo squeezed out of him by the tax 
collectors or extorted from him as bribes 
by the re'allers of the Pasha. It is no 
longer necessary lo conceal all evidence 
of means, live in ostentatious penuri­
ousness and bury your money if you 
have any in a hole in the earth.
