Lords and Labor

London, Dec. 21.—The House of 
Lords, the final court of appeal 
in this country, decided to-day 
that a trades union may not make 
compulsory levies upon its mem­
bers to provide for its parliament­
ary representatives. The labor 
party had announced already that 
if the verdict of the Lords was 
against it a bill to legalize com­
pulsory levies would be promoted.

Copenhagen, Dec. 21.—The University of Copenhagen, the first institution of learning to recognize Dr. Fred­
erick ick A. Cook as the discoverer of the North Pole, to-day solemnly declared that the explorer, had failed to es­
tablish the claim upon which his high honors had been basgd.

The committee appointed by the university to examine Cook’s records recently presented its report to the 
consistory of the university, which reviewed the deductions of the experts with great care and discussed the find­
ing from every standpoint. That both the committee and consistory were disappointed was soon known.

This morning the consistory met and adopted a written report to the effect that the alleged records submit­
ted for examination by Dr. Cook failed to prove his claim that he had reached the North Pole. The report of the 
committee, of which Prof. Strong was chairman, as presented to the consistory, states that Cook’s papers are 
without any value, and that his report to the university is practically the same as that published ,in the New 
Yoric Herald upon his return from the Arctic expedition. The copies of his notebooks submitted, says the com­
mittee, contain no original calculations of observation, but only results thereok-

Accordinglv the committee concludes that he affords no proof of having reached tlie Pole.

RUSH FROM STATES.
Nwrly Ten Thouend Homestead 

Entries This Year.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—During the first ten 
months of the present calendar year 9,- 
919 homestead entries were made in 
western Canada by United State* citi­
zens. Every "State and Territory of the 
American Union was represented. North 
Dakota contributed the largest number, 
namely, 3,464. Other States are repre­
sented as follows : Minnesota, 1,741 ; 
South Dakota, £22; Michigan, 514; 
Washington, 510; Wisconsin, 477; Iowa, 
430; Illinois, 200; Montana, 184; In­
diana. 152; Missouri, 151; New York, 
150; Oregon, 150; Idaho, 144; Kansas, 
140; Nebraska, 134.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head ot a fam- 
l'.y, or any male over 18 years okh may 

homestead a quarter-section o<t available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear lu per­
nor. at the Dominion Lands Agency or eub- 
Agency of the district. Entry cy proxy may 
be mads at any agency oa certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
eieter of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hk homestead on a farm of at least 80 acr*- 
solely owned and occupied by him or by hie 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sla­

in certain oomditio^s a homesteader In good 
au-nding may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside hk homeetead. Prloe $3.00 per acre. 
Dutiee—Muet reside eix months in each of 
six years from date of homestead entry (in- 
clvdlng the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
etead right iiid cannot obtSln a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per aA-e. Dutiee—Must 
rtside six months In each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300 00.

Atheus, Dec. 21.—Yesterday’s exciting 
scene in the Chamber of Deputies, it is 
agreed to-day, may provoke another 
political crisis. The Minister of War, 
Colonel Lapathiotis, in submitting the 
new army reorganization bill, violently 
attacked the administration of ex-Pre- 
mier Thotokis, who also held the port­
folio of Minister of War.

M. Rallis, also an ex-Premier, joined 
the Protestants and left the house. The 
sitting was suspended in disorder.

M. Tholokis later interviewed Premier 
Mavromichalis and declared that he 
would demand the resignation of the 
Minister of War. under the threat that 
a majority of the chamber would abstain 
from taking part in the sittings.

BARONESS
BANISHED.

Belgiem Will Not Tolerete Her 
Premce, Now King is Deed.

No Receid ot Alleged Religions 
Ceremeiy Has Tet Been Round.

Princess Lenise Received With 
Royil Honors.

Brussels, Dec. 20.—Baroness Vaughan, 
whom Leopold made his queen in fact 
if not in name, secretly kft Belgium to­
day, accepting the hint of the Govern­
ment that if she did not depart volun­
tarily she would be expelled.

The baroness packed up those mag­
nificent furnishings of her chateau which 
were the personal gifts of King Leopold 
and sent them across the frontier.

To the Belgians she was always a 
great mystery, but ’they accepted her 
as they had the other whims of thé 
determined and self-willed King. Yet 
now, with the King dead, they have 
been driven to deep resentment, that 
as the King's body was borne through 
the streets and was lying in state at 
the palace, her photograph was exhibit­
ed and sold in the Brussels thorough­
fares and her name shouted out by 
hawkers as “Caroline the Queen.”

In spite of despatches from Italy and 
other countries, asserting that King 
Leopold and the baroness had been 
married according to the rites of the 
church, the KingTs personal friends per 
si«t in their disbelief, and they say the 
stories of a civil union are nonsense. 
They say that Leopold, whatever his 
fault in private life, would never de 
stroy the official dignity of the king­
dom.

The semi-official Twentieth Century 
points out that the.Belgian code stipu­
lates that the rights of succession to 
the throue pass to direct descendants of 
legitimate birth. If there was a civil 
marriage in Italy, It might create 
potential rights, but, it is argued, the 
absence of all records, all publication of 
such a ceremony, and especially the fact 
that Leopold never proclaimed Baroness 
Vaughan his legitimate wife, effectually 
disposes of the questiop.

Prince Albert’s pla* to reunite the 
exiled and separated family was ful­
filled to-day. As Baroness Vaughan 
passed out fbrever from Belgium life, 
Princess Louise triumphantly entered 
the éity and was officially greeted at 
the station and acclaimed by the people. 
She was conducted with royal honor* 
to the Chateau Belvedere, which hence­
forth will be her official home.

Again to-day a vast crowd viewed the 
body of the "late King. Many of the 
people who came in from the provinces 
were incensed that the gates were 
eloeed at 3 o’clock, and they tried to 
force an entrance. In the panic, people 
were trodden Jn and a number were 
injured. Finally, the palace was re­
opened and the visitors were allowed to 
file past the catafalque.

Arrangements for the funeral and the. 
swearing in of the new sovereign are 
proceeding rapidly. An army of work­
men haa taken possession of <he cathe­
dral. which in being draped, and the 
Chamber of Deputies is being rearrang­
ed for the ceremonies ou Thursday, 
when Albert will triumphantly enter 
Brussels on horseback. Delegations 
are arriving from the European courts. 
The United States will be represented 
by Henry Lane Wilson, the Minister to

Belgium ,and U. G. Smith, the new eeo- 
retary, whd will arrive here to-mor- | 
row from Santiago. , '

BARONESS SILENT. 1
Paris, Dec. 20.—The Baroness Vau- j 

ghan, accompanied by a single woman 
companion, arrived here from Bruseela 
this evening. When she alighted from a 
train at the northern station, she waa 
thickly veiled, but was recognised at 
once by a crowd of photographers, who 
snapped her as she passed through tlje 
gates. She was surrounded by report­
ers, who besieged her with questions.
To them she said :

“I cannot tell you anything at pres­
ent. Please do not insist. I do not know 
as yet what I am going to do.”

Hastening to a taxicab she drove rap­
idly to the western station, where she 
entered a train for Pontoise. There an 
automobile was in waiting and in it she 
was whirled to the chateau, which had 
been put in readiness for her comfort. -« 
Her children are there.

OUR ICE CREAM.
The ice cream season lias almost 

passed away • when bulletin No. lOtJ 
issued by the Inland Revenue Depart­
ment appears to inform us as to the 
commercial article dispensed during the 

The Department’s inspectors 
collected 140 samples to be tested, but 
the Vancouver samples, ten in number, 
were rendered unfit for analysis bv the 
heat and churning of the journey. Of 
129 sample* tested, only 45. showed a 
percentage of butter fat of 10 per cent 
and upwards; of tho6e, only 17 tested, 
20 per cent. Fifty-seven samples 
ranged from 11 to 15 per cent, and 27 
samples from 2 to 10 per cent. The 
United States standard for milk fat in 
ioe cream is 14 per cent., and this the 
analyst regards as a reasonable one. 
Only 65 of the 120 samples tested would 
come up to that standard. It is sug­
gested that where fruits or nuts are 
used to give flavor, a fat content of 12 
per cent, should be established. Of 
course, there being no legal standard in 
Canada, even the poorest of fïïe samples 
tested cannot be described as adulter­
ated: but the Department classes all 
below 10 per cent, as of very poor 
quality. A remark is made upon the 
coloring of ice cream and upon the use 
of gelatine, corn starch and other 
‘thickeners.*’ Sonic manufacturer* argue 
that these "thickeners'* are necessary; 
but it is noted that most of the sam­
ples in which they are used have a low 
percentage of butter fat. It is also 
pointed out that while nut ice cream, 
chocolate ice cream and fruit ice cream 
arc advertised as regular articles of com­
merce. nobody advertises “stiffened” or 
thickened" ice cream. This appears to 

indicate that the thickening process -Ha 
recognised as not being to the advantage 

the consumer. Moreover, the an­
alyst calls attention to the fact That 
stiffeuers could not be added to conceal 

defects, if the required percentage of 
milk fat were also present."

Tim Germans.can build, equip and han­
dle ships: so can the French, the Ital­
ian^, tne Russians, the Americans, the 
Jape; but the Canadians are inferior to 
the people of these nationalities.

Dealing with the fault* of United 
State* technical school* Prof. Robertson, 
of the Massachusetts Institute of Tech- 
B°Iogy, complains much of the neglect 
of English and its bad effect upon the 
students. He argues that "English must 
be taught as a tool, not as an ornament. 
And if it is to be taught as a'tool, it 
is high time that our technical schools 
exepcieed their acknowledged deep in­
fluence in educational matter* by insist­
ing on better preparation ip English on 
the part of the students admitted to 
them." That agrees with the frequently 
expressed opinion of the Time* that ad­
mission of students to the technical 
schools should be baaed on a sound 
groundwork in the ordinary subjects.

That it is statesmanship no­
body believes.

The [Galt] Reporter states what is 
not true when it says that every step 
taken has been in accordance \vith jus 
tievand common sense. We beliex-e 
that Premier Whitney intended that it 
should have been so, but,- unfortunately, 
the Premier was not all the time on the 
joli, and the men in direct control lacked 
Sir James' finer sense of justice and 
common sense.—Hamilton Spectator.

There were about 600 employees in the 
building.

Five are in 
the hospital with severe injuries caused 
by jumping, xvhile a number of others 
were slightly burned. Most of the in­
jured were able to go to their homes after 
hax-ing thèir hurts dressed at a hospital.

If any customers lost their lix*ee the 
fact is not known at present, and will 
only be learned after the work of clear­
ing up the debris proceeds.

COOK NOT AT
NORTH POLE.

ed by a message from the Arctic sent 
bv ( ommander Peary, who xvas informed 
of Cook's claim, on the same day, and 
threw the world into partisan fury by 
his message of claim.

Though Peary undeniably had shaken 
popular confidence in Cook, he at the 
same time made friends for his rival by 
what was looked upon by some as a dis­
play of pique. Since then the battle be­
tween the friends of Cook and Peary 
waged incessantly. On Sept. 21 Cook 
arrived at New York, and Peary at Syd­
ney, N. S. Cook was acclaimed by his 
followers and wined and dined as a hero. 
Peary remained quietly at his home near 
Portland, Maine. Soon afterwards Cook 
delivered a series of lectures, and fin­
ally on Dec. 8 last submitted the re­
coils of his expedition to the unix*ersity 
of Copenhagen.

NO SURPRISE.
New York, Dec. 21.—New* that the 

University of Copenhagen had declined 
to accept Dr. Clook's claim that he had 
reached the North Pole, came as no sur­
prise to scientific circles here, and to 
many of his friend*, who had been pre­
pared for the result by early rumors.

"He has fooled us all from the King 
of Denmark down," was the exclamation 
of John R. Bradley. Dr. Cook’s backer, 
in hie Arctic trip, when he was apprised 
of the news from Copenhagen. "And he 
fooled me with the rest," Mr. Bradley 
added.

"I discounted this decision from the 
University of Copenhagen some time 
ago," continued Mr. Bradley. "In com­
mon with the rest of the world, I was 
delighted at the first news from Dr. 
Cook that he had discovered the Pole. 
His actions, however, and his failure to 
make more than the meagre statements 
regarding his trip, following his" return 
to civilization, took some of the smack 
off the supposed triumph. I began to 
awaken decidedly when Dr. Cook left 
us all without so much as a word of

good-bye. When a man runs away you 
can’t expect his friends to fight for him, 
and Cook's flight, for that’s what it 
seemed to me to amount to, killed all my 
interest in him and his affairs. Before 
that I nex-er had had a reason to doubt 
Cook, and his whole course in this mat­
ter seem» inexplicable to me."

PEARY TALKS.
Washington, Dec. 21.—“three month» 

ago, from the Labrador coast, I sounded 
an explicit and deliberate worded warn­
ing to the world, based upon complete 
and accurate information in regard to 
the Cook claims. In doing s4 I accepted 
the responsibility devolving upon me as 
a duty to myself and to the world.”

With these* words. Commander Robert 
E. Peary pointedly expressed his senti­
ments regarding the failure of the Uni- 
versity of Copenhagen to find any proof 
of the discovery of the North Pole by 
Dr. Cook.

Far from showing any delight over the 
news from Copenhagen, it xvas evident, 
however, that the explorer received the 
news with much satisfaction.

“I have known the outcome of this 
since weeks lie fore 1 reached this coun­
try on my return from the pole. It was 
not a matter of lielief with me, but of 
absolute knowledge.

“However, 1 shall not discuss the mat­
ter in detail for publication. It is nob 
necessary.

“The warning which 1 sent the publie 
before I landed i* still sufficient. You 
will remember my cablegram from Battle 
Harbor. Here is the exact xx’ordlng of 
it: 'Cook lias not been to the pole
April 21, 1908, or any other date. He has 
simply handed the public a gold brick.’

“My friends may consider this decision 
a e< raplete vindication of their attitude 
on this subject, but as for me, 1 do not 
care to comment further," said Mr. 
Pearx\ in conclusion.

COOK IN EUROPE.
New York, Dec. 21.—Ur. Frederick A. 

Cook is in Europe, according to a report- 
published early on the authorization of 
Wm. L. Cook, of Brooklyn, the explorer’s 
brother.

Wm. L. Cook says he lias received a 
letter from his brother*.stating that, he 
had left New York on l\ie steamer far 
r.nia on Nov. 27th, and had arrived at 
Naples Dec. 11th.

Tu)o Fine Addresses Last Night 
by Local Speakers.

Sergeant-Major Huggins on the 
Boy Scout Movement.

W. H. Watdrope, K. G, on 
Canada and Character.

Last eevning was Canadian night at 
First Methodist Church, the event being 
given by the Home and Hearth Club, a 
branch of First Church Federation. It 
was held in the school room, which was 
appropriately decorated for the occasion 
with bunting and an electrical display 
of red, white and blue lights. The feiv. 
ture of the evening's programme was 
addresses by W. H. Ward rope, 1C. C., 
and Sergeant-Major Huggins. In giving 
his address on “The Boy .Scout,” Scrgt.- 
Major Huggins said that the Boy Scout 
movement had nothing whatever to do 
with the military or military men, al­
though it was founded by one. In a 
detailed manner the speaker told of the 
life of Baden Powell, the instigator of 
the movement, and the circumstances 
that led up to the Boy Scouts being 
formed. There were between four and 
five hundred thousand of these scouts 
in England, and the movement had done 
a great deal in raising the moral stan 
dard of all these boys. They were taught 
self-reliance and to know the right 
thing to do in case of accident. They 
were also taught astronomy, woodcraft, 
how to procure and cook food, and many 
other useful things. They were also 
taught to have profound respect for ani­
mal life. But the greatest of all, said 
the speaker, was that it taught the 
boys their duty to God and King, and 
one of the rules was, “To help others at 
all times.” He did not think the move­
ment should be started in the public 
schools, as it would be necessary for 
the boys to change their patrol every 
six months or so. The proper place, he 
thought, was the Sunday school. The 
speaker concluded by relating a few- of 
his* experiences while serving as a sol­
dier in India.

In addressing the meeting on “Char­
acter and ('anada,” Mr. Wardrope 
thought that in the majority of cases of 
disrespect on the part of children it was 
the fault .of the parents. Tt was the 
environment that affected and moulded 
the character of the child. A lot of dis­
respect and discontentment in Canada 
was due to the proximity of the United 
States. While he did not wish to say 
one word against that country, he be­
lieved that when they had broken away 
from their mother country they had lost 
that respect which a boy loses when he 
abandons his home. lie was glad that 
Canada had remained true to the mother 
country. Canada was a great country 
in all respects, in material, wealth, cli­
mate and all that went to make a coun­
try great and comfortable. Canada was 
a greater and grander country than Eng­
land, and those who came from there 
and who were not bigoted admitted that 
it was so. For all these things, he said. 
Canadians ought to lie grateful. But 
material wealth could not make a coun­
try great. While it was reasonable for 
every person to strive for a comfortable 
and honeat living, still it was more ne­
cessary that its people should be intel­
ligent and Canada had a system of pub­
lic education that could not be surpassed 
by any other country in the world. Can­
ada not only had intelligent, but also 
law-abiding people. But even all these 
with material prosperity did not make 
any nation great. The only truly great 
nation was that which lived up to the 
standard set in the Bible, “Righteous­
ness exalteth a nation.” This, lie said, 
was the only way in which a country 
could be great and noble.

Fred Mountain, president of the Home 
and Hearth Club, gave a brief address 
on the importance of the duty of young 
men to-day. Although Canada was a 
great country, there were many stains, j 
he said, to be washed away, and it was 
for the young men to do this. Gambling, 
the liquor traffic and the immigration 
question were three of the things that 
were threatening Canada, and if the 
young men united in faithful service 
they could eradicate the evils of these 
systems, and make Canada a great deal 
better than it was to-day.

During the evening an appropriate and 
excellent musical programme was ren­
dered by Wilfrid Oaten, George Robert­
son, J. Cunningham and F. Wright.

A banquet will be tendered to the 
First Methodist Football Club by the 
Federation on Thursday evening. De­
cember 30. The next regular meeting 
will he held on. Monday. January 10, 
when the Alexander choir and the Evan­
gelistic Band of Ballon Street Church 
will be present.

ON GOÜCH.
Dr. Williamson Gave a Fine 

Address Last Evening.

The lecture and entertainment in 
Emerald Street Methodist Church last 
night was very largely attended and the 
audience was impressed with the his­
tory of John B. Gough as deserbed by 
Rev. Dr. Williamson, who ably outlined 
the career of the great temperance, lec­
turer. Mr. Williamson spoke of the 
terrible depths to which he had sunk be­
fore finally being led out of the paths 
of evil by the kindly advice of a young 
man. He outlined the schoolboy days of 
Gough who was the son of a soldier. He 
was born in Kent County, England, and, 
at the age of ten years, was called to be 
the assistant teachers in arithmetic at. 
the Folkestone Academy. He came to 
the United States when 12 years of age, 
and after working on a farm for two 
years he broke into the bookbinding 
trade in the Methodist Bookbind Con­
cern at New York. Through the in­
fluences of evil companions he was led 
to drink, and from there drifted from 
bade to worse, until he was at the low­
est depths possible. Then he became a 
theatrical actor. When his first wife 
died he promised her not to take another 
glass dnless out of her hand, but the 
craving for liquor was too strong .and, 
unable to resist he poured out. a glass 
and after placing it in her hand drained 
It. After being afflicted with delirium 
tremens and about to commit suicide he 
was accosted by a young man named 
Joal St raton, who called him by the 
name of Mr. Gough, by which he had 
not been called for à long time, and at 
his urging, agreed to sign the pledge, 
which he did, and at once began lectur­
ing. Although his first lecture netted 
him only 92, the price commanded lat-

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er was $300 a night, and all engage­
ments could not be fulfilled.

When heard in this city his lecture 
dignified labor and sympathized with 
the poor. He demonstrated his sympathy 
for the poor by his kindness to the boot­
blacks and newsboys. His plea was for 
moral suasion for the drinker and en­
forcement of law against the seller.

Gough was recognized as the greatest 
orator of his time, and probably the 
best temperance lecturer of the nine­
teenth century, for by his earnest ways 
he could cause showers of tears to fall 
and smiles to shine through them, so 
pleasing was his personality.

When he died in Philadelphia on Feb­
ruary 18, 1885, at the age of 60 years, 
while preaching a sermon, the cause of 
his death being apoplexy, hie last 
words were. “Young man keep vour re­
cord clean.“ In his life he delivered R,- 
600 lectures, and it was estimated that 
the people who attended them numbered 
8,500,000. The distance travelled bv him 
was about 448,000 miles. The recoid left 
behind is that more drunkards were re­
claimed by him and his time was more 
fully devoted' to the work than any of 
the men of the past century.

The epitaph for the monument of 
Gough as prepared by himself was:
‘I can desire nothing better for the 

great country than that a barrier, 
high as Heaven, should be raised be­
tween the unpolluted lips, and the 
intoxicating cup.’’

How much will it cost the city to 
build a system for house-lighting before 
the ratepayers could get light?

If the local company undersold the 
hydro-electric for house lighting, what 
would become of the house.-lighting 
plant? Would it have to be paid out of 
our taxes?

On being asked to sign a petition to 
get a hydro man to run for Mivror, I j 
mentioned the above points, and was I 
told to think of what the Cataract would 1 
do if they got a chance to have a con- j 
tract.

After they sign an agreement to’ 
give us light ten per cent, less than the 
liydro will charge the people of Toronto 
or any other-place? What more can we 
ask for, what more should we want 
than to get cheaper light for our houses 
than Toronto, and spend nothing for it?

Some of my fellow labor men to whom 
I have spoken, say we should vote for 
it on the principle of municipal owner­
ship. What good' is municipal ownership 
with »ome of our Government members 
having a string on it? Anyway this is 
not a good time to vote for the principle 
of the scheme. It is a business proposi­
tion, a question of dollars and cents. 
Hoping I will^be enlightened on this 
Hydro-Electric question before election 
day, as I do not want to long my vote,
I remain, yours truly, Charles Condon.

SERVED HER 
COCKTAILS.

Mr*. Brokaw’s Butler Insists She 
Drauk Them at All Times.

He Iniiuuate* That She Kicked a 
Nurse.

Brokaw Could Not Use Stimulants 
in Small Doses.

New York, Dec. 20.—Cocktails end 
cigarettes, which have figured so prom­
inently in the suit for separation, with 
alimony of $60,000 & year, brought by 
Mrs. Mary Blair Brokaw against her 
husband, W. Gould Brokaw, again as­
sumed importance to-day in the trial at 
Mineola, L. 1.

Sidney Woods, the Brokaws’ butler, 
testified for the defence that lie had 
served cocktails to Mrs. Brokaw in a 
tea cup, in tumblers, in a shaker, when 
she whs up and dressed and when she 
was in bed. He was positive that he 
had seen Mrs. Brokaw puffing cigar­
ettes and he swore that ue hau served 
them to her in her room.

During her butler’s testimony, Mrs. 
Brokaw, who, on the stand, would own 
only to an experience of four cocktails 
ana an occasional cigarette, sat open- 
mouthed.

“I carried a cocktail to Mrs. Brokaw 
in the sun parlor,” continued the but­
ler, “and she mentioned to me that she 
had discharged her nurse, Miss See. I 
told her that Miss See had asked me 
for liniment to apply to bruises which 
she said had been caused by kicks and 
lashings from a whip.”

“\Vas the name of the person men­
tioned who applied the whip or did the 
kicking?” asked counsel.

“Mrs. Brokaw knew who did it,” re­
plied the butler.

“Was anything said to indicate that 
she had knowledge of the cuts on Miss 
See’s limbs?”

“Mrs. Brokaw was very cross and no­
body asked her.’

H. Brainhall Gilbert, of Great Neck, 
brother-in-law to Brokaw, was the first 
witness to-day. The most he would ad­
mit when questioned as to Brokaw’s in­
dulgence in liquor was that Brokaw on 
several occasions showed “trivial exhil­
aration,” but at no time reached a state 
th^t he would call a jag. He recalled 
that Mrs. Brokaw had visited at bis 
town house while the Brokaws were 
staying at The Sussex, and that Mrs. 
Rrokaw had so annoyed his wife that 
He requested Mrs. Brokaw to cease her 
unnecessary visits. He also said that 
he had admonished her to remember 
that she was a lady. He never heard the
defendant call Mrs. Brokaw a d------
liar.

Dr. Charles W. Stimson, who was 
Brokaw’s physician on many occasions, 
testified that alcohol had a very bad 
effect on the defendant and that he was 
n_°t able to use it even in small quan­
tities. Prior to his marriage to the 
plaintiff, he had not known of his using 
it at all. Dr. Stimson had told Mrs. 
Brokaw to humor her husband.

“Do you remember Mrs. Brokaw tele­
phoning you one night that Mr. Brokaw 
would probably ’phone you to call again, 
but that there was nothing the matter 
with him except that he was drunk?” 
asked Mr. Badlwin.

Brokaw started out of his chair, say­
ing: “That is a lie,” but Dr. Stimson 
said that he had no such recollection. 
Pressed for an answer he said that it 
never had happened.

George Richard Radmore. of London, 
testified that he had known the defend­
ant for fifteen years and had never 
seen him under the influence of liquor. 
He had met Brokaw at the Victoria sta­
tion at the time Brokaw was returning 
from Paris after his wife had slammed 
the door in his face, and Mr. Radmore 
«aid that Brokaw appeared to be a 
wreck.

Liberals in a Joyous Mood, Says 
Mr. Birrell.

London, Dec. 20.— There is the 
greatest disappointment at the indis­
position of Mr. Balfour, the Unionist j 
leader, who has been forbidden by his 
physicians to speak at the Conserva­
tive Club luncheon at Edinburgh. Thej 
absence of the leader will prove a seri-1 
ous handicap to the Conservatives if 
prolonged. The Christmas lull is 
tous ooubly welcome to the Unionists 
ae affording him an opportunity to 
recover. iur. rialdane io also on the 
sick list.

The .Liberal campaign to-day re­
ceived a fillip in tne shape of a gift 
of £10,000 to Mr. Churchill by a Dun­
dee jute manufacturer for the defence 
of free trade, which probably will be a j 
very grateful augmentation of the

The speakers to-night included Mr. 
Birrell and Sir Edward Urey. The 
former said the present House of 
Lords was a Jerry-built house. In 
future the Second Chamber must be 
differently composed. “We are in a 
joyous mood,'1 he declared, “with 
customary cheerfulness wc sceut vic-

Sir Edward Grey, at Sunderland, 
replied to a severely personal attack 
by the Duke of Northumberland. He 
also declared the House of Lords to be 
the only permanent opposition to the 
Liberal party.

Lord Charles Beresford, at Pem­
broke Dock, reiterated his détermina- | 
tion to speak out unless things naval 
were put right. The public had been 
misled by the Admiralty press bureau, 
which had done away with the good­
feeling and comradeship in the navy.

Mr. F. E. Smith, speaking to a 
Salford audience, emphasized the dan­
ger of the German challenge to the 
Empire's naval supremacy.

Mr. Keir Hardie, at Glasgow, re­
ferred to the fact that the House of 
Lords to-morrow gives judgment on 
the question whether trades unioqs 
possess the right to levy for salaries 
of representatives in Parliament. He 
said if the judgment was adverse, the 
party had everything in order for 
carrying on its financial work for at 
least two years.

Mr. Lloyd-George had a remarkably 
enthusiastic reception while motoring 
through the streets of Newport. A crowd 
of several thousands compelled him to 
make a speech.

Both sides are conducting the cam­
paign with the utmost vigor in every 
corner of the land.

_ £Mr. Haldane is also siek-listed.
Lord Rosebery has written to the 

Times asking for definite declarations 
of policy on the question of reform 
of the House of Lords from both 
sides. He says : “I can find no pledge 
in Mr. Balfour's manifesto that his 
party will undertake a reform of the 
House of Lords, and yet unless such 
pledge be given thoroughly and unmis­
takably we may see a Conservative Gov­
ernment come into office and repeat 
once more the fatal error of letting the 
opportunity pass."

The campaign has brought out two 
interesting communications. Jerome K. 
Jerome, addressing the workingmen at 
"Marlow, spoke strongly for the Liberals. 
He said that if the Lords were once 
given power over finance the Liberals 
could never hope to take office again, 
because 99 out of every 100 Conserva­
tives were rich men and able to afford 
to contest ar. election every year, if 
necessary, while the Liberal Labor men 
could not stand the cost of yearly elec- 
lions, which the Conservatives could 
compel by constantly throwing out the 
Liberal budgets.

THE ISSUES IN THE CAMPAIGN.
From The London Daily Graphic’s re­

port of Premier .Asquith’s address at, n 
mass meeting held in London on Decem­
ber 10th: “Mr. Asquith went on to de­
clare (quoting Mr. J. Chamberlain’s let­
ter to the Balfour meeting at Birming­
ham) that it was the fear of the Budget 
as an alternative to tariff reform which 
had led to this crisis and the rejection 
of the finance bill. Neither lie nor any 
of the Liberal Ministers supported by a 
majority of the House of Commons were 
going to submit again to the rebuffs and 
the humiliation of the last four years.

“The issues in the common campaign 
against the common enemy were the ab­
solute control of the Commons over fin­
ance; the maintenance of free trade, 
and the effective limitation and curtail­
ment. of the legislative powers of the 
House of Lords.

goOTcoins.
Fifty Thousand Dollars of Yukon 

Gold at Ottawa.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—The first big eort- 
aignment of gold from the Yukon was 
received to-day at the royal mint l^cre. : 
Mr. Jos. Boyle, now of Dawson City, 
and formerly of Ottawa, arrived to-day 
with a grip containing gold bricks worth 
$50,0(H), which he disposed of to the 
mint to lie coined into 'gold currency. It 
is probable that the first Canadian gold 
pieces will be coined from the bricks 
brought out by Mr. Boyle. A number 
of English sovereigns were coined last 
summer from Canadian gold, but so far 
no Canadian gold pieces have been coin­
ed. Hon. Mr. Fielding announced in bis 
budget speech last week that arrange­
ments were being made to begin a Cana­
dian gold coinage, and next year should 
see a considerable number of Canadian 
five and ten dollar gold pieces in circu­
lation.

At present practically all the gold 
taken out of the Yukon is marketed at 
Seattle or in ot^er American cities. Ef­
forts are now' being made to secure the 
establishment of a Government purchas­
ing office in Dawson, where miners can 
get full value for their gold. At present 
there is a discount of nearly two per 
cent, charged by the banks, although it 
can be sent to the mint at Ottawa by 
mail for less than one per cent, of its 
value. Tt is asserted that the mint can 
coin Yukon gold at a small profit, the 
same as is done in other countries using 
gold currency, while at the same time 
there would be a considerable amount 
saved to the producers in the Yukon.

The shoe workers of Toronto are go­
ing to present a demand to the manufac­
turers for an increase in the present scale 
of wages.

LONDON FIRE
Destruction of a Great Drapery 

Store in That City.

Three Persons Killed—John Bums 
Helps Firemen.

London, Dec. 20—A disastrous lire, 
involving, so far ae hae been uncertain- 
ed, the loss of three lives and the des­
truction of the big drapery store of 
Arding & Hobbs, at Clapham, a south­
western quarter of London, occurred to­
day. The fire was due. it is believed, to 
the breaking of an electric bulb, which 
started a blue among celluloid articles 
beneath. It occurred about 4.30 p. m., 
when the store, covering an acre of 
ground and having five floors and a 
bundled departments, was crowded with 
customers. In little more than an hour 
the building was in ruins. The damage is 
estimated at $2,500,000.

All the customers made their way 
in safety out of the store and three 
hundred employees followed. The pro­
gress of the flames was so rapid that 
some of the employees were caught 
in the upper floors. Two men brought 
a couple of girls to one of the win­
dows. One of the girls descended 
the fire escape in safety. While the sec­
ond was trying to reach the ground the 
ladder took fire and she fell and was 
killed. The two men then jumped and 
were killed also.

Several of the employees were ser­
iously injured, a few possibly fatally. 
At midnight it was still impossible to 
search the ruins, and some of the em­
ployees are unaccounted for.

President John Burns, of the Local 
Government Board, assisted the firemen. 
He remained at the scene for three 
hours, and then attended a meeting of 
the electors of Battersea, with his hand 
done up in a bandage, his clothes sat­
urated with water, and his face begrim­
ed with smoke. He related his experi­
ence, and asked the meeting to excuse 
him from making a speech. The audience 
after standing uncovered as a mark of 
condolence for the victims of the fire, 
dispersed with cheers for “Honest

London Jeirnil ia 1892 Retarded 

Poet’s Committal to Asylum.

New York, Dec. 20.—The American to­
day reprints an item from the St. James’ 
Gazette (London, Eng.), of Dec. 3, 1882, 
which chronicled the appearance in public 
court thereof William Watson, the poet, 
on a charge of being a dangerous lunatic. 
The Gazette story says “about 12 years 
ago Mr. Watson met with a disappoint­
ment in a love affair, and this induced 
for a time a strong suicidal mania. The 
care and attention of his friends, com­
bined with a visit to Algiers, restored 
his reason.”

He was arrested because he had rushed

I CAPE BRETON
EARTHQUAKE.

Groaad Swayed aad Trembled With 
the Shock.

Felt Over a Large Extent of the
Territery.

Net Mach Damage Done—Cem- 
municatioa Cat Off,

Halifax, Dec. 20.— Northern Cape 
Breton was shaken by an earthquake 
yesterday afternoon, the effects of

which were felt from Mabou, on the 
western coast of the island, to St. 
Annia, on the east. Communication 
with Inverness was wholly cut off 
last night. The shock was felt there 
more severely than in any other sec­
tion of the island, and after 3 
o’clock yesterday afternoon it was im­
possible to get in communication with 
that section of the island. While it 
was not thought there has been seri­
ous damage, there was some anxiety 
felt last uight over the interruption 
of communication. The first news of 
the disturbance came from Baddeok. 
The telephone central there reported 
that between 3 and 3.30 o’clock the 
town was rocked by a seismic dis­
turbance of considerable force. St. 
Ann’s, on the eastern coast, also re­
ported severe shocks.

Reports came in next from Orange- 
dale of a disturbance there. The tele­
phone central at that point stated that 
shortly after 3 o’clock the the village 
was startled by a heavy rumbling sound. 
At first it was thought to be an express 
train running at high speed, but in a 
moment the ground began to sway and 
tremble. Dishes and light articles danc­
ed around on the shelves and houses 
were badly shaken. No damage was re­
ported along the line of the Intercolon­
ial. The operator at the Grand Nor- 
rows station stated that the earthquake 
had not been felt there, but Orangedale 
station, before it closed for the night, 
stated that, in addition to the shock 
there, West Bay, Mabou and Margaree 
had also been visited by the tremors. 
No news could be secured from Inverness 
or Porthood last night. All evening the 
long-distance operators in the Sydney 
central endeavored to establish communi­
cation with these points, but every at­
tempt proved futile. The wires all fail­
ed to respond, and about 11 o’clock the 
Sydney office concluded that the earth­
quake was responsible for the derange­
ment of communication. Judging from 
the force of the disturbance in other sec­
tions of the country it is not thought 
that the quake could have been severe 
enough in Inverness to have caused any 
damage, but the fact that no word could 
be got from there during the night 
caused some anxiety.

EARLY CLOSING.
Were of Temperance Sweeping 

Over Montreal.

Montreal, Dec. 20.—By a majority of 
three-fourths of its members the City 
Council to-day gave second reading to 
the by-law which will provide that from 
the first of May next all restaurant and 
hotel bars shall be closed at 10 o’clock 
each night, except Saturday night, and 
at 7 o’clock on Saturdays. The present 
hours are midnight all the week, with 
the exception of Sunday. Never in the 
history of Montreal Has such a wave 
of temperance reform spread over it. 
From all parts of the city petitions 
were sent in in favor of the by-law, 
and the aldermen, who took the view 
that they were the representatives of 
the popular will, gave their support 
to the project. A bitter fight will 
likely^ be waged by the liquor inter­
ests against the by-law, which is as­
sured of passing its third reading after 
to-day’s Vote.

ROAD BUILDING.
Senthwestern Traction Line to be 

Extended.

London, Ont., Dec. 20.—Full inspection 
of the Southwestern Traction Company’s 
line was made to-day by Mr. Murray 
Verner. of Pittsburg and Brantford; Mr. 
W. S. Dinuick, of Toronto; Mr. T. H. Pur- 
doin, K. C., and Mr. John Milne, of this 
city; Manager Mower and other officials. 
According to semi-official information 
the line will be extended from Brantford 
to London in the spring, involving con­
struction of the line from Brantford to 
Woodstock. At the latter place the 
Woodstock-to-Ingersoll line will be taken 
over, and the line from London to liiger 
soli will lx» projected. Other lines are in 
contemplation.

SAVED MOTHER.
Five-Tear-Old Lad’» PIncky Attack 

on Assailant.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—The five-year-old 
son of Mrs. Philemon Wright, of Iron­
sides, Que., four miles from Hull, did 
heroic service on Thursday afternoon 
last in saving his mother from a brutal 
assault by George C. Hammond, a hired 
man on Mr. Wright’s farm. During the 
husband’s absence Hammond entered the 
house, where Mrs. Wright was alone 
with her two babies in arms, and Har­
old, a boy of five. Hammond seized 
Mrs. Wright and attempted to assault 
her. Young Harold, picking up a stick 
of cordwood in the kitchen, ran to his 
mother’s rescue, and while Hammond 
was struggling with her hit him over 
the head with all his might. Hammond 
knocked the boy down, but the plucky 
youngster ran outside antf called two 
men, who luckily happened to be passing 
on the road. They hurried in And Ham­
mond escaped by the back door. He was 
captured by Sheriff Wright yesterday 
after a long chase.

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JOE CHAMBERLAIN.
Frederic Harrison Talks of His Vagaries 

and Betrayals.

I_am going to speak quite freely of 
Joseph Chamberlain. I respect his great 
powers, his tremendous energy, and his 
many fine qualities of nature. It is a 
Bad sight when a strong man of seventy 
is crippled and is unable to address his 
fellow countrymen in Parliament, and 
on platforms. But Mr. Chamberlain re­
mains still the dominent force in poli­
tics. He has lost nothing of his wide 
popularity, of his creative influence over 
parties, even of his casting vote in the 
inner council chambers of his party. 
And it is rank hypocrisy to pretend that 
the retrograde dictator of the hour 
should be spoken of only in the farcical 
lapdations of his own claque.

STILL THE BOSS.

changes in policy or in party of Lord 
Goscben, of Lord Hartingtoa, of Lord 
James, of Lord SeHxmrne, of Mr. Bright 
all have the same character. They were 
made by gradual and no violent iteps, 
they were amply explained by themselves 
and were justified by circumstances— 
and, above all, they involved at the time 
great personal sacrifices.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN’S DESERTION

Though he has not appeared in pub­
lic for three years, he has never ceased- 
to give orders to his own followers, and 
to press his advice on the public. His 
absence from the House and from the 
platform has even increased his 
fluence ; for it has spared him from ut­
tering the wild promises and the rotten 
sophistries of his public campaign, 
whilst his malady has too long protected 
him from the exposure of his bombastic 
fallacies. He is the absolute dictator of 
the Tariff Reform Unionists: and he 
has just for the third time split up the 
confederate Unionists. A few weeks ago 
Lord Lansdowne and the sensible Con­
servatives who hare long held office 
were able to control the majority in the 
Lords. A fierce letter of Mr. Chamber- 
lain, timed to carry away a most critical 
meeting, and to discount the counsels of 
the titular leader of the party, entirely 
changed the situation and put Conserva­
tives at logger-heads. We are told that 
Mr. Balfour was not a party to the pre­
cise form of this edict ; but this would 
be a piece of sharp practice too shame­
less to imagine possible.

HIS EARLY POLITICAL CAREER.
Having made a fortune by dexterously 

under-selling his fellow tradesmen, h# 
entered politics rather as a Republican 
than an ordinary Radical. He did bring 
himself, as Mayor of Birmingham to do 
honors to the then Prince of Wales — 
but for the first half of his career he 
was the terror of all Conservatives, for 
his doctrine of “ransom," the doctrine 
of the Budget—that the holders of great 
estates and the monopoly of “land*' 
may fairly be taxed in proportion to the 
security they have guaranteed them by 
the state. For many years he expounded 
this principle with extraordinary en­
ergy and courage ; nor did he shrink 
from being the bete noire of Lord Salis­
bury and the whole Tory interest. As 
an hereditary Nonconformist Mr. Cham­
berlain was for years the boldest and 
ablest leader in the cause of the Dises­
tablishment and Disendowment of the 
Church of England. His first appearance 
in parliament was as

A TEMPERANCE REFORMER 
Until Mr. Gladstone took it up, Mr. 
Chamberlain was one of the keenest ad­
vocates of Home Rule; and, in close as­
sociation with Mr. Parnell, he propound­
ed a scheme of his own for the local 
management of Irish affairs. For forty 
years of his political life he was one of 
the most passionate believers in Cob- 
den's Free Trade system. No public 
man has reasoned it out with more in­
timate knowledge of trade, and with 
more intimate knowledge of trade, and 
with more acute logic than did Mr. 
Chamberlain only a few years ago, 
even when he was a minister in a Un­
ionist government.

UTTERLY UNRELIABLE.
Until his fiftieth year, having served 

the public with conspicuous success for 
some twenty-five years, he had never be­
trayed the smallest doubt or misgiving 
in any one of these causes. Until he left 
Mr. Gladstone’s Ministry he was the 
most typical all-round Radical free-trad-

of party and recantation of principles 
have had no such cha'racter. They have 
been sprung upon the nation as sudden 
surprises, with the plain end of snatch­
ing a party victory. He never explained 
or justifed them except by eating his 
own words with violent exaggeration and 
denouncing his own life-long convictions. 
And the curious thing, in face of this 
present vogue, is this—that every one of 
his new projects has been a conspicuous 
failure.

inet he looked about for some opening 
for playing a startling coup. H? found 
it in the infamous and disastrous South 
African war, which he engineered en­
tirely by his own hand, and with his 
own vet unavowed secret devices/ 

Appalled at the awful ruin which bis 
nefarious schemes had caused in .South 
Africa, he brought home his feathers, 
and sought how to hide his l'a'iurus un­
der some new startling adventure. To 
the amazement of mankind, this veteran 
free trader suddenly posed as an all­
round protectionist—flatly advocating a

and an elaborate tariff Tor taxing 
was that this was to benefit the colonies 
and to consolidate the Empire was at 
once exposed, and it was plain that it 
must ruin India—the principal part of 
the Empire—and would be useless to 
Africa and other parts of our dominoin.

Player Mail be Able ta MakePro. League Opens
Quick Start

According to Umpire Evans, of the 
American League, the talk of abolish­
ing spikes on shoes is foolish. It is 
the one big asset of the ball player, 
says Evans. He must have his shoes 
so equipped that he‘Van make a quick 
start as well as stop, and there is no 
substitute that offers the same possi­
bilities as the steel spike. To ask 
a player to work on a graSs infield or 
outfield with leather cleats as his only 
means of " reinforcement, would be 
foolhardy, is the opinion, of Evans. Un 
a skin diamond it would not be so 
bad, but on a glass diamond, such as 
many major and minor league clubs 
now own, it would simply l>e out of 
the question. Incidentally, it would 
tend to greatly slow up the work of 
the men, as they wouldn’t take so 
many chances or oe so certain ou their 
feet.

Many players express the belief that 
spikes half the length of the persont 
ones would be just as serviceable. It 
is claimed that better results are ob­
tained out of the second year of a pair 
of shoes, especially the outfielders, 
who have little chance of being cut 
down. The rounding of the corners 
of the spikes also ought to help con­
siderably, Evans believes. It stands 
to reason, he says, that spikes about 
half the length of the present cnee, 
with rounded corners, would lx? much 
less dangerou- than those now in use.

It has also been suggested, says 
Evans, that base runners be only al­
lowed to slide head first, to eliminate 
the danger of spiking. According to 
Evans, this has some redeeming feat­
ures, as well as quite a few Had ones. 
If players were required to slide head 
first, the advantage would lx? greatly 
in favor of the baseman as it is now 
in favor of base runner. Realizing 
that there was little chance of his 
being injured by a head-first slide, the 
baseman would* invaraibly block off 
the base runner. While the possibil­
ity of injury to the man playing the 
bag would he slight, it would be rather 
dangerous to the runner.

Few men. however, slide head first, 
most of them preferring to slide feet 
first, as they contend it is the most 
natural way. If the head-first slide 
were enforced, says Evans, it would 
necessitate the changing of their style 
by inanjj players, and as a result one 
of the brightest features of the game — 
ha-ae running—would be compelled to

.Speaking of Cobb's ability as a sue 
cessful base runner, Evans says that 
Detroit’s great outfielder has a slide 
peculiarly lii* own. He does not slow­
down before starting his slide, but hits 
the turf at almost full speed. One of 
his legs is thrown in the direction of the 
bag, and the other is usually high in the 
air. His body is thrown in the opposite 
direction from the baseman.

LICENSE REDUCTION.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—XVith your kind permission 1 
wish to reply briefly to the letter which 
appeared in the columns of your paper 
recently, signed “Justice.*’

We think that very few of your read­
ers will be greatly deceived as to the 
character .or object of this Mr. Justice, 
but will agree with us (hat he is prob­
ably more concerned about the size of 
the fee that he is receiving for the writ­
ing of these carefully chosen words than 
he is about securing the welfare of even 
the greatest degree of justice for his 
fellow citizens.

He claims to know very well what 
the citizens of Hamilton want, and in­
timates that they do not.want a reduc­
tion of the. liquor licenses. We shall 
see when the votes are counted on Jan. 
3rd.

Mr. Justice is lifting up his voice, or 
rather his pen, on behalf of certain poor 
bar-room keepers. He states that before 
the commissioners would grant their 
licenses that they were compelled to 
make certain improvement* to their pre­
mises in compliance with the liquor 
license act. He states, too, that now 
that these men have made the neces­
sary Improvements and demonstrated 
their ability to keep Hotel that some 
people are so unjust as to want to cut 
off their licenses. You will please note 
that Mr. Justice states that they have 
proved their ability to keep hotel, not 
that they have aeually kept hotel. He 
well knows that such n statement in 
regard to many license holders in this 
city could not be sustained. It is a 
well known fact that, while Hamilton 
has more than twice as many liquor 
licenses in proportion to her population 
compared with Toronto and London, 
that our bona fide and decent hotel 
accommodation is sadly lacking, it is 
well known that, while these so-called 
r,hotel keepers” made the improvements 
referred to. that they did so with but 
one object in view. viz., the securing of 
a license to sell intoxicating liquors, and. 
even viewed from that standpoint, it 
was no doubt a very profitable invest­
ment. It is also well known that many 
of these men make no pretext whatever 
of accommodating the travelling pubiic; 
in fact, many of their places arc located 
at points where the travelling public 
never go. They are located more with 
a view of catching the workingmen's 
drink patronage.

In view of these facts. Mr. Editor, we 
ask why in the name of justice should 
the people of Hamilton be asked to vote 
for a continuation of these nuisances in 
the community? XX*e ask if Air. Justice 
would like to have one of these drink 
shops located next door, or in close 
proximity, to his home. XX'e would also 
like to ask if he. as a champion for 
honest dealing, ha* considered the in­

terests of the wives and children Of the 
men whose downfall is in many cases 
directly traceable to the presence of 

. theV places in their neighborhood, whose 
! only excuse for existence is to eater to 
! men’s appetites for strong drink.

XX'e contend. Mr. Editor, that if the 
people consult the interest» of their fel­
lows and the community that they will 
hv their votes dispense with all such 
place*, which are not only no good, but 
do much harm in the communitv. XXe 
contend, too. that even if these "license 
holders did comply with the letter of 
the law in making certain improvements 
to their premises that n all cases where 
they failed to comply with the spirit 
of the law by not keeping hotel, that 
there is no bona fide or reasonable ex­
cuse for a renewal of their licensee. The 
city would be the better without them.

drink shops, will undouhtedlv vote for 
their renewal.

Mr. Justice takes occasion to criticise 
the honesty of those who are seeking for 
a reduction in the present large number 
of our liqnor licenses. XX'e venture the 
assertion that the people who are work­
ing with this object in view, are among 
our most self-sacrificing and best citi­
zens, with no desire to injure any one, 
but rather with a desire to help the 
many by making it easy for men to 
do right and hard to do wrong. They 
are also endeavoring to secure the en­
actment of a by-law that is “the great­
est good to the greatest number.”

The present fixed calendar has, as 
every one knows, come down to us from 
Julias Caesar. The great Roman played 
hobs with the year as mapped ont by 
hia predecessor*.

Rome originally had a year of ten 
months, beginning with March, where­
to Nnma had added two months, Feb­
ruary and January. By this arrange­
ment February came at the end of the 
year and January began the new one.
This plan endured until 425 B. C., when 
the decemvirs changed the order.

Tbe year then had 355 days, and Nu- 
ma ordered an extra month everv sec­
ond year after the 23rd of February.

The situation waa farther complicated 
by the circumstances that the pontiffs 
had control over this intercalary month, 
and that they employed their authority 
ie this respect to shorten or lengthen 
the term of a magistrate according as

der. Accordingly the subservient senate 
took a day from February and tacked 
it on to August, incidentally subtract­
ing a day each from September and No­
vember and adding them to October and 
December. From this arose the present 
day irregularity in the length of the 
months.

When Julius Caesar devised the leap 
year he put a few minutes too many in­
to it. By 1582 this excess had amounted 
to ten days. Pope Gregory XIII., there­
fore, ordered that no year ending in two 
ciphers should be leap year unless it 
rent year, causing Oct. 15* to follow Oct. 
4, a change which all the Catholic coun­
tries at once adopted.

In Great Britain this measure, being 
deemed a popish one, was rejected. Not 
until 1751 when pailiament annulled 
eleven days, the ten above referred to 
and an extra one gained in 1700 (which 
had been a leap year in England), did 
the British subscribe to the new order 
of things in the calendar line.

Greek Church has not yet made 
the Gregorian change, and is now twelve 
days behind the reckoning of other
