T1MBERLAND TAXATION

The value of the asbestos exports 
of Canada for the 12 months ended 
August, 1923, according to the Do­
minion Bureau of Statistics, exceed­
ed the value of those of the previ­
ous year by nearly $3,000,000. These 
exports for the last year amounted 
to 202,646 tons, valued at $8,376,- 
249, compared with 122,785 tons, 
valued at $5,604,551 in 1922.

The first consignment of 1,000 
pounds of British -Columbia Douglas 
fir seeds has been shipped to the 
British Forestry Commission, Lon­
don, by the Dominion Forestry 
Branch, from its plant at New West­
minster, British Columbia. The 
aeeds were extracted from the cones 
recently gathered in tne Fraser Val­
ley districts.

The year 1923 will see a new re­
cord in Alberta coal production. It 
os expected the total production for 
the year will reach 7,000,000 tons, 
in™co,mparison with less than 6,000,- 
€00 last year. The production up 
to November 1st is 1,500,000 tons 
greater than the production for the 
®an'e period last year. The record 
production previously was in 1920, 
when 6,400,000 tons were produced. 
The pay-roll this year is expected 
to exceed $18,000,000.

DRASTIC CHANGES 
IN N. B. GAME LAWS
Fredericton Gleaner:—Re­

ports are being persistently cir­
culated to the effect that further 
substantial changes are to be 
made in New Brunswicks game 
laws|fc>llowing the curtailment of 
the hunting season for moose 
which went into effect this year.

It is contended in some quarter 
that there has been a consider-f 
able lessening of the number o 
big game animals in the province 
especially moose, and that some 
drastic action must be taken to 
protect them. On the other 
hand, it is said that there has 
been plenty of evidence that car 
ibou are returning in consider­
able numbers after a period dur­
ing which it has been illegal to 
shoot them.

Saturday was the last day for 
persons who took out hunting 
licenses during the past season to 
make a return to the vendor by 
whom the license was issued 
showing what game, if any, they 
killed. The regulation requir­
ing the return went into effect 
only this year, and there is con­
siderable speculation as to what 
extent it has been observed. The 
reason for the new regulation 
is said to be an effort upon be­
half of the Department of Lands 
and Mines to make statistics as 
to the number of big game 
animals killed annually in the 
province something more than 
mere guesswork.

In the past the returns of the 
number of big game animals kill­
ed were based upon estimates 
made by the vendors and game 
wardens, and naturally have not 
been marked with any great de­
gree of accuracy.

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WHAT THE SEA 
BOTTOM IS LIKE

When the ordinary person thinks 

£ the bottom of the sea, said Dr. 

C..H. Townsend, director of the 
New York Aquarium, to a writer 

. the American Magazine, he im­
agines it covered with the wonderful 
plant life lie has seen, either in 
reality or in pictures covering the 
bed of the ocean near Jamaica or 
Bermuda or the southern California 
coast. But such wonderful sea floral

to be found only where the water 
is relatively shallow. It cannot exist 
without light.

More than half of the hundred 
and forty million square miles of 
water on the globa is more than two 
thousand fathoms aeep, or rather 
more than two miles. At that depth 
there is utter darkness ; the visible 
rays of the sun do not penetrate 
deeper than a few hundred fathoms 
at the most. Consequently the 
greatest" part of the bed of tin- 
ocean does not have any plant life 
whatever except microscopic diatoms

But even at the greatest there is 
animal life, and in some places it is 
abundant. The abundance of life at 
the bottom of the sea is often in 
proportion to the abundance of life 
at the surface. In those parts of the 
ocean where there is almost no life 
in the upper waters, there is little 
or none at the bottom. On the other 
hand, we once drew up sponges, 
which are a form of animal life, from 
a depth of 44,173 fathoms, or some 
four and three-quarter miles. That 
haul was made near the Tongo
Islands in the South Pacific, where 
•urfaoe life was fairly abundant. 
The explanation is that deep sea 
creatures depend pn the creatures 
t the surface for food. It is true 

that some deep-sea animals prey on 
others. But the others In turn must 
be fed. Virtually everything goes 
to the bottotn ; there is a constant 
“rain” of dead organisms from the 
upper strata of the sea to its bed 
Those organisms form the primary 
food supply for the animal life be­
low. ....

Immense areas of the bed of the 
ocean are covered \with deposits 
formed by the remains of organisms 
that predominate. There are dia­
tom ooze, pteropod 00599, globiger- 
ina ooze and so on..

Other immense areas of the ocean 
have beds of red clay. There is no 
ooze covering it, because in those 
parts there is virtually no life at 
the surface. The red-clay areas are 
far from any shore and so receive 
none of the sediment washed away 
from the land. They might well be 
called the deserts of the sea, for 
they have no plant life and almost 
no animal life.

That red clay is perhaps the 
oldest deposit at the bottom of 
the ocean. It must have formed very 
slowly land partly from volcanic 
matter such as pumice and volcanic 
glass; the fragments were slowly 
worn to pieces, and the various 
substances finally decomposed and 
formed claps. The red color is owing 
to oxides of iron and of manganese 
In the volcanic rocks.—

WORLD PAYS FINE TRIBUTE
TO A GREAT NATION BUILDER

Passing o# Lord Shaughnessy Calls Forth Expressions of Admiration and Respect For the Man of ' 
Far Vision and Unfaltering Determination, Whose Monument Is As Much in Canada’s 

Greatness as m the Railroad He Helped to Build.

On December 10th, at Montreal, 
Death stilled the keen mind 

which tor forty-two years had been 
ever at the disposal of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, the strong hand 
which tor twenty years had held the 
lever of that gigantic machine, the 
gallant heart which had ever been 
attuned to the music of the giant 
company's locomotives. Taking away 
Lord Shaughnessy, he took away 
with him the last of the old guard of 
the great pioneers of Canada's 
pioneer trans-continental. The de­
parture of this monumental man Is 
significant of the changing times, a 
mark of the Dominion's passing Into 
manhood.

The details of Lord Shaughnessy's 
truly wonderful career have been re­
capitulated so often of late that there 
is little need to run over them here. 
Boro In ,1853, at Milwaukee, of Irish 
ancestry, he studied for the law, felt 
the lure of great railway work, en­
tered the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. 
Paul Railway as clerk at the age of 
sixteen, and In ten years rose to the 
position of General Storekeeper. In 
1882, when Sir William Van Horne 
took over the management of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway, he at once 
engaged the young man he had known 
with the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. 
Paul, offering him the position of 
General Purchasing Agent Two 
years later cafme the promotion to 
Assistant General Manager, in 1891 
the Vice-Presidency, and in 1898 the 
Presidency. This position lie held 
until 1918, when he retired to accept 
the office of Chairman of the Board 
of Dlrèctors, which he retained to 
the moment of his death. Mean­
while came many honours—in 1901, 
a Knight Bachelor, In 1907 a Knight 
Commander of the Victorian Order, 
in 1916 a Baron, and high appoint­
ments In the many civil organisa­
tions in which he was Interested.

Lord Shaughnessy was a man of 
vision, of tremendous energy, brill­
iant and incisive, a great executive, 
a great financier—almost everything 
hut a politician.

Canada will never realize the full 
extent of what It owes to the stead­
fast faith, buoyant optimism, fore­
sight and sheer hard work of Lord 
Shaughneeey in his desire to build 
up Canada through the agency of the 
▼sat company he headed.

Lond Shaughneeey wae unsurpassed 
aa an administrator. Hie discipline 
wae strict but tempered with Justice, 
ktnditnees and a keep sense of humor

From all parta of the world have 
come stirring tributes to this leader 
among men. H. M. the King cabled 
Lady Shaughnessy as follows:

“The Queen and I are grieved to 
hear of your bereavement, In which 
we offer you our sincere sympathy. 
We shall always preserve the pleas­
antest memories of Lord Shaugh­
nessy and of his unfailing kindness 
and consideration, both to ourselves 
and to members of my family." H 
R. H. the Prince of Wales, His Excel­
lency the Governor-General and the 
Hon. W. H. Taft, ex-Preeklent and 
now Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court of the United States, stand oat 
among the thousands who also 
cabled or wired their tributes.

Canada of splendid inspiration and to 
the men who have lived Uu'ougli the 
historic years with him he has left a 
glad remembrance. . . .

1 have set up a monument more 
lasting than bronze" wrote the great 
Horace two thousand years ago. The 
words might be carved upon every 
line of railway of the system which 
Lord Shaughnessy did so much to 
bring to greatness as an epitaph of 
hie life. Himself of strict Integrity, 
he carried tne principle oi the strait- 
eat code of ethics Into the adminis­
tration of the road he loved so 
warmly and for which he laboured so 
untiringly. . . . The Empire mourns 
a great pro-consul."

And this, from the London Times, 
ever the spokesman for the heart of 
that Empire: “The romance, imagina­
tion and fine courage of the Empire 
builder are blended In the life story 
of Lord Shaughnessy. Himself a 
native of the United States, he lived 
to become not only a citizen of the 
Dominion of Canada* across the bor­
der but most essentially a citizen of 
the British Empire, for his whole­
hearted and efficient work was not 
merely dedicated to the service of 
his country. Under his administra­
tion, the double track branched and 
extended so as to carry new settlers 
every year Into the farmlands of On­
tario, through the gateways of the 
West Into the wheat-fields of the 
prairies, and beyond the Rockies Into 
the valleys of British Columbia. In 
building the greatness of the com­
pany he served, he helped to build 
the greatness of hie beloved country 
and of the Empire aa well. ... Of 
Lord Shaughnessy it may be said 
that he was a living instance of the 
manner in which Britain’s oversees 
dominions assimilate the many ele­
ments of which they are composed.

There was nearly $160,000,000 in­
crease in the total trade of Canada 
for the first five months of the cur­
rent fiscal year, according to a re­
turn made by the Department of 
Customs and Excise. The total 
trade of the Dominion,' according to 
the return, for the five months end­
ing with August, was $785,000,000, 
as against $026,000,000 during the 
same period a year ago. . Import» 
during the period were about $323,- 
000,000, as against $303,000,000 a 
year ago, while exports of Canadian 
produce rose from $316,000,000 ap­
proximately to $386,000,000.

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There is a heavy demand for 
bushmen, according to the Govern­
ment Labor Bureau at Montreal. 
The big lumber companies have been 
engaging men for the bush, and the 
prospects are that the demand will 
be sufficient to make fall and win­
ter conditions good. Wages paid 
this year by the lumbci companies 
are higher than last year, the rates 
paid being $40 and $45 a month, 
whereas a year ago the schedule 
was down to $26 a month.

With the completion of the harbor 
works now in progress, Montreal 
will be in a much better position in 
1924 to handle a record flow of grain 
than ever before. Windmill Point 
elevator will be increased by 1,250,- 
000 bushels storage capacity, mak­
ing its total capacity 3,250,000. Four 
additional shipping berths are being 
provided at this elevator and will 
be m commission early next month, 
and the elevator’s loading capacity 
will be increased from 30,000 to 90,- 
000 bushels an hour.

Reports to the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, show that there arrived 
at Winnipeg from the British Isles 
this year for the purpose of work­
ing on the harvest, 11,883 men. 
Special efforts are being made to 
find occupation for as many as pos­
sible to cover the winter period, and 
it is stated that it is now probable 
that a considerable number of these 
harvesters from Great Britain and 
the Irish Free State will remain in 
the Dominion.

GET THEM BACK?

(Bangor Commercial)

Canada is starting a campaign ot 
repatriation, designed to l|j|pg bacK 
home those Canadians who are local 
ed in other lands. It is one thing to 
start the movement, quite another 
to conduct it to success, but there I» 
certain to be some measure of suc­
cess. Canada must do more than in- w 

: f back its people who have sought 
other lands, more than to sound the 
tocsin of patriotism and loyalty to- 
home. The reason Canadians have 
crossed the border or gone else­
where is because they have found 
higher wages, more work or better 
living conditions. If the Canadian 
campaign is to succeed it must sup­
ply similar facilities at home and 
this will he a very difficult perfor­
mance. Our own State, which has 
a large Canadian population, es­
pecially in the mill towns and ad­
jacent to the border, has a vital in­
terest in this Canadian movement.

In order to handle the grain this 
fail the Fort William, Ont. force of 
360 elevator men will be increased 
to 700.

Saskatoon, Dec. jl—Whatever 

differences have separated Hon. 

Robt. Rogers from the official Con­

servative organization in Canada;

Great Vault Doors
Refused to Open

Ottawa, Dec. 7—For over a hun­
dred hours the most expert safe- 
breakers in Canada have bee*, 
at work trying to get 
into the great steel vault in the 
Lagevin Block, in Ottawa, wtiich 
contains the surplus postage stamps 
of this country, money and many
ther things of great value.
On Monday, December 3, in the 

afterno°n, the officers of the Post 
Office Department found that the 
great doors of the vault—certainly 
the strongest in Canada, and stated 
to be the strongest of its kind on 
this continent—refused to open.

Yesterday afternoon, after contin­
uous drilling for some days, and 
after the most expert calculation, a 
small hole was drilled through six 
heavy steel plates, five of which 
were chrome steel, and the sixth 
Bessemer steel, This allowed asmal. 
bar to be shoved through the hole in 
question and against one of the ten 
big two-inch in diameter steel bars 
which keep the door of the safe 
locked. The steel bars were shoved 
back and the safe door swung 
open, and for the first time in a 
week officials were qble to get at 
the reserve stock of stamps, money 
orders, money, etc., the property of 
the country.

An expert examination was then 
mode of the vault, which was built 
twenty-five years ago, when Sir Wil­
liam Muloclc was Postinastcr-Gener- 
n! of Canada. It was found that 

’ e three combinations of the safe 
were all in good working order, as 
good, in fact, as the day the safe 
was built. It was also found that 
the time lock device was also In 
good order.

The failure of the safe to open was 
caused by the breaking of a spindle 
aside the door.
