Newfoundland seems destined to go
forwara with a rush presently. 1t is
hv.ng a snceession ot favors showered
on it which cannct but be followed by
g eat results before long. 1t was only a
few years ago that its peopie got a tfaint
ink ng of the mineral wealth stored up
in their island. Littie is yet known of1ts
value, but wonderful discoveries in regard
to its extentand variety have lately been
made. But a few years ago also the fact
was brought to light that the island in-
cluded much excellent farming and forest
Jand in localities supposed to be hopeless-
iy barren. Its people had longknown that
n large amount of good farming land
Jay along the west coast of the province,
hut were forbidden to settle on it, lest
unbrage should be given to the Freunch
w0 whom a concurrent rigut of fiching
along the shore had Leen granted in the
old times by treaty.

During the presen:t year provision has
besn made 'by the Island Government
for the construction of a Transinsular
Railway, with several branches, at a co.t
easy for the province to meet. This
road 1s being vigerously pushed, and will
be in operation from end t0 eud iu a
year or two,

Avnd now within a few weeks past,
another piece of fine luck has befullen
the Islandeis. About the middie of last
mon:h; Mr. Whiteway, the Island Dre-
wier, returned from the other side of the
Atlantic, where lhe had been bravey
fighting the battles of his country. Ue
returned victorious. He had succeeded
in persualing the Imperial Government
to stand by 1ts proper rights in its own
Newtoundiand territory. Accordingly he
came back authorsed to promoie the
settlement of the Western Shore, to seil
land, to graut mining licenses, to estab-
lish municipal institutions, to establish
order and mantain the supremacy of
law, *in short to secure for Newfounds
Janders the right 10 vceupy and improve
iheir country.

I'he result of all thisin a few yecars
ghould be magical. The tishery resour-
ces of the Isfand will still receive due
attention.

PROGRESS OF THE RAILWAY.

We visitéd 8t. John’s on Tuesday
last, and were much surprised to find
