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CHRISTMAS.

Before Tae HerALD will have reached

many of its readers, another Christmas
day will have come and gone. The
origin of the Christmas festival is lost
*in the remote past, but it seems at an
early date to have had a distinct place
in the customs of the Jews and Romans,
as well as the Teatons and Celts. Itis
both Christian and heathen in its origin
and celebration. Among the heathen
tribes, who observe this festive season in
their own way, there are many beautiful
legends connected with the event. Inter-
twined with them all seems to be the
idea that the festival commemorates a
birth, a creation, or a renewing of life.
From the children of the forest, who re-
garded the entrance into the winter
solstice, as the new birth of the sun, to
the children of the Christian era, who
hold the day in universal remembrance
as the Nativity of our Lord, the same idea
serves to render the season one of joy and
gladness,

Perbaps in no other country, as in old
England, is the Christmas festival more
truly and heartily celebrated. Away
back in the early days we catch glimpses
of the merry gatheringe in the great hall
of the manor. The same good cheer,
the same merry games before the blazing
yule fire, the same glad reunion of friends,
the same stories and discoveries beneath
the mistletoe and the holly, cheered the
homes and gladdened the hearts in the
olden days as well as now.

The mirth and happiness of the season
enter the homes of all classes, the poor
as well as the rich. For the time the
cares and worries of business, and even of
poverty and sorrow are forgotten, and all
goes “merry as a marriage bell.” The
children who bhave left home, and
wandered far and wide, return if possible
to the old fireside, and the joys of child-
hood are recalled, and the old hearts are
made young, and young hearts glad-
dened. Tare HeraLp hopes that the
present Christmas tide will bring its full
measure of happiness and good cheer to
all its readers.

THE SITUATION IN FRANCE.

The Panama scandal has so far resulted

in the overthrow of the government, and
threatens to develop finto a revolution.
The Count de Lesseps, the author of the
scheme, together with a number of repre-
sentatives and officers of high standing in
France, are under imprisonment, and
whispers of the guillotine are heard. The
cause of all this disturbance is the revel-
tions of swindling in connection with
the Panama canal scheme. The construc-
tion of this enterprise was undertaken by
the great engineer de Lesseps, the builder
of the Suez canal. So great was the con-
fidence of the people generally in de
Lesseps’ integrity that millions of dollars
were entrusted to him, much of it being
the savings of the common people. This
has been lost, and the evidence goes to
show that it was largely used in purchas-
ing the support of the press, and in bribing
representative men and deputies. Baron
Reinach,the secretary of the Panama com-
pany, suddenly died in the midst of the
revelations, and it was generally believed
that he came to his death unfairly. An
investigation was commenced, and an ex-
humation of the body demanded; this
the minister of justice refused. The
chamber then carried a resolution insist-
-ing on the autopsy, and the ministry re-
signed. M. Brisson was then called on
by the president to form a new ministry,
in which he was unsuccessful ; and since
then the trouble and discontent, so char-
acteristic of the French people, has been
increasing. The friends of monarchy are
looking forward to the overthrow of the
republic, and the establishment of a king-
dom in France. The situation is certainly
very serious; and if half the charges
against the culprits are true, the enemies
of republicanism have a strong argument
to present to the people of France.

THE trial of the second of the conspiracy
cases in St. John resulted in a disagree-
ment of the jury, their finding being
eleven to one in favor of finding the
prisoners guilty. The trial was a very
long and expensive one, and it is to be
regretted that it resulted so unsatisfac-
torily. With eleven sworn men out of
twelve finding them guilty, the accused,
while in the eyes of the law innocent,
will always have a dark cloud hanging
over their lives; while if they really are
guilty, justice has been cheated through
the failure of one man to see the evidence
in the same light as his eleven fellow
jurymen. The wisdom of the English
law, which holds & man innocent until
twelve of his neighbors in a fair trial
agree in finding him guilty, has been
pretty generally vindicated by the experi-
ence of many years. A few more trials,
however, with as unsatisfactory an issue
as that in the conspiracy case, will do
much to bring the system of trial by jury
into disrepute.

ToE Gleaner, in the depths of its de-
pravity and indecency, is not satisfied
with slandering and maligning active
public men, but it must needs give a
cowardly and characteristic slap at Sir
Leonard Tilley, by insinuating that that
gentlemen takes rent from the govern-
ment _for his own house in St. John,
occupied by himself. That there is not a
word of truth in the charge, goes without
saying. Had it contained an element of
truth, it woald never have appeared in
the Gleaner.

Tue Upper Canadian papers, irrespec-
tive almost of political bias, do not take
kindly to the new administration of Sir
John Thompson. If the signs of the
times are read aright, Sir John will have
to abandon the idea of keeping the equil-
ibrium of his party by balancing his
government with counteracting elements,
and grapple with the trade question.

Txe Briggs’ heresy trial, which has at-
tracted world wide attention, was con-
cluded in New York on Thursday, as far
as the evidence, and the arguments on
either side are concerned. The court
adjourned until Wednesday to consider
the arguments, and if possible to arrive at

a conclusion as to the guilt or innocence
of the great divine.

Tuere is just now a lull in the matter
of the lieutenant governorship. The
bottom seems to have suddenly fallen out
of the various “ booms” for the position.

reserve. Susan Sappier shows a full tea set
made of splints and sweet hay that looks as
if it had come out of a China shop. A pair
of seal skin moccasins with the fur on,
beautifully trimmed with beads, is one of
the best features. There are bear and moose-
hide pouches and watch cases, fancy baskets
in 41l sorts of fantastic designs, old fashioned
water pot and bowl of birch bark, birch
bark tent, handsome knife sheath and belt
of deer skin with bead trimming, bark
canoes, one with Indian, squaw, pappoose,
paddles, spear, torch and all fishing and
hunting paraphernalia. Then he has some
school work such as drawing and writing,
which is excellent and shows that the
schools have been well looked after.

Y. C. TEACHERS INSTITUTE.

Some very Interesting Papers and Dis-
cussions.

The York county institute met in regular
session at the Normal school on Thursday
morning last. President Everett occupied
the chair. About ninety teachers enrolled.
Miss Thorne, from the committee on finan-
ces, submitted her report to the effect that
this important feature was in good condi-
tion. H.C. Creed read a very much ap-
preciated paper on drawing. As Mr. Creed
is very thorough in this line of school art,
his listeners got many facts that will help
them in subsequent work. Miss Galt dealt
with the teaching of writing, many of the
strong points of her paper being heartily
commended. The papers on geography by
Miss Cliff and Mr. Brittain, dealt very ex-
haustively with that subject, its connection
with history being strongly dwelt upon.

A letter was read by the secretary from
Dr. Inch, chief superintendent of education,
expressing his regret at not being able to
attend and wishing the teachers a happy
holiday vacation.

The session was a suceessful one.

The educational meeting on Thursday
evening was attended by a number of the
citizens as well as by the teachers and nor-
mal school students. President Everett oc-
cupied the chair, and in a short address
welcomed the teachers and friends. A treat
followed in a piano. solo by Miss Walker.
Dr. Harrison addressed the gathering, deal-
ing especially with the necessity of putting
good literature in the hands of the pupils.
He strongly urged that each school should
have a library, no matter how small, so
long as it contained good books. "A ‘duett
by Prof. and Mrs.Stockley followed, ** Merry
is the sound of the vyoices.” It was re-
ceived with a general ovation. Prof. Dayid-
son spoke on the necessity of a study of
psycology as a further aid to the teacher.
He showed what might be gained by such
study, how the nature of the child and
pupil could be more readily known, its de-
sires noted, and made it evident to the teach-
ers that with psycological research, his
mind would be quickened and his school
work would be more beneficial. Mrs. Sharp
sung a solo, and in responce to an encore,
sung * The last rose of summer.” Principal
Mullen' eulogized the common schools, and
said that they were the bone and sinew of
the country, and of educational work in the
province. Another duett by Prof. and Mrs.
Stockley followed. Mr. Palmer, of the
collegiate school, then addressdd the assem-
bly. Inspec. Bridgessang ‘ True to death,”
and in response to an encore, ‘‘ Rocked Jn
the cradle of the deep.” The gathering closed
with the national anthem ; one of the most
pleasant meetings ever held here by the
teachers, so said all.

As He Preaches.

8. L. Peters, of npper Hamstead, who
visited York and several of the other coun-
ties during the summer in connection with
dairy work, practices what he preaches.
He feeds two rations of ensilage and one of

corn and thrive upon it. His plan is to
feed hay in the morning, then turn the
cattle out to water for a while, then put
them in and feed ensilage; they are then
left for several hours without food and then
get their evening feed of ensilage. This is
following nature’s plan as closely as possi-
ble. In York, especially where hay is ex-
pensive, the ensilage system might be fol-
lowed with excellent results.

Marys and Gibson schools, under the
direction of Mr. Dobson, principal, gave a
very successful concert atthe church hall,
The exercises consisted of choruses, recita-
tions, doll and broom drills, and dialogues.
