examined the gquestion, crew up
a summary of it, and submited i to
the Pope fcr his decision. This be
was wont 10 give in bis chapel and
attended by his chaplaine, who beard
bis decision and communica‘ed it to
those interested in the care. The
obaplaios were, therefore, called ¢ aud
itores,’ or hearers, of the decision.
This secms to be the origin of the
tribunal which is now known as the
Sscied Roman Rota, whose member-
are called auditors, though they are
in reality judges in ibe strict sense ot
the word, and have ex rcited th:
func'ions of judges since the beginn-
ing of the fifteenth cectury.

The name ‘ Rots,’ however, is much
more ancient, 8o aacient, in fact, that
its true origio can be but surmised.
As the word metns wheel or circle,
some have thought that it rose from
the fact that the auditors gathered ir
a circle round the Pope when h
reodered his decisions. O bers atr
of the opinion that the auditors gsth-
ered in a circle to discuss and delib.
erate on the points raised io the peti-
ti>n; and others propose still diff r-
ent derivations. There smp't
room, t erefore, to make a seleciior
that wil suit Goe’s personal taste.
