The Crisis at Home.

It would appear that a compromise
has been made between Premier As-
quith and his Radical supporters and
Labour allies. Although the esti-
mates foreshadow big expenditures
for the year on the Navy and other
services, supply is being asked for
only six weeks with the clear intent
and avowed purpose of tying up the
administration of public affairs, if the
House of Lords is not amenable to
the pressure which will be exercised
to induce them to agree to the anni-
hilation of the power lately used
against the Finance Bill, and to a
marked curtailment in their power of
blocking indefinitely legislation un-
connected with finance, but which is
objectionable to its members. It can-
not be disguised also that the course
outlined is meant to coerce the Crown
into co-operating with the Ministry
in curtailing the powers of the House
of Lords. Although there are 125 of
a majority in favor of doing some-
thing with the House of Lords,
there is no unanimity amongst
them on any definite plan. More-
over, as this is a grave and
radical constitutional change, it
should be submitted to the electors
to find out whether they endorse the
Asquith Cabinet scheme or the Tory
Balfour-Rosebery plan. Certain it is,
‘the Lords will insist on going to the
country on the Government's - plan,
and if the electorate pronounces in
favour of the Government scheme,
and sends back Asquith with a decis-
ive majority, and Asquith refuses to
continue in office without Royal guar-
antees of co-operation to curb the
House of Lords, the majority in the
House of Commons have an effective
weapon in their control over the purse
strings to insure the successful car-
riage of their scheme to a successful
issue. Probably before that stage is
reached the Lords will submit.

MR. \th OBJECTS.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I have noticed lately the
papers making references to the
bringing here of a football team from
the Old Country, and suggesting that
the Football League pay its expenses
amounting to about two thousand
dollars. Surely this must be a joke,
and a proposal that would not be en-
tertained by the League for one mo-
ment. If it is intended seriously then
I think the League delegates should
put their foot down on it at once and
forever.

It has taken years to accumulate
the two or three thousand dollars
which to-day lie in the bank to the
credit of the League, and I think it
would be nothing short of criminal if
the efforts of the football players for
the past eleven years should be
squandered in such a manner. What
good would it do, and who would de-
rive any benefit from it? The play-
ers to-day will be probably not play-
ing in two or three years time and so
that will not permanently advantage
the game very much. At the incep-
tion of the League I proposed that
any funds over running expenses
should be devoted to the orphanages.
The suggestion was not adopted.

However, I managed to inaugurate
games for the benefit of the orphan-
rges, and later the League continued
gomes for the same object. I believe,
ot one time, the orphanages got as
much as three hundred dollars a year.
The Charity matches, as I regret to
say they were called, were discontin-
ued, but I believe the League made up
an amount another way.

Now, sir, if two thousand dollars
are taken to finance a football club
to come here what does it mean? It
means that we are throwing away a
sum of money which if safely invest-
ed at 6 per cent. would turn in $120.00
ever, or in other words
each of the orphanages would re-
ceive $40.00 a year for all the rest of
time.

If the suggestion to give the amount
to the orphanages does not meet with
approval, then why not the League
devote this $2,000 to the beautifying
of the Parade Ground, or something
of permanent advantage to the city.

There are too many needy institu-
tions in this city and country to-day
deserving financial support for the
League, to think of throwing money
away on such a worthless object. I
hope the League will throw out such
a suggestion if it is ever brought be-
fore it.

Congress Committee fo Publish His
Proofs Which He Has Sold Out-
right in Maguziue Contraets. —
Wor’t Get Rank if He Dosen’t File
Them—While Geographic Bodies
Accord Him Title of PolarDiscover-
er Congress is Not Taking Chances.

Washington, D. €., March 6. —
Formal recognition of Robert E.
FPeary as the discoverer of the North
Pole has been given by the leading
scientific societies of ten Govern-
ments accordng to advices which
have reached the National Geographic
Society.

These embrace the National Geo-
graphic Society of Washington, the
Royal Geographic Society at London
and the Geographic Societies at
Paris, Rome, Berlin, Antwerp, Brus-
sells, Vienna, Dresden and Geneva.

The decision of the National Geo-
graphic Society has been accepted by
the societies abroad either by awards
of medals or invitations to lecture be-
fcre them as the discoverer of the
Fcle.

Peary in a Quandry.

Meantime Mr. Peary is between the
devil and the deep sea,
say and his friends admit, as a result
of a recent meeting of the sub-com-
mittee of the House Committee on
Naval Affairs, which is considering
the proposition of rewarding him for
his Arctic explorations. Mr. Peary’s
friends, acting for him, flatly refuse
to submit his proofs to the sub-com-
mittee, Prof. Gannett of the Geologi-
cal Survey, a member of the board of
the National Geographic Society,
which officially decided that Peary
rcached the Pole, declared ‘that
he had Peary’s authority for refusing
to permit the sub-committee to retain
Lis data.

Although Representative Alexander
cf New York, a classmate of the ex-
plorer at Bowdoin College and his
warmest admirer and defender in the
House, took issue with the statement
and said that Peary wanted the sub-
commitee to inspect his records he
dcelined to take the responsibility of
leaving them at the CGapitol .

Before the sub-committee
ed Mr. .Alexander endeavoured to
have stricken from the stenographic
record all reference to the refusal of
Peary’s advocates to permit Congress
ty see the North Pole proofs. The
sub-committee declined to . entertain
the suggestion., So’ warm was tha
discussion and so earnest the attempt
oi Mr. Peary's friends on the commit-
tee to attempt to reward him without
inspecting his records that lepre-
sentative Macon of Arkansas quit the
huff. He declared be-
however, that he .did
not propose to “legislate in the dark”
and that he would “expose the whole
business” if the sub-committee at-
tempted to reward Peary without
first having every scrap of evidence
bearing on the discoverey of the Pole
before it.

Mr. Peary will be obliged to make
an important decision before to-mor-
row when the sub-committee will
meet again. Unless he submits his
proofs so that the sub-committee
can have them published as an official
document if it so desires no further
consideration will probably be given
to any of the bills proposing a reward
for him. If he does submit them the
sub-committee, feeling that it is not
qualified to pass judgment on the
value of Arctic data, will call in a
number of disinterested scientists to
render a decision. If they decide that
Peary reached the Pole the sub-com-
mittee will then take up the proposi-
tion -of rewarding the explorer.

* Mr. Peary doesn’t want money from
Congress, but he does want the title
of Rear Admiral of the line. In a
letter to a friend he tells why he
thinks he should be honored by the
Government with immediate retire-
ment in the highest grade, and sug-
gests a number of cases which he be-
lieves should be considered as pre-
cedents.
