Secrecy in War Times.
A General who doesn’t know what 

the enemy intends to do, said Napol­
eon, doesn't know his work. To aid 
a commander in this work, military 
men always have a most elaborate ki­
te 11 igence department- Air planes, 
waterplanes, airships, scouting cruis­
ers, trawlers fitted with wireless, spies 
are all units in most elaborate or­
ganisations to aid in letting army 
staffs know what the enemy is about 
to do. Every tit-bit of information is 
carefully watched, and attention is 
particularly directed to the press as a 
valuable source of information.

In 1870, it is related that the whole 
staff of the Russian Embassy in Lou­
den. during the earlier stages of the 
war with France were almost ex­
clusively engaged in collecting press 
news from the war zone and trans­
mitting it to Berlin. The value of 
such information has been demon­
strated as an actual fact. Two in­
stances are noteworthy.

“Sir Henry Hosier in “Lloyds"’ 
general report mentioned a case in 
point. He wrote: “In the war of 1866 
(Germany versus Austria) I was with 
Prince Frederick Charles of Russia, 
who bad to advance on Vienna, and 
his great duty was to hold the Aus­
trian Army on the Bistriz. in order to 
allow the development of the attack of 
the Grown Prince on its flank and rear. 
It was of the utmost importance to 
Prince Frederick to know what Aus­
trian force was in front of him, since 
unless the whole force was there, it 
would be imprudent to hazard a gen­
et al attack. On the morning of the 
battle he could not find out what the 
force was, but about 10 a.m„ a tele­
gram reached him from London, an­
nouncing that that morning an official 
intimation had appeared in a Vienna 
newspaper stating that the whole 
Austrian force was concentrated un­
iter Field Marshal Benedek, on the 
Bistriz. The telegram had been sent 
from Vienna to the German Embassy 
in Ixmdon. was at once despatched 
from London to Prince Frederick 
Charles in Bohemia, and within half 
ar. hour his army attacked all along 
the line. The result of that telegram 
was tbe loss to Austria of the leader­
ship of Germany and the ultimate es­
tablishment of the present German 
Empire under the Prussian Emper­
or.”

“During the Franco-German war of 
1870, after the decisive defeat of Mac- 
Mchon at Worth and elsewhere, he 
gathered together his shattered forces 
and retreated westward in the direc­
tion of Chalons, as it was thougnt, 
with the intention of falling further 
hack on Paris. The Germans pur­
sued on a frontage of forty miles, but 
through the snpineness. or other­
wise. of their cavalry divisions, they 
lost touch with MacMahon, and, as 
a matter of fact, at last really did not 
know where he was. Thus enveloped 
in the “fog of war” they continued 
on their westward march under the 
assumption that he was retiring on 
Chakms and Paris, till one day head­
quarters received a telegram from 
Berlin, which had been forwarded 
from London, transmitting an item 
from tbe Daily News, indicating that 
MacMahon had changed his line of

rente, and instead of retiring on Paris, 
was doubling back on die Meuse with 
intent to relieve Bazaine at Metz. This 
intelligence had originally been pub­
lished in the Temps at Paris. On re­
ceipt of this momentous news, the 
German right half wheeled their forty 
miles of front, and in this way suc­
ceeded in overtaking and surround­
ing the French at Sedan, and in bridg­
ing about the fall of the French Em­
pire.” ^

The 1 essons have not been lost Every 
effort is now being made to prevent 
intelligence about tbe movements of 
troops and ships and their strength 
and positions from leaking oat and 
the British press have co-operated in 
suppressing such intelligence as they 
may possibly possess. The secrecy 
with which the British Expeditionary 
forces were despatched may well 
become a classic instance of this, and 
to-day we have a similar instance be­
fore ns. We have no news of the In­
dian troops. All we know is that they 
have been or are being sent some­
where.

New York, SepL 22.—A special ca­

ble to the Tribune from Rotterdam 
says:

’An appeal to the civilized world 
has been issued by the Committee of 
the German Humanity League here. 
It is signed by Earl Bernstein. Emil 
Gott, Franz Gaussen. Jacob Mammels- 
dorf and Ernest Schnster. and says:

’We reiterate, as men passionately 
loving cur Fatherland and, although 
living in exile, serving our country to 
the utmost of our power, that it is the 
bounden duty of every man who cares 
for tbe welfare of mankind to join 
hands in arresting the Kaiser and the 
men around him responsible for tbe 
appalling crimes which have disgrac­
ed our nation in the eyes of the world.

“No matter how long the campaign 
and how great the sacrifices it nu 
entail, we know that the true and 
lasting interests of the toilers and 
wage earners in Germany can only 
be served by tbe victory of the Allied 
armies.

“The Kaiser, having ruined inno­
cent and deceived Belgium, is now 
despoiling France, and drenching the 
land with the blood of his victims.

“It mast therefore be plain to ail 
honest men. without distinction of 
race or creed or party, that there can 
be no settlement of the existing dis­
ruptions, no lasting peace or security 
for the rights of man. and no protec­
tion of democracy from brigandage 
and death, until the Imperial domina­
tion of Prussia within Germany is 
crushed, disarmed and swept away 
for ever.”

Different KMOs of Silence

Our wowwetl Wdiers who have re­
turned from France are unanimous 
about the German' artillery (other 
than their siege guns) and their mus­
ketry, being comparatively ineffect­
ive—a fact borne out by the testimony 
of many other eye-witnesses df the 
fighting, in Belgium add France. 
“*f&ey ean’t shoot for toffee,” says 
Thomas Atkins, in the vernacular.

It was at Mons on Monday (the 
24th ulti) on the bridge,,- across the 
canal there, right in the thick of it, 
said a young infantrymafa. It was 
there that I got this trouble (a bullet 
in the thigh.) But I got the chap who 
did it, he went on. gaily, and produc­
ed a tobacco tin in which, with a few 
shreds of tobacco, was a shrapnel 
bullet.

We did not have much, shelter 
where I was, he said. We just had 
to do the best we could. The fire was 
frightfully heavy, but you know they 
cannot shoot for toffee, and waste an 
awful lot of ammunition. It’s num­
bers that does it—nothing else. As 
socn as we shot one lot down another 
came up. That’s what happened all 
the time. Their losses must be enor­
mous.

Shoot, contemptuously echoed a 
burly infantryman, whose head, was 

.swathed in bandages, Germans shoot? 
Why, they could not hit this station 
at a thousand yards.

Kiltie and the French.
An Argyll and Sutherland High­

lander with a fine Scottish accent 
held forth from a stretcher to a group 
of listeners. I wonder whether we’ll 
be alloo’d to stop in hospital here, he 
said. I’ve been chased out of two al­
ready. The Germans shelled us in the 
field hospitals, but they didn’t do 
much damage—artillery don’t unless 
they can shoot, and these couldn’t.

I’ve been picking up clothes as I 
came down, he went on, pointing to 
his shoes and socks. These aref 
French, and so is'this blanket. The 
French have been awfully kind to us.

I think a great many of our fellows 
are only wounded, said a cavalryman. 
It does not do to take too much notice 
of what we hear. We were told out 
there that the 2nd Dragoons (the 
Scots Greys) lted been cut up, but we 
came across them and they had lost 
very few men.

The Germans were like a great big 
battering ram, said another. They did 
not seem to mind how many were 
killed, and sometimes their men were 
simply thrown away. They have been 
suffering heavily all along, but the 
French are chasing them now, and 
they are getting it in the neck proper­
ly.—Graphic.

Are there not as many ways of 
keeping silence as of speaking, as 
many tones of the manner as of the 
voice?

For instance, there is the man 
whose silence has the quality of su­
periority in it, He listens to you po­
litely enough, but there is in his man­
ner of keeping silence a certain con­
descension. People of this sort some­
how make me ’ think of the St. Ber­
nard who • condescendingly refrains 
from walking upon the little fox ter­
rier that gets In his way. . Naturally 
one dislikes the Inference and con­
sequently the man.

The silence of the listener who is 
thinking what he is going to say next 
Is familiar to all of us. There is a 
far-away look in his'eyes and an ill- 
concealed eagerness for us to have 
done speaking that congeals the most 
spirited conversation. Personally, I 
would rather talk to a stone wall than 
to anyone who listens in this kind of 
a silence.

Somewhat similar to the silence of 
éuperiority is the insulting silence. 
This is the kind of silence which peo­
ple who are clever enough to control 
their tongues in ; a quarrel .manage

to achieve. They do not vocally an­
swer the outburst of the other party, 
but they listen in a tone of silence 
which is more insulting than any 
speech. One fancies what they are 
thinking and imputes to them the 
weret. In this way without ssying a 
single word for which they can be 
reproached they manage to enrage 
the other combatant out of all self- 
control and put him hopelessly In the 
wrong.

I have spoken entirely of disagree­
able silences. That was inadver­
tence. Let us consider some of the 
■agreeable silences. For instance, 
there is the flatteringly attentive sil­
ence that drinks in your words as if 
an oracle spoke and puts you in grave 
danger of considering yourself one»

Then there is the courteous silence 
that always listens courteously and 
kindly though without flattery.

But best of all is the deceptive, 
sympathetic silence, the silence that 
understands and sympathizes and by 
these qualities stimulates us to our 
best speech. The woman who can 
achieve that silence will never lack 
for clever people eager to talk to her, 
though she never have a witty or an 
original answer to make them. The 
inspired listener is a rare being and 
such passive geniuses are as much 
needed to make up a world as the ac­
tive variety.

The Pitiable State
Of the German Wounded for Which

AU of these wounded 
recognize thè good care they have had 
since falling into the hands of the 
French. ' .

Special to Evening Telegram :

LONDON, To-day. 
The official Press Bureau has is­

sued a report from French’s head 
quarters, supplementing the despatch 
of Sept. 22 on British operations in 
France. A portion of the text is as 
fellows:—“The enemy is still main­
taining himself along the whole front 
and in order to do so is throwing in­
to the fight, detachments composed 
of units from very different forma­
tions of the active army reserve and 
the Landwehr, as is shown by the 
uniforms of prisoners recently cap­
tured. Our progress although slow 
on account of the strength of the de­
fensive against which we are pressing 
has in certain directions been con­
tinuous, but the present battle may 
well last for some days before a de­
cision is reached, since it now ap­
proximates somewhat to seige war­
fare. The Germans are making use 
of searchlights. This fact coupled 
with their great strength in heavy 
artillery leads to the supposition that 
they are employing material which 
they have collected for the seige of 
Paris. The nature of the general 
situation after the operations of the 
18th and 19th cannot be summarized 
except as expressed recently by a 
neighboring French Commander to 
his corps as having repulsed repeated 
and violent counter attacks made by 
the enemy. We have a feeling that 
we have been victorious. So far as 
the British are concerned, the course 
of events during these three days can 
be described in a few wolds. Dur­
ing Friday the 18th, artillery fire was 
kept up intermittently by both sides 
during daylight. At night the Ger­
mans counter-attacked certain por­
tions of our line, supporting the ad­
vance of their infantry as always by 
a heavy bombardment. The strokes 
were delivered with 'great vigor and
ceased about 2 a.m. News was re­
ceived that a body of French cavalry
had demolished part of the railway to 
the North, so cutting at least tem­
porarily one line of communication, 
which was of particular importance 
to the enemy. On Saturday, this 19th, 
the bombardment was resumed by the 
Germans at an early hour and con­
tinued intermittently under reply 
from our guns. Some of their infan­
try advanced with the intention of at­
tacking, but on coming under fire they 
retired. Otherwise the day was un­
eventful, except for the activity of the 
artillery which is a mater of normal 
routine rather than an event. An­
other hostile aeroplane was brought 
down by us, and one of our aviators 
succeeded in dropping several bombs 
over the German line. One incendi­
ary bomb falling with considerable 
effect oh a transport .park near Laf- 
fere. A buried store of the enemy’s 
munitions was also found not far 
from Aisne. Ten wagon loads of live 
shells and two wagon loads of cable 
being dug up. Traces were discover 
ed of large quantities of stores hav­
ing been burned, all tending to show 
that as far back as the Aisne, the Ger­
man retirement was hurried. On 
Sunday, the 20th, the Germans took 
advantage of a brief spell of fine wea­
ther to ma.ke several counter attacks 
against different points. These were 
all repulsed with loss to the enemy, 
but the casualties incurred by us 
were by no means light. In one sec­
tion of our firing line occupants of 
trenches were under impression that 
they heard military bands in the ene­
my’s lines just before the attack de­
veloped.

the object of the great proportion 6f 
artillery the Germans employ, is to 
beat down the resistance of their 
enemy by concentrated and prolong­
ed fire, to shatter their nerve with 
high explosives -before the infantry 
attack is launched. They seem to 
have relied on doing this with us, but 
they have not done so, though it has 
cost them several costly experiments 
to discover this fact.' From the state­
ments of .prisoners, it appears that 
they have been greatly disappointed 
at the moral effect produced by their 
heavy guns, which, despite all losses 
inflicted have' riot been at all com­
mensurate with the colossal expendi­
ture of ammunition, which has really 
been wasted. By this It is not implied 
that their artillery fire Is no good. It 
is more than good, it is excellent, but 
the British soldier is a difficult person 
to impress or depress even by im­
mense shells ''filled with high explos­
ives which detonate with, terrific vio­
lence and form craters large enough 
to act as graves for five horses. The 
German howitzer shells are from 8 
to 9 inches in calibre and on impact 
they send up columns of great black 
smoke, on account of- this they are 
dubbed coal-boxes.

ir AFFORDS APPETIZING FOOD FOR THOUGHT, Washington, 
has acknowledged the United States’ 
inform^) inquiry concerning further 
peace overtures with a non-committal 
comment, President Wilson told call-* 
ers this afternoon. He declined to 
disclose the comment. The reply 
came from the German Chancellor.

The German Government has made 
known to the American Government 
its attitude towards mediation for 
péace in Europe. It is said on the 
highest diplomatic authority that the 
Kaiser’s attitude is as follows:

First—Germany would be glad tb 
listen to mediation suggestions, but 
is absolutely prohibited by the- atti­
tude of England.

Second—Germany will not stop 
fighting so long as England declares 
this must be a war to the finish.

Third—Germany can take up the 
question of mediation and peace only 
when the allies are willing to assume 
a like attitude of conciliation and 
consideration.

Fourth—If this is to be a war to the 
finish, as England declares daily, 
then Germany will fight on. If the 
allies are determined to crush and 
dismember her, then she will fight to 
the last man.

Fifth—If the world at large hopes 
for disarmament, then the crushing 
of Germany is the poorest way to ac­
complish it. Crushed. Germany will 
repeat the era after the Napoleonic 
wars and arm every man. woman and 
child in the empire for the day of re­
venge.

Sixth—Germany is willing to call 
the war a draw. Such a solution, she 
maintains, would be most conducive 
to future peace in Europe aud to dis- 
ai-mament. Complete victory on 
either side would not lead to stable 
conditions.

There are three prerequisites to 
Germany’s consideration of peace 
negotiations:

First—There must be something 
more substantial in the offer than the 
mere tender of good offices of the 
United States. While recognizing the 
kindly interests of this government, 
yet it contains no assurances from 
the allies. England must forego her 
demands for war to a finish and the 
complete crushing of Germany. As 
long as that attitude is persisted in 
Germany will be compelled to turn a 
deaf ear to all friendly offers.

Second—Germany in Europe must 
not be dismembered. While negotia­
tions might be considered concerning 
colonies, the German empire must re­
main intact.

Third—Germany must be let alone 
by other powers around her in the 
future. Every man in the empire 
believes sincerely and honestly to­
day that the war is one of self-de­
fence against the hostile encroach­
ments of Russia, France and England. 
Live and let live is the policy that 
Germany wishes its enemies to ob­
serve.

The kindly offer of American me­
diation is declined by Germany, be­
cause there is no assurance from the 
allies that it would be considered by 
them.
