Section 384, which reads as
follows; was expunged from the Char-
ter, the contents being considered too
drastic and in many cases unwork-
able:

«*Jt- shall not be lawful to cover the
roof of any building hereafter, or to

re-cover the roof’ of any building al-,

ready erected, with material other
than metal, slate, tiles, asbestos, con-
crete; cement, felt well coated with
gravel, or other uninflammable ma-
terial.”

Section 398 the closing scene in this
famous Municipal Bill which has tak-
en upwards of three long years to
compose, add to and amend, was dis-
posed of. The section reads as fol-
lows:

“HEvery person who contravenes or
fails to comply with any provision of
the articles entitled ‘Building and
Housing Regulation;’ for which no
special penalty has been provided,
shall be liable to a penalty not ex-
céeding $100, or, in default of pay-
mett; ‘to imprisonment not exceeding
90 days.”’

~This pénalty was reduced to $25.

THE NAVY BEAN.

The navy bean is a lowly form of
vegetation carrying a retreating fore-
head and a threatening price tag.

The straits to which the aristocracy
of this country are reduced is shown
by the faect that a few years ago the
navy bean was about as popular a
form of diet as the half-soled round
steak, whereas now it is more sought
after than a red-haired girl who has
been left four farms and an armful
of bank stock. It is a pitiful sight to
see a once proud family whose mem-
bers have always lived on pork ten-
derloin and pineapple ice no'w7 strug-
gling feverichly to Cigcst tho tenaci-
ous navy bean, after it has been run
through a hay cooker over night.

The navy bean never found its way
to the dining table of the rieh until
the European war broke out in sever-
al spots. Practically all of the navy
beans raised in this country were fed
to the regular army and to people of
the middle class with small incomes
and cork-lined stomachs. When a
man enlists in the army or navy he is
supposed to entrust hig_ belongings,
including his stomach, to the fatherly
care of the government, and it has
been found by long experience that
the egg-shaped navy bean will sustain
life longer ‘and at less expense than

any other article of food except pure’

timothy hay.

A year or two ago a quart of nﬁy
beans could be bought for. a few
cents and when properly prepared
wotild cause the stoutest appetite to

languish along about the fifth round.
But so many of these beans have been
shipped to the Russian army that the
price is now prohibitive to all except
the idle rich, It is stated that when
the Russians ran out of ammunition
they loaded their rifles with the Am-
erican navy bean and discharged them
at the foe with gratifying results, but
this is an unwarranted reflection upon
one of the grandest articles of £ood
which ever tickled the human palate.

The German despatches,
l describing the great

French offensive launch-
L] ed on Monday from Sois-
sons to the Champagne, ring hollow.
Their claims are cither generalities
or deliberate falsehoods; their half-
concealed admissions have not escap-
ed the notice of the Allies. They pre-
sent us gratis with the information
that the French attempt (which fail-
ed, of course) had a far-reaching ob-
ject, betraying their opinion of the
effect that French success here would
have. As to the possibility of such
::.u‘ccess, we prefer to take as evidence
the capture of the first line of Ger-
man trenches over a considerabl
front and the large bag of prisoners.
It is not easy to estimate the total
casualties of the enemy from the num-
ber taken prisoners, but in fighting
of such a stubborn and furious char-
acter as this the proportion of killed
and wounded to the whole must be
very high. It would probably be a
conservative reckoning to place the
number of Germans put hors-de-
combat by the combined operations of
the fighting durihg the past month or
six weeks at 150,000.

It is plain that we have  heard
scarcely the outline of these last,
Freneh attacks: the name of hardly a
single village has been mentioned.

The Firemen and
a Living Wage.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,~In an item of a recent is-
sue of your much read paper, J notice
a statement with respect to the recent
strike of Firemen for an increased
wage. As some misunderstanding
may arise with respect to the causes
of this strike, I would akk your indul-
gence to lay before your readers some
facts and figures in connection there-
with.

The wages demanded by our/men
are forty-five dolars per month while
the employers are offering thirty-
seven per month and a bonus of five
dolars at the end of the season if the
men are then in their employ.

The latter, T contend is a most un-
reasonable demand, as it ties the fire-
man down, and debars him from seek-
ing more‘lucrative employment durlng
the season, if the opportunity should
offer. Moreover, who is there to say
when the season shall end? That the
émployers will say is in their discre-
tion. If that is the case I can only
say that the firemen prefer not to put
themseives into the hands of these
gentlemen.

The wages asked for are most ‘Tea-
sonable in the light of present day
conditions,

be placed in a false light before the
public; we are asking for nothing
more than the right to live. If the
employer were able or willing to sup-
ply foodstuffs at pre war prices, we,
on our part would be perfectly willing
to return to pre war wages.
Every man who is willing to work!
has a right to a decent existence, not
alone in the material sense but in the
moral and mental as well. I have,
therefore, often wondered how  many
of our local capitalists have realized
that they owe a duty to the community
by whose energy and labor they have
been enabled to build up their wealth.
It has semed' to me that even thesei
gentry sometimes have a twinge of
conscience and endeavour to salve it
by large contributions to some pat-
riotic ‘and charitable fund.

The Firemen, I am sure, can rely on
the support of public opinion through-
out the city in their just demands for

rightly, the public has at length be-
come tired of being victimized by a
small group of food speculators who
seem to be able to advance the price
of all commodities without check or
control, even though there is a law on
the Stotute Books empowering the
Government to act in just such emer-
gencies.

In conclusion let me point out that
the very men who.are unwilling to
accede to the request of the firemen
for a living wage are those who have
made fortunes since the beginning of
war by raising freight rates beyond all
reason. Only yesterday I was inform-
ed that Bowrings had again raised the
