If streétcher parties
go out a warning shot is to be
fired. If no attention is paid to
the shot the enemy must be thor-
oughly engaged at once.”

This is to say that stretcher parties
under the Red Cross flag are to be
shot down. The reason given is that
the dead are needed for identification
of units. Allowing the Allies to re-
cover their wounded only serves to

keep up their fighting strength. The
order, moreover, is being kept pre-
cisely in the procedure described,
as was recently shown, a correspond-
ent tells, in the area of Viliers-Bre-
tonneux.—Halifax Chronicle.

British troops have pushed in the en-
tire enemy front and sent the/@er-
mans ‘backward everywhere in pre-
cipitate retrest. Over the bittlefront
the allies by quick and fbrzible meth-
ods of ons it have deeply indented
thg German defence line for splendid
gains, which seemingly roresnadow the
necessity of the evenmtual retirement of
the forcés of the German Crown
Princé to more tenable ground in the
north. The plains behind the north-
western portion of the battlefront now
are entirely dominated by the allied
big guns. In the south the French and
Americans have negotiated alinost all
of the hill and forest country and aré
encroaching perceptibly towards the
Fismes railway, while on the cast the
British and French are almost astride
the Rheims-Soissons railway, and have
their guns now so placed that the ene-
my is sure to be sorely frisd as he
endeavours to press back and gain
a haven of refuge alyong the Vesle
River. Just how far the retreat of the
Germans wil go ¢cannot at present be
forecasted, but with the southern line
syinging northward in cohjunctioa
with that on the east, toward the
Vesle, and with the French dominating
the Aisne eastward from Soissons, it
is not improbable that the Germans
may be compelled to take refuge north
of the Alsne.

Numerous towns and hamlets have
been captured by the Allied trodps
dyring the latest fighting and at some
points they have advanced from two
to three miles. o}

South of Soissons, the entire Crise
River has been forded by the Allied
troops. Northeast of Fere-en-Tarden-
ois, the Allied line has been pushed
K:u to th; xlest t:t the region of Grand

In the center the Nesles ‘Wood is
being swépt ¢lean of Germans by the
French cavalty, and American and
French troops are pressing the Ger-

Farther eastward almost to .the
gates of Rheims, combined forces of
British and French everywhere are
sorely harrassing the enemy.

In this region in addition to Thillois
the village of Ville-en-Tardenois is in
Allied bands, and the French now aré
on the heels of the Germans two and
a half thiles north of the = Dormans-
Rheims high road, over a front of
nearly four miles.

Altogether viewed from the ‘war
maps, the situation Jfor the  Allied
troops at present is 4 most promising
one for complete success in ridding
the Soissons-Rheims salient entirely
of the enemy.

Throughout the latter phases of the
battles, the Germans have not shown
their stamina of previous days, and at
some points the Allied troops, particu-
larly the Americans, are enabled to
make their way into German positions
with virtually no opposition being im-
posed. All behind the battle line the
smoke of burning towns is visible,
which seemingly would give weight to
the prevailing belief in the Allled cap-

. [itals that the Germans at present are

nowhere near the end of their retreat.

Aside from the Sossons-Rheims sa-
lient there has been little fighting in
any of the war theatres.

The British are continuing their
raids on the Germans in Franace and
Flanders, and the Germans at last ac-
counts were heavily bombarding the
British south of the Somme and near
Ypres.

Fighting With Pirates.

'Captains of British Merchantmen Act

Like_Heroes.

In the weekly returns showing
the number of British merchant ves-
pels attacked by submarines occurs
the phrase “British merchant vessels
unsuccessfully attacked.” The Ad-
miralty records shew that hidden
away in that phrase is many a story
of gallant seamanship.

During the month. from March 15!
to April 16 of this year, sixty-four
Dritish vessels were attacked unsuc-
cessfully by U-boatss

The submarine which attacks’' a
defensively armed mérchantmdn has
no longer a “sure thikg!” During the
past month there were several cases
in which even two Uboaty ‘were un-
successful “in an atfack on & 'single
steamer. Theére are Séveral ‘Cases, al<
80, in which the -steamer completely
turned the- tables on” the rman,
and sent him to the bottom instead.

Even sailing ships frequently giveé
a good account of themselves against
the submarine, although in the na-
ture of things they are much less
easy to manoeuvre than a ship with
steam power. The following is one
such case reported to-the Admiralty:

“A sailing ship ' wasipmoceeding
leisurely on her course when the
look-out sighted a submarine on the
' starboard quarter. She lay quiet un-
til ‘the U-boat came within range,
and ‘then opened’ fire. ' The gun crew
knew their business, for they soon
found the target, and out of thirteen
shots, eight direct hits were scored.
The U-boat, which had been vainly
twisting' and turning to get out of
range, suddenly “went down by the
bows, and her stern stood clear of
the water for nearly halt'a minute,
Then she dived perpendily, and

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" Electric Lighting
For Outports !

For a number of years ~here has been a growing demand for
a satisfactory zlectric lighting system for use in the outports.
There are dczens of so-called “farm lighting systems” on the
market. Almost without exception they are unable to produce
a steady flickerless current, without first charging storage bat-
teries and then taking the lighting current from the batteries.
