Time to Be Up
and Doing.

We freely yield this column
to-day to an esteemed contribu-
tor, who discusses the present
situation in a manner that
should prompt the Government
to get immediately busy in
working out plans for the relief
of those who suffered so severe-
ly during the October storm.
The article itself needs no com-
ment, and we commend it to our
readers in the same good faith
with which the author indites
jt. Covering the whole existing
situation, the writer puts it
squarely up to the Government
%o redeem past errors and prove
to the country that the best in-
terests of the population will be
considered and solidified by such
methods as will commend them-
selves to the whole colony. It is
within the power of the admin-
istration to perform good ser-
vice. Let them see that no form
of political expediency will mili-
tate against their future ar-
rangements for the public weal,
and let them further remember
osnd cultivate the sentiment . ex-
pressed in every issue of that
one-time organ of the Fisher-
men’s Union—but now no long-
er so—The Evening Advocate,
*To every man his own.”

It is now high time for serious
consideration to be given to the con-
ditions
out the country and and also to the
very serious problems which we shall
be compelled to face during the com-
ing winter. I have no intention,
‘when briefly discussing the situation
in this article, of writing in a pessi-
mistic strain, but I cannot see what
there is to be gained by avoiding the
truth. It is an unfortunate fact, and
a well known one at that, that the
economic status of our country is in
a bad way. T am not one of those
who are of the opinion that we can
never completely recover from our
financial distress, but I o think that
recovery will be slow and probably
painful. The cause of our present
precarious condition has beén p}lt
down to various sources. Some think
that the Coaker Fish Regulations are
responsible, others that it. is merely
the reaction and slump which we, in
common with the rest of the world
have inherited from the war. Bither
of these reasons, when given without
the other, is merely the expression of
opinion of one whose mind is poli-
tically biased. I cannot agree with
either of them {ndividually, but I
think that if there be an equai divis-
fon of rseponsibility placed on both,
then we shall have fownd the true
solution. Now, it is omly logical to
conclude that when one is faced with
a difficulty, it is necessary to trace
its origin before it can be combatted.
Unfortunately, however, whﬂ}t we are
aware of the cause of our economie
sdistress, we are not in a position to
use this knowledge to avert further
disaster or to relieve the present
state of affairs at once. Other means
will have to be found and the best
brains of the country will have to be
concentrated on the problem. -

‘EXISTENT CONDITIONS.

While this year, those merchants
who were Tn a position to purchase
fish will find themselves in a sounder
state financially than they were last
year, the lot of the individual. ﬂlher-
man has in many settlements’
honsiderably worse. This particular-
ly applies to those m )

at present prevailing through- |

a sign of fish for the season. And
now distress is #abroad in some
places whilst in.others, -the people
are in fairly comfortable circumstan-
ces, As if conditions were not bad
enough, the storm which raged on
Qctober 28th, made matters infinite-
ly worse, and settiements which
otherwise would have been all right,
were devastated and many. of the in-
hahltants were ruined. In many"
cases immediate relife is necessary
but there again there is a difficulty.
Not so much because the money spent
for relief purposes can ill be spared
as because of the impracticability of
reaching some of the outlying settle-
ments, But there is a still more
delicate question to be handled. As
I have said, the lot of the fishermen
is in some cases good, in others very
bad. But what is to be dome during
the winter to provide relief for those
men who have - been doing relief
work all the summer on the Badger
and other roads instead of going to
the fishery? A plan to provide work
for these men is now under consid-
eration by the Government, but it is
going to be a by no means easy prob-
lem to find a solutions Logging at
Grand Falls has been cut down to a
minimum; the mines at Bell Island
can only employ a few men, and there
seems nothbing else tq be done but to
have more Government pit props cut.
That may be all very well, but it
must be realized that this practically
amounts to charity for the reason
that those pit props cut last year for
relief purposes, are still unsold.

And now, as to affairs in St. John's
{tself. The number of men lacking
employment in the city to-day fis
enormous, but would not be so bad
were it not for the fact that men are
constantly pouring in from the out-
ports in search of work. A fair
amount of fish is being handled along
the waterfront at present and this is
providing a certain amount of em-
ployment but not enough. Factories
are still closed, every business is be-
ing run with a minimum staff, and
consequently hundreds are .left to
walk the streets. How these people
are going to ekist during the winter
is a question to which an answer
must soon be found. One thing is
gertain, and that is that we ‘cannot
have a repetition of the disturbances
which occurred last year. There
must be no necessity for parades of
unemployed. Steps must be taken to
obviate another siege of the Municipal
Council. How this is to be accom-
plished is a problem which will not
be decided.in a moment, but the les-
sons learned last year should prove
of value in solving it. If arrange-
ments are made for relief work, then
it must be seen that full value is ob-
tained for all monies expended. We
are not so wealthy that we can afford
to give something for nothing.

A SERIOUS SITUATION.

Now it is useless to blind ourselves
to the seriousness of the situation. I
have merely given a brief sketch of
existent conditions but they are too
well known to require further elab-
oration. In painting this picture of
affairs as they are at present, I have
not, so far as I know, been guilty of
any exaggeration. I am not a blue
ruinist. I do not wish to be thought
one, and what I have written has
been done with sincerity of purpose.
No matter what may be said to the
contrary, the fact remains that con-
ditions have in no way improved over
those of last year. We are still fac-
ing a crisis. When, however, these
problems are dealt with this year,
different measures will have to be
adopted to see us through.

There has been'too much politics.
The Government sat silent last year
under a storm of hostile criticiss
and showed the weakness of their
rosition by maintaining a stony si-
lence.. On the other hand, the Op-
position criticised the actions of the
Government, in the majority of cases
justifiedly, but although they talked
of all they would have done if they
had been in power, they did not offer
one valuable suggestion. This is not
a time for party politics, and the
quicker this axiom is realised, the
quicker will we get on the road to
financial recovery.

Of all,the many mistakes made by
the Government, probably the most
serious was that in connection with
the Badger Road. The road may or
may not-be of value, but it is very
doubtful if more than ten per cent.
of the three hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars expended, was actually
worked out. The men who worked
on the road seemed to have the idea
that because they were in the employ
of the Government they need not
work. Be that as it may, the fact to
be faced now is that whilst these men
earped enough to keep them for the
time being, they were unable to save
anything against the winter. If the
Government had spent an equal
sum of money in helping these men fit
out for the fishery\ the situation would
not be so gerious. - Out of all the large
amount expended, practically no bene-
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formed and they could give their at-
tention to the matters,in hand 'and
possibly evolve a plan which would
see us through the crisis. All ‘hope
of recovery is not gone. There is no
need for any to take the extreme
pessimistic view. The one thing that
is necessary, however, is that a start
should be immediately made towards
defining some programme which will
tide us over the winter and place us
firmly on the highway which will
lead to an improvement in our econ-
omic status, '

General satisfaction is expressed in
newspapers this morning at reports
from Washington that British and
Japanese delegation to Disarmament
Conference are prepared to accept, in
principle, Hughes ‘proposal for a ten
year naval holiday, and scrapping of
all but a limited number of warships.
It is freely recognized that United
States offers to make sacrifices both in
money and aspirations which are great-
er than she asks the other two nations.

At the same time it is remarked
that Great Britain, as a far scattered

empire, is in quite a different position

than the self-contained United States,
and circumstances are conceivable in
which Great Britain might be called
upon to defend the British Isles, and
at the same time to protect outlying

parts of the empire, as well as guard:

trade and food routes. There are
some indications of.reluctance among
the naval experts to agree to the pro-
posal that Great Britain scrap four
post-war battleships of the Hood
type, contracts for which were re-
cently placed. These, it ia contended,
are superior to any so far projected
by United States and cancellation of
contracts would immediately place
Great Britain in an inferior position
to the United States as regards bat-
tleship strength. The point is also
made that any arrangement made in
Washington should permit Dominions
to build cruisers in addition té those
Great Britain possesses.

Harbor Grace

Honors Heroic Son.

¥From the Poppies of France now
sleeps the late Corporal J. T. Kennedy,
beneath his own native soil.”

Thus far a large number of bodies
of those who were killed in action
whilst serving with the United States
army during the great war, have ar-
rived at the U.S.A. from France for
burial in their own native land, and
among the number was one of our
Harbor Grace boys, viz., Corporal John
Thomas Kennedy of Bear’s Cove, His
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Agdrew Ken-
nedy, on enquiry from the Militia au-
thorities at New York as to burial, re-
quested that the remains of their son
be forwarded to his home town. On
Monday, accompanied by Corporal M.
L. Moseley, A.E.F., who had charge of
the body from New York, it arrived by
S.S. Rosalind in St. John’s and was
sent on here. On Monday night the
corpse of the young hero arrived at his
home town. Notwithstanding the fact
that the train was not on time, a large
concourse of" people had gathbred at
the station. 3 The Returned Veterans
under the direction of Flight-Lieut. A.
E. Parsons, met and arranged to take
charge of the remains and accordingly
marched to the station. When the
irain pulled in and the casket, covered
with the Union Jack, Stars and Stripes
and floral tributes was reverentually
Sorne to the “hearse, there reigned
among the large number present “a

stillness that could be felt.” The gath-

ering seemed as one, in thought, with
a special nea.gess to the “Flander’s
Fields where "Poppies grow, between
the Crosses, row on row,” and the
other spots, which mark the resting
places of our brave lads, from far and
near, who fought and fell that we
might enjoy the blessings of freedom,
hearth and home. At the station the
procession lined up and, wended its
way to the dead hero’s home at Bear’s !
Cove, where on arrival the casket was |
placed by the soldiers and sailors at-
tending. The next day, Tuesday, all
places of business closed for the after-
noon, in respect and honor to the
young townsman, whose remains were
to be laid at their last resting place
at that time. At two o’clock the Vet-
erans met at the Town Hall and form-
ed up under command of Lieut. A. E.
Parsons and proceeded to the house,
and after a service was held there by
the Rev. W. H. Browning, the casket
was taken from the house and in the fol-
lowing order the procéssion moved to
the Methodist Church:—
Soldiers and Sailors (War Veterans)
Squad of Police
Guard of Honor (Veterans)
Rev. W. H. Browning
Hearse
Father and brother of deceased
Relatives
Corporal M. L. Moseley, U.S. Army
Citizens.

Outside the church and within
said it was one of the largest funerals
seen here for years. The church was
completely packed with people, anx-
ious to pay their last tribute of re-
spect to one of the fallen “brave;
standing space there even being avail-
ed of. As the Dead March in Saul was
being played the casket was taken into
The Pastor, Rev. W. H.
Browning, and Rev. F. S. Coffin of St.
Andrew’s Presbyterian church, con-
ducted the service; the reading of the
Scriptures fitting to the occasion, and
singing of three hymns followed, viz.—

(1) “O God our Help in Ages Past.”

(2) Kipling’s Hymn—*“Lest We For-
get.”

(3) “Nearer my God to Thee.”

The Pastor in his address spoke in
words of comfort and pride to the par-
ents, whose gallant son, by his’ death,
like many other brave lads “indelibly
stamped his name on the pages of
time,” and prayed that this war,
which has not long ended, may be the
termination of wars. The Dead March
in Saul again being played, the casket,
borne on the shoulders of six of his
comrades-in-arms, ‘was taken out of
the church and the procession again
lined up and wended its way down
Water Street and up Carbonear Road
to the Methodist Cemetery. The ser-
vice at the graveside was conducted by
the Pastor, and after the body was
committed to Mother Earth, the firing
party under Sergeant George _Webber,
gave the final salute of three volleys,
i while Bugler L. Taylor of Carbonear,
sounded the Last Post. Thus, with full
military honors, was laid to rest our
young townsman, the late Corporal
John Thomas Kennedy, one of Terra

Nova’s bravest and best. Tom, as he
was familiarly known, was the son of
Andrew and Martha Kennedy of Bear’s
Cove He was born here October 19,
- 1894, and spent the greater number of
his boyhood days in this town. Some !
!years ago he went to New York, where
he took a position in the automobile
; business. When the call to duty came,
!he enlisted in the U.S. Army, and on
!'October ,4 1918, with the 5th Machine
|Gun Battalion, at:the Battle of St.
y Mihiel, he was Kkilled. Besides his
. parents, he is survived by two sisters,
'Mrs, W. McNeill of this town; Miss L.
Kennedy, who is an officer in the Sal-
vation Army, and now at Lamaline;
two brothers, Clarence at home; Alex,
who saw considerable active service
whilst in the Naval Reserve and is now
serving on S.8. “Kyle.” The home-
coming of their son and brother’s body

NOT AN ISSUE IN NEWFOUND-
LAND.

(Ottawa Citizen, Nov. Tth.)

Doubt as to the earmestness of
statesmen in seeking to make future
wars avoidable was expressed by Sir
Patrick McGrath, of St. John’s, New-
foundland, in his interesting address
to the Canadian Club of Ottawa on
Saturday. Sir Patrick thought that
the people in common should demand
that active measures were taken to
see that it was not necessary to sac-
rifice thousands of men on the altar
of war again. :

The subject of his address was
“Newfoundland of To-day.” It was
listened to with deep interest by a
distinguished gathering, including
His Excellency Lord Byng. The
speaker surveyed Newfoundland’s
past and explained her position at
present. He made the statement that
no one in Newfoundland to-day seri-
ously considered confederation with
Canada.

Mr. Desbarats, president of the

club, was in the chair and introduced
the speaker. In doing so he spoke of
the fine qualities of Sir Patrick, his
career and his fitness’ for telling them
about his native land.
\ Sir Patrick first of all expressed
!p]easure at the presence of His Ex-
'cellency the Governor-General and
said that he hoped Baron Byng would
visit Newfoundland in the near fu-
ture. Turning to his subject, Sir
Patrick gave some interesting figures
and facts regarding his country.
! There were less than 300,000 inhabit-
ants, and this after nearly four hun-
dred years as a British colony. One
of the chief reasons that there were
not more was that Newfoundland has
been regarded merely as a summer
settling place for the fishermen who
used to come over each year from
Devon and Somerset in England. It
was not intended to be settled, and
edicts were issued to that effect. It
was once a penal offence to grow po-
tatoes on the island. There had been
no immigration, and Sir Patrick .mnde
the interesting statement that the in-
habitants were over 90 per cent.
British stock and native born. He
spoke of the fisheries, the maifi in-
dustry, the mines and the pulp in-
dustry.

Confederation.

He referred next to Confederation
and gave reasons why Newfoundland
was not one of the Canadian provin-
ces. In the conferences of the ’60’s
it had been thought that the country’s
interests would be sacrificed if it ac-
cepted the Union. In 1895 another
attempt to bring Newfoundland in
failed for the matter of $60,000.

“Nobody in Newfoundland to-day,”
said Sir Patrick, “would seriously
‘consider confederation. We believe
we can do better alone. Farming is
the basic industry in all the Canadian
provinces. Ours is fishing. We think
that Ottawa would not be able to ap-
preciate our viewpoint.” He next
spoke of Newfoundland’'s trade, and
thought that Canadian business inter-
ests should get after it more ag-
gressively.

PREACHES ON MODERN METHODS
OF MORAL SUASION.

At last Mass on Sundoy at the Cath-
edral, the Rev. Dr. Greene preached a
sermon which in its ethics as applic-
able to present day influence used as
apologies for moral suasion, was
earnestly listened to by the ]argg con-
gregation present, many of whom
waited on the good Priest after Mass
and heartily congratulated him on his
timely and well delivered discourse.
The text was taken from the Gospel
of the day, Matthew XIII, verses 31st
to 35th, “The Kingdom of Heaven is
like to a grain of mustard seed which
8 man took and sowed in his fields,
which is the least indeed of all seeds,
but when it is grown up it is greater
than all herbs and becometh a tree.”
The doctrine of the Catholic Church is
herein expressed as being placed in
the hearts of her children, and grow-
ing there in its splendid soil of faith
and truth is the greatest of all Chris-
tian seeds, and becometh a power to
mans redemption. Unlike most mod-
ern institutions of the day, the Roman
Catholic church does not- seek to be
officious and spectacular, but in a
quiet, unobtrusive, but as certainly
winning and triumphant a manner,
achieves that good which has made
her the ruling power in persuasive
methods in the world. The Catholic
Church does not force men to good-
ness of will, she perceives the “hu-
manum est errare” in nature, and by
precept (that doctrine of love and hu-
man fellowship for all her children)
reaches out to the erring the assist-
ance and succour which touch the
heart.

To restratn man from the side of his
propensities to evil by legal issues t
make men “good” by legal methods, to
ask the law and its servants, the po-
lice, to make humanity virtuous and
Beatific, is to rob religion of its worth
and what it is supposed to do. The
creed or church that so acts, s a

creed or church that must admit de-
feat of its own powers, for in that ap-
peal to human Government to con-
trol what the church itself admits it
cannot do, there is an antithesis
acknowledged, and the creed and
church of God places itself second to
the modern legal institutions

In all this modern method of “‘com-
pulsory subduction” of personal right,
and the apparent “goodness” that re-
sults, there is but the camouflage of
religion. Legal suasion does not con-
vince, but in men’s hearts places a de-
testation and hate for the effort that
makes them “good.”

True religion does not trepan, nor

does it enforce or drive; is dutiful to

God, true to its traditions of compas-
sion for- the transgressor, and patient
in its admonitions, probes to the very
hearts and souls of men, and by kind-
ly isnistence wins to the nobler cause
the finer feelings of the wrong-dooer.
It is not because the Roman Catholic
church-has 'appeared—or does appear
inert, apathetic and less effusive and
spectacular than some of our modern
institutions, that she fails of her mis-
sion. Through all the centuries she
has been the fighting power and foe
against evil and asserted her domain
as plenipotence for good, when most of
the modern and advertising institu-
tions of the day had not been heard
of. The doctrine she teaches is the
doctrine to help men to help them-
selves from the fundamental faith
that is in them and kept aglow in
splendid warmth of -zeal by the
church’s adequate prayers and teach-
ings. Here is the crux of her instruc-
tion. Men will be taught to adhere
to truth, to honor, to virtue, and to
all things that are good, for the sake
of those things, and will disintegrate
from all that is evil, because “evil”
offends God, robs the soul of its pre-
right to immortal happiness, and
merits eternal condemnation. The
Catholic church is ruled by the “Omn-
nfum vincit amor” beautituds, She be-
lieves “love conquers all things,” a
love that is without dissimulation, hat-

ing that which is evil, cleaving to that l
which is good. This is the law and
the Prophets, which is the Roman
Catholic church.

Prohibition in U. S. A.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dedr Sir.—As I promised in my last
letter, I shall now give Mr. Wm. G.
Shepherd’s opinion on the “Gulp”
Stream.

It is really our old friend the Gulf
Stream. Its waters being of a deep
blue can be easily distinguished from
the green coast waters. Steamers
bring liquor up from the West India
Islands and sail up and down the
Stream. Swift motor boats from the
shore do the actual smuggling, but by
no law can the main supply in the
steamers be touched. A dozen such
steamers passed his (Shepherd’s)
mator boat that day. There was always
a ship in sight. On some the thirsty
ones were drinking and waving their
glasses. But they were outside the
three-mile limit. ' (Remember he laid
off only one port.) In the city of Savan-
nah a year ago whiskey was scarce.
Now it sells for five or six dollars a
bottle. In St. John's it costs the same,
with the “scrip.” In Charleston it costs
only three times what it cost before
Prohibition. That fvould make it about
four - dollars . a - bottle—Controller's
price, In inland towns the high prices
still continue for imported whisky. It
has been calculated that over 2,000
small boats and 80,000 automobiles ars
in the liquor business on the Atlantic
coast alone. These do not include the
long-distance autos that run inland
from the Atlantic or the cars that run
southward from Canada, northward
from Mexico, and eastward from the
Pacific coast.
