Mr. Kemble, the renowned and bril­
liant dramatist, took his leave of the 
public in the character of "Coriol- 
nnus.” He sustained the part through­
out with as much vigor as he had 
exerted on any former occasion. The 
applause which he received was en­
thusiastic in the extreme, and whey 
the curtain dropped, the "pit” rose 
up in a body, and continued waving 
hats and laurels for several minutes. 
The curtain being drawn up afcaln 
Mr. Kemble came forward, evidently 
under great agitation, and after a 
considerable pause, delivered a short 
farewell address, in nearly the fol­
lowing terms: “Ladies and Gentle­
men,—This night I have made my 
last appearance before yon. I fear I 
cannot express myself with any 
kind of propriety—indeed, I wished 
to withdraw silently from the stage. 
I thought I had not composure 
enough for this situation: but I have 
suffered myself to be persuaded, in 
compliance with custom, to utter one 
farting word. I entreat you to be- 
jleve that the kind approbation which 
you have bestowed upon me since I 
first became a candidate for public 
favor, down to this, my last perform­
ance, will remain for ever fixed upon 
my heart. Whatever talents I am 
master of, whatever exertions I have 
made as an actor, or as a manager,’ 
in improving the propriety of cos­
tume, nd giving Increased splendour 
to the representations, particularly 
those of Shakespeare, they have been 
rendered delightful to me on account | 
of the favor wih which you witnessed 
them. Accept my respectful, warm 
gratitude—It is too big for expression. 
And now, suffer me, ladies and gen­
tlemen, to bid you a long and un­
willing farewell.” While delivering 
this address, which was heard by the 
audience with breathless attention 
and real regret, he was frequently 
Interrupted by the swelling of his 
feelings. As soon as the speech was 
concluded, several wreaths of laurel 
were thrown upon the stage, and Mr. 
Kemble slowly retired.

Recently a number of New­
foundlanders who year after 
year have been engaging in the 
season’s fishing out of New 
England seaports in United 
States schooners, experienced a 
severe shock. They were turn­
ed back at the border and not 
permitted to enter upon United 
States territory. With them 
were ' many others from this 
country who intended seeking 
employment on shore in the 
various manufacturing centres. 
There were also a contingent of 
Nova Scotians on similar pur­
poses bent. These did not fare 
any better at the hands of the 
United States immigration offi­
cers than (fid the Newfound­
landers. All were refused ad­
mission to the territory of the 
Great Republic. It did not mat­
ter whether or not they had 
money. They were either going 
to take up jobs reserved for 
them or to apply for work, and 
Uncle Samuel to-day is more 
strict than ever on immigrants, 
especially those coming from 
British Dominions, and looks 
with cold gaze on all who may 
be aspirants for employment 
within his gates. Even business 
men and ordinary tourists are 
submitted to a third degree cate­
chism by officers whose meth­
ods are more forcible than po­
lite, ere they are permitted to 
pass the well guarded line and 
put their feet upon the soil of 
the land of the free.

* * * * * *
In its zeal to prevent unde- 

sirables from becoming part of 
its population, United States has 
gone rather farther than the 
limit of international courtesy, 
but as its soil is its own, it has 
the right to do as it pleases with 
regard to the entrance of per­
sons whom it does neither want 
nor welcome. Hence the latest ■ 
immigration laws have been 
framed with a greater measure 
of strictness than those previ­
ously in force. An extract from , 
the recent code reads as follows , 
in relation to the classes which j 
shall be excluded :
