By using gases from cracking-stills
as a source of ethylene and propylene
and adding chlorin gas, it is possible
to produce chlorhydrins which can'be
utilized as solvents. These can be
heated with sodium bicarbonate and
changed over to glycols, used to some
extent by makers of explosives.

The cracking-stills have ‘been used
. for the production of basie¢* raw ma-
{ terial for explosive. * The ‘particular
product produced-for such use was tol-
i uol. This ywas converted into trini-
trotoluol (T.N.T.), a very high explo-
sive. Other similar materials are valu-
able constituents in internal-combus-
tion-engine fuels.

Ied to Frasch for the production of a
nitro dye by the nitration ~ of petro-
_leum. The production of such dyes
from petroleum has not been a com-
mercial success, for it appears to be
‘easier to prepare dyes from coal-tar.
| The writer has made dyes as a by-
product from crude shale oil.

Drying oils, such as linseed oil, are
used to mix with pigments for the pro-
{ duction of paint. It is possible to pro-
duce a substitute by adding chlorin
to certain petroleum products, then
displacing or removing the chlorin by
heating. Another petroleum products
used in the paint industry is Varno-
lene, or mineral turpentine.

Another paint product is petroleum
asphalt, used as a basis for black
paints and varnishes, The black paint
is ‘used extensively for coating paper,
in the production of tar rocfing-paper
or for the coating of other roofing ma-
terials. To quote further:

The addition of chlorin gas to cer-
tain hydrocarbons produces a series
of very interesting products. By such
a chemical combination it is possible
to produce chloroform, carbon  te-
trachlorid and methyl chlorid. By a
simple chemical procedure the me-
thyl chlorih can be changed to me-
thyl or wood alcohol. It is of interest
to- note that a product which can be
obtained from petroleum is used for
fire-extinguishing.” - This material is
carbon tetrachlorid. Some of the re-
finery gases contain propylene, which
has been found valuable as an anesthe-
tic.

After all of the lighter products are
taken out of the crude ' pétrolenm,
there remains a residue in ﬂae form

The three ships—the bhattle cruiser
:'I'iger, the light cruiser Champion, and
 the destroyer Rob Roy—were envelo-
fps-«'l in the poison smoke with the ob-
"ject of discovering what the effect
would be.

The vessels anchored off the Admir-
ialty Pier, 'on which 500 of the smoke
and gas cylindérs were lined up in
rows, and a small group of Royal En-
gineers weuring gas masks waited for
the signal to light them. X

At 4 o'clock the smoke began to
pour in a great white mass across
the bay, completely obscuring the
| ships.

We know him to be
a man of many gifts—a great teacher
of youth, a great educationalist, a
great citizen.

Warmth and moisture are essential to
the fungus, and thus far attempts to
grow it artifically have failed.

The largest creature known, living
of extinet, I8 the sulphur bottomed
whale, which reaches a length of
ninety feet. Its weight hag not been
determined, but a torpedo boat of the
same length and of the same under-
water contour would displace - 82°
tons.

All whales are carniverous, but all
the fishes—cuttle-fish and smaller
creatures—upon which they feed are
 dependent ultimately upon plant lite
for their existence. How much veg-
stable material does it take to supe
port a whale?

If the approximate thirty tons re-
presented by a very large whale
were incorporated in the bodies of
cattle, the latter would requirs for
their support each day the amount of
fats and carbo-hydrates presemnt in
the hay yielded by an acre of good
meadow land in a whole season’s
growth.

Mid-Ocean Tidal Station

A submergeed ocean station, en the
plan of the “artificial island” proposed
by Prof. R. W. Wood for observing
deepsea tides, has been used by Swe-
dish oceanographers for fifteen years
in studying the subsurface tidal cur-
rents off the coast of Sweden. The
station is a large buoy with a net
buoyancy of ahout 650 peunds, and
dauble anchorage by cable diverging
ahout 120 degrees keeps it at a fixed
depth of some 20 feet, just deep enough
to avoid shipping. Reecording curyent
meters attached to this buoy at any
desired depth take observationg of
the current every thirtieth minute for
"a fortnight without récharging. Seo
far this submergeg huoy has been:em-
ployed only at depths of about 100
yards, and the weight of anchors and
neeessary wirerope would be a difficul-
ty to overcome in deep waters. For
‘a2 considerable time, however, ' the
Swedish hydrographers had had in
‘mind the idea of a’‘submarine hydro-
graphic station with a complete
equipment in the opem sea. This
would require twe buoys anchered
some distance apart, with visible flag-
staffs to give a base-line; and in con-
nection would be provided such ap-
paratus as thermegraphs for indiecat-
ing water temperatures, drifters and
recording current-meters for taking
horizontal movements, and balanced
submarine floats and pressure-guages
for measuring the vertical rige and
fall of the ocean tides,

Eskimos by Auto

For First Time.

Herd Lake, Man.,, Oct. 8.—Far to
the north of here, a small automobile
chug its way over the ice and &now
the first vehicle of its kind to invade
the land of the Eskimo.

It was taken into the Far North
by John Harris, who has returned to
his home there after marketing a
large number of furs here,

On his visit to civilization, Harris
brought his Eskimo wife and three
children, “just to give them a treat,”
and if wide and wondering eyes were
a criterion, it was a treat for them.

When he returned, he, took with
him the small automobile, besides a
large stock of provisions and goods,
to be used in trading with the na-
tives. So far as is known here, it
will be the first automobile in this
gsection of the north.

Harris also took a power boat with
him, whichis built in-8ections, and
when H% left the rdilroad he planned
to put the boat together, transfer thre
automobile engine to the boat, and:
proceed under that power as far as
possible.

Harris said he would have no trou-
ble running the automobile over the: :
hard packed snow as he made his:
rounds in trading with the Eskimos.'
