This eity'is pleasantly situated" ofthe
rising ground running back from the
barbor or ropdstead, which extends inland
for several miles.

close to the water's edge, and the wharves
which are of wood, are run out into the
stream. ‘It maunu & ‘very fine appear-
ance from the harbor. From near Point

Pleasant, on the south side, to the rail-
way station, at the northern extremity of
the city, you see before you a close built,
compact city, with here and there somo
church or other imposing public building
standing out more prominent amid the
surrounding houses. The streets are all
well laid out, running mostly at right

w%len to each other, and the drainage,
ng to the rise in the ground, is excel-
lent. A large proportion of the dwelling
houses, and not a few of the largest ho-
tels and stores, are built of wood, and
never having seen a coat of paint, they
present a dingy and weather-beaten ap-
pearance. A peculiarity in the construc-
tion of most of the wooden houses in this
city, and indeed all over the Lower Pro-
vinces, is that instead of being clapboard-
ed or plutered they are shingled from
roof to foundation. When the work is
neatly done they look well enough,—
There are some fine public buildings and
private dwellings in Halifax, but they
generally lose in np rance from being
surrounded  ‘with old fashioned, mean-
looking, tamble-down houses.

Halifax is #in old ¢ity, having been
founded in the year 1749, by the Lords of
Trade, who gave it this name in compli-
ment to the Earl of Halifax, who was
then at the head of the Board. The

1 for :its blis) is said to
have originated with the people of Mas-
sachusetts, then subjects of the Rritish
Crown, who in ealling theattention of the
Government to the claims and encroach-
ments ot the French on the territory of
Acadia, mggesw:l the importance of
founding such a city. Inducements were
held out for immigration, and the Bminh
government having appropriated £40,
toaid theenterprise,over 1100 settlers énv.h
their families were soon found to volun-
teer.

Fot & long time Halifax did not
thrive, althoagh in ten years the govern-
ment spent more than half a million in
improving the town, yet the settlers left
it—the haharlee,nne of the main induce-
ments for imm tion, languished, and
those who remnfrt:d were mainly depend-
ant for their subsistance on the money
expended by the military authorities.—
