“It has long been supposed,” he said,

merely ‘a remnant ‘of the heat generated
by _contraction of ‘a primeval nebula.
This - theory appeared, until lately, the
only .possible one; it was open, however,
to the objection that in that case the;
time which -could have elapsed since
the earth was red hot became very_ short
—much “shorter, in fact, than the re-
quirements of geology ecould easily ‘ad-
mit. Some kind of modus vivendi had
been reached between geologists and
physicists on this matter, It may be
doubted, however, whether the resuit
of the controversy was really satisfact-
ory to ‘either party. Two years tgo the
suggestion 'was made by several writers
that there might be enough radium in
'tlhe earth to account for the intgrnal
“heat.

“Rutherford caleulated from some
data given by FElster and Geitel that
if the edrth contained throughout its
volume as much radium as a 'sample
of clay examined by them the tempera-
ture gradient at the surface would be
about accounted for.. ‘I have recently
examined a large number of rocks, both
igneous and sedimentary, and have been
led to the conclusion that there is very
much more radium in al] of them than
would be needed to maintain the earth’s
-internal heat if the earth were constitu-
ted of rock throughout. From this I
conclude that the interior of the globe
4oes not  contsin radium, and that in
all probability its composition is quite
different in' other respects also from that
of surface materials. :

“My data for the quantity of radium
in rock point to a thickness of at most
forty-five miles for the. earth’s rocky
crust. ;. Such a thickness of rock would
contain amply sufficient to maintain the
earth’s ‘temperature . gradient. ‘Calcula-
tion on thése premises, on the assump-
tion that™ the thermal conduetivity. of
rock -is not much affected by change of
temperature, -proves’ that the internal
temparture at the bottom of -the crust
(forty-five miles down), would be abou
1,500 degrees C. . The inside nucleus,
heated by’ the crust of radium-containing
temperature throughout, just as a loaf
of bread which has been in an over long
enough takes up a steady temperatuce
equal to that of the walls of the oven.

“I have found in discussing the sub-
Jjeet with scientific friends, who are not
concerned <with the detailed development
of radio-activity, that ene objection. is
specially felt. It is urged that a gramme
of radium diffused throngh an enormous
volume . of rock: may not develop nearly
.80 much _heat as it would-do if concen-
trated. ' In answer to this, it may be re-
plied that there is no reasonable doubt
that the heat development of radium is
inimately associated with its peculiar
electrical behaviour. Ingeed, according
to./Rutherford’s data, it ‘can be quanti-
tatively ~accounted for as the ‘kinetic
energy of the (a) particles emitted. The
rate of ~emission of. (a). particles ‘ by

“That a policeman on night duty in a
great. city would be more respected by
criniinals if gecompanied by a powerful
and sagacious dog, is a reasonable sup-
position; yet it remained for little Bel-
gium to carry out this innovation in
Antwerp, Ghent, Mons, Bruges and Os-
teid—an innovation which has now
spread to other parts of Hurope.

As time went on and the number’ of
dogs was increased, it became apparent
that night . crimes, even in the worst
quarters of Ghent, almost disappeared.
Cunning ruffians had often conttived
to eutwit the soldiery patrol, but these
big, swift, silent-footed and sagacious
sheep-dogs inspired terror in the most
desperate evil-doers.

The night service of the city is now
made by about one hundred and twenty
guards, assisted by fifty or sixty per-
fectly trained dog police. The city is
divided into a hundred and twenty see-
tions; so arranged that man and dog ean
always count. on -thejr neighbors’ sup-
port if occasion should arise. Careful
check-is kept upon the men, that they
visit every yard of their beat; but even
If the night guards are used by day,
they get extra pay, and a corresponding
number of chours is takeén from . their
work; the dogs will keep them up to it
next.night watch. -

Babine over the fishery trouble. = On
July 24, 1905, a  council meeting was
convened between the Babine tribe of
Indians and - Mr. H. Helgeson, Domin-
ion fishe: overseer, wherein it was
promised, if possible, to obtain new nets
for the coming season; also that it was
probable that a hatchery would be built
at Babine Lake.  This would provide
.work for a number of indigent Indians
and the names of all wounld be taken
and brought to the notiee of the govern-
ment if in.-actual want. At that meet-
ing they agreed not to do any more bar-
-ricading if new nets were furnished and
work, if possible, provided. The refer-
ence to ‘indigent Indians’ was only a
part of the talk at the meeting, but no
promises ‘were made further then that
the matfer would be brought before- the
proper authorities.

¥ Refused New: Nets.

“The new nets were delivered for their
ase on 3rd July of 'tiis vear. -These
‘they scornfully refused to accept. ‘Their
position ‘and the law relating 'to- fish-
eries’ was exhanstively treated by Mr.
Laring, their ageat, who “told them in
conclusion, in- plain language, that they
would be put in irons and severely pun-
ished' if they violated the law by barri-
cadiug. In the evening of the same day
‘they issued an ultimatum’from the tribe,
‘that thiey would not receive the nets, and
would barricade as usual, Since that
day to 1Tth August they have been
taught, both individually and collective-
iy, the phase of the question from every
side, soefal, mbral and legal, by the fish-
ery ‘guardian, ‘so that they thoroughly
understood the lgw upon the subject, be-
yond & doubt, ‘and ‘the logical conge-
quences of its violation.

glance they meant to resist anythiog and
would go to any extremity. . Their wo-
men were armed with clubs and steed
in a semi-circle opposite their barrier.
The only thing to do was to proceed and
make the arrests, if possible. ~Mr. Wells
and his fellow . officers walked boldly
into the midst of the erowd, and told
them he wanted some of .their men fér
violation of the fishery act. He proceed-
ed then to read the warrants to the six
men wanted, formally placing his hands
upon - their shoulders and - proclaiming
them eaptives in the name of the King,
and endeavored to hand them over to
his ‘fellow officers.
