@gave 1t as his view that,if there was to be an
appeal, that duty lay with the County Judye
and not with the city. This brought
out this second letter from the Judge:
ToroxNTO, July, 18, 1888
E. F. Clarke, Exg , Mayor of Toronto:
DEAR S1R.—I have perused the opinion given
you by the Assistant City Solicitor, advising
against an appeal on the motion for a writ of
prohibition in the above matter. He has guite
misapprehended the scope and effect of Judge
Robertson’s judgment and of my position there-
under. Judge Robertson has stated with
clearness his opinion that any inquiry under
Seo. 477 of the Municipal Act, must be limited
to cases of specific charges against individuals,
and has held that general inquiries having for
their object the obtaining of evidence only—
upon which special charges might afterwards
be based or civic reforms inangurated—are not
uthorized by Sec. 477 or by paragraphs 2, 3and
4 of the Council’s resolution.

This judgment, no matter what my person
view of its correctness may be, 'is binding on
me until reve bya court of competent
authority. The responsibility of allowing it to
remain ns an _autheritative exposition of the
powers of the County Court Judge under Sec.
477 rests upon the Oity Council.

The duty of ducting the inv tion is
upon me, but I can only do 8o now within the
limits laid down by the recent decision. How-
ever interesting the Assistant City Solicitor’s
opinion upon my powers and the extent of my
authority may be, in so far as it conflicts with
that ex by Judge Rebertson, I am con-
strained to look upon the latier as
the weight of authonity,

I therefore beg to inform you that I must
decline to proceed further with m‘y investiga-
tions under paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 of the Coun.
cil’s resolution of March 12 last until an appel-
late ocourt reverses the judgment of Judge
Robertson and declares that these aphs
confer upon me the jurisdiction and authority
to make the investigation and inquiry therein
contemplated.

“Your copmmittee wolld therefore respect-
fully reconimend the Council to appeal from
the order pf Mr. Justice Robertson as suggest-
ed by the County Court Judge.”
