Appaling Destitutionin the
English Collieries.

25,000 MINERS RETURN TO WORK.

fn Anarchist Paper in London
Suppressed,

Severe Storms in Italy and France—Flood

Loxpox, Oct. 2.—Among the many
manuficturing towns that have keenly felt
the shortage of coal caused by the great
strike of the miners are Sheffield, Leeds,
Bradford, Nottingham and Derby. Not-
withstanding the failure thus far of efforts
to bring about a genéral settlement ot the
dispute, the mayors of those towns decided
that something should be done by them in
the interests of the businesses that are
threatened with heavy losses to bring
the fight to an end. A meeting of
the mayors was held to-day, and
it was resolved that they should invite dele-
gates of local mine owners and the Miners’
Federation to meet them on Monday next
aud attempt toreach some settlement of
the trouble so that the strikers may return
to work.

The mayors had in view, too, the terrible
suffering that is now everywhere accom-
panying the - strike. The men have been
out of work for over two months and hun-
dreds of those who have families have sold
or pawned everything of value they
possessed in  order to obtain food
for their wives and children. - It is a
comnion occurrence for the London and
provincial papers to report deaths of miners,
little children who have died from actual
starvation. Relief committees have been
appointed to alleviate as far as possible the
prevailing distress. Part of the work of
these committees is the feeding of children.
Thousands of women apply daily for the
only food it is possible for them to obtain.
With this condition of affairs prevailing the
mayors think they may beable to bring
some understanding betweon the masters
and men that will allow of a resumption
of work and a comsequent output
of coal that will furnish mills, factories,
ete., with a plentiful supply of fuel
Should the coal famine continue and the
industries of the several towns be forced to
suspend the suffering among the: operatives
and artisans and their families would be
great.  It.is hoped that some solutgon of
the problem will shortly be arrived at and
thet the price of coal will reach its nominal
level.  Ts is believed by some persons that
the retarn of the strikers in the Bolson
district and in Yorkshir® will tend to in-
duce the men still out to reconsider their
determination not to resume work uatil
their full demands are granted.

THE STRIKE I8 OVER.

25,000 English Coal Miners Have Re-
turned to Work,

It is estimated that 25,000 coal miners,
who have been on strike, returned to work
to-day.

The first. blood was drawn to day by gen-
darmes at Drocourt, when several miners
were trampled under the horses and cut by
sabres and lances.

WORK ¥FOR THE IDLE.

An English Scheme to Put Them on
Waste Land.

Loxpow, Oct, 2.—The English Govern-
ment has at last determined to deal with
the more than ever vital questjon of the un-
employed. Sir John Gorst has pronounced
himself infavor of a plan for dealing with
the question in the rural districts, which has
received thesympathetic consideration of the
Government. The proposal is to empower
the  local authorities to buy or lease the
waste or. unoccupied land and turn the
surplus labor upon it. By this means it is
believed that tens of thousands of acres
now useless could be made fertile by the
spare labor, and at the same time ‘an
effective check would be put upon the per-
sistent migration of unemployed agricul-
tural laborers into the towns, an evil which
is the despair of many economists.

EVIOTIONS IN SCOTLAND,

Crofters Have Learned a Lesson From
the Irish. o

Loxpox, Oct. 2.—1It is being proved at
last that the rebellious spirit mani-
fested in the enforcement of the
land laws in Ireland is not due to the
peculiarities of the Irish people. The poor
Croiters of Scotland have been driven by
desperation to the ‘adoption of the same
methods. The trouble is not due to the
usual evictions to make room for the exten-
sion of deer torests, but to the earth hunger
and destitution which is as marked in the
highlands and the islands of Scotland as in
the south and west of Ireland.

The Crofters in the Dingwall district
cannot pay their rents, and will not Jeave
their little holdings. The Queen’s writ is
being defied, and the minions of the law
maltreated in the most approved Irish
fashion. Sentries with foghorns are posted
in strategical positions to warn the country
side of the approach of police- and sheriffs,
and disguised men and women pelt the offi-
cers with filth and stones and tear up the
roadways so ,tliey cannot make progress.
So far the crofters have had the best.of the
fight, and it may be necessary to employ
troops to coerce them.

THE ANARCHISTS OF LONDON,

Police Allow Them ¥Full License in Pab-
lic Speeches,

Loxpox, Oct. 2.—The severest measures
ot extermination are = being everywhere
adopted in Europe against the Aqarc!usts,
except in London. The agitators in Tower
Hill are allowed to preach murder and rob-
bery freely. One speaker declared that the
bomb thrown in Spain'should teach Euglish
Anarchists what to do. Let them show the
people of London that they were :h‘ve.
Why not use knives and bombs? The
Government used police and soldiers to
destroy them, and they should pay back
the authorities in their own coin. Let
them tear down the Mansion House and

BarcELONA, Oct. 2.—\hnutchist.s in
Catalonia are greatly excited concerning
Pallas’ coming execution and have issued
circulars inciting the brotherhood to
vengeance, saying that should Pallas be
executed all means for revenge will be
justified, including dynamite, petroleum,
the dagger and poison, When Government

ITWO REPORTS FROM BRAZIL.

Evidently Emanating From Government
and lngurgent Sources,

LoxpoN, Oct. 2.—The Brazilian Min-
ister in London has sent the following to
Reuter’s Telegram Company:

Ri1o, SunDAY.—The insurgent squadron is
st1ll in the bay, its fighting elements much
weakened by desertions of crews daily: some
vessels damaged by shore artillery. Yester-
day’s bombardment of forts was vigorously
answered. Two steamers which escaped
were repulsed at Santos. Santa Carbarina
failed to land. The troops are loyal to the
Government, and public opinion is opposed
to the insurgents.

A private telegram received in London
states that efforts of the diplomatic body
at Rio to secure a pacific.solution have
been fruitless. Admiral Mellos reopened
fire yesterday morning and bombarded the
forts all day. Provisions in Rio are at
famine prices.

MoxnTEVIDEO, Oct. 2.—The blockade of
Rio Janeiro and Santos by the insurgents
continues, but President Peixoto is deter-
mined to resist to the last.

Paris, Oct. 2.—Sarah Bernhardt the ac-
tress who returned yesterday to Paris from
her theatrical tour of South America to-day
described at length her experience at Rio
de Janeiro during the bombardment.

the French steamer Portugal from Buenos
Avyres for Bordeaux. They left- Montevideo
on Sept. 7 and arrived in the harbor of the
Brazilian capital early in the morning of
the first day of the bombardment.
The Portugal was ordered not to land any
passengers, but she lay in harbor as far as
possible from the rebel fleet for orders... I
never before had such an experience,”
said Bernhardt. “It was a marvel
—a scene of a lifetime. I was
on deck constantly during the first two
days, not going below even to eat. In these
two days 211 canncn shots were exchanged
between Fort Santa Cruz and the warships.
The display was superb, but nobody appar-
ently shot to kill. Not one shot,
as far as I saw or heard, hit or
hurt anything. It seemed as if they had
created a splendid spectacle to frighten
each other and were doing their best to
make the greatest possible noise without
injuring anybody.

FLOOD AND DROUGHT IN EGYPT,

Delta Lands Submerged—Crops In Upper
Egypt Damaged For Want of Irrigation,

ToukiN, Oct. 2.—The delta is entirely
flooded. A violent hurricane swept away
many dwellings. Five-eighths of the occu-
pants barely escaped on rafts, but many
were drowned.

The Vicar Apostolic has issued a pressing
appeal for funds to avert famine, result-
ing from the crops being ruined around
Alexandria in consequence of deficient
water in the Nile. Ten thousand acres in
Upper Egypt are without irrigation. As
the cotton crop is a month late, the Gov-
erament has'granted a delay in payment
of the land tax. ;

STORMS IN EUROPE.

France and Italy Inuandated—Train Ser-
vice Stopped,

LoxpoN, Oct. 2.—Serious storms oc-
curred to-day in the south:-of France and
northern Italy. Housgs in Nice are flooded
and the eountry between Bologna and
Florence is inundated. The trains are
stopped. o

In the country bridges and houses have
been swept away by the floods, and many
persons have been drowned. Of the cities
Bologna suffered most severely. It is re-
ported that a dozen persons were drowned
in the suburbs to-day.

JACKSON'S POLAR EXPEDITION,

Blocked by Ice in the Jugor Straits in the
Arctic Sea,

Loxpox, Oct. 2.—Frederick Jackson,
the Polar explorer, writes from Jugor-
Straits under date of June 28 that owing to
ice from the Kara Sea the straits were
blocked, and that after ineffectual attempts
he lwas driven back. It is not likely that
Jackson will be heard from again this year.
The Russian gunboat Archangel brought
the letter.

Mr, Frederiok Jackson sailed from Vardo
in the Orestes, a vessel commanded by Cap-
tain Wiggins, ia April. 7The Orestes was
bound for Goichecka at the mouth of the
Yenisei River. From there Mr. Jackson in-
tended to proceed to reconnoitre the country
and to make experiments and preparatiops
for/tbe expedition he is to lead next year.
Hig plans were to return to Archangel in
March and reach Enzland early in April.

THE FRANCO-SIAMESE TREATY.

France Had Everything Her Own Way—
Siam’s Submission Complete,

Baxckok, Oct. 2.—The convention an-
nexed to the Franco-Siamese treaty com-
prises aix articles. Some of these
are regarded as in conflict with
existing treaties and the Siamese Govern-
ment strongly objected to them, only yield-
ing under the strongest pressure. Owing
to the critical state of the negotiations yes-
terday the festivities arranged to celebrate
the anniversary of the King’s accession to
the throne were abandoned.

In addition to the provisions of the treaty
already cabled, the jnstrument provides
that Siam shall not ¢onstruct any fortified
post in the Provinces of Battambang aud
Siamreap, or within 25 kilometres of the
right bank of the Mekong. Siamese mili-
tary posts on.the left bank of the river and
on islands in the river are to be evacuated
within one month.

The authors of attacks on the French in
Kengkham and Kammown are to be tried
by the Siamese authorities, France reserv-
ing the right to decide whether the punish-
ments imposed are adequate, and, if not,
to demand a new trial, to be conducted by
a mixed tribunal 1f necessary.

Siam must surrender all French subjects
now held in prisons on the left bank of the
Me kong and all Feench arms and flags in
possession of the Siamese must be delivered
to the French legation.

Coal oil, barb wire, agricultural imple-

ada could not act alone.

The retention of the duties upon corn and
pork was advocated by some, whilst others
desired their removal. The placing of an
export duty upon logs was also unanimously
approved.

Mr, Weese, a practical horse dealer,
who does a large export trade from
this section in higher grade animals, gave
interesting and valuable information about
the condition of the track. At present, he
contended, the grade of horses saleable in the
English aud United States markets could not
be got around Lindsay, as the farmers did
not breed the right kind. What were re-
quired were heavy animals weighing about
1600 pounds and clean limbed, strong ani-
mals suitable for carriage horses at about
1250 to 1800 pounds. These would fetch good
prices, duty or no duty. Ordinary
common horses were not wanted and were
as cheap, if not cheaper, in the United States
than in Canada, For instance, street car
horses were purchased at from &30 to $40
across the line. Asked if the duty were
taken off would it make prices better here,
he was emphatic in his belief that under such
conditions the United States would overload
Canada with inferior classes of animals,
which would further tend to ruin our home
horse market. The intention of the duty, he
thought, was necessary if obly to keep up
the grade of our stock in the Dominion.

Toronto’s duminy press is again conspicn-

In addition to the
fact that classical education brings us
moderns into close sympathy with Latin
ideas and expression it is also undeniably
true that the great majority of our goeu
are like theirs, men of the world. rof.
Goldwin Smith, in the preface of his ‘‘Bay
Leaves,” says that Horace Walpole “might
bave heartily enjoyed a supper with Hora-
tias Flaceus.”, It is hardly necessary to go
so far back. No one has shown a finer
comprebension of the Horatian spirit than
Aussin Dobson. Mr. Bunner, we are aure,
would bave enjoyed a supper,with the
ancieot man-about-town who wrote the
earliest and best vers de societe, And after
a reading of ‘““Bay Leaves” we are certain
that Prof. Goldwin Smith would have enjoy-
ed his olives of Venafrum and bis slice of
Umbrian boor, garnished with chevril leaves
and with sauce of Coan wine in the triclininm
of Macenas. A '

Excellently the translator has preserved
the spirit of the epicureanism of Lucretius,
the piquant moral irresponsibility of Catul-
lus, the Jobmscnian complacency of Tibul-
lus, the occasional tenderness of the stilted
rropertius, and the Queent Anne witof Ovid.
Seneca, Lucan, Martial and Claudian are
also well transiated. In short, the volume
is one of uncommon merit, in its field, and
will give great pleasure . to all lovers of clas-
sic literature, - Prof. Smith’s English version
of the delightful ode of Horace to Pyrrba is
not as good as his other work and is inferior
to translations by other hands; but it is more
than atoned for by this almest perfect ren-
dering of that éxquisite gem, “O fons Ban-
dusiae”:

“Spring of Bandusia, crystal clear,

‘Worthy this cup of mantling wine,

These votive flowers which here I bear;

To-morrow shall a kid be thine—

ALD.BURNS WITHDRAWS HIS MOTION

Thera Will Be No Standing Sub-Committee
To Deal With Waterworks Ques-
tions—Other Civio Affairs,

At the meeting of the Works Committee
yesterday afternoon Ald. Burps withdrew
his motion for the appointment of a sub-
committee to cousider waterworks matters.

A letter from 8, H. Janes complaining of
the people standing at King-Yonge-streets
was referred to the City Engineer.

Surveyor Sankey's plan of the water front
was presented and approved of. There was
a short discussion over the advisability of
establishing the smail park to be known as
Harbor-square.

The Eugineer’s recommendation that the
contract for the western jetty be taken from
Mr. Grant unless bhe commenoces work at
once was not adopted. The contractor was
given until Monday next to get the work
started.

The City Engineer’s report, that there are
10 employes less in the department, did not
satisfly Ald. Hewitt. Ald. Lamb thought it
was a splendid showing and that the police
‘would be glad to hear it. Ald. Hewitt said
it was not the information that was asked
for. The Engineer should furnish a detailed
statement giving the names and salaries of
each employe. A resolution was passed ask-
inﬁ)lor ‘he information.

was derided to. ask the City Treasurer to
provide $10,000 for the purpose of repairing
roadways where the track allowances are
being paved. 3

SUNDAY BUSSES.

Nine Busses on Three Routes Attract a
Good Deal of Patronage.
[From Yesterday's Globe.]
The Sunday bus seems to be growing
greatly in popular favor. Yesterday busses

ran on three rontes—from St. James’ Cathe-

dral to the Woodbine, along Queen west to
the subway and up Yonge to North Toronto.
All the routes were well patronized, but by
far the most popular is the Queen west, on
which the busses were crowded, in some
cases being unable to carry all those
who desired to travel on them. As
on the two previous occasions, when
the busjlines were ia operation, no fares were
collected. Each bus carried 'a conductor,
but his position was rather a sinecure, as he
did not have to fasten his penetrating glance
on passengers in order to awe them out of
saying “‘transfer,” oreven to say that *‘them
children has got to pay their fare.” All he
had to do was to pull the-string, and the
driver and tha borses did the rest. The
majority of those patropizing the busses ap-
peared to be young lsen, but there were
many ladies and older men. One old gentle-
man was sesn to make a wild run to get on a
Yonge buss in motion, apparently under the
impression that the busses stopped only
where the street cars do. Just as he got on
the bus it stopped for him, and he logked
disgusted at the waste of his agility.
Everyone on the car which a Globe re-
porter rode on seemed to think it
as much a duty to put somgthing
in the collection box for the benefit
of the Sick Children’s Hospital as
if they were riding on a bobtail car
uader the piercing eye of the driver. The
amounts deposited varied greatly, but the
majority put in the regulation five-cent fare.
In many cases larger sums were deposited,
and 25-cent pieces were not at all scarce. The
majority of the patrons of the innovation
were most mespectable-looking middle-class
people, though one or two ocases of rather
tough-looking travelers were noticed—not,
however,more than there would be among the
same number of street car travelersona
week day. Not a single case of drunkenness
on the busses was heard of.

There were in all nine busses running—
three in Queen west, four in Yooge and two
in King east. They were owned by Messrs.
John Hendry and William Kelly.

The busses started running early in the day

* and ceased at 9.30 p.m.

A Murder Mystery Cleared Up.
[Napanee Express.]

During tho past nine years many ugly
rumors have been in circulation as to the
whereabouts of John Towns, a resident of
Richmond, who gold out his farm and was
last seen at Wheeler's Hotel, having con-
siderable money in his possession.

Some time ago a
man died in Kingston and on bis death-bed,
it is said, he told of the supposed murder,
saying that thebody had beenburied in Miles’
woods,just east of Napanee, on the Newburg
road. Two former Napaneeans, Patrick
Curry and Jack Wheeler, who are now both
bedd, were implicated in the crime. An-
other was to the effect that his supposed re-
mains were tound ina swamp near Bath.
We are now glad to clear these ugly rumors
and to state that Mr. Towns has been heard
from, he having written to his sister-in-law,
Mrs. Lewis, who resides at Bath. Mr.
Towns now resides in Oregon, and is in good
health, - It was just nine years ago last
March since he was last seen in Napanee.
Mrs. Towns, who supposed her husband
dead, has been married again, and now re-
sides in the Northwest.
