AFTER RIDING “INTO THE MOUTR

‘A Burvivor of the Famous Charge of the

Light Brigade Meets Death at the

Hands of Highwaymen in Toronto—

. Escaped from the jaws of ' death in the
icharge of the Lighs Brigade only to meet
an untimely end at the hands of highway-
. men in Toronto. Such was the fute of
- William J. D. Gould, who was found dead
in his house, 421 St. Clarens-avenue, Mon-
day.night. A corener’s jury last night re-
turned a verdict that Gould’s death was
due to injuries inflicted by highwaymen
who struck the old man with a sandbag
about a fortnight ago and relieved him of

his money,

The inquest, which was conducted by
Dr. McConnell, was held at the Dufferin
Hotel, Bloor-Dufferin-streets.

Dr. Lynd, who performed the ‘foat-
mortem -examination, stated that death
had been caused by the bursting of a blood
wessel in the left lung and the gathering of
& clot-of bigod on the brain.

_ Twoother witnesses, neighbors of Gould’s,

- Aestified that Gould had shown them
“‘.bruim on his' body, which, he said, re-
sulted from a sandbagging he had received

at the hands of two unknown men on the
night of the snowstorm on Tuesday, April 10.

These were the only withesses sworn and
the jurg returned a verdict that

In conversation with'a World reporier a
few days ago Gouid stated that on the night
of the last' heavy snowstorm of - the season
he took the Bloor-street car. .When he
turned down 8§ Clafenssavenué towards
home he noticed that two men ‘were follow-
ing him, but he” thought they were home-
ward bound, as he was. The men gradu-
sily gained on him, and when quite near
his home one of them suddenly tripped him

up and the second delivered him a stunning |

~ blow over the head. As :ihe ‘fell he
received a vicious' kick in the left
side and before he could regain his
“feet his assailants had rifled his pockets,
obtaining only $2. They. then became
alarmed and hastily departed, leaving

Gould lying in a helpless condition in the

puow. .

. Gould managed to struggle to his home
and was apparently little the worse for his
escapade, althqugh he felt a slight pain in
his left side, the effects, he thought, of the
kick he raceived. g :

An Eventful History, .
Gould was born in Sussex, England. His
first experience as a soldier was as orderly
to the commander-in-chief at the corona-
sion of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, June

28, 1838. :

- He went to India the next year and took
part in the sieges of Ghuznee and Kabool
in 1839, Marajpool in ’43, and the retreat
‘from Budderwall on Jan. 2], 1846. Five
days later the British troops routed the
enemy at Aliwall,“with a loss of 120 officers
and 600 men. The enemy’s loss was 20,000.
It'Wwas at this last emgagement that the
chagge of -thie i6th Quaeen’s Own Lancers,
**The Terrors of India,” upon a double
square of the enemy was made and won.
In the trodp of which Mr. Gould was
sergeant out of 67 men and 6 officers only
30 men returned. In his estimation the
charge of the Light Brigade at Balaclava wag
nothing compured to this, and he was en-
gaged in both.. After taking part in the
tattles of Sobraon and Lahore in, 1845-6 he
returned to England and retired from
active service and went to the: Cape as a
colonist in 1850. But 1n the latter part of
that year the Kaffir War broke out and "he
was called upon by the Governor-General
to form a volunteer corps, which - he did,
talfiog a commission ss a lieuten-
ant. The war. concluded in 1852,
when ' he again returned to England.
He joined the 17¢h Lancers in

111854 as a volunteer, and was appointed
sergeant in the regiment, leaving in the
same year for the Crimea. He participated
in many of the mostimportant battles and
was acting troop-sergeant-major, and when
the famous charge of the Light Brigade
was made was stationed on the right flank
of the band, He came out of thescharge
without even a scratch. :

Mr. Gould came to Canada in 1872, and
was staying at the Rideau Hotel, in Ot-
tawa, in 1873 when: the hotel was burned,
losing all his goods, among them being his
apers, certificates and medals.

- Terrible suffering among the
homeless is reported from all the stricken
districts, the inhabitants being greatly in
need of food, clothing, medicines, etc.
The supply of tents provided is wholly in-
adequate to the needs of the shelterless
people. The few buildings left “standing
are so badly shaken thas they are likely to
tumble down any minute, and are conse-
a‘nently not available as places of refuge.

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CARRIED AWAY SIX FARMS.

MILES OF COUNTRY DESOLATED BY
THE QUEBEC LANDSLIP,

The BSte, Aane River, Formerly a Mile
Wide, Now a Narrow Stream—A Farm
House and Several Acres of Land
(arried a Distauce of Six Miles—$400,-
000 Worth of Property Destroyed.

MoxTREAL, May 1. —A special from
Alban, Que., gives further details of
terriblé landslip at that place. Samuel
Gauthier, farmer; his wife Emily, their
son Jaogeph, and David, their brother, are
buried under 100 feet of earth. Madame
Gauthier was seen going down in the-Ste.
Anne River, trying to save herself by ruan-’
ning away, ¢but the velocity. of the moving
earth-was too great; she was carried along
by it, and while crying out for help was
drawn into the maelstrom and drowned.

AS of Wild Desol

For miles there is nothing but desola-
tion. Where the Ste. Aune River was
once nearly & mile wide, it is now only a
narrow. stream, raging and surging ina
vain attempt to break its new bounds.
Woods, houses, cattle; all are gone and
nothing left but barren ground for six milés
back. Hereand there the debris of theill-
fated farm houses, granaries and out-
houses is seen in  little " heaps
tangled. up with uprooted trees and
carcases of dead cattle, but most of
it has been.gwept into the St. Lawrence.
The river bed has risenat least 60 feet.
Landslip and Flood, :

1t was 5 o’clock in the evening when the
banks caved in, and with the hundreds of
tons of sand on. top sliding in the river
the noise was terrific. The ground kept
on vibrating as from an earthquake. The
water rose and rose till for miles it covered
everything. It wasSfully 00 feet deep
when the earth began to move; first slowly,
then faster, and finally so fast that those
who were far back from -the river and tried
to run from it were thrown down. The
ground near the river began to move first,

fate of the pulp mill sent down by the first
break in the shore. The earth behind be-
gan to move next, going much faster, and
soon overtook the’first part of land and
piled up on top of it, and ‘so on till only a
amall portion of the river was left unob-
structed, and the high bluffs  had been
transformed into a deep valley.

He was rescued
with great difficulty.

House, Trees and Land Carried Six Miles.

It is difficult to exactly describe the state
of affairs. The debris of the houses and
trees and the dead animals is situated in
what'was bafore Friday the middle ‘\of the
river,and one white farm house, that of
Darve, still stands. The best idea of the
nature of the landslide is given by the
tact that this honse, with several
acres of soil surrounding it, and two
or three> trees which stood near i,
were carried bodily along for a distance of
six miles. The value of the. six culti-
vated farms destroyed does not average
more than each, and a large tract of
excellent farm land besides has been actial-
ly wiped oft the face of the earth., Fally
$400,000 worth of property mustihave been
destroyed. 7

The discussion in Parliament on Monday
on Colonel Denison’s motion as to the ex-
pediency of deepening the Ss. Lawrence
canals brought out the fact that the pro-
ject has several able advocates. The three
Toronto members spoke enthusiastically of
the idea of enlarging the St. Lawrence
waterway €o as to admit ocean vessels com-
‘ing inland to within 450 miles of Winni-
peg. The project is fairly before the people
now, ‘and it is bound to’ keep well to the
front as one of the leading problems that
Canadian statesmen will be called upon to
solve definitely one way or the other.
.Hon. Mr. Haggart’s arguments disapprov-
ing the project will by no means convince
the public that the deepening of the canals
to 20 feet should not be seriously con-
sidered, - and that too 'in the imme-
diate foture.

7An amendment wae made in Committee
to Mr. Meredith’s City of London bill pro-
viding that none of the powers conferred
should interfere with any powers held by
the city under the Municips Act of 1892,
but should be held to be additional thereto.
The bill was then read a third time.

The House went into Committee of Supply
on the supplementary estimates, amounting
to $198,957.85, which included $§80,000 to
cover running - expenses during January
next.

. Experimental Fruit-Growing,

The first serious objection to any of the
items came from Mr. Clancy iu relation to
the $1000 set down for experimental work
relating to fruit-growing,’ which he de-
nounced as &  sop to, Mr. Dryden’s con-
stituents. The ‘Minizter of Agriculture de-
fended the grant and told Mr. Clancy that
he did not know what: he was talking
about. ¢
" Mr. Whitney said there was no excuse
for deferring the appropriation until so late
in the session. .

The item passed.
£ Mr, Meredith’s Little Jokes.

When the news of -departmental clear-
ing came up,-Mr. Meredith’ sarcastically
complimented the Government on at last
realizing the necessity of such an operation.
The Opposition had been for years attémpt-
‘ing the work which nothing but the clean
swee
satisfactorily accomplish. It was suggestive,
‘too; thet the appropriation provided for
vaults, doubtless in anticipation of the
early decease of the Ministry. . :

An item under the head of public works
of $2000, to aid reconstruction of a bridge
over the Natibn River, near the village of
Casselman, was.atrongly objected to by Mr.
Meredith as-a bad precedent. If the grant
were made it’ would open the door for
pumerous other’ applications of a similar
character all over the country.

Mr. Evanturel said there were special
circumstances which justified the grant of
a “‘paltry amonnt” like $2000. Moreover,
the ‘Warden of the Counties of Prescott
and Russell, who urged the grant, was a
Conservative, and had recently been chosen
candidate for his party for the Dominion
House. To which the Opposition leader
rejoined that the latter circumstance didn’t
weigh with bhim in the,least, as he could
readily understand that any county warden,
whether Liberal or Conservative, would
favor a grant-of money to be spent in his
locality from any source.

Mr. Clancy backed up his leader’s pro-
test, and then the debate broke out in
spots all over the:shop.

Called It a Bribe,

_ Dr. Barr said the grant was a bribe—
whereat the Government benches cried
“QOrder!” “Order!” as though their pure
minds were shocked at the suggestion.

Mr. White said that if the item passed
there would be a greater rush to.the Gov-
ernment for aid to bridges than the rush to
Oklahoma, .

Mr. Harcourt impressively said that it
was most unfair to say that there possibly
could be any political consideration in any
of these items. !

Construction of Bridges.

The afterncon session began by a debate
on an amendment proposed by Mr. Waters
to the Municipal Act to the effect that
clauss 14 be struck out. This clause re-
peals the provision in, the existing law
making counties liable @§® contribute to the
construction of bridges over 100, feet in
length. After the ruralistahad had/their say
on the question, which appears to be a
burning one in. many gections, the amend-
ment was lost by a vote of 22 yeas to 46
nays, and the measure received a third
reading.

The House resumed consideration of the
supplementary estimates in committee of
supply. The $2000 item for the bridge
over the Nation River formed the ,starting
point.of a very mixed-up and discursive de-
bate, which somehow drifted off onto ‘the
drainage guestion, the relatibns between
the municipalities and the Government and
other things, which might seem to be irre-
levant. The back benches got in a good
deal of talk, and it is to be presumed the
item -was finally passed—at least, they
went on to consider the next one of Coloni-
zation roads.

Under this head there were a lot of little
appropriations, the whys, hows and where-
fores of which Mr. Hardy was called upon’
to explain seriatim by Messrs, Meredith
and Clancy.

» Toact as village constable, and to ses!
that the ‘bths are enforced; to collect
water rates and the dog tax; to act asin-
spector for the Board of Health; to inspect
the water connections (where such are
made) and the hydrants, reporting leakages
and flushing the mains from time to time;
to look after lamps and to do the necessary
street lighting; vo look after necessary re-
pairs of streets and sidewalks, he to do
such repairs himself; and when the same is
beyond his own capacity to personally per-
form to report to the Chairman of Roads
and sidewalks, who will give him necessary
| assistance; to aot as caretaker of the fire hall
and council chamber, the jail and school
and to keep the same clean and properly
lighted and heated, and to have charge and
be responsible for all tools, wagons, earts,
harness, etc., belongiag to the corporation;
he is to hand over to the treasurer any fees
which might accrue to him as coustable,
also to keep o diary showing how he is em-
ployed from day to day.

Applications for the above sinecure will
be received by Councillor Richardson and
the appointment made at next meeting of
"council. .

By
3 o'clock in the afternoon the most of the
gatherings had dispersed and the city was
comparatively quiet. Altogether there
were few disturbances, none of which as-
sumed the proportions of a riot.

POLICE DIAPERSE A MEETING.

An Anarch Andhne- 'Breaks Up Quietly
