Buffalo, Dec. 29.—The Baffalo Customs 
to generally regarded os a good barome­
ter, indicating the trade with Canada, 
and as most of the imports entered here 
are from Canada, the customs report has 
unusual interest.

' Government Contracts Not to Be Filled 
Outside Ike Country.

New York, Dec. 30.—The Sun’s special 
London cable says : There is a move - 
ment afoot to bring Parliamentary pres­
sure to bear upon the Government to 
compel the promulgation of a rule con­
fining contrants in the Government de­
partments to British subjects who pay 
taxes. A similar rule has prevailed iu 
several European countries, notably in 
•Austria, where, it is interpreted with 
great stringency. Free traders detect in 
this movement the hoof of protectionism 
and will oppose it, which shows much 
shortsightedness on their part, because 
the demand is sure to be popular. There 
is n£> reason why this Liberal Govern­
ment should not accede to it, with the 
proviso that it shall not apply to ar­
ticles which cannot be made or produced 
in England.

BRIGHTENING PROSPECTS.
Henry Clews, the well-known Wall- 

street banker, reviews the situation in 
a. special circular sent out on Saturday. 
He says :

“ On Wall-street the close of the year 
is rather an occasion for retrospect than 
for active business. Last year’s retro- 
sped was far from being a cheerful one ; 
this year’s is not much more so. 1893 
was a year of unwelcome causes ; 1894 
has been one of very unsatisfactory ef­
fects ; 1895, it may be reasonably hoped, 
will be one of recovery from both.

“ ft is not often that such a series 
of untoward events come together with­
in sue* a comparatively brief period. 
Through both years, we have suffered 
from the effects of a great and uni­
versal industrial reaction. From causes 
dating back to the general introduction 
of steam and mechanical improvements, 
the world has boe.n working towards an 
enormous increase of all the forms of 
plant, and it is only, a question of time 
when that growth of productive power 
would develop into a supply of pro­
ducts exceeding the world’s ability to 
consume. That position of afiairs reach­
ed Europe in 1899, and first expressed 
itself in the Baring failure. Three years 
later the crisis reached the United 
States, and the scare created by our 
silver inflation was the match to start 
a great explosion. Because the match 
happened to. be a currency incident, and, 
therefore, affected first and especially 
the banks, we regarded the whole trou­
ble as traceable to bad silver legislation : 
during the past year, however, we have 
discovered that the most stubborn ele­
ment of the depression has been a radi­
cal want of proportion between the 
ability to produce and the ability to 
consume. Affairs across the Atlantic 
have done nothing to afford relief on 
this side the ocean. The death of the 
Czar, the war between China and Japan 
and the Armenian atrocities have com­
bined to create a political situation full 
of dangerous possibilities to the peace 
of the Old World. With the spirit of 
distrust thus excited on the European 
financial markets our interests abroad 
have sympathised. The position of the 
Treasury and the pending adjustments 
of the affairs of great bankrupt railroad 
corporations have afforded nutriment for 
this spirit of distrust among our Eu­
ropean creditors, and considerable 
amounts of securities have been return-

Commenting On our (statement that 

protection is necessary for the develop­
ment of shipbuilding in Canada, The 
Globe asks us if we ever heard of a pro­
tected country being successful in ship­
building. The Hamilton Spectator an­
swers it ari follows :

The Toronto Globe boldly asks if a 
protected country was ever successful 
in shipbuilding. There is no evidence 
that The Globe is joking ; it seems to 
be in earnest. ,Yet, seeing that free- 
trade, as The Gldbe understands it, was 
introduced in England less than fifty 
years ago, and that shipbuilding 
quite successfully carried on for 
years before that time, it seems impos­
sible that the question can have been 
seriously asked. The tact is that the su­
premacy of England's merchant marine 
.and England’s phipbuMding industry 
was established under Cromwell, by one 
of the boldest and most comprehensive 
measures of protection of which there is 
any record in history.

Even to'-day so-called free trade Eng­
land helps to maintain its supremacy on 
the ocean by the most bare-faced system 
of protection. The steamships carrying 
the mails across the Atlantic are subsi­
dized far beyond the value of the servi­
ces they render in a commercial way. 
Tens of thousands of pounds are annual­
ly given away to British steamship lines 
in order to discourage shipbuilding on 
the part of other nations.

The United States is a protected coun­
try, and yet it is forging ahead at a 
wonderful rate as a shipbuilding nation. 
It possesses immense shipyards, and 
liencetorth that country will easily take 
care of its own shipbuilding. It has 
constructed, all its own war vessels, and 
it is building them for other nations,too. 
This very month the Czar of Russia 
signed a contract for an immense war­
ship. The shipbuilders of four or five 
countries bid for the job. The Cramp 
Shipyard of Philadelphia got the con­
tract.

London, Dec. 29.-The Japanese 
eminent hae made no response 
fresh suggestions from the British ov 
eminent that the terms upon which Ja­
pan is willing to treat for peace with 
China- ought to be communicated to the 
powers. On the contrary the Japanese 
have persisted in maintaining a P° icy 
of reticence. The British Minister at 
Tokyo has been unable to get the slight­
est scrap ol ofiicial information upon 
the subject ol the conditions for which 
Japan will contend1, and the Japanese 
Embassy in London is equally secretive. 
The latter, it is true, has some know­
ledge of the situation, but it is imrtiy 
of a negative and partly ol a pos t ve 
character. The Embassy is free, ho« 
ever, on discrediting the recent cable 
grams attributing to Japan the design 
of forcing an alliance with China hgaiiwt 
the European powers. The fading 
principle of the peace negotiations la 
tween the two eastern empires, as tor 
as J span is concerned, will be a total 
abstention Irom any demand which 
would give China an excuse to ask lor 
European intervention.

japan Will Take Formosa 
Japan, therefore, will not stipulate 

for any territorial or commercial ac­
quisitions in which the other powers lire 
directly interested. Formosa will be 
taken bv Japan as part of a pledge 
for war indemnity, and certain Chinese 
ports that are not treaty ports will be 
held ao a pledge for the remainder ol 
the indemnity, together with such a, 
lien upon the Chinese customs os will 
not prejudice the customs revenue al­
ready mortgaged. In regard to Corea, 
It Is probable that a China-Japanese 
dual control over that country, will be 
proposed. These terms, which are di 
vulged by the Japanese Embassy, are a 
great deal snore moderate than those 
described in the sensational cable re­
ceived from Tokyo and elsewhere and 
haw the i .amp. of belief in diplomatic 
circles.

The councillors to be 
elected must be men who never swerve, 
never cringe to gain the influence of one 
section of the community, men who would 
east off anyone who would offer his in­
fluence for a favor, as St. Paul did the 
adder. Above all, the councillors lor 
1895 must be men who were not cove­
tous. The terrible acts disclosll dur­
ing the past few weeks were all due to 
the covetousness of officials. The peo­
ple’s choice must also be gifted men. 
skilled in argument, and above all re­
presentatives of God. The citisene should 
vote as Christians for Christians who 
would abolish the saloons and all the 
places of evil.

•very man who had paid a bribe or 
accepted a brib‘ should be forced to make 
restitution, th* sums refunded to go to 
s' e city’s charitable institutions.
