BLOODY CREEK!

Graphic Descnptlon of Conflict
Which Ex-service Men Reproduce
During Centennial

Below is given a discription of fight
| at Bloody Creek then known as Rene
i Forets river, a mile west of Carleton
| Corner. This was the iast battle be-
tween French and English in Anna-
poiis County and took place in 1757,
when the detachment of British sol-
{diers after an expedition up river
| were returning cold, hungry and fati-
| gued to the fort at Annapolis.  Dis-
tances do not correspond to ones as
now know them, for then there
were no roads and measurements are
given following the Annapolis
River. It is fifteen miles by road from
Bridgetown to Annapolis, but twenty-
five following the winding of the river.
