THE GOLDEN PHEASANT.

W. B. HINSDALE, M. D.

This pheasant twenty years ago was
a great rarity in America, within a
few years it has become more com-
mon. Admirers of birds have found
that they are not so difficult to keep
and breed as to make them unprofit-
able. Being smaller than the silver
pheasant, they are in proportion more
tender when young and difficult to
rear. Wheri well developed they are
as easily kept,. and ahl we said in our
recent article relative to the silver
pheasant in regard to yarding, housing,
feeding and general management, ap-
plies to this variety. The remark's we
made in reference to tending and
nursing the young are good directions
to follow in rearing gold pheasants.
The foster mother is the great thing to
rely upon in pheasant breeding. A
kind, tame, feathery, small-sized com-

mon hen makes as good a hatcher'and
breeder for pheasants as can be ob-
tained.

We have used for foster mother's,
hens of ail sizes and dispositions, but
when we have a small motherly lien
that will not wean her brood until the
brood dismisses her, come off the nlest
with a little flock of pheasants of what-
ever variety, we consider that we are
going to bring to maturity a large per-
centage of them. We have found
Pekin Bantams to be about the thing
for gold pheasants, and small dunghills
well mixed with Plymouth Rock blood
for the larger kinds.

A Golden pheasant cock in plumage
need only to be seen to be
admired. With his breast of brilliant
red, his crest of the richest golden yel-
low, his back of metallic green, and
long whiptail of black, mottled with
rich brown, he shows off one of the
great Creators most beautiful produc-
tions.

The female is trimi, tidy in habits,
and not an unworthy companion of so
noble a lord. Her plumage is dark
brown, barred with brown of a light
shade. A male and five or six female
golden pheasants make a most beaùti-
fui attraction for a lawn or park.

Pheasants are good flyers, and it
alarmed are apt to take wing and fly
away. From this fact it is best to keep
them in aviaries that may be
made to add to the attractiveness of
the birds.

AN ANTI-EGG EATING NEST.

Take a common nail keg, a small
box, or half a flour barrel, in fact any-
thing that has a bottom and to which
a top may be attached. As the nail

keg should have
the head replac-
e d a f ter th e
nails are taken
out, an opening
for the entrance
ofthe hen should

¶ ¶ -. be made up near
\ 1the top. Make

the hôle about
one foot square.

?.or laying hens let the nest be low
down in the keg, say at the lower hoops,
and the eggs are safe, as Biddy will
not have roorn to do more than come
out, and it will also be rather too dark
for her to begin operations in the way
of eating. Her first impulse will be to
jump out and cackle. Do not have
the nest too low down, or she nay not
get out. If she begns to incubate,
raise the nest to the upper hoops, so
that she can walk in on the eggs and
thus avoid breaking them. As she
will then rernain on the eggs, they will
not be eaten. Such a nest for laying
hens is easily moved, is dark within,
and also possesses the advantage of
not only hiding the eggs from view; but
allows no room for the hen to eat thern
wliile it is also raised up so asto com-
pel the hen to have too much difficulty
to get thern.

At last the Duckwing
caught him by the throat and leaping
into the air above, brought down the
spurs with a stroke that.no living mor-
tal could have withstood."

The object ic
to have feed where the chicks can

reach it et any time, but beyond tlie
hens. It is an excellent contrivance
for yards that contain both liens and
chicks, as the chicks will be in no dan-
ger of being interfered with by the lar-
ger fowls.

An observer might have noticed any
time during the first two days ot the
show a gentleman with business-like
air, and attire to match, removing the
birds from their cages, carefully exam-
ining them in every part, and then
assigning to each section of the bird its
appropriate number of marks. The
carefulness, thoroughness, accuracy
and skill with which al] this was done
impressed us in a way we shall never
forget. J. Y. Bicknell is an example
of a man who thoroughly understands
his business, and performs the task'
before him so as to command respect
and admiration. Such being the case
and with his twenty years' experience,
we are at a loss to understand how any
amateur can have the courage (we
prefer a mild term) to question the
decisions of such an expert. To ask
for information in regard to any case is
another matter. However, so long as
an Associatiòn will be content with
amrateur judges, and especially local
ones, such things will happen. The
cure for this and one or two other
evils to be pointed out below, lies in
having outside and thoroughly com-
petent judges, with plenty of competi-
tion from ail points of the compass.
We hope this question lias been settled,
however, for good by the Montreal
Association. It has not been done a
day too soon. A Society of this kind
nust -be ever on the alert against
cliquism, which will soon bring any
organization to the " small end of
nothing-" We make these suggestions in
the best spiiit, especially as we believe
the motives of this Association are
good, and .ts niembers hard workers in
the interests of breeding.

The arrangement of the birds in
long rows of wire cages (the property
of the Association) with good doors,
etc., was admirible. The attendance
on the fowls was satisfactory, and the
g ht excellent for correctly iudging of

them, even to gloss on plumage. AIl
in ail, this last has been by far the most
successful exhibition -of the kind held
in Montreal.

We are not prepared to say how
many entries there were, but they
exceeded considerably thosc of former
years. The best of good-feeling pre-
vailed. After the judging was over and
the awards announced, some of the
exhibitors looked about ten years older
and thought the cutting " severe;" but
it is really in their interest, a..d they
will, in future, strive harder for high
resuits. A novel feature of the exhibi-
tion was the "object lessons in breed-
ing," by Prof. Wesley Mills. We have
never before heard of a similar
method of teaching.

BRAHMAs, LIGHT-As many speci-
mens of the Lansdowne strain were
exhibited by the originator himself, it
is needless to say that there were many
good ones in this class. However, the
scoring showed that even Mr. Hall has
something to strive for stili. DARK-

These were not the equals o' the
former, and we believe none obýtained
a first. In fact, to get really first-rate
D. Brahinas is no easy matter, and well
it is for the breeder's real interest when
he meets a ,udge who knows a good
bird from one of a medium quality.

CocHINs, BUFF-Ve liked the males:
symmetrical birds, of excellent rich
color. The hens, though large, were
very loose in feathec, and with a sort of
uneven mottling much to be avoided.
Let us breed that out. We know it
can be done for we have done it. The
hens must be kept darker. PARTRIDGE

-Though not numerous, were good.
The winners were charming birds in

nearly every respect. The breeder of
these fowls has reason to be proud of
his success.

LANGSHANS-Well, as Langshans are
found these were pretty good in quality
and very large. But the faces : Will

Langshans ever look right with a face
wholly red ? We doubt it. We must

come to a little variation in face color.

Pure and dull red face with glossy black
plumage? No ; we must come to the
white or partly white ear-lobe ; or, at
ail events, some modification of the
pure red in face, etc.

DORKINGS - Ail the colors were
repre2sented, and a fairly good lot upon
the whole, the winners deserving their
honors.

HAMBURGS-All the varieties, except
White, were represented. Some Blacks,
very fair from without were disquali-
lied ; for the keen eye of the judge
had discovered a few feathers not
pure black, visible when. the wings
were unfolded. What now ot judging
without removing birds from their
pens ? Would a local man have had
the courage to disqualify the fowls of
an acquaintance for so small (?) a
defect ? Taking the class as
a vhole the combs were
rather defective ; one G. S. Cock,
admirable in most respects, being so
severely cut for comb that he could
not recover sufficiently to get first.
Another bird (Silver Spangled) was dis-
qualified for natural absence of spike.
To our mind the G. pencilled were t.he
best, lookmg at them ail over. They
had fewer glaring defects.

LEGHORNS-The WHTES were very
numerous, though several were not
first-rate, even the winners leaving
a good deal to be desired in quality.
The winning cock was a nice bird but
rather small. The winning hens and
pullets were good. The BROWNF were
so few we may almost pass therm by.
The BLACnS we liked, but could have
wished to see more competition, a

ANNUAL EXHIBITION REPORTED BY

MR. SHARP BUTTERFIELD.

I have just returned home from the
Bay City show, and I arn sure it was
the most successful show I ever atten-
ded.

Number of entries somewhere near
15oo. I may mention that in Light
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and Dark Brahnias, there were sonie
magnificent birdslin Partidge Cochins
the average score of io birds was about

9572 shown by Mr. Pierce of Grand

Rapids, I am sure I never saw so many
good Partridge Cochins shown at any
show by one exhibitor. Buffs were not
so good as we saw in St. Catharines.
There were not many WhiteCochinsbut
what were there were grand high scor-
ing birds especially rst. prize cockerel.
The White and Black Minorcas were
excellent, especially the White cocker-
els were nearer perfection than I have
ever seen, and something like 8o entries
in just those two classes. I think I
scored 76 Minorcas. White Plymouth
Rocks in abundance and also barred
Plymouth Rocks, and White Wyan-
dottes. Games were sadly deficient in
quality excepting pit games which num-
bered about 10o birds. I met one of

my old friends from Walthan Mass.
Mr. Mansfield, who has stuck steadfast-
ly to Dark Brahmas for upwards of
25 years, and whose nane in Dark
Brahmas is a household word in Mich-
igan, lie captured nearly all the prizes,
and was awarded a magnificient
leather medal, as the most persevering
breeder of any one breed in the United
States. Your humble servant bought
a trio of Pekin Bantams of that rich
golden Buff, which we spoke about last
fall, and will breed then this sumnier
to see if they will breed true to color,
which sone breeders seem to dispute.
Mr. B. N. Pierce and nyself scored
about 140o birds and I must say that
I never saw a show pass off so satis-
factorily in all my past experience, no
grumbling, and not a word said of any
partiallity being shown, sotte of those
who had suffered defeat got over it
pretty quickly and were enjoying the
hopeful satisfaction of how they would
win next year. The management of
the show was good when yoû consider
it their first show, and with this year's
experience will warrent me in asking
our Canadian exhibitors to go up to

Bay City next year-where they will one
and all be royally entertained. I did
not see any Polands there, and only one
coop of White Dorkings which were
very small in size so there would be
a good opening for those breeds. Mr.
Pierce was telling us of seeing some
Canadian Polands in Buffalo, black
with white crests which would measure
16 inches round the crest and that he
never saw such good ones before-
which speaks well for Canadian Pol-
ands.

Mr.Editor to give you a little idea of
the success of the show I will give you
something near the amount taken at
the doors-Thursday about $70, Fri-

day $150, Saturday $350, Monday$; 3 o,
Tuesday I left for home but felt sure
it would go $ioo, and Wednesday yet
to come, I think I will be well within
the mark at $850, for door receipts,
which is good enough to make every
one connected with the show feel happy
and generous, which I must say was
carried out even to the extreme of giv-
ing a dinner of the most fastidious kind.
Enclosed find menu and you will see
roast Plymouth Rock chicken, Buff
Cochin pie, White Leghorn pie, and
every other thing that a gormand-
izing stonach may wish. Mr. Gren-
nel and Mr. Brace were very enthusias-
tic, and very attentive to every exhibitor
and their whole endeavor seemed to
be to make everybody happy. Mr.
Wixson, of Ingersoll, carried off most
of the cards in White, Black and
Brown S C Leghorns.

ing one male. Next in numbers came
Light Brahmas and P. Rocks, Black
Minorcas and laced Wyandottes, Black
Spanish, Langshans and Andalusians.

Polands and Hamburgs were very
poorly represented as to numbers. In
the Games entries were large and some
fine specimens exhibited by R.B. Smith
W. Cooch and others. The
Bantam class wvas also a large one es-
pecially in Black African.

Messrs. Herbert Bros of Ottawa were
the only exhibitors of pigeons they made
a very large display, we also noticed
their cages were decorated with quite
a large number of red tickets.

While Pt Ottawa we had a look
round town, our first trip was to the
Government Experimental Farm to see
the chicken hobby first as my wife
would say Mr. Alex Stewart, Treasurer
ofPoultry Associati:n, kindly offered to
drive me over in his cutter. The farm

is situated about i mile from Ottawa
and contains about 6oo acres. Profes-
sor Saunders is at the head of the es-

tablishment, other professors, managers
superintendants, caretakers etc. under
him ii charge of the different depart-
ments. We found Mr. Gilbert the Supt.
of Poultry Dept. busy in the Poultry
building,he extended.to us a hearty wel.
come. The building is of stone with

feed room etc. in the centre.
Plenty of light and ventilation Mr.
Gilbert also showed us one of the best
fountains and feed boxes we have seen

also portable roosts which I hope to,
give your readèrs full description of some
othertime. Wesawsomegood specimens
of Poultry there. I understand the
chief object of this depot is to breed
crosses and see which is the best for
armers to raise for flesh and eggs,
Ve saw some fine cockerels there

crossed between barred P. Rocks and
Lt. Brahias they were a fine lot of
birds very large. We believe Mr. Gil
bert to be a born chicken man his every
manner shows he is perfectly at home
with his feathered beauties.

Our next visit was to the yards of W.
Cooch. He has a very large
establishnent and breeds ail kinds of
Game and Bants, his poultry house is a
good one with ail the latest improve-
ments, he bas a stove in the building
but very seldoni uses it, lie has adopted
inside shutters instead.which retain the
heat and keep Jack Frost out. Mr. C.
has just secured another lot next his and
intends fixing it up for poultry. Through
the kindness of Mr. Cooch we visited
the House of Parliament,Model Rooms
of Patent Department and Fishery ex-
bibits. Before closing Iwishtosay agood
word for the Canadian and Dominion
Express Cos.every care was taken of our
birds both in coming and going from
the Show, the birds were taken from
the cars and placed on Express waggon
and covered up with blankets and
brought to the Hall and in return-
ing they had the same treatment.
I also found my birds had been plenti-
fully supplied with barley on the jour-
ney, and ah'hough the weather was bit-
terly cold my birds were in full lay the
day after arriving home. Quite a num-
ber of our western fanciers sent their
birds this year amongst them are noti-
ced H. H. Wallace, E. J. Otter, Theo.
W. Woodruff, Chas. Bonnick, C. J.
Daniels, H. Hett and others. Our west-
ern fanciers will always find a welcome
at Ottawa and every care taken of their
birds and their prize money paid in full
before Laving for home. Next years
show will be arranged for one month

earlier than this year the difficulty this
year was the Judge could not be en-
gaged before.

BUFFALO'S BOTCH.

It is scarcely possible to imagine a
more mismanaged show than was that
lately held in Buffalo. Much was ex-
pected of this show. For one reason
the promise was good and the Buffalo
shows had always been all that was to
be desired.

The hall was the finest it ever has
been my pleasure to see a poultry show
held in, the birds were well cared for
could not have been better, but in all
else the lord of misrule held full sway.

The coops were of the most approved
pattern. The Judges were plentiful re-
gardless of expense.

Although the show was held for
seven days, pot a score card up during
the whole time. And the ribbons to
tell the winners were ofren so placed
as to tell another story entirely and in
many cases were not placed at al. It
was asked by many if the judging would
be completed in time to close the show
as advertised.
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Several of the varieties were not jud
ged until late in the afternoon of the
last day of the show, and these were
not scored but merely passed upon and
to this day the owners do not know the
result. For instance the Game class in-
cluding the pits and those entered by
Mr. Spaulding the Judge for exhibition
only. Mr. E. R. Spaulding wasjudge for
this class and game Bantams as well and
he *was not ready to pass judgment on
the Bantams until the last half day of
of the show. Four days for the Game's
and a half day for the bantam's, and as
many of one as the other.

At the A. P. A. at $7.oo per day this
was rather an expenive class to the
Society. The A. P. A. was to blame
in calling the meetings during the day
time thus taking the judges in from
their work. The Judges in turn com-
plained of poor arrangements, and could
not get tools to work with. The score
cards were not placed upon the coops
but each exhibitor was given his own
at the close of the show.

This was satisfactory as far as it went
but each exhibitor while glad to know
how his bird's stood wanted to know
also the score in his class, by what he
was beaten or how much he won over.
. The Black Minorcas were a very
large class, but I think the judg.
ing in this was the worst I ever saw, the
best cockerel on exhibition did not get
a place, he was owned by Mr. George
G. McCormick of London, Ont.

I saw the same bird at the Ontario
show, held at StCatharines the week
before he went to Buffalo and there he
scored 98 points, but when he got to
Buffalo he was nowhere. Let me say
just here that the Canadian exhibitors
then and there said that they never
would show again where the judge that
scored the Black Minorcas was a judge
on these varieties, a majority of the ex-
hibitors in the Minorca class said the
judgment was wrong, I then took the

Judges who were judging on other clas-.
ses, to pass their opinion and they said'

it was a shame. Well let nie tell
they were scored on Sunday and
was more than Mr. McCormick's
could stand.
