EPIPHANY.

Epiphany-tide, which begins on January 6th, is the earliest
of those which may now be cailed the Christmas Festivals.
The first historical notice of it is found in St. Clement of
A. D, 200. In the tim¢ of St. John
Chrysostom, about A. D. 400, it is spoken of as an old and

Alexandria, about

leading festival of the Asiatic Church. The carliest dis-
tinct trace of it in the west is found in France, about the
middle of the fth century.

The design of the Festival is to show our gratitude to
God for admitting the Gentiles to thosc religious privileges
which had been confined to the Jews.

;Ihc word Epiphany nieans “ Manifestation ;” and, in the
<cf\‘-§lc"c< oi our Prayer Book there are three manifestations
ot 'l)(l?vmcsccd Lord commemorated at this time. The first
issnkhe ldcchrauon of the birth of Christ to the wisc men
off tlic !East3ithe sccond, the manifestation of the ever-

blessed Trinity at the baptisth of Christ ; and the third, the
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mantfestation of the glory and Divinity of Christ by Hig
st miracle of turning water into wine, All of these are
brought before us in the services for the Feast of the
Fgaphany ¢ the first in the Gospel, the second in the second
wormng lesson, and the third in the second evenng lesson
I'he first. lessons comtain prophesics of the increase of the
Church by the abundant access of the Gentiles ; and the
tastle declares that the mystery of the Gospel was revealed
to them, From Christmas to Epiphasy the design of the
proper services is to set forth the -Humanity of our Saviour:
and from Epiphany to Septuagesitha to show forth the Divine
nature of the Son of Mau by relating in the Gospels some
of IHis first miracles. .
And so, since we have lately kept the Nativity of Our
Blessed Lord with exulting gladness, we are bound now, for
His honor, and with hearty devotion, to celebrate also the

The demands upon the Society are now
cnormous, and it finds itself hardly able to cope with them.
During the year no less than 187,715 Bibles and Testaments,
and 192,144 Prayer Books have been circulated. The in-
come of the society from subscriptions and legacies has
been about £35.000, far short of the amoum which could be
profitably expended.  The total number of books and tracts
of all surts circulated amounts to over twelve millions Yeu
subscriptions and legacies are both less. The marvellous
increase of reading power has caused the society to give
away literature in a far larger measure than sixty years ago,
uand the list of book grants covers all classes of the com-
munity.

The late Bishop Walsham How, of Wakefield, left a
memorandum of nis financial affairs, which has just been
published Ly his family. It appears from this that he was 2
man of considerable wealth which came by inheritance. He
always gave onc-tenth of his income to charity.  As a
bishiop, he resolved that his children should not profit by
his episcopal income. While Bishop of Wakeficld, he gave
away systematically $5,000 a year. In addition to this, he
always gave away the large sums received from his books.
and the greater part of what was left of his ..come was
spent upon his diocese.  His chief object, he stated, in this
memorandum, was to provide an answer to the charge sure
to be made that he had eariched himself and his clildren
out of the endowments of the Church. This, he said, would
not wmuch natter if it were his own personal credit alone
that was at stake, but such charges did great harm to the
Church. He believed that there was no class which ap-
proached the clergy in scli-sacrifice, or the bishops in the
amount thcy gave away.

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It is with decp sorrow that we have to chroniele the
somewhat sutdden death oi our old master, Professor Henry
Calderwood, .of the University of Edinburgh, which has
occasioned a widely fclt sense of loss throughouwt Scotland;
This distinguished Scotsman was regarded as one of the
strongest personalities in his university. He had a power
over the minds of his students possessed by few of his col-
leagues.  His great charm lay in the living interest he ook
in-the welfare of cvery individual student in his classes. Ong
of these. the Rev. J. Douglas Adam, of Brookiyn, in speak-
ing of the Professor the other day,said: 1 was greatly shock
ed when I hicard of the death of Proiessor Calderwood. Two
summers ago I was travelling with him and stayed with
him, and learned to love and appreciate him more than |1
had done when 1 was a student. He was. indead, a great’
and grand.man.” The tremulousness of the voice and the
ghstening in the eye were a lgher tribute than speech to
the feeling that had existed between student and professor.
Itwas perhaps as a_social and educational reformer that the
fate Professor stamped his impress on the age. e was the
first and best chairman of the Edinburgh School Board, and
to him is largely duc the excellent system at work w the
public schools of Edinburgh at the presemt day. He was
also a strong temperance advocate, and by his cooluness and
respectini attention to opponeats’ arguments he did more
for the cause of temperance thun did many of his fiery and
over-zealous colleagues in the cause, .whose voices were
heard more ircquently. Every benevolent and charitable
eaterprise.had his good word, and where possible his help”
ing hand. It may be said of Proiessor Calderwood. with
truth. that it will be a long time beiore Edinburgh Univer-
sity looks upon his like again.

The Stirring Story of the Canadian Church.

(Advent Wednesday eveuing lectures by The Rev. K. V. Baker, H. A
Rector of All Saints.)

LECTURE 1

I. The Church in the Maritime Provinces,

The planting of the Church in this country is full of inter-
est and inspiretion. The work of pioncers is always diffi-
cult, by reason of the roughness of the country, and inspir-
ing because of the sell sacrifice of the missionaries.

Canada was discovered by John and Scbastian Cabot in
1497, Cartier sailed up the St. Lawrence in 1534-5, and thus
hegan the history of French Canada. The English mean-
while colonized the coasts of America from Newfoundian.d
to Virginia,

But, as 2 result of the capture of Quebec, in 1759, France
céded to England the present territory of Canada ; while,
in 1776, came the revoit of the American colonies. Canada
and the Maritime Provinces alone remained to England.

“What is the condition of the country at tins time ?

II. Nova Scotin in Early Days.

Nova Scotin, with a mixed population oi French and In-
dians, had been recently colonized by the English (in 1749):
St. Paul's Church, Halifax, was built in 1750, In 1775 there
were cight clergy in Nova Scotia, and two in New Bruns-
wick, but in Canaca not one. The country was in those
days very wild and unsettled. The colonists were of differ-
ent races, but very carcless about religion. Among thc'mi
were English, Germans, Ncegroes, Marooners, and a few’
Scotch and Irish,

The first missionarics were sent out by the S. P. G.. and
they nobly strove to minister to all natioualitics,. One of
the first was the Rev. W, Tutty, first rector of St. Paul's.?

Of the Rev. Thomas Wood a ditferent story is told. Lut
cqually gratifving. In 1762 thére died at Ilalifax fhe Rev.
Abbe. Maillard, Roman Catholic Vicar-General of Quehee
and Missionary to the French and Indians. D‘uriﬁg an il
ness of several weeks Mr., Wood consifmtly attended the
good priest. The day before he died, at his own request,
M:. Wood performed the oftice for the Visitation of the
Sick, according to our form, in the ‘French language, in the
presence of all the French, whom M. Maillard ordered to
attend for that purpose. At his funeral, Mr. Wood per-
formed the office of bunal, according to our form, Owing
to the respect shown by their mmssionary to Mr, \Wood, the
Indians expressed a desire to join .n the service of the
Church oi England in the French tongue, while Mr., Wood
set lumself to learn their language, that he might numster
to them in Micmac. At Aunapolis Mr. \Vood had equal
success in bringing over to the Church somc Congrega-
tional familics irom New England. Hc b'lptxzcd whole
faimnilies of Dissenters, and many of them, became loyal cous-
municants,  Another of his interesting cxploits was a
journey up the St. John's river in New Brunswick, in 1769,
where he mumistered chiefly to the Indians, there bemng
scarcely any English settlers.

THE FIRST COLONiIAL BISHOP

With the Declaration of Independence in 1776, the scttle
ment of the land began m earnest.  Many Loyahsts crussed
the border on the conclusion of the war. It was then that
the Government and the Church at home realized the neces
sity of appointing a Bishop. A Bishop would not merely
plamt the Chureh, but would be a guarantee for the loyalty
oi the colony, Accordingly every ceffort was made to cstab
lish the Church and promote its cfforts. In 1787, the Rey
Chas. Inglis, formerly rector of Trinity Church, New York,
was consecrated first Bishop of Nova Scotia. He was the
son of an Irish clergyman, and had migrated to the Ameri-
can colonics in carly life. A story is told of his bravery
during the troublous times in New York., A party of
soldiers, with bayonets fixed, marched into Church duriug
the time of Divine service. The purpose was to prevent
Mr. Inglis reading prayers for the king.  Children cried
and women fainted, and brave men held their breath, But
the loyal parson faltered not. He did what he felt to be
his duty. No harin came to him, though he had good rea-
son to believe harm was intended.  God had more work {or
iis valiant servant to do. When Bishop Inghs arnived at
Halifax, he made St Paul's his Cathedral Church. s
diocese consisted of Nova Scotir and New Brunswick, to-
gether with the whole of Canada, then scarcely scttled, andi
with Newfoundiand and Bermuda added. Over the whole of
this area he endeavored to give Emscopal oversight. The
number of his clergy was between 30 and 40, of whom four
were in Newfoundland, and two in the present Diocese of
Ontario. He is described as a man of slight figure, his
thin face is in marked contrast to those of the Bishups and
clergy of the reign of King George. A dignified geutleman
of the old school., he was nevertheless an earuest and cner
getic preacher.  ¥e was 33 years of age when made Bishop.
and died in 1816 at thic age of 82, The population of his
diocese had received an accession of some 10,000 Loyalists,
as a result of the American revolution, and the Church
grew apace under the genial encouragement of the Bishop.
In the first year of his cpiscopate he made a visitation of
New Brunswick, In-the following year he visited Quebec
and Montreal. He was taken in statc by His Majesty's
fiigate * Dido,” and -was reccived by a salute of cleven
guns. This part of his diocese, after a period of five years,
he had the satisiaction of secing scparately organized by’
the appointment of a Bishop of Qucbee in 1793, These two
remained the only dioceses in Canada until 1839, nearly hali®

a ceatary, when the number was increased to four, by the®

estublishment of the Sces ¢f Toromo and Nuwioundiand.
Bishop Inglis devoted himself to the work in Nova Scotia
and New Bruuswick, with the result that, in spite of the
comparative poverty of the country. the Church in the Mari-
time Provinces is stronger than in any other part oi Cau-
ada:. King’s College was beguu in 1789 and opened in 1734,
under:thé government. of. the -Church, To this institution'

ihe Bishop looked for the supply of clergy.  In those days
the clergy went in frequent nisk of ther hives, and in 1795
four out of sixteen clergy were removed by Jeath.  Onet
was the Rev, T. Lloyd, who sct out to walh un snowshoes’
from Chester o Windsor, a dhstance vt thirty unles, through
a dreary, rocky wilderness without an mhabitant.  He was
caught m a termable storm, and two days after hus body was!
found “irozen hard as a rock.”

Bishop Inghs was followed by Bishop Stanser, who had
been rector of St Paul's, Halfax. The appointment was
wniortunate for the Church, as Bishop Stauser returnied to'
England n the following year with broken health, and for
aght vears left his flock without a Bishop, He resigned in'
1824, and, in the folowing year, Bishop John luglis, sou’
ol the previous Bishop, was conseerated in England as
thied Bishop oi Nova Scutia.

after referring to the influence of the Puritans of England}

watch anxiously and weigh scrupulously any and every pro-
posal that looks like increasing Sunday labor?  Whilp
making full allowance for necessary exceptions, the enlight-
cned commonwealth will stive to keep those exceptions
within narrow limits.

worship. As to the Sunday opening of muscums, free
libraries, and picture galleries, which of us would hesitate
w avail oursclves, in duc time and measure, of such advan-
tages in a private house 2 What Larm can there be, what
good may there not be, in admitting on Suudays, under
well-considered conditions, to the libraries, galleries, and
gardens of the community those who must otherwise be
leit out in the cold, or worse than the cold — perhaps to
those *‘ filthy tipplings " anticipated and deprecated in The
Book of ‘Sports ? It is, of course, very larsiely a question
of Sunday labor and local expediency. Dealing with bodily
reereations. the Bishop quotes Bishop Sandersons Case {or
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the Sabbath. * Bishop Sanderson mstances archery, leap
ing, pitch.ng, the bar, and stool ball (a rudimentary form
of cricket) as switable recreations.  He would doubtless
have included bicycling, lawn tenms, and golf had they ‘been
pastimes of his day. He would, of course, approve most
thase which cause least trouble to others.”
