{t must be undoubtedly answered that
the Christian cannot do all this. Bgt
his engaging in the temperance society in
no degree involves the necessity of doing
it. His object is to do good to men, and
this is the object of the society. And if
infidels unite with him in doing good to
men, upon inferior motives, his great ob-
ject still is, in doing good to men, to “glo-
rity God in his hody and spirit, which are
his.” But the I shop’s objection is not
peculiar in its application to the tempe-
rance society. It applies with eqna. force
to every other association for moral bene-
fit to man, because a/l branches of morali-
tyv are already provided for by religion.-—
He cannot allow the union of infidels with
him in a school or an orphan asylum, in
the distribution of the scriptures, or the
veform of prisons, or the support of Chris-
tian missiong. If an infidel, anxious to imy
prove a neiglibaurhood, or even to gain
personal popularity, would assist him in
building a church, his aid must be refus-
cd, until his motives become corrected.—
Nay, in all cases, the christian must look
away, irom the object which he can see,
and examine the motives of those who as.
sociate with him, which he canrot see be-
fore he can be alfowed to unite with ther.
He must constitute himself the judge of
their secret designs and feelings, before he
can determine whether they may assist
him in his plans of doing good. This prin-
ciple makes him the accountable arbitrer of]
the character of others, instead of the sim-
ple judge of his ewn motives and plans.—-
The extent to which the Bishop's cbjection
!eadsinan equal force of application, shows
its want of just foundation. His exception
which covers all chjects that are not
branches of morality, so far from being al-
lowable, would meet with a far stronger

obligatory upon him, on his own principles

THE PRESENCE OF MINISTERS AT PUFPLIC

“ Not given to wine.,”—"Tit. i, 7.

In the Hamilton Gazette of the

instant, wre punlished the proceedings of a
dinner party of ¢ gentlemen, sons of St

Andrew,” who met at Burley’s hotel on
the 30th ult. “to honour the Saint of Ca-
ledonia,” and according to the report of a
speech delivered on that occasion by a
Rev. gentleman, “to establish a scciety
for benevolent objects, and more especial-
ly to aid Scottish emigrants in reaching
places where they may be acvantageousty
settied.”

The establishment ot a Benevolent so-
ciety is at any time praisewo:thy, and sel-
dom more so than when its abject is to
reach out the supporting and guiding hand
of friendship to strangers in astrange land.
We doubt very much the proyriety of ren-
dering meetings for such purposes scenes
of sensual indulgence and convviality, and
that such was the case on theoccasion al-
laded to we have reason to feyr, from the
fact that, after giving a summary of the
proceedings, among which fwelve toasts are

enumerated, as having been “with one ex-

cep8ion all drunk heartily and with upani-
mity,” the following extraordinary and
much to be regretyed fact is stated by the

Gazette : —

‘ After ne twelith toast had been given,
the Rev. &ir. Gale observed,” &c. and then
gave the Hllowing toast : —

“ Succas to the benevolent purposes of|
our ingtitwion, and a hearty concurrence
therein by our brethren throughout the
district.”

We hadhoped that the time was gone
by in whicl a person sustaining the sacred
character € a Gospel Minister would be
seen (as thwugh paying his devotions to
Bacchus) with a glass of sparkling wine in
his hand, aid by the proposal of a toast,
almost oblging his associates to drink
their thirtenth bumper. Such conduct

will not meet with the approbation of a

Canadian public at this period, and it is to

unwary into the depths of intemperance
and debauch, and we can Rardly eonceive
of a party drinking heartily a dozen or
wmore glasses of inebriating liquor without
some of them being guilty of a flagrant
breach of the rules of proptiety and tem-
perance.

Next to that of convenient places for
persons to rest and meet in, and beds to
sleep on, one would suppose geod food,
the best wictuals, would b2 procured, and
in advertising the comoencement of a
house the landlord would 1specially men-
tion these articles. But $is is not the
case; it is drink, INTOXKATING DRINK,
that yields the mas{ profit,muddles men’s
brains, and keeps “"them s«cure till their
money is done, and therefere this is the
article they announce for ale, caring little
or nothing whether any of their customers
should ever ask for food. The following
extracts from ad vertisemeiys, as specimens,
exemplify the truth of thewe remarks.

¢ e has taken the —~—- Inn,
and fitted it up with a chdce selection of
wines, spirits, perter, ale, &c. which he
trusts will, &e.” -

“ —— has taken the above inn.

His wines are of the choicest description,
and carefully selected frorr the most ap-
proved vintages ; his spirits are of the best
quality and richest flavour.”
Nothing is said here in éither of these
advertisements about the gualities of the
bread, butter, beef, milk, tea, or colfee.—

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ON THE COMMON USE OF ARDBNT SPiRITS.
From an unpublished address by the Rev.
T. C. Wison, of Perth, U.C:

( Concluded from the December number.)

But it is naw time to be drawing these

remarks to a close. The object of our pre-,

sent meeting is to endeavour to promote
the cause of temperance in the world, and
particularly amovg ourselves; and more
especially to persuade those who have hi-
therto opposed or refused to assist us in
our attempt to bring about total abstinence
from ardent spirits, asa principal prevail-
ing means through which drunkenncss and
all its manifold evils are caused.

It is, therefore, especially to you, who
rank among this number, that these ob-
servations ought to be addressed ; and we
ask you in simplicity and sincerity of heart,
What good do you propose to do to your-
selves or to the world ? What benefit do
you expect to praduce to the bodies or
souls of men, to their temporal, spiritual,
or eternal concerns, by making, or furnish-
ing the means of making, or selling ardent
spirite, or by drinking them, or giving them
to others to drink, or by encouraging their
use, or by refusing to assist in putting them
out of use, or by opposing these who are
endeavouring tovdewo? . . .

"We ask you, what good do you expect
to yourselves or others from ycur conduct
in thus acting?

As much, do ysu think, az will outba-
lance and make compensation for the in-
canceivable wreichedness and innnmerable
woes which the cemmon use of this fiery
poison has produded, and is daily produc-
ing in the world? If you do not cxpect
this amount of good to arise from your use,
and encouragement of this sorrow working
drink, then are you bound by the law of
God, which tells you to love your neigh-
bour as yourselves. to renoumce and abjure,
and try to banish from the earth, the curs-
ed cause of such misery and woe.

We mast still it charity hope, that of
you who opposcas, ot who will not assist
us in the temperance camee, or who will
not abstain, nor persunadg.others to abstain
from the use or encouragemest in any
other way of intoxicating drink, there are
some who stand out upon conscigatious, or
what you considerscriptural grounds ; and
while we verily Delieve that yay are in the
wrong,—most grievously in the wrong,—
we still wish to reason with you with all
meekness and forbearance, but with ear-
nestness of soul, add we ask you this sim-
ple question, and we beg you to ask your-
selves'in all simplfeity and sincerity, even

judgment seat of Christ, do you <erious-
ly think that it would injure yourselves, or
athers, in soul or in body, were you now
ta abstain from the use of ardent spirits ?
The fact of so many now living in health
without them, is sufficient to prove that
abstinence would not be productive of in-
jury. Did you ever bear of any being in-
jured in this way ® Never.  And is there
any thing in scripture which pronounces it
unlawful to abstain from what we feel to
be productive of no good ? Much less
vould scripture forbid us to abstain from
that which is hurtful to ourselves, or whose
use we know to have been ruinous and fa-
tal to muititudes in time and through eter-
nity? and cven though you love it, dearly
love it, and think that it does you good,
O be not so selfish as live ouly to the
pleasing of yourselves ; try if you can make
this little sacrifice for the good of your fel-
low men. 1o you call yourselves follow-
ers of Chirst 7 Did not he deny himself|
for you ? Didhe not make many sacrifices,
and at last that mighty sacrifice of himself]
ugon the cross in behaif of guilty men?
And will you. who profess to be his ser-
vants, and ca'l yourselves by his name, re-
fuse to follow his exampie? Will you re-
fuse to give up what you can well do with-
out, even when you know how much it
must tend to the welfare of others? He
left you an example to follow his steps, and
one of his apostles says, ¢ Look not every
man on his own things, but every man al-
30 on the things of others, let this mind be
in you, which was also in Christ Jesus.”
In conclusion, we call upon s0u who,
now see it to be your duty to abstain from
and otherwise to discountenance the ysg
of ardent spirits, to consider, also. the fur-
ther step of declaring this your opiion and
consequent resolution to the world, by ad-
ding your names ta the list of those who
are associated tegether for the promotion
of this end. A temperance socisty is just
an association of those who think it their
duty ta abstain from the use of and other-
wige discountenance intoxicating drink; it
is the medium through which such princi-
ples and opinions are riore permaneatly
held forth, than could otherwise be done.
By this associated example and declaration
of sentiments, the evils which the use of
ardent spirits has caused are held up to the
view and execration of the world, and a
raliying point is fixed, and a banner unfur!-
ed, around which the friends of temper-
ance may muster, and more powerfully
direct their united efforts to deliver the
warld from one of the greatest barriers to

ONTHE TRAFFICIN ARDENTSPIRITS.
NoL L

In the last number of the Temperance
Advocate, 1 took the ground that tke iray-
Ac inardent spirits, except for nmmg/"nrtz)r-
ing, chemical nnd medical purposes, was i:n-
moral.  This position, though resting on
the clearest proof, may seem net only un-
tenable, but in the highest degree absurd.
I shall therefore, in this paper, instea! of
continuing the statement of evidence, lav
before the reader the opinions of other men
on this subject.

The following extract from Wesley «
Sermons, will shew the world in what
light that venerable man viewed the sale
of spirituous liquors :——

“ Neither may we gain by hurting our neighbour
in Ais body. ‘Lherefore, we inay not seil any thing
which tends to impair bealth.  Such is eminently
all that liquid fire commoniy called drams, o5 spi-
ritucus liquors, [t is true, these may havea place
in medicine ; they may he of use in some bodile
dizorders ; (althougl :here would 1arely be occasion
tor them, were it not for the unskilfulness of the
pracutioner. ) Therefore, such as prepare and sell
thewn only fur this end, may keep their evnscience
clear  But who are they ? Wha ptepare then on-
ly for this end ? "Do you know Yen Sueh distillersin
England? The excuse these. But ait who se'l
them in the comiton way, to any thar wiil buy, are
poisoncrs genwial.  They murder his Magesiyve
subjects by wholesale, neither does their iye piry or
spare.  ‘f'hey drive them to hell, like sheep; and
what is their gain? Isit not the blood of these
men ? Who, then, wiuld ency their large estatec
and sumplucus jralaces? A eurse is in the midst ot
them—the surse of God clesves Yo Uit stoues, the
tlmber, the furniture of them. The curse of Gud
isin their gardens, their walky, their groves; a fire
that burns to the nethermost hell.  Blood, blood is
there : the foundation, the foor, the walls, the roof,
are stained with blood! And .unst thou hope,
O theu man of blood, though thou art “ ¢lotheid
in scarlet and fine linen, and farest sumptucusly
every day ;* canst thou hope toeliver down thy
fields of blood to the third generation? Not so;
for there is a God in heaven - therefore thy name
shall be reoted out. Like ay those wham thou
hast destroved, bady and soul, “ thy memor.ial shali
perish witly thee."— Hesley's Borks, Fol. O, Sere
mon 56, page V28, third edition, with the lust correc-
tions of the Author.— London, 1829.

tirely forsaken him. The dealers in ardent
spirits are now members of Wesleyan
churches and classes, in direct violation of]
hiy solemn annunciation and their own cx-
plicit rules.

The Wesleyans in the Uuited States,
however, are beginning to return to the ori-
ginal principl:s of their fourder on this
<ubject. ‘FThe general conference of the
Mecthodist church, in the United States, in
an address to that church, speaking at
length of the evils resulting from the use
of ardent spirits, procecd in the following
strain :—* And can those be innocent who
contribute to secure such a result, as it is
called, or the still more criminal means of
Surntshing the psisoncus preparation hy ma-
nufacture and traffic for the ruin and de-
gradation of others? The man who drinks
intemperately ruins himself, and is the
cause of much discomfort, injustice, and
perhaps, actual misery in the social circle
in which he moves, but manufacti.rers and
those who arc engaged in the troffic inar-
‘ent spirits and other intoxicating liquors,
do the work of death by whilesale. They
are devoted by misguided enterprise to the
ruin of human kind, and become directly
accessary, though not intended by them,
to the present shame and final destruction
of hundreds and thousands ; and we grave-
ly ask, with no common solicitude, can
God, who is just as well as good, hold that
imnocent which is found cherishing in her
bosom so awful and universal an evil 2"

The father and founder of Methodism
says, “ It is amazing that the preparation
and selling of this poison should be per-
witted, I will not say in any christian
country, but in any civilized state.” He
denounces the gain of the trafficker as
<t the price of blood,” and says, “ Let not
any lover of truth and virtue say one
word in favour of this monster. Let
no_lover of mankind open his mouth to ex-
tenuate the guilt of it.  Oppose it as you
wiuld oppose the devil, whose offspring and
likeness it is.  None can gain in this way,
by swallowing up hisneighbour’s substance
without gaining the damnation of hell.”

A national convention was held in Phi-
ladelphia, May 24, 1832, composed of
more than four hundred delegates from
twenty-one states, embracing in its mem-
bers many eminent physicians, jurists,
statesmen and divines.  After full discus-
sion, they passed a resolution declaring
their opinion, that the traffic in ardent spi-
rits, to be used as a drink, is morall, wrong,
and ought to be universally abandoned.

The general assembly ot the Presbyte-
rian church in the United Btates, at their
meeting in Philadelpbia, June 8, 1634;

Wes.lr-:;v, with all their regard for his cha-|passed the following resolution :—¢ Re-

called at the regeess of.en - individual,’ for
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solved—That the traffic in ardent spirits,
to be used as a drink by any people, is in
our judgment morally wrong, and ouglit
to be viewed as such by the churches of Je-
sus Christ universally.”
Thus has this sentiment been expressed
by bodies embracing more than five thou-
sund ministers of the gospel, and six thou-
sund christian churches.
And when we consider that tuese badies
were composed of men of all prefessions
and employments, of all chrisiian denomi-
nations and political parties; many of them
venerable for age, tor wisdom and expe-
rience, as well as for humane and benevo-
lent efforts, and who had held, or were :hen
holding some of the highest and inost res-
ponsible offices ; and that after full delibe-
ration the sentiment was expressed with
great unanimity, and in many cases with-
out a dissenting voice, that the publication
of it has been hailed with gladness, been
cchoed extensively through the press, and
met the cordial response of the friends of
humanity, we cannot but conclude that
the public mind will settle dewn upon the
truth tha* the traffic in ardent spirit, to be
used as a drink, is fmmoral, a violation of
the law of God ; and as such, ought to be,
and so far as men obey Iim, wil! be uni-
versally abandoned.

TEMPERANCE CONVENTION.

It willbe again well toremind the different
Tewperasce Socicties in the Lower Pro-
vince, that a Temperance Convention will
be held a: Montreal, on Tuesday, the 23d
inst., at Ten o'clock, a.M., when it is hop-
ed a full sttendance of delegates will take
place. .

" INDIANS.

We rejoice to find by a psssage in the
message Jof the President to Congress, that
the Government has become awake to the
ills which intoxicating spirits bave origina-
ted among the lifdians on our frontiers.—
Alcehol, which has been so lavishly dis-
tributed amoffg them by traders and un-
scrupulous agents, who felt no interest in
their welfure, has been & poisoun to them in
about every pomt of view. It has destroy:
ed their health. excited their most violent
passlons. and prevented thém from bene-
fiting by the cdunsels of wisdom and vir-
tue. - Alcoholhas been an exterminator
to some of the tribes—and others it has de-
graded, until they have lost the semblance
of human beings. It will be scen by the
following that the government have at
length wisely resoived to adopt efficient
measures to put a stoget.o this odious, de-

moralizing and death dealing vice of intem-
perance, cmong-the ¥ndians:—
“ Summary suthority has been given, by

law, to destroy all ardent spirits found in
their cour:try, without waiting the doubs-
ful result and slow procest ofa legal sei-
zure. I consider the absolute and uncon-
ditional interdiction of the article, among
these people, as the first and great step in
their melioration Half way measures will
answer no purpose. These cannot suc-
cessfully contend against the cupidity of
the seller, and the overpowering appetite
of the buyer. And the destructive effects

It may truly be said, that in civilised
communities, intemperance is the parent
of vice. If we examine the calendar of]
crimes, we shall find that intemperance is
the grand instigator to evil deeds. If we
question the inmates of the state prison,
we shall learn thatin almost every instance
their deviation from the paths of rectitude,
was coeval with their attendance in the
haunts of di-sipation. If we listen to the
tale of a pauper, we shall learn that his
misfortunes originated in tippling.

The following account of an horrible e-
veat is taken from the Miner’s Journal,
published in Pottsville, Pa. It is a strik-
ing illustration of the fearful evils of in-
temperance :—

. Dreadful accident and arwful scene —On
Sunday evening last a little girl, by the
name of Langton, residing in the suburbs
of this borough, aged 7 years, was burnt
to death, itis supposed by her clothes tak-
ingfire. Her parents were absent at the
time. On the following morning, 3 coro-
per's inquest was convened at the house,
and the parents of the child were so beast-
ly drunk that they could not give any in-
formetion respecting its death, In the af-
ternoon thé corpse was conveyed through
the borough for interment by five persons,
among whom was the father, so much in-
toxicated that he staggered along, the
streets, and in one instance fell down.” May
onr citizens never behold suck another
awful scene.
