STATIONERY.

The Safety Pencil Sharpener is the name
of a very common.sense implement that has
been invented for the use of pupils. There
are many parents who seriously and wisely
object to their young boys and girls being
armed with a kmfe. It s dangerous, but is
now no longer necessary. The Pencil
Sharpener is made by the bending together
of the ends of a strip of tin plate, half an inch
wide, the meeting surfaces being bound te-
gether about one-third the length of the in-
strument, and torming a loop for the rest of
the distance. By a notch about half an inch
wide cut half-way into the doubled strip, a
section of steel blade is laid bare. This
sharpens either slate or lead pencil and can
be used for little else. There is no point,
hardly any edge to be got at, and the bit of
edge there 15 can be easily sharpened.
There is a big demand for the sharpener.
1t retails at 10c., and the sale of it s con-
trolled by the Toronto News Comrany.

The bound annuals, and llustrated alma-
nacs—English and Awmerican—will be ready
for the holiday trade very soon. The To-
vonto News Company reports an active
demand for these favorites. The special
holiday numbers of the illustrated periodicals
will be ready for transnmssion to the trade
by the end of this month or the begnning of
December.

sellers’ and Stationers’ Associa-
tion of Ontario was held at the
Queen’s Hotel on Wednesday
evening, the 2gth ult, President,
H. F.Sharp, occupying thechair.
The attendance wassmall, owing,
no doubt, to the inciemency of
the weather, but the business
transacted was of the pracucal
kind, showing that the book-
scllers and stationers of the pro-
vince are alive to all-the best
interests of the trade, and that
those who unfortunately were
i unable to attend the mecting
" had their cause ably championed by those who put in an appear-
ance. Among those present were Messrs. H. F. Sharp, J. A. Nelles,
Guelph ; H. Dickinson, Woodstock ; J. J. Dyas, Toronto; McKay,
Ailsa Craig ; N, T. Wilson, S Wallace, ]. S. Robertson, Toronto;
A. F. Cooper, Clinton ; A. S. Irving, Toronto; J. T. Day, Guelph;
J. B. McLecan, Toronto ; and R. S. Cormack, \Whitby.

On the motion of Mr. Dickinson, seconded by Mr. Irving, the
minutes of last meeting were taken as read, having been published
in BOOKS AND NOTIONS.

The Chairman, in opening the proceedings, said :- -Gentlemen,
the report of the Executive Committee is before you, and the Secre-
tary will read it, when [ shall be happy to hear from any gentleman
present. It will be unnecessary for me to miake any remarks upon
the report, which has been very carcfully prepared. I am sorry to
see, however, that there are so few of our outside members with us
te-day. [tis to be regretted that those in the retail irade outside
the city do not take a more active interest in our proceedings and

attend the meetings wore regularly, as it is certainly in theirinterests
to doso. If we could devise some means of bringing them in, it
would be alike advantageous to them and to us, and would tend to
promote the influence of our as-octation.

Mr. McLean said that before reading the report, he Had some
correspondence which he wished to bring before the meeting, and
proceeded to read the following :

From Messts, Smith, Guelph; P. L. J. Baker, Oakville; D.
Sutherland, Toronto ; Anderson, London ; J. H. McCollom, Milton;
Salisbury Bros., Peterboro’ ; R. O. Smith, Woodstock ; B. H. Roth-
well, Brantford, and others; from H. P. Chapman, Ripley, as
follows ;:—

Having just returned from a business trip o Denver, Col,, 1
cannot get away from home at present time, still 1 consider the
Association a means of great benefit to the trade, and a mediumn of
cxchanging ideas in a far more advantagcous way than by any othe.
scheme.

A scrious “annoyance” to “us” (the trade) at the present time
is the price of drawing books, one-hitif of which we are compelled to
sell at actual cost to us, costing first 54c. doz, 44c. each. A cus-
tomer asks for a second reader and a drawing book, and invariably
wsists on paying 3oc. Even supposing in each case that 10c. were
offered in payment, there is not enough coppers in circulation here
to give every customer four cents each in change. If the prive had
to be cut why not reduce gradually, say to 8c. for one year, till the
plates were paid for, then sc. (retail) would give ample profit to all
concerned.

Another point worthy of notice is the action of some wholesals
bookscllers (I do not include all houses) sending catalogues marked
“Special terms to Institutes” —to Secretarics and Presidents of

Mechanics’ Institutes.  Now, sir, I am candid enough to admat
(which I know a great many booksellers do not) that Mechanics' In-
stitutes do make a demand locally for books  Sull, I think, being
supported locally, the officers and presidents should order their
books and periodicals as much as possible through the local book-
sellers, and wholesale houses might direct would-be purchasers to
order through local ien.  While admitting that reading rooms are
beneficial to a certain class, my daily paper list of subscribers to
Globe, Mail, Ledger, Press has alimost vanished since a public read-
iny room in connection with the Mechanics' Institute was opened.
This brings the thought, *Is it a prudent 1dea financially for news-
papers to furnish Mechanics’ Institutes with their publications (at
lowest rates), to the benefit of Mechanics’ Institutes, but does it in.
crease the number of. subscriptions or add one to their readers?”’
They should be charged full retail price—no reduction —every officer
knows price paid, and is not willing to pay proper price.

While our country 1s bemng canvassed so persistently from end to
end by agents, with every conceivable thing, from the notorious
original Webster for a song, down to the home knowledge bauble,

ooksellers should use every legitimate means o hold their trade
and increase it. Educate the people that local booksellers can best
understand and supply therr wants, and that every respectable
established bookseller can supply all their wants as expeditiously
and satisfactorily to them as any agent of any concern outside their
own local limits, and all our wholesale tooksellers would be recom-
pensed by the increased trade.

appear ridiculous, but [ know that such offers have been made, 1
know one farmer who was induced to become a member upon the
representation that he could secure any of the Toronto weekly $1.00
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papets for 6o 1 think tns matter might be
enquired it and the newspaper men asked
for an esplanation. 1 got ane of their mem-
bers to write them and ask for quotations
upon the Ontano readers.  He did so, and
I have thar reply before me.  The pnices
they quoted are exactly what the trade pay
for them, with the advamage of having post-
ape prepasd.

The commnttee on periadicals subnutted
the fallowing repott .

The speaal committee appointed at the
last annual mectny of the Assouanon to
consiler the question of profits on penodi-
cals, begs leave to report as follows :

The cflorts of the commttee have been
directed, tirst, to inding out the causc of the
insufficient protit, and, second, to cuquinng
astothe best mean ¢ to be taken toincrease it.

In recard o Amencan pertodicals, we
consder that the present system of supplying
retaul newsdealers 1 expensive and wasteful,
and not i the interest of either the retil
trade or the publisher.  The splendud facib-
lies afforded Amerncan pubhishers for supply-
ing dealers all over the ("mited States and
Canada through the mails are so economical
and satsfactory thatatis a matter of surpnse
that the present costly and round-about way
should still find favor. Pa.kages of any size,
it matters not whether the weight be one or
one hundred 1bs., can be sent from the oftice
ol pubhication to any post oftice n the United
States or Canada at a umform rate of one
cent per b, The publishers supply every
one but newsdealers i this way, but when
they cotne to furmish newsdealers they first
sell to the Amerncan News Co.,, New York.
The Amenican News Copany puts on a
profit and sells the number required for Ca-
nada to the Toronto News Company The
Toronto News Company puts on another
profit and sells to the retail newsdealer.  The
newsdeiler pays the express charges and i
ready 1o sell to the pubhc. The discount
from the retul prices to the first news com-
pany 1s somcthing ke Jo per cent.; to the
second news company about 30 per cent,
and to the retanl trade about 20 per cent,, out
of which the eapress chamges from Toronto
have 1o be paid, leaving a margin of protit of
about 15 per cent.  But even this is not all
prod. for out of it must he deducted the loss
sustuned through unsold copies. [t is not
at all strange that the newsdealer is discon.
tented at hus share of the proit. It would
be ~omething manvellous if he were con-
teated  Paticnce under such citcumstances
would be @ wonderful and stnking indication
of an approaching mattemum.  \Would 1t nn
bhe much better for 4l petodicals o be
watled trom the office of publication direct
to the acaler & Many publishers already ship
the yreater pait of ther edition w this way
to wmdivtdual subsenbers. Why should an
exception be made 10 the case of news

dealers?  Why shouid publishers employ a
means to place their publications in the
hands of newsdealers five or six tunes as ex-
pensive as that taken to reach individual
subscnibers?  Is it not to their best interests
that the newsdealer should be given every
inducement to push the sale of their publica-
tons?  Let them ask themselves how much
attention the majority of newsdealers can
afford to give to pushing penodicals on the
above margin of profit. If ail periodicals
were mailed direct from the office of pubh-
cation the duty of the news company would
be simply to recetve orders and make collec-
tions from the trade and forward orders and
make payments to the publishers  This ser-
vire could be performed for a very maderate
charge. The bulk of the profit would then go
to the retail dealer. It would then be to the
retaal dealer's interest to push business, and
the publishers would be greatly benefited
through a large increase in circulation.

The prices at which English weckly news-
papers have to be sold arc considered much
too high.  The circulation s in consequence
not as large as it would otherwise be.  Eng.
lish 1d. papers have to be sold at 7c. per
copy or 34 times the published price, while
G, pagers are sold at 20 to 3oc. according as
they are light or heavy in weight. If the
system at present adopted of bringing the
heavier English weeklies to this country—
that s by freight to New York and thence
by mail to destination- -were extended to the
whole of the English weekly newspapers and
the newsdealers given the bencetit of the re-
duction 1n the expense of transportation, the
retail price could be reduced and the circu-
lauen largely extended.  English 1d. papers
might be sold to the trade at 3c. per copy,
and the ngher priced papers at a propor-
tionate reduction aund still leave a fair margin
of protit to the wholesale news company.
The wholesale prices of the Xinas numbers
of the lilustrated News, Graphic, I’ic onal
World, Sporting and Dramatic News, and
other 1s. Xmas publications we consider un.
necessarny high.  The publishers sell them
to the English wholesale dealers at a price
sufficiently low to enable them to sell to the
retail trade at 20 or 21 cents per copy. They
certainly do not charge the American whole-
sale dealers higher prices and probably give
them a speaial discount.  The American
dealers receive their supply from the pub-
hishers in ample time to bring them here by
freight at the lowest possible rate.  There is
no duty on them. The total expense of lay-
ing them down in Toronto 1s less than two
cetts per copy. There is no good reason
why they should not be sold to the trade at

25 cents per copy.  We are of opinson that
the Canadian wholesale dealers are receiving
more profit on these Xmas numbers than is
for the best mterest of the retadl trade, and
trust that s Association will pe able to
arrange a price cither with the publishers or
their agents that will be more satisfactory to
the trade and the general ?ubli(.

Mr. Wilson, in submutting the report,
said he did not wish to be interpreted a-
making a direct charge against the Toront..
News Co. His object rather was to bring
before the meeting a substantial grievance
which the retail trade generally were labor
g under.

Mr. Day—I get my wmagazines from
England, and have to pay for thein in ad.
vance. The Family Herald, for instance, |
order direct from London, and have them
sent to me by mail, and the difference be-
tween ordering them through the News Co.
and getting them direct from the publishers
is only the difference of the postage between
Toronto and Guelph. 1 get them from Eng.
land by the Thursday’s mail, and by having
them sent through the news agency they
would not reach me uatil Friday. Some-
times however, it 1s quite different, and find
ing thus, I have stopped ordering the papers
direct from England, because ! find it more
advantageous to do so. 1f you get the wrony
package, as sometimes occurs, it is very
troublesome and annoying. If 1 get them
from New York or Toronto, I have just to
pay the extra postage, but 1 am sure of
getting just what 1 order.

Mr. Dickenson—That is a very swecping
report as against the Toronto News Co,,
and 1 should very much like to hear from
Mr. lrving on the subject.

Mr. Day—I think 1t very hard that we
should have to pay in advance when we
order from the Old Country or New York.
The American News Co, won't trust me but
the Toronto Co. will, and consequently I do
a good deal of my business through them.

Mr. Wilson—We are not making any
charge against the News Co,, but we think
that the trade might be supplied direct from
the publishers, and by this means a great
deal of trouble and expense would be spared.

Mr. Day—1l think ws are charged too
much for Frank Leslie’s, for instance.

Mr. Day said that this weck he was order-
ing woods and had found the Toronto News
Co. more expeditious 1n executing the order
than the American Co.

Mr. Nelles — That paragraph does not con-
form with my ideas, for I find that I can get
the periodicals direct from the publishers by
sending the subscription in advance. 1| get
them post free by adopting this course.

Mr. Wilson thought that the news compa-
nies might get direct from the publishers
and then collect.

Mr. lrving, as representing the Toronto
News Co., said that this would be an impos
sibility.

Mr. Wilson—\Why so ?

Mr. Irving explained that in several in-
stances he had contracted bad debts aund
was at a loss by ordering goods for parties
to be sent direct, who had not paid for them.
The fact was that there was very little profit
in the business—not at all so much as Mr.
Wilson seemed to think ; but there was tothe

retailer a positive saving in ordering through
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a new: company. “We sell at the price
given to us by the publishing companies,”
added Mr. Irving, and [ can assure you
that our prohits are very small. | will be
happy to go into figures, at my office, with
any of you gentlemen who wish toinvestt-
gate the matter.  But one thing I state, and
that is that the trade was never better sup-
plied than it 1s to-day.

Dickenson—In the matter of these maga-
zines, might I ask what are the relations of
your company with the Amerwcan News Co.?
Are you independent of them ?

Mr. Irving replicd that they could go
to the publishers direct if they wished.

Mr. Dickenson-—Then am 1 o under-
stand that there 1s no connection whatever
between the Toronto News Co. and the
American Co?

Mr. Irving dechined to go into detal).  He
did not think 1t fair 1o expect lam 1o give
any mformation regarding the constitution of
his company. The muan who wrote the re-
port did not evidentlv know what he was
talking about.

Mr. Dickenson—That 15 too sweeping an
assertion, The report 1s wnitten froma trade
point of view, and there 1s evidently a legiti-
mate grievance here.

Mr. Day thought 2¢. too hittle profit on a
toc. paper, and he thought they should have
a better profit,

Mr. Irving—1 agree with you there, and |
have always tned to get them cheaper ; but,
as 1 saud before, the publishers arrange the
price, and we are bound to alude by it

Mr. Dickenson -That is very different
from wmy 1dea.  How about Harper's?

Mr. Irvingg -\We are not agents for Har-
per, but really, pentlemen, I think that the
retailers should combine to keep up thenr
prices, and stand together.

Mr. Dickenson— Combine agamst whom ?

Mr. lrving—Combine 1in your own inter-
ests.

Mr. Dickenson—aAganst #hom ?

Mr Irving--Well, I suppose against the
publhic. You can make yoar own terms and
raise vour retul prices.

Mr. Dickenson—1 thought it was against
the news compames (laughter.)

Mr. Irving proceeded to explamn that the
Amencan News Co. charged the Toronto
Company. but little above the cost of pack-
ing and twing, but what made some ot the
publications dear here was the fact that
Custom house duty had to be paid m To.
ronto.

Mr. Wilson \Why not have them from
the publishers direct ?

Mr. Irung evplaimed that this would -be
disads antageous to the retailer, inasmuch as
he would under such amangement be :blged
toncur risks which the news company 1n-
curred at present.  The company kept a
good many of the leading penodicals n
stock, and the retuler only ordered as many

as he needed.  If he were to order direct
from the publisher he might find a lot ot
magazines on his bands unsold- a risk
which the news company under present cir-
cumstances incurred. He added thatde suc-
cceded in getting the Guelph and Hamilton
dealers to conform to Toronto prices.

Mr. Wilson—1 know we can't expect to
get transient papers at the same figures as
we do subscriptions, but [ am convinced if
the papers be sent direct from the publish.
ers it would be a source of greater profit to
us.

Mr. Irving—No.,

Mr. Nelles stated his experience.  Except
for regular subscnbers his ordinary sales
were fluctuating. . One week he might only
require five or six copies, while the next he
would have a demand for ten or twelve, and
although 1t cost a little more to order
through the news agency he invariably
found it cheaper than to give the order di-
rect to the publisher. The extra cost was
in re-mailing.

Mr. Day—I think the American News
Co. and the New York Co. are just squeez-
ing the trade. They are wealthy corpora-
tions, and they seem to do just as they
please with us. They make about 40 per
cent. and they want us to be satisfied with
20. A gc¢. paper we have to sell for 5¢. and
run our chance of having a lot of them on
our hands. | believe the American News
Co. is at the bottom of the whole thing, and
if they were not making lots of money they
would throw up the job.

Mr. Irving denied that the news compan-
1es were making large profits, and stated
that the meceting would be surprised at the
small ‘margin of profit these people were
making as shown by an invoice which acct-
deatally fell into his hands some short time
ago.

Mr. Wilsan~Isit a act that the Ameri-
can Company controls the stock of the
Toronto News Company ?  That 1s a point
I should like to have cleared.

Mr. Irving—1 do not think 1 am jusufied
in answenng any question as to the consti-
tution of our company. It is a private mat-
ter with which you have nothing to do.

Mr. Nelle< gave it as his expenence, that
papers could be got cheaperfrom New York
than from Toronto. He thought it would be
advisable {or the dealers to combine to fight
the New York Co.

Mr. Dickinson moved that the report be
sent back to the commttee with the request
that they pursue their labors, and that they
be tendered the best thanks of the mecung
for the good work inaugurated by them. In
domy so he said, * If Mr. Iraing will tell us
the relationship between thetwo compames,
we will be in a batter posiion to deal with
the matter. 1 think the news company 1s
responsible for a yood deal of the gnevance
of which we complain; and that if the New
York Co. and the Toronto News Co. are not

practically the same, than the Toronto Co,
can stand on its own bottom.”

Mr. lrving again declined to answer the
question, which he characterized as a picce
of impertinence.

Mr. Day—You'll admit that we'll have 1o
fight you or we'll get nothing.

Mr. Irving—I do not.

Mr. Nelles—We have the catalogues of 2
the two companies and we can judge for
ourselves.

Mr. Irving—1 think the retail men are re-
sponsible for the whole of it. You are cutting
one another’s throats.

Mr. Irving explained that in January last
they had given orders for the Graphic, Lon-
don Mlustrated and other Christmas papers,
the publishers undertaking to make certain
concessions, provided the company incurred
certain risks and expenses, and the result
would be that publication would be
made simultancously in New York, England,
France, etc, and they had to enter into
bond to pay the duty should it be imposed.
This was a risk incurred by the company
from which the dealers reaped a benefit—in
fact, Mr. P. C. Allen had assured him that
were 1t not for the extensive advertising
done by the News company not nearly so
many would have been sold.

The chairman pointed out that there was
more money to be made out of the Graphic
than there was in selling the Montreal Star
Christmas number.

Mr. Nelles—You say that your risk s
large, but you must remember so is ours.
Last yea: 1 gave an order for a hundred
copies of the Graphic and 1 think I have
fifty of them under my counter to.day. We
take our risks as well as you take vours,

Mr. Wilson held that the Graphic could
be laid down here for 2oc. per copy. They
retailed in England at 10d. and the retailer
had hic profit at this figure. Allowing for
passage, they ought to sell here at the same
price.

Mr. Irving contradicted the statement,
and said that Mr. Wilson's figures were mis-
leading.

Mr. Wilson—The only figures which 1
had disputed were those referring to “tons”
of magazines. Why, there are tons of the
Young Ladies’ Journal alone sent in here to
Toronto.

Mr. Irving contended that no retail man
was in a position to argue the point.

Mr. Dickinson moved that the name of
Mr. Irving be added to the commiittee.

Mr. Irving, however, declined.

Mr. Dickinsan—-Since I came to the city
I was told that this was a sort of side issue
of the Toronto News Co. That statement
was made. I repudiate that now, as far as
1 am concerned, and U'll accord to Mr. Irving
every due respect. 1 won't pry into his pri-
vate affairs, but 1 expect to meet him on a
square basts. I moved that his name be ad-
ed to the committee, but he refuses. He is
the man who can give more tnformation than
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anyone else—the one who can supply those
fact~ and figures which he says Mr. Wilson
lacks. \When I put the question as to the
relations of the two companies, it was not
answered as I thought it might have been,
so that I must draw my own inference.

Mr, Nelles thought the point raised n the
report was this. Could such an arrange-
meut as that proposed be adopted, and if not
by the Toronto News Co. could they form a
company which would adopt it.

Mr, lrving—1t is impossible for any com-
pany to carry out such a proposal.

A good deal of further discussion ensued
on the subject, during which Mr. Dickinson
said that he got $7.80 for the Globe although
he paid but $4 for that paper. He would not
et these terms from the News Co.

‘The Chairman pointed out that the Globe
would supply Mr. Dickinson’s customers
with the paper at $3 per annum.

Mr. Cormack pointed out that if the paper
came through the news agency it would pre-
vent the Globe people from going through
the country and sclling the paper at the
same rate as was charged the agents.

The motion of Mr. Dickinson carried, and
the following names were added to the com-
mittee :—Messrs. Robertson, Day, Dickin-
son, Wallace, Hart, and Cormack.

REPORT OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

The Executive Committec's report was
then presented and read as follows @

The Executive Committee of the Book-
sellers’ and Stationers’ Association of Ontario
have the honor to report that during the pre-
sent year of the Association they have en-
deavored tocarry out as far as in their power
the mstruction. given them at the last annual
meeting, and have also closcly watched Pro-
vincial and Dominion legislation affecting
the trade. The commmttee held monthly
mectings excepting when the postage and
schiool book questions were under considera-
tion, when it was necessary to meet more
frequently. A great deal of time has thus
been spent by the city members of the com-
wittee, and when possible we were assisted
by the out of town members. While the
results have not been as great as we have
striven to obtain yet satisfactory progress
has been made, and we hope that before long
other concessions asked for will be granted.

The most important matter with which we
have had to deal has been the postage ques-
tion. Full reports of the correspondence
between the Posunaster General and the
committee and the discussion un the subject
in the House of Commons have been laid
hefore the trade from time to time.  As it
was late n the session before the Govern-
ment took the matter up, and as there was
some probability of the United States
Gevernment increasing their postage rates
no change was made in surs.  The States,
however, has made no change, and we there-
forc feel confident that if the wmatter bLe
pressed on the Government again next ses.

ston that the concessions asked for will be
granted.

The schoal book question in its various
phases of price cutting and increased dis-
counts occupied a considerable portion of
our time  In Toronto cutling of prices was
general for some months, but through the
exertions of My, Wallace, of the exccutive
committee, an agreement was rrived at
among the dealers whereby this unbusiness
like pritctice was stopped altogeiher for a
time.  Similar success met the efforts of the
committee at other points where prices were
being cut.

The commitiee took advantage of a request
from the Minister of Education to submit
evidence to the school book arbitration to
wait upon him, accompanied by a number of
members of the Association, to ask for ia-
creased discounts on the Ontario Readers.
It was shown to the satisfaction of the Min-
ister that the 20 per cent discount allowed
was not sufficient, and he promised, if it were
at all possible, he would arrange that they
should get 25 per ceat discount on readers,
but 1t was doubtful if he could arrange an
increased dissount on generalschool books
until the expiration of present contracts in
1891, when he would endeavor to arrange
We understand that the arbi-
tration will recommend that no change be
maden the retail selhing prices of the readers,
and we are therefore looking forward to in-
creased discounts at an carly date.

During the last session of the Dominion
Parliament the Printers’ and Publishers’ As.
sociation petitioned for an increased duty on
certain books and periodicals, and for the
imposition of a duty on certain books and
periodicals now on the free list.  Your com-
mittee successfully opposed the pettien on
the graund that for several reasors it would
not he n the interest of the trade or the
Government.

We were not called upon during the year
totake any action on the copyright question.
We learn from unofficial sources that the
British Government has decided to recom-
mend the Governor General of Canada to
proclaim it at an carly date.

Uniform selling prices for magazines and
periodicals was discussed by your comnuttee.
1t is admitted by all that present prices arc
not sufficient owing to the competition wit
American subscription agencies and the dif-
ference between American and Capadian
postage rates,and we are of the opimon that
the Ascociation should armange some system
whercby we could secure 13 to 20 per cent
morc on these publications,  ©

Some action should also be taken to put a
stop to the practise of newspapers going into:
the retail book business by offering books to
paid up subscribers at cost an? cven less.
Some of these papers go so far as to publish
misleading statements on the valuc of books
advertised oy them. Forinstance, a religious

paper published 1 this city offers a book
alleyed to retail at $5 which can be por-

chased at wholesale at goc. and actually
retanls at $1 to $1.25.

‘The question of newspaper rates was re-
ferred to the Toronto Retanl B3, S. Associa
tion. '

‘I'wo other matters have also thrust them-
selves upon the trade recently, the practise
of foreign travellers sclling outside the legiti-
mate trade, and manufacturers and whole-
salers canvassing and selling consumers.
Both matters should be thoroughly investi-
gated by the Association and means taken
to stamp out this growing evil, To show the
extent to which some of the parties com-
plained of have gone it may be mentioned
that a case ¢came under the notice of the
committee where a traveller sold to a whole-
sale house, and a short time afterwards he
endeavored to sell a consumer the same class
of goods at a lower price.

A number of other matters were considered
by the committee during the year, including
fiec school books and import duties.

We have been called upon to mourn the
death of four prominent wmembers of the
trade, Messrs. James Campbell and Henry
Rowsell, “T'oronto ; J. H. Dufiton, Stratford,
and Chris. Dixon, Clinton.

The committee have watched with pleasure
the increased interest that has been taken by
the members generally in the common affains
of our trade, and trust that they will con
tinue to do so in the future, for it is only by
united cffort that we can succeed. We are
also pleased to observe the increased influ-
ence of the Association as shown by the
greater attention which has been paid to our
petitions and communications.

THE DYVAS TESTIMONIAL,

The Chairman asked if anything had been
done in the matter of the Dyas testimonial.

Mr. Irving explamed that he could not get
the commitiee together.  Mr. Rose was de.
puted to send out circulars, but no member
of the Association appeared to have received
a copy.

Messrs. McLean, Irving, Robertson and
Hutchinson were appointed a committee to
deal with the matter, and were requested to
take prompt action.

" THE SCHOOL BOOKS,

he report of the Exccutive Committee
was taken up and discussed at considerable
length. The third clause, referring to the
school book question, was debated very
warmly. .

Mr. Wallace said that an cstablishment
known as the American fair in the city was
selling schoo! books at wholesale prices.

Mr. Day—1I thought you hiad arrived atan
understanding in Toronto as to the price at
which school books shonld be sold.

Mr. Wallace - So we did, and. things went
on very well for a while until this store
opened. At tirst they came into the agree-
ment with the rest of us, but subsequently
the manager called on me and said that he
wished to withdraw the name of the tirm
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from the hist, stating that he had signed for
the proprictors, and that they objected ta be
bound by the agreement. On top of this
came the announcement that Eaton, the dry
goods man, was going into the school book
business and selling at 20 per cert. The
rade generally keep up to the prices agreed
upon, and for a couple of days afier the
opuning of the schools we gat our prices all
right, but then our custom dropped off, the
parents of the children evidently having
ascertained that they could buy the books
cheaper at cither of the places mentioned.

Mr. Dickinson asked if they as an Asso-
cation could not legitimately do something
to prevent these cncroachments on their
business.

Chairman—\What would you sugyest ?

Mr. Wallace—At Eaton’s they bave a pro-
perly qualified bookseller and stationer, who
no doubt will do the best for the firm.

Mr. Dickinson—I understand it is a de-
partment store. They don't care who they
injure, for they butcher everytiung, no wmat-
ter what, It strikes me that the only way
we will be able to get at them is through the
publishers.

Mr. Irving—You can't do it. The pub.
lishers are bound to sell to them.

Mr. Dickinson—1 think that is a matter
in which the Education Department has
been bamboozled by the publishers. 1 have
confidence in Mr. Ross, and believe that he
would not have our interests sacrificed if he
knew it.

Mr. leving—It is out of his power now
that it has become law.

Chairman—And there is a bond based
upon this law. They are bound to sell.

Mr. Dickinson—You are talking of the
20 per cent, and 1 am talking of selling
books by the dozen to parties not legitimate-
ly in the trade. I think we should make a
representation 10 Mr. Ross on this subject,
and if he can he will remedy the evil. In
Toronto t scec that they want to supply
books free of cost to the children. You
might as well supply them with boots and
shoes free of cost,  If you sell pencils at 7¢,
per box what do you make out of them? |
visited Mr. Ross some time ago with a view
of having 1t struck out of the rules to gne
school boardsafecon sale of books, cte. My
idea is that we will have o lobby the mem-
bers if we are to get anything done in the
matter.

The chairman said that Mr. Ross was in
favor of having the books supplied free of
cost to the school children,

Mr. Wallace—I think we should exert
ourselves to have that clause in the bond
struck out, which binds the publisherio sup-
ply books in small quantitics. If we could
get at the publishers and point out to them
the injustice it is to us, and have the bond
altered. 1t might have the desired effect.

Mr. Nelles—On this contract the whole
thing will be thrown over.

Mr. Wallace thought that the publishers

somewhat favered the trade. Heknew of an
instance in which Eaton went to a publisher
and made a purchase of school books, but
that gentleman was told he would bave to
send down and have the books remuved

himself. 1f all the publishers would act in
this way outsiders would not be so anxious

to get into the business,

Mr. Day~ They arc only bound to the
readers.

Mr. Dyas said he understood from Mr.
Ros, that he was anxious that the trade
should have fair profits i the matter of
school books.

Mr. Nelles—Four or five months ago we
had a conference with Mr. Ross on this
point and he gave us to understand that we
should have five per cent. more than we were
getting.  The question is has Mr. Ross this
power?

Chairman--1 doubt it.

Mr. Nelles next referred to the price of
drawing books, holding that there was not
enough of profit in the cheaper books.

The chairman pointed out that the prices
would be fixed by the arbitrators.

Mr. Irving thought the arbitrators would
report in favor of the prices remaining as at
present.

Mr. Nelles—It was represinted to the
arbitrators that the cost of material was from
25 to 40 percent. lower than before. 1 don’t
think Mr. Ross has power to intesfere.

Chairman—At the time this thing was
coming up 1 wroi¢c to the Mimister of Edu-
cation telling him that would hke that
same evidence he received from members of
the association on the point, 1o show that
these books could be sold at aless price. 1
then communicated with several leading
members of the trade asking them to sug-
gest the names of persons that it would be
well to have examined, but | found out from
one of the arbwuators that the commission
had no powerto hear such evidence, and that
put an end teat.  The bond the publishers
enter into is for ten years, but after five years
the commissioners have the nght to review
the prices.

Mr. Nelles—I think it would be beuer for
us to go to the publishers instead of 1o the
Mumister of Education, and find out from
them if something cannot be done.  If their
contract is for ten years they need not care
for anything the Minister of Education may
say in the interval,

The Secretary read fromn the report of the
interview with the Minister of Education in
which he promised to give them an increase
in the price of the general school books.

Mr. Dickinson—Before we go further we
want to know what the bond really means.

Chairman—1I have it from one of the pub-
lishers,

Mr. Dickinson —I do not think that is the
most reliable source under the circumstances.
Onc of the conditions of the bond is that at
the end of tive years a change can be made
jn the price by the board of arbitrators. 1

enquired into that and 1 think that he was
misled intentionally.

Chairman—1I think that the trade is respon-
sible for this state of aftairs, and had you
only acted vp to the lines suggested by'me
six months would have sufficed to settle the
difficulty. He outlined the course of action
suggested at the time, which was simply a
boycott on publishers who did not treat the
trade fairly.

Mr. Nelles suggested that a requisition be
got up and sent to the publishers, signed by
a couple of hundred of those in the trade
represented by the Association, and this he
predicted would bave the desired effect.

Charrman—It twenty members of the
trade took the staud taken by me at the
time this matter cropped up, we would be in
a better position to-day.

Mr. Nelles moved that a committee be
appointed to draw up a statement of their
case for the Minister of Education before
the official report was sent in, and if it were
found that that official did not fiulfil his
promises to the association, then a requisi-
tion might be drawn vp and the publishers
waited upon with the view of getting better
terms from them.

Mr. Cormack scconded the motion. and “
the matter was left in the hands of the Ex-
ecutive Committee.

Mr. Dickinson—1 would like that that
Lond should be seen and make the pubhsh-
ers come to termsf we can. ] would also
suggest that the Minister of Education
should be scen before tus report is made.

Chainnan—1 believe Mr. Ross s in favor
of free books for the schools.

Mr. Walkice—"That is a matter on which
we: should take some action. If I lose my
school book trade 1 lose half my business.
In all probability this matter will come up in
the next session of the Local House. 1 am
given to understand that i theschool boards
say they will give the books free they can
do so.

Mr. Wallace explained that in Woodstock,
Hamilton, and clsewhere, school supplies :
were let by contract, the boards furnishing
at the price they paid for the supplics.

Mr. Dickinson—! understand there is a
clausc 1n the Act, and 1 am not aware that
it has ever been repealed, which gives the
school board power 1o supply books to the
pupils frec of cost, and chargea fee of 5 t0
25¢. per month for the use of them. In
Woodstock | believe they wake a thousand
dollars a year out of this. Itis unfau to the
pupil to have to pay these rates, and it is an
injustice to us. 1 think the committee should
make very sirenuous efforts 1o secure the re-
peal of this clause, as well as in preventing
the free distribution of books o pupils, It
is bad enough as it is, but if the popular
clection cry of the achool trustees “free
books,” weie to carry,it would be still harder
on the bookscller. It is unjust to chargea
child say $1a year for the use of a 3¢ book

i — -
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and a few penals. There are many argu-
ments which might be adduced agamst such
a system, chief among them being the posi-
tive danger of spreading contagion among
the children,

Mr. Robertson said “frce books™ was a
sery popular ary in Toronto just at presem,
It would be wellto bring all the pressure
they could bring to bear on the Government
in the matter.

NEWSPAPER DEVICES,

Mr Corinack -Another thing is that the
daily papers are sending therr agents through
the country camassing for subscribers n-
stead of allowing the orders to come through
the news agent By this means they draw
the subsonhers away from our stores.

Charrman - But they turn them overtous.
I have aways found the Toronto dealers
most willing to treat us pruperly.

That draws
irreular customers to your store, and usuilly
leads to the sclluny of other goods at the
same tme.  Pay the sawme respectful aten-
tion to the large and small purchasers, leav-
my it to be siid that the public would rather
deal wath you personally than any other,

THE RIVALLRY OF NEWS-
PAPERS.

Loyalty to the cause of its own self-de-
fence 1s 4 virtue that time will inculcate in
the general body of the Canadian book
trade.  P'ast lessons haye not been without
some effect upon the trade i tending to
stil a widespread and just appreqiation of the
first great law of nature, but these lessons
have not yet resulted m a practical and
unanimous asscition of the trade's sole right
to sell books.  Books have lony been sold
by travelling agents, by tea-cealers, and by
department stores, but the righteous protest
of the trade 15 yet only gathening strength,
it has not finally mustered into one great
swell all the voices of our book dealers
Until there is more consolidation of influ-
ence amony the book dealers, there will be
no reduction of the evil

An agendy which makes great anroads
upon the trade of our booksellers is that of
the daily and weekly press.  The attempt of
s0 any to occupy the same ground of cir-
culation 1s a struggle for existence, in which
the competitors have mostly long ceased to
depend upon their intninsic force. They
have added the weight of premiums to their
editorial gravity, and their premiums are
usually books. In this country there are
many newspapers that have an extensive
circulation.  As distributors of books these
must immensely curtail the trade done
over the counters of the boolsellers  Not
only do they spread their premiums over
the extent that they would circulate over
of their own popularity, but also over that
which they win by the adoption of
preminms, The premium feature expands
thair list and thus makes greater the en-
croachment upon the book trade. Also,
to enhance the cffecuveness of the offer-
ed premium, its value is usually exagerated
in the prospectus of the newspapers. One
paper we know of which quoted a certain
pize-book it was offering at $5, while the
same book could be bought wholesale atgoc
to $1, and could be rewailed at $1.25. The
newspapers which adopt this wode of win-
miny subscribers trespass upon the trade of
the bookseller, and do it not by any mherent
advantage their competiton can offer, but by
exaggeration.  The subscriber gets his book
and lus newspaper, and it is for the book.
sellers 1o demonstrate in every case possible
that the subscriber pays well for his seem-
ingly cheap literature.

The list of induccments offered for 1891,
by a weekly publiched in this city, compre
hends seventeen different works,of which the
subscriber may take Ius choice, send $1.50
plus the reduced prce of the book, and get
both book and paper The list 1s con-
structed so as to have sumething 'or nearly
every class of reader, as it as made up
of religious, artistic, juvenile, ingwistic and
other descriptions of literature, The prices
1o which the books are reduced range from

45¢ to $5.75. so that they are scaled to the
means of the various classes of subscribers,
in the same way as arc the adaptations
of the list scaled to the varnous read-
mg bents of the people. Also, the dis-
counts are similarly elastic, runmng  from
1114 to go per cent. off the prices that are
allegedtobe the ordinary retail prices, These
diversities 1 hterary purpose, value and dis
count make this list a study in the economy
of the premium system. It aims to make
that system penetrate as far as it can be
pushed into the province of the retailer.

The newspapers are overlapping a margin
of the bookseller’s business in another de-
partment, vamely, that of magazices and
similar periodicals. The newspaper pub-
lishers club with these and offer one or more
of them along with their own journal at a
rate that makes competition on the part of
the bookseller a hopeless matter.  Herein,
there 1s hittle doubt the newspaper men ben-
efit themselves less than they do the maga-
zine publishers, and the latter do the trade
an injury by treating newspaper publishers
as members of the trade’ During the last
few weeks we have had offers to club maga-
zines with this paper, and were struck with
the fact that some of the prices were below
the figures at which the trade could buy.

A BRANTFORD CHANGE.

The book and stationery stack of Rothuell
& Co., Brantford, has been sold to A. H.
Mellish of the same city. Mr. Mellishis now
carrying on business in two stores. namely,
that kept by Rothwell & Co,, and that form-
erly run under the style A. H. Mcllish & Co.
Mr. B. H. Rothwell will return to Detroit,
whence he came fifteen years ago to this
country. ‘This, however, 15 the land of his
Inrth and boyhood, and he leaves 1t because
Ins wife’s people live in Detrot, and special
carcumstances favor his cutering another
business there. He made a large sum of
money in the book trade, but through specu-
lation n real estate he lost much ofat. s
expenience as a bookseller was begun 1n
Strathroy in 1873, where heboughtthe branch
store of Morrish & Co., of Chatham. Two
yearsafierwards he sold out and wentto Wind-
sor. s next step, two years later, brought
him to Brantford, where he remained up to
the present. Mr. Rothwell was for five years
a member of the city council in Brantford,
was an active member of various societies,
fratemal and benevolent, ard was for a con-
sidemble time rector’s churchwarden. We
regret the withdrawal of so worthy a man
from the Canadian trade, and hope he may
thnive 1 the place and business to which he
now betakes himself

DO PERIODICALS PAY?

To Edtor of Borks AND NOTIONS.

DEAR S1IR, No doubt many n the trade
have asked themselves the above question,
and have been compelled to answer it nega-
uvely. In hopes, by starting th. ball rolling,
of hearing from other members of our craft,
I beg to call attention to a few facts that
have come under my own observation.

Owing to the precarious nature of the
¢ News™ departinent of our business, [ have
ceitserd to push it o any great extent — simply
supplying my customers with the standard
magazines and papers when ordered regu-
larlv.  Now I wish to speak of the reasons
that led to this.  Some years ago [ catered
for that class of trade, and wn order to com-
pete successfully, 1 had to carry a heavy
stock of all the different story papers, maga-
anes and periodicals hkely to be asked for,
some of which were returnable, while many
were not. Result - Some weeks 1 would sell
completely out, and have to order extra
copies of certamn papers ; next week the de
mand would diop off nearly one-half.  Espe-
cially was this the case with standard papers,
such as Frank Leshe’s Dlustrated Paper,
Haiper's Weekly and Bazaar, Puck, Judge,
Gup, cte.  Whenever there were specially
fine illustrations, everybody nearly wanted
them ; then during the neat few weeks per
haps not half of them would be sold.  Most
notiweably was this the case with Harper's
Bazaar.  The numbers containing pattern
sheets were eagerly sought after, while athers
were often unsaleable, so that the loss on the
unsold copies more than ate up the profits
on those that were sold.

Let us take a few examples to illustrate
the abave Suppose a dealer take five copies
per week of Harper's Bazaar, Let us see
liow he stands at the end of a month four
weeks.  The first week he sells five copies,
the sccond week three copies, the third week
four copaes, and the fourth week two copres,
m all fourteen copres  The other six copies
he may not get anytlang for e has paid
for twenty copies at 8., $1.60, and express,
say 3¢, $1.65.  He sells fourteen copies at
10¢, $1.40.  Net loss, it none of ol copies
are sold, 25c.

Another feature is the loss of express on
returnable goods. These poods have been
subject 0 two express charges, and no pro-
fits accrue from them. Let me illustrate.
Suppose a dealer take twelve copies per
month of *Outing.” The express on these
will be about 20¢., as they wergh about 15 1bs,
He sells 1en copies, which would be consids
cred a fawr sale.  ie therelore gets $2.50.
The other two he returns, and has to pay,

sav §¢., as their portion of return eapress.
His month’s numbers have now cost him as

follows 1 Ten copies, $2.00, express 25c¢.,
2.25 1 net sales, $2.50; profits, 23¢., or 1o
per cent., on which he cannot line and pay
expenses.

Another source of loss 1s the frequency

with which parcels have to be recened by
express. People are in such a terrible hurry
to get their magazines, cte., that they cannot
wait for them to cool, after leaving the press,
This Irequent expressage greatly increases
the cost, as all the goods for one week, if
shipped at one ume, would not cost nearly ay
much as when shipped alinost daily, Ay
is, I have had small parcels seat on which
the expre s charges were nearly as much as
the profits on the contents.  So, taking
cverything into consideration, 1 am of the
opinion that the news department is nota
factor from which fortune flows,

Another drawback is the fact that yoy
cannol get people to pay in advance, asa
rule, and when they do they want publishers’
or club rates, which yield scarcely any profits
to the dealer, and often when papers or
magazines are not paid for in advance they
fail o call for them after having ordered
them, and had them put back.

Daily papers are another source of loss,
With morming, mudday and evening issues,
the time m which to sell them is so shont
that you arc almost sure to have a nuinber
of the different editions left. It would pay
our news dealers to look sharply into this
branch of trade and see how they stand.
Many thmk, because they are sclhng large
numbers, that they must necessanly be mak-
ing money, but they fail to rotice the leak.
ages and expressage which rapidly absorb
then profits.
