THE FLEMMING CASE.

FLEMMINo, the infarnous Chicago " bucket-
shop " opevator, has at length succeeded in
effecting his escape from incarceration. At
the time of his arrest, a few months ago, we
described fully the plan of operations by
which this species of swindling was so suc- i
cessfully carried on across the lines. To
evade the cager foot of local justice, FLEM-
miNci crossed over to Canadahdeeming him-
self safe here from offences committed in
the domains of Uncle SAM. Arrived in
Toronto, a few hours sufliced to convince
him of the appalling mistake he had made.
He was arrested at the instance of Canadian
victims for obtaining money under false
pretences. It was soon found that Dominion
law could not hold the rascal, patent as had
beeni his swindling operations. le vas
therefoie discharged, but only to Iind him-
self again under arrest at the instance of
numerous accusers from all parts of the
country. Sonething 'verylikeacombiiiation
seems to have been entered into by many
of the dupes to worry himi into sore kind
of settleient by dragging him, under war-
raid, from one part of Ontario to others.
FLEMMINC, however, did not disgorge liter.
ally ' Worth a cent." Though he is said to
have broug'ht half a million away from his
native happy hiiuntiug-grounds, he proifessed
his determination to stick to it all, and in spite
of capüases tumbling in fromu all quarters
sturdily held his own-and other people's
too. le manifested, however, a great dread
of being transferred to the Province of
Quebec, the stern and inexorable laws oi
which he appeared to hold iii great appre-

But the process of
time has brought about its usual revenges,
and to-day we find thec situation wholly
changed. .An excellent illustration of this
truth occurred a few days ago, according to
recent English advices. These indicate the
fact that the offers for the latest issue of
Grand Trunk Four per cenl·. Debenture
stock exceeded by one hundred per cent.
flie amount put upon the market, £1,600,000
sterling having been subscribed for, the
total issue being only £750,000. So revolu-
tionary a change lm the views of home
capitalists needs ino comment-the mere
statement of the fact outweighs whole
volumes oi crificism. It is perhaps the
more noteworthy, however, as these offers
were made im the face of a determined and
nmost unprincipled onslaught by a portion
or the press controlled by imterests anxious
to preveit any sembiance o success by the
Grand Trunik on the London money market.
Perhaps no more venomous or unsustainable
attacks were ever before inspired, but their
very maligiity appears to have been the
means of frustrating the iinucal purpose.

TnE balance-sheet of this institution has

just been issued to the shareholders, and
must prove to them, with one or two ex-
ceptions, a -very satisfactory document. It
was prophesied by afew merchants.of some
sfandiing that the drygoods stock, purchased
by the.former manager, would have to be
sacrificed at a loss of some sixty thousand
dollaes. The goods sold under valuation
amnounted only to ?5,414. The saving of
such an enormous diflerence speaks well
for the management, and should be noted
at the animal meeting of fe shareholders.
One important item should give special
satisfaction te the co-partners of the insti-
tution-that is, during the crisis of last year
the stock purchased on credit, and prin-
cipally diy goods, amounting to $184,677,
was reduced by the agreed instalnents to
about. $54,000, and goods to the amount
of $274,000 were purchased for cash.
This we should say was a most cheery
showing, iaking a saving of over $5,000
in the shape of discount for cisi. In an
able and concise report, Mr. NoTT, the

receipt of over $1,100 for every day the
Company bas been open for business." To
do this eniormous amouit of business and
keep a good capital is clearly insuflicient,
and therefore the Directors wisely advise
that it should be increased to the full
amount âiuthorized by Act of Parliament
On this subIject the directors- say :-" The
profits on the year's trading, after payment
of all expenses and charges, Lmount to over
$12,000, representing a hanudsome return on
the capital em)Ioyed. The shareholders
who habitually avail themselves of the store
acknowledge that they effect a considerable
saving on their expenditure, not only iu
price, but in quality, which, in itself, more
than repays them for their original outlay
in the stock. To maintain and increase
this already extensive business requires a
langer capital than is now at the disposal o
the Board, and it would in many w ays oper.

THE LATE RAILWAY NEGOTIATIONS
THE details of the recent negotiations

betw'een the Grand Trunk and the Canadian
Pacific Railways have at length been made
public and the sudden collapse explained.
From these it appears that final arrange-.
ments for friendly co-operation were actual-
ly concluded between the Presidents of the
roads, namely, Sir H. W. TYTIiR and Mr.

- GEORGE STEPHEN. On the-strength ofthis
pact a joint cable despatch was sent on the
1lth ult., by those two gentlemen to the
General Managers of their respective Coin-
panies in Canada, Mr. J. HIcKSoN and Mr.
VANI HORNE, informing them of the faci
and instructing them to have such legal
papers prepared as might be found neces-
sary. This message explained that, under
the agreement then arrived ar, the Grand
Trunk underlook to afford full and liberal
facilities for Canadian Pacifie traflic-by ail
Grand Trunk lines and connections to and
from Canadian Pacifie, the intention being
that, on completion of Canadian Pacifie,
trafic o and fron the Canadian Pacifie
should go via Canadian Pacifie, and mean-
while f-air arrangements be made for Cana-
cian Pacific traffic via Chicago in winter,
and Algoma Mills or other points in-summer;
and the Canadian. Pacifie undertook to cede,
on terns, to Grand Trunk, Credit Valley,
Ontario and Quebec, Atlantic Northwest
and Southeastern. Ontario' and Quebec
Railway to be' completed, and the
Lachine Bridge to be built unless other
satisfactory acc.ommodation be provided.
Canadian Pacifie to give their traffic, to
Grand Trunk, and the two Companies to
avoid competition and work together in all
respects for mutual benefit. Thus a war
wasteful and destructive to both sides
appeared to have been brought to a termin-
ation on fair and honorable terms to each.
On the 14th ultimo, however, -a reply cable-
gar was received at the 0. P. R. Co's.

oflices in London stating that Mr. STEPHEN'S
colleagues, both in Canada and New York,
wholly declined to recognise the conditions
just before entered into in London, and
insisted on the resumption of the status quo
ante. And thus, for a time at least, ended
the attempts made in the metropolis to put an
end to exhausting and senseless hostilities
on the basis of equitable inutual concessions.
Some additional light will no doubt in time
he thrown on the real cause of this unfor-
tunate breakdown, but the above is aIl that
has so far reached the public atilarge.

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE ASSOCI-
ATION.

OUR readers will remember that this
Company was made lately the subject of
attacks of unusual virulence instigated, as
was supposed, by rival bodies. The eleventh
annual report of. the Confederation Life
Associationjust published, proves that these
onslaughts have by no ineans lad the effect
of even temporarily checkinig its prosperity.
We present it in another. column, where
those interested will find ample details.
From it we learn that during the year new
assurances to the value of $2,497,387 were
taken ; and the ful] anoiut now assured by
the Company is $9,909,246. The deaths
during the year were only 34 out of 6,357
policies, inîvolviig the prompt payment of
$51,656. And the accounts show that the
policy-holdershave asecurity over and above
all liabilities of $142,898. The quinquen-
nial allotment of profits was acknowledged
as most gratifying to all policy-holders.
The hostile animadversions alluded to above
seem to have been intended not alone to
injure the interests of the Company but to
iniflict personal damage-ancd obloquy as
well-on its Managing iDirector, Mr. J. K.
MACDONALD. The Company promptly met
both tliese attacks by resort to the Courts
for redress, but it is stated that being unable
legally to fix the responsibility on the
authors of the libels they allowed the
natter to drop. One of the main charges
ag-ainst this Co. was tiat it makes no
adequate provision for the security of its
policy-holders. Mien of great experience
in such matters, in the persons of Messrs.
CHERRIMAN and 1-IOMANS, were at once
called in to investigate and report on this
accusation, and their ans wer utterly refutes
it. It is manifest by the report of the
proceedings at Toronto this week that if the
intention of the assailants ofrMr. MACDONALD

wvas to injure him in the estimation of those
whom he lias so long and ably served it has
entirely miscarried. On the contrary, the

Managing Director stands to-day in higher
estimation, if possible, than ever before, and
in presenting him with a vote of thanks and
the accompanying comments this vas un-
mistakably sliovn iin language that must
have been most gratifying to its object.

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TIE STOCK MARKET.
THE transactions iii Bank stock have not

been on the whole so voluminous as per
our last table. On the other hand, great
firmness has been exhibited, especially to-
wards the close of the week, -and such
changes as occurred were generally in the
direction of an advance, the fallings-ofl
when they intervened being rtire, and thei
only nominal. Montreal raiged between
198J and 2011¾, closing at 201¾, while Mer-
chants', Commerce and Ontario exhibited
scarcely any change; but in all these the
sales last week considerably exceeded those
of this we*ek's report. Toronto was a
noticeable exception, the transactions in-
creasing from 3,680 to 5,627, and prices
advancing from 189 to 196, and closing ai
195J. This increase, it should also be
remarked, followed the declaration of the
dividend in the early part of the week.
That anxiously - expected announcement
showed that the Directors of this verv
flourishing institution had declared a seni-
annual dividend of 4 per cent. and 2 per
cent. bonus, making the dividend for the
past year 10 per cent. The rest of the Bank
is at present 50 per cent. of the capital, so
that after paying the dividend and loans,
there will, it is alleged, be a considerable
amount to add to the contingency account,
and the prediction of some weeks ago that
the price would advance to 200 seems pos-
sible of fulfilment. During the present
week, also, the Directors ot Ville Marie
Bank decided to pay 3 per cent. for the half-
year. The general business this week in-
dicates bond fide investment rather than
mere speculation.

In Miscellaneous stock there has this week
been quite a lively time, but with less
stability as to prices than iii similar Bank
transactions. Montreal Telegraph has
shown a vitality that has lately been wanit-
ing, the demand being greater and prices
rising from 122 last week to 1261 this,
closing at 1251, while the sales increased
from 115 last week to 1,875 this. City
Passenger has greatly fallen off in denand,
and to a less degree in quotations, which
have fallen from 1491¾ to 146, closing at
147.1, with only 200 sales. City Gas, on
the other hand, advanced from 166- last
week to 174-1 this, closing at 1741, but
the sales during the present week fell to
5,785 as compared with 8,170 per last notice,
though on Thursday alone they reached
2,660. But it was to Richelieu that the
greatest attention appears to have been
directed, the sales augmenting from 595 to
3,450; at the same time quotations advanced
fron 75 to 79, closing at 78. The new
management and the improvements under
way, referred to in another column, are no
doubt responsible for this, and are already
bearing good fruit. Canada North-West
Land Co. has not quite maintained its
advanced quotations of last week, nor lias
the demand been large. Canadiani Pacifie
Bond made a sudden bound upward, both
here and in New York, to 65, with sales

It remains firm and
unchanged. at 7 @ 73- for prime mercantile
paper and 6 @ Gi on call loans on stock
collaterals. The Sterling Exchange market
is steady, thoughi there is little doing.
Bankers' 60-day bills are negotiated at 9@9
and 94 counter. Demand drafts 9î@91, and
currency on New York 7-16@ premium.

NAVIGATION OPENED.
NAvIGATION, both freshwater and ocean,

may at length be said to have commenced,
though so far only partially. The Narrows
at Cap Rouge impede the navigation of the
St. Lawrence between this city and Quebec,
and while the great upper lakes are already
traversable the canals arc not yet all de-
'clared officially open to traflic. The winter
has to many appeared interminable, but as
a matter of fact the first arrival at Mô itreal
from sea will probably be a day or so later
than last year. The Ontario, of the Domin-
ion line, is the pioneer for this season, quite
a fleet of other large steamers, however,
giving it a close stern chase. But their
trips were brought to an abrupt termination
at the Ancient Capital, the continued block-
ade at Cap Rouge forbidding their further
progress, and their cargoes had thence to
reach their respective places of consignment
by rail. Montreal enterprise was, however,
founCI-equal to overcome the embargo im-
posed by the state of the river between the
two great cities, a large amount of goods
having already been sent hence to be trans-
ferred to shipping at Quebec or Levis for
despatch to Europe, the Maritime Provinces
or elsewhere. An abortive attempt had in
the meantime been made by the military
authorities at Quebec to remove the local
ice blockade by explosion, but with a suc-

sat.
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cess that must have been anything but en-
couraging to the professional dynamite
liend. But though the ocean arrivals are
thus early and numerous, presaging a lar-ge
and busy season, we arc uiable to record
that this has heen accompanied by a corres-
ponding activity on land. Cold and un--
seasonable weather has contiiued to liold
prolonged sway, largely checking that great
flow of operations which is so generally and
eagerly looked forward to. An ndoubte(l
confidence that it is but very temporarily
postponed is, ho wever, universal, and a long
and active set-off to the late pajalysis is
relied on by all the commercial world
throughout the Dominion.

IN THE RAILWAY COMMITTEE.
IN the railway comnittee of the House of

Commons there has been of late some inter-
esting skirmishing between the rival hosts,
but Mr. WAINWRIGHr, the Assistant-GC'ren-
eral Manager of the Grand Trunk. intro-
duced a new wrinkle which prevented his
opponents from having all their own way,
and ended in his getting for his road a good
deal more than was imagined. It is certain
Mr. WAINWRIGHT had a good card some-
where, which lie played remarkably well
for his side.

WE notice in- our advertising columns
that Ro3ERT SMITH, sq., for nany years
connected in a responsible capacity wilh
the now famous ALTLAN line, has been ad-
mitted a partner in -the firm.

AsovTa'a NEw Mooa .- Coal, eu of the ]eadingjournails
of practical science in England, makes known a discovery
thiat, if as represented, will work as great a revolution in
employment of power as Keely's motor would, were it to
do all be promises. The journal in question says: "A
new motor lias been discoveied which, it is claimed, wiill
supersede steam. The material from which the energy is
generated is bi-sul phide of carbon, which is utili.ed as a
motor agent in the form of vapor, and the advantage
clained for it over stean is that, hvigile water expansds in
th ratio f one ebic inch to 1,700, bi-e11phide of carbon
has an expansion propcrty of one0 t0 8,000. When tise
vapor is generateud it passes into the steam chest of the
eigine and moves the piston -rods. A pipe attachied to the
engine conveys the exbaust vapor directly through a con-
denser back to tank in its original liquified form to bu
generated. 'rte systens of generation and condensation is
similar to the liat action, and, with machinsery properly
constructed, it is cilaimedl that a single supply of bi-st'Ip-
bide of carbon eau be used with re-enforcements for an
indefinite period. Tie cost of fuel is trifling, it being
claimed that fron the peculiar properties of the .bi-sulp-
bide an ordinary bouse fire can develop a power suilicient
to run an ocean stecamer. Water buile at 2120, and it
takes 330 of heat to make stean available, while the new
agent takes the form of vapor at 180'."
