INTERiNLATIONA L TREATIES.

A most extraordinary delusion seems
to prevail in the minds of a large portion
of the community. It -is imagined by.
many that our Government* has. only to
demand from foreigners the establish-
ment of more liberal commercialrelations
and that it would be certain to succeed.
Again it is almost universally the rule
that when treaties between nations are
successfully negotiated the people of
each country are fully convinced that
their interests have been sacrificed. W8
were struck by a passage in the speech
recently delivered in Montreal by Sir
1ýichard Cartwright in vhich he refers "to
the Ashburfon surrender, and the Wash-
ington ýcapitulation," his abject having
been to convince his hearers that Cana-
d -ian. stateanie n. could negotiate maie
successfûlly than British, with the diploi
matists oi the -. United States. Thuis
sentiment wa8 received with tumultuous
applause by bis audience, who likewise
greeted with tremendous cheering amost
extraordinary and wholly incorrect notice
or the fishery arbitration at Ilalifgxe
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Thdt arbitration is described as "a
negotiation," and it is far from impro-
bable that-many of those who read the
report of the speech will draw the infer-
ence that it was of the same character as
the other treaties that are referred to in
the language that we have quoted. Sir
Richard Cartwright is well aware of the
difference between an arbitration and a
negotiation, and ought not to have used a
term that was calculated to mislead. It
was under the provisions of the treaty
stylecl " the Waslington capitulation "
that the value of the (isheries was left to
the determination of three arbitrators,
who took evidence on the subject and
made their award, it is to be presumed,
in accordance therewith. It is net sur-
prising that our neighbors should imagine
that they were made to pay an exorbitant

price for their right of fishing when a
Canadian statesman, who occupied at the
tine the position of Finance Minister,
publicly boasts, amid tremendous cheer-
ing, that the award was due to the fact
that the umpire wvas " under the guidance
of Alexander Galt, and Albert Smith,"
and not to the weight of evidence. There
is not the slightest analogy between the
negotiation of a treaty, either of peace or
of commerce, and an arbitration.

We fail altogether to comprehend the.
application of the teïmI "capitulation " to
the Treaty of Washington. Do Sir Richard
Cartwvright and his admirers hold, that it
would have been better for Great Britain
and the United States to have settled
their long pending dispute by war, rather
than by reference to the eminent dip-
lomsatists who sat at Geneva, and who not
only rejected all the consequential claims,
but gave damages only in the cases of
the Alabama and Florida, and partially
the Shenandoalh, entirily rejecting the
claims on account of six other vessels.
WVas it a capitulation to leave the St.
Juan boundary dispute to the arbitration
of a friendly sovereign ? The one ground
of' complaint was the refusal of the United
States to entertain the claim fordamages
on account of the Fenian invasions of
Canadian territory , and, witl regard to
that, Great Britain, by relieving Canada
from its pledge te spend a large sum on
useless fortifications, and by guaranteeing
the interest on a large loan, virtually
subsidized. it to an extent greater in all
probability than any amount of damages
that it would have been able to establia
as the result oE'Fenian invasions.

The " Ashburton surrender " is a not-
able instance of the conflicting views of
the parties specially interested. , It may
be admitted that the term applied by
Sir Richard Cartwright to the treaty of.

1842 is in accordance with Canadian
opinion, but on the other hand it is well
Icnown that the opinion of the people or
Maine is that they lost a considerable ex-
tent of territory. It is well to bear in mind
that of the territory in dispute Maine got
seven-twelfths and Canada five-twelfths,
that the treaty was se unsatisfactory to
the United States Senate that it was
some time before its ratification could be
secured, and that Maine was paid $500,-
000 for the land, of which it held that it
was deprived by the treaty. There is a
prevailing idea that Lord Ashburton.
(Right Hon. Alexander Baring) was
biassed in favor of the United States
with which country he had intimate social
relations. On the' other hand, this fact
was wbat induced Sir Robert Peel to
Eelect him as one more likely to be
listened to by Mr. Webster, then Secre-
tary of State of the United States. There
are sone who believe that, if Great Bri-
tain had adopted a bullying tone, and
threatened war unless ber demands were
granted, she would have been more suc-
cessful. Possibly whien Canada obtains
the powers which Sir Richard Cartwight
demands, that Statesman may have an
opportunity of testing the result of a
dictatorial policy towards the United
States. It is worth givin; a few extracts
from Sir Robert Peels speech on the ad-
dress, in 1843:

I wras glad te hear the hon. (entlman's
"frank and fiair admission with respect to the
"Isettlementof the boundary question, and I

feel satisfied that I shall be able, when the
occasion offers, te shew to the louse and te
the country generally, the extent of the obli-
gation uinder which they lie te the noble Lord
(Ashburton) by whon that adjustnent lias
been efected. *** But considering thc uncer-
tainty aittached te the old treaty, consider-

'ing the great length of tineîvhich lad sinice
e elapsed, taling !rite account that the geo-

"graphy of the country was in a great degiee
" uleknown at the limc of tirst assigiing the

boundaries, and considering .the diliculty, not
"to say the iiplossibility, ofexactly ascertaining

the intentions of those by whom the nssign-
"ment wvas made, we should feel satisfied to
" accept, net it is truc all that we claim, or all
" that we are entilled to, but sueli a division of

fthc disputed district as secires ur British
possessions in North America, and at the

'same tiie preserves our military conimunica-
<'tien intact. The adjustment of the question by

Lord Ashburton is far more favorable te this
country than that formerly proposed by the

"King of the Netherlands, and in which we
were willig te coneur.** In Ainerica

" Mr. Webster was animated by the same desire
"for a conciliatory settlemient of the question,
"which inifuenced Lord Ashburton. Ilow was
"ie met becaus, i endeavoring to effect a
"settlement te consented te recede froin ine

of his pretensiens, seeing that there was no
other way to arrive et a satisfactory adjust-

"sment? The same tasunts whili werc applied
"toan Ashburton here, were levelled at a
iiWebster there; both were acicused of aban-
"doiing the- interests of their respective

couintries, but fortîunately Mr. Webster was
"not le be moved by these tauents, and by a
"moderate course in which the two cointries

niitually consenied to abandon the assertion
"of their'extremie demands, without diminish-

ing the lionor of cither, a peaceful settlenient
"iwas el'ected by which two people, kindred
"in descent, kindred i language, and, rightly
"understood, kindred in interests, wvere uiuited

in peacetutrelatibns."

THE ST. LAWRENCE CHl ANiNEL.

The Hamilton rSpectator is most per-
tinacious in his attacks on the policy- of
improving the channel of the St. Law-
rence. We are glad te find that in his
last notice of the subject, our contem-
porary lias made an assertion on whicli
we are'quite re'ady te join issue, and we
only wish that soine coipetent authority
could be found to decide the point. We
shali cite in his own words the position
taken by the Spectaltor :-"l Given à' thou-
" sand tons of .grain at Hamilton, Chicago,
"or Thunder Bay, it can be carried in

Lake vessels te Quebec, and thence to
"Liverþool by, ocean vessels, as cheaply
«as though the transfer of cargo were
" made at Montreal, and return cargo can
' likewise be carried as cheaply te any
" interior port if -the transfer be made
" at Quebec, as though the ocean voyage
i be continued t6'Montreal." We readily
concede that if the foregoing, statements
be correct it was a gross blunder te spend
money in deepening the channel of the
St. Lawrence, but we are thoroughly per-
suaded that our contemporary is under a
complete delusion on the subject. Ve
fail te discover any ground for question-
ing the soundness of the opinion given by

the Amierican..engineers in 1858, tiat the
transfer fron lalce craft te ocean vessels
can be made most economically at the
highest point in the river that can be
found, and Montreal, being at the foot of
the Lachine rapids, must be that point.
The completion of the canals would make
no difference whatever so long as ther
is a necessity for transhipmneit. Grant-
ing, for the sake of argument; all that the
Spectator, claims as the result of the
enlargement of the i anals, freight charges
would always be proportionately cieaper
te Montreal than to Quebec, and the
transfer te the ocean vessels would con-
tinue to be made at Mon treal. We did
net 'state that any of the ports on the
Mississippi were in the same position as
Montreal, but that the improvements
made in the navigable rivers of the United
States, which have been considerable,
have always been assumed by the Federal
Government.
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TIIE TRADE SITUATION.

The condition mf trate et the moment
presents features of dullness, unrelieved
by a single exception to the rule ; and
this statemnent is applicable flot alone to
Canaia, but ta ail nations whiebi are
classei in the front raik of' comms ietcial
enterprise and progress. Neither free-

trade nor protective policies have been
proof against tie invasion of depression
into alnost every branch of business, in
every country on the race of the earth.
Nor is it by aiy nicaîs certain that we
have witnessed the ent oF this universal
torpidity that characterizes the means
through wiich millions of the huiman race
derive their existence. 'The cause of the
trouble has been ksiown for the past
twelve msontiis to arise from tie large. ex-
cess of production of foo.1, clothing, 'tc.,
over consumptive requirioents, which
lias made the commun necessaries of lite
Bo cheap that produceors andl malnufac-

turers have not received suillicieit re-
muneration therefor, to give full etploy-
ment to thteir hands. anti, caina 'qun ently,
large numîbers o, .tperatives and clerks,
etc., have been thrown out of wori ta
experience the rugged 'fact that hard
timles are juist as possible ii the midist of
prnfusion and low prices, as in periols of
great scarcity and high prices. But in
spite of' the cause of the present depres-
sion in trade being well understood, and
althongh repeated efforts have bein isade
to cut down production as nich is pos-
sible in inost fines of tie leading staples,
yet, to such an extent was it foand that
production iad out-disanced consump-
tion that the many eideavors during the
past year ta establish an iqiilibr'iums be-
tween supply aind denand have sa far

proves barren ofi successf'ul results, and
the glut of cereals, flnur, sugar, wool, iron,
luimber and othier articles is as mularked as
ever. Eventially,however, the persistent
efforts ta curtail production nuist have
their desired eff'ct, as producers of the
raw itateriIl and inimufacturers canot
continue their out-put at a loss ; so that
the poresent depression arising froin
su per-abundaice of inerchandise and
abntrnially low prices is sure 'to work
its own reformi sonier or later-
but how soon ? is the great question
which lias been puzzling theorists,
tratlers, and specilators, for the last
twel ve ionts, withouit airding an y
satisfactory solution. Aiongst the latest
exhîibits of the. decaleice of trade is the
large decrease in the exports and iin-

ports o Bri tisih merchandlise for Novei-
bar, as.compae wiih tLe corresponiding
imonth last year. Tho value a1, the leaid-
ng'articles imiparted into Monitreal last

nionth, including coin and bullion, was
$2,564,872, against 53,027,135 for the
nonth previous, and $2,658,470 for the
coi'responding month last yeaîr. Aiiongst
sone of the freaks which occur in ex-
tremely dulil ties, when tradte and pom-
merce are out of joint, nay be mentioned
the tact that Aierican pig iron lias
recently been shipped into Ontario, not-
withstanding the high tariff barriers
which iai ta bevauited ini order ta lay it
down there. In revieîing the present
anoinalous state of tradte in ui branches
an in aill couitries it should not be flet
sight of that there is scarcely a period on
record that wili bear comparison withi the
lengthenedi duration of tie depression
which stili hangs over the commercial
world, atnd the renarkably steep shrink-
age of vátlues acconpanying it. Many
intiividual firins and trade corporations
which were cauglit with large stocks vn
hanti upon tie verge of the generl de-
clension must have suffered severe
losses, as ever since prices commenced
ta collapse there ias been no substantial
recovery, and, conseqtently, no shiadow of'
a chance ta recuperate. If prices made
a showv of' stand for a time against any
further depreciation they were isse-
diately subjected to a further decline,antil
drop has succeeded drop in such persist-
ent fashion that prices have nov reached
a point, which, if they dip) below, inust
surely cause the wholesale closing up of
factories, and a universal decrease in the
production of raw materials. Judging
things, therefore, by naturai cause ani
effect, it is diflicult ta conceive how
vaines can go lower, without hastening
the application of an infalible reiedy.

TUE SPANISH TREATY.

'We copy in our present issue ifull par-
ticulairs of the convention between Spain
anid the Unlited States, which, Logether
with Lite convention with Mfexico, its to
be subiiitted fo riiatitioati to the Senate,
where it will certainly be encountered
with a strog opposition, especially on
Lite part of' the representatives of' tie
Southeri States. h'lie convention is cer-
Laiily an extraor'dinary one flor two pro-
tectionist Governmesnts ta agiree upon
and IL will be interestiig ta learnîs whtetheir
the Governmiient, which miust Iave sanc-
tioned it, is prepared ta extend iLs
provisions to the British West Indian
Colonies. Aithough lte buik of the
articles which it is, proposed to admit free
from tie United States wouid ntot inter.
fere with B itisih trade there are soue
such as coal, cast-iroi, steel, wroughttiror

tubes, &'., which, in the case of the 'Brit-
isi Wvst Indies, couli hardly be admnitted
frons the United States on better terms
than from British possessions.

We have wondered more than once
since we have read the expressions oç
alarm which have proceeded froi the
meiners of the Board of' Trade in the
Maritime Provinces, whether they are
aware tiat Lite value of the entire exports
from Canada to the Spanish Colonies is
ratlher less than one pter cent of ber entire
exports, and little over one-half those ta
the British Colonies, the traite with which
is îlot likely ta be interrupted, as, what-
ever concessions are made ta the United
States wili, if desired, be likewise made to
Canada. That, at ail events, is an atdvantage
that we,derive fromi being a dependency
of the British Crown. Wiat our position
would be as an independent state niay
easily be imnagined. Oui' products being
nearly tie samine s those of hie Northerni
States of the Union, we siould, in the
event of' such t reaties as that withl Spain
being negotiated, find ourselves excluded
froin the very markets which are iîow
olen ta us, and would ino longer have any
claim on Great Britain ta protect our
literests. We presume, however,. tiat
there are few of the sadvocates of ind -

pendence whoa aie fot aware tihat annx-
ation wouid be an early and inevitabie
consequence.

TUE FISIIERY QUESTION.

We learn from our excianges that a
novenent has been set on foot in
Gloucester, Mass., ta invite tie co-Opera-
lion of those interested ini the tisiery
trate, in the other New Engpad ports,
ta protect tie interests of Aniricans
fishermen, i n ttitst te daigerous coiipe-
tition Of Canîadians by excluding the
latter fromn tiheir mtarkets. Ol.course if
Lthe Ne Engljlanld fisherien ivould con-
filne theiseives ta their ni vates, tiei e
wouild lie no just ground io complaint if
duties should be levied on Caitadiai liish.
'The recent imovemnent is au iidieationi
tiat those iost initerestet in obtainiiig
admission to the Caiadian waters do niot
wish for' any treaty on the subject, and
we are therefore given cleiarly to uinder
stand that iL wili be necessary to have an
organized water police ta preveit the
United States iishelirmien from tr'estdssing
in the Canadian bays. Il would of couise
bls most desirable that tiere should be a
refereince to the arbitration-sa a frienily
powe"' ns':o th iihteripretation whicih
siotul. te piaced an the teaty of 1818

t but il'sihe United Staet aihouid iefise'te
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concur in such a refeéence it would
necessarily follow tiat Canada must act
on that interpretation which has always
been given to -the treaty by the Govern-
ment of' Great Britain, and whichi lias
been admitted to bè correct by several
distinguished Amu'rican statesmen. _It
seemns improbable thit tie Government
of tihe ;Dominion is wholly neglecting
this ,question, but the timte , for the ter-
umination of the Old treaty is draw'ing
ta a · close, and we need scarcely
obiserve that there is. always a good
dleaîl of ieiay in effecting satisfactory
arrangeents with loreign Governients.
IL whi lie recollected that after the ter-
mnitation of; the oli reciprocity treity
lie New Eigland fishermen were in the

practical enljoynent of 1l1 the rights Of
lisiiiig in Canadian wtters, pending a
satisfactory settlemîient of the points in

dlispulte, which wVas finially pOstponed,'
oviig ta tlie. new agreement enterd itto
at Washington. We hope most sincerely
that our Government will be firn in
inisiting, as a prelininary ta any furthler
negotiation, on having th text ai the
treaty of 1818 subiitted to the arbitra-
tion of soine friendly powlver. IL is hardly
catcaivable tiat any valiti objection'
couldl be raised by the. United States ta
such a solution of the dilficulty.

THE WEST INDIAN TRADE.

United States Minister Foster arrived
from Spain the 8hli iiist. Iii ils present shape,
ie said, the nîew .commercial treatv is highly
fiavortbl, even gunerol, towautruis their
coiierii.tud itnterests' Its immeiidiate applict-
tin is confi t ol C îuba and Porto Rico, but
indirecily it will prove of wider benafit to
the United States lin relation.to trade generally.
The treaty opens as I'ollows:-" His lMitjesty
the Kiig of Spain and the United States of
Ameriea, aniiiatlecd by a commuon desire ta
str'-igtlii and perpetuat e the friendly relt-
tioue avhich lîct i .il. exist betwecen the
Si'uaishi nation and nita C uted States, and
reconiiizintg particularly tlatt th Span>isil
isles antdl provinces of Oibt and Polu tIco,
being lin close proxiimity ta the coasts of the
United States, frequent and constant con-
mterictl rulations exist, betweei the two ter'ri-
tories to tue idvantage of their inîtabitatîs,
and both powers, cotisidcring als that tha
cumtinity uanud harmony af lieir interests
demiand tht t ei'se sane relauons be encour-
aged iaid tavouîred t lite greatelr extension
and piroteiontî of' tieir commerce and ils
prosperity, both in fthe proviiines nud islanîîds
above mtuentioned, tnd in 'tuec Unitet Sta'es
of America, have decided lo adopt a treaty
of' commerce that slmtli ailtin this special
object. The higlh contraci ing parties reserve
to thteisehes i the rigit oa' framl inîg suct
laivs and regulitions as iay alipear advn-
-tageous to iluan to protect -their revenues
aund . prevent fratud in declarationlis ttnd
manifests relatintg ta articles or nierchaiin-
dise ou na'td. In the Spanish l is ds
oad proviiiets of Cub-iand Porfo Rico tua

nev or hiàher export duty orteax thaitis estab-
lished by ilie tarifls riw in f'i-re 8iill be im-
posed. Mîaiiufactur and m'rchiints tuid
