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DOMINION DAY.

Tise gencral observance of Canada's birtiday is full of promise
for tie future ofthe Dominion. In every province and anong all
secte and parties, however much they iay he divided in opinions
or sentiments, the day bas been fittingly honored and has been
the occasion for special rejoicings.

The firet of 3uily, apait fron the event which it was especially
chosen to commenorate, was lappily chosen for a national day
of celebrationl. Tie suinier season is at its best, and tie verdant
fields, the forests, mountains,lakes, rivers ansd streams of Canada
are IL scene of beauty whiich cannot bu surpassed anywhsere is
the world. A day of relaxation at this season, spent in susmmer
fasihioni, can only have good results and mnust excite tise
admiration atd deepen the love of country in the breasts of
tisothsands of our fellowcounstrysmen In the west, a lraiseworthsy
feature of the holiday arrangements vas the provision made for
addresses in ionor of tie day and of the cointry a( large. Wh11ie
we do not advocate wild and far fetceld orations the praises of
Canada are a fit theie for patriotic effort on thlese occasions, and
suitable speeches, devoid of political bias, are well calculated to
keep alive a geiluine national feeling.

Tie confederation of Canada bas been anl accomiplislhed fact
since the first ,of Jsuly, 1867, and as we pause to look back on
what lias beon achieved since thsat time we nay congratulate
oirselves that in spite of numerical weakniess our progress in
everytthing that niakes a nation lias been rapid and substantial.
Our greait public works and our private enterprises ain inantfacture,
commerce and arts have not beet equalled hy any people of the
saie numsbers. Canadian railways, banks and steamship lines
have made us known Io the outside commercial world for years,
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but we have aise kept abreast in ail other departments of
business autivity. And what about the newly developed North-
West? We will take the testimony of a piominent traveller,
wlho lias aise visited the -United States, on this point. The
chairinan of the North-West Land Conpany, a member of the
Royal Crofler Commission, etc., says :-Winnipeg bas altogether
recovered its old tone and a substantial and thriving business is
being done. Taking the Canadian North-West as a whole, tihe
country is superlor to tbat on the otier side of the boundary,
and nothing has pver been authoritatively stated il England
elither by tongue or peu, that l nut amply borne out by the
preseit condition of tie country. " Canada,"says this gentleman,
" lias the resources of a great nation, and it is questionable if any
other country in the world can equal it in agiicultural and
mineral resources. The climate is well calculated to produce
people of tbe highest physical condition, for since it embraces
all thle climatea of the world, those who are not healtby in one
locality eau find another that agrees with them. This ls valu-
able testimony and may surprise some untravelled Canadians
wio have nut forned very exalted ideas of the future of their
country.

Twenty-two years have come and gone since Confederation,
and looking at the progress made and the developments pas.
sible in the great North-West, Canadians of the new generation
have every reason ta feel proud of the past and sanguine for tihe
future. A great deal of nonsense bas been said and written
about the country baving attained its majority, as if the life of a
nation vas measured by years and not by generations. But if
Canada je an infant among the nations, it je a sturdy and a
healthy child. As a domestic writer puts it, Canada is a young
giant .

Which dreamseth of uiborn times,
Witli nianhoods thoughts his mind is braced

"He'l tenach the world a lesson yet
And with tie nmightiest must be pllacedl."

And again-
"If pure in purpose as ie's strong

Nothling of danger need lie fear,
"But botter far than base success
"To ride on an ustimely bier."

The last lines seem to convey a protest agaiit those who, in
every country, scoff at lofty ideas and wo.uld soel tbeir birth-
righît for the mere shadowy hope of gain. Fortunately there ie
a national spirit in spite of the wrangling of loud mouthed agi-
lators, who seize upon every pretext ta provoke racial and re-
ligious strife "We hear the wrangling," appropriately says the
Toronto Globe, "but what after ail does it amount to. Two doge
fighting in the.reet make. noise enough ta excite a con-
siderable village, but the people keep on doing business together
notwithstanding a long succession of such fights. And, in spite
of tie existence among us of a number of quasi-criminals who
constantly watch for and seize every chance to incite Englisi
and French Canadians against one another, they have worked
shoulder ta shoulder for common objecte for a hundred years;
they have done wonders togetier; from tihe past the future
nay be reasonably predicted; and the reasonable prediction le
that the two peoples will continue ta work together, in epite of
all family quarrels, till- it becomes universally understood that
their reasons for continuing together are so incomparably. more
important than their reasons for separating that their union can-
not be broken hy the efforts of demagogues. •

Sensible words these, which commend thjemselves ta all
thiiiking people and all true Canadians. Eaich race May have
its own reasons for standing by the union, niid as ounr contem-
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porary further remarks, English Canadians can justly ask no
more from French Canadians than that they shall stand prepared
o hazard their lives and their fortunes for tise preservation of
lie union, nor can French Canadians demand more froum their
English fellow citizens. The French Canadian doubtlese values
lie union because it guarantees him his language, hie institi-
ions and his laws, and the English Canadia because itpreserves
to him the British system of responsible government and Eng-
Lish laws and institutions. The union chiefly le a bulwaik
againet the incorporation and assimilation of the Englishl and
French Canadian races by tise United States, and whilst it does
this it preserves to both, rigits and privileges which they value
more than sordid weaith. The Confederation of Canada lins
been attacked on ail aides, but the fabric reste on a substantial
basis and je unshaken, and tise prospects are that the comion
national feeling will grow and strengthen with each succesding
year.

THE DUTY ON LOGS.
Thie concession made by tise Dominion in removing the ex-

port duty on logs eleven inches and under, at tise hut, linas given
little Batisfaction to American lumbermen and in fact eemsu to
be looked upon as a confession of weakness. Thre Miciigan tin-
ber speculators evidenstly think that Canadiair fosests exist for
theîir sole use and benelit and feel greatly wronged because tley
have not beèn allowed ta cnt them down at pleasure.

Assisted by a few newspapers on this aide, auxions ta make
a point against thie predent administration the agitation against
tihe duty bas beenr revived in tihe interest of those mill owlners
wiho have invested in Canadian timber limits. Thie pinse lmis-
ber business is not in any wise affected by thie concession re-
ferred to as it would not be a remunerative undertaking to cut
lugs in Canada and tow ther ta the Michigan mille with noie of
tVhem exceéding eleven inches ini diameter at lie brut. li order
to pay even a $2 export duty uon loge (tite anount levied at the
time of the investrents in Canadian timber limits by Ainrican
lumbermen) and a St 50 tow bill, the logs muet be o large liro-
portions and flne quality to insure a reliable inargin for profit.
Tise sole eflect of the change will be ta benefit parties engaged
in furnisiing piles, and the manufacture of hoops or otlier lira-
ducts of hardwood timber.

The position is an unfortunate one for those Amnerican lum-
bermen who invested in Canadian timber limite previons ta the
imposition of the $3 export tax on the logs, with thie intention
of stocking their mille in Michigan and elsewliere. They find
themselves with au immense amount of capital locked up and
feel that they have got a bitter grievance against Canada. On
the other band ilt l diflicult ta sese how tihe governmont could
ignore tue important interest thireatened with destruction. The
question was bound to aris in the natural cause of events sooner
or later and no government could stand idly by and witness thie
destruction of our timber wealth any more than it could allow
our waters ta be cleared of fias.

As miglht be expected, threats have been made that the
United States will be urged ta retaliate upon tihe sawn 'timber
interests of Canada, and petitions bave been presented to Con-
gress urging such action. Whether such extreme measures will
be adopted ia, of course, doubtful, but tise effect la to unsettle
the course of trade and cause uneasiness amonget dealers. We
notice that the absurd tirades of some of tise minor organe of
public opinion in Canada have been quoted. One of the Ontario
papers published the following:-" And now the latest gaine is
the export duty on saw loga. As a means of revenue, or as a
means of keeping labor in our own country tie game le unsuc-
cessful, but as a deep-laid scheme ta egg on the Americans into
retaliating on our sawn lumber, the exIort duty promises ta b
successful*** Byso doing they stir up strife, animosity and
bitterness against the American people, our own cuetomers, re-
gardlss of the moral lawand comity of nations."

This political clap-trap was commented upon as follows by
'he 2Jmbermen an Americans publication:-What botter argu-
ment could be used to prove the iniquitous extortion or the $3
export duty on Canadian logs; and what botter proof le needed
ta demonstrate the feai of Canadian lumber manufacturera that-
retaliation will be resorted ta. Or, what better proof la rieeded
that retaliation will bave the desired effect of the revocation of
the notorious order in council? And further, what botter
demonstration can thora be that constant agitation is not only
excusable but requisite, in order to:mould public sentiment up

i ta lhe standard of demanding and enforcing tie riglting of ansy
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great wrong? As further proof that the Canadian lumbermen
fear retaliation, and that in retaliation lies our hope and cer-
tainty of relief from the iniquitous extortion of the $3 expert
duity on loge, it nay he noted that the saule paper refers to the
letter of U. S. Consul Hotchkiss to lion. George L. Rives, Assist-
ant Secretary of State at Washington, setting forth the griev-
ances of Anerican lumhbernien who invested in Canadian pine
previouis to the imposition of Hie SS tax and says tiat Secretary
Wiiidon will accept the invitation of the Canadian goverument
to retaliate up:ii the sawn timber interests of Canada; and fur-
ther hat the injury to th*se interestis is not prospective but pre-
tent to-day, as the Aierican buyer will only purchase "freight
and duty paid," and his excuse is " the uncertainty of the
A inerican tariff. and the result is that " trade ii more or less
paralyzed."

Wlietlier retaliation will be resorted to, or if resorted to,
wlethier it will have the effect desired by the Michigan lumber-
mon, i i, of course, a pure matter of speculation. It seemts to be
the fashion jnst now to speak of " strained relations " and "retali-
alion " in disecussiig any' of the commerclo-political questions
at isue betiveenu the two countries. The exercise of common
sense and nutIulI consideration semins wanting. An adjustment
of real grievances should be possible without proceeding to harsh
meuasuires.

WALL PAPER.
'here are few branches of Canadian manufacture which at

1 resent labor tinder more disadvantages thau the important li-
ilistry of nanufacturing wallpaper. Since the breaking up of
the American maniufacturers u pool, and the adaption of a policy
of extermination by the larger makers, American wallpaper
has beurni sacrificel ii this country at prices fron 20 te 25 per
cent. under the figure at which they are selling wholesale in the
States. I, fact we know of instances where large purchasers of
wallpaper li this city lave written to their suppliers asking
themn to invoice their goods at the ordinary price, fearing lest
if the real price paid was entered on the iivoice, the Customs
imîiglt seize the goods for supposed undervaluation.

Whon the American pool was in existence the policy ofsub-
sidizing the smaller mlakers was followed. Now that the pool
lias been broken lip, a policy of extermination lias been decided
ipon. 'T'le larger firms liave resolved on freezing out their
weaker coipetitors, no iatter how leavy the .inmediate loss
may be. Lines selling in pool days at 7 cents are now oflered
at 3q centsi, and finer lines which formerly commanded 32 cents,
to-day fetch only fron (; to 12ý cents. Naturally money is being
lost straiglit along. On1e manufacturer admits dropping $150,000
list year, and otllers have lost even more thiain. ihat. Il fiet
soie wealthy houses Lave givei up rather than lose hard-earied
mîîoiey, anId yet il l douibthil whether the " freeze-out " will be
successfuil.

Naturally oui Canîadian miakers of wallpaper have sullered
soveroly fromîî .he flooding of this market witht American wall-
paper at prices 20 to 25 per cent. less 1.han the saime goods are
sold at in New York. lad it not beei that the duty lias been
altered fromt ain ad valorei to a specifie tarif, evcry factory in
l'.is country imuost. hiave been closed. As it is-even wihen we
coisider that it cut rates the specific duty often ainounts te 100
pur cent, on the vaile-our Caiadiani makers have a liard
struîggle to ciompete wiith the papers sent to be literally slaught-
ered on this market for anlything they will fetel.

Owing to being directly -in contact witli a highly protected
country, our manufactuiers require anî equally high imeiasure of
protection. Now York ruiles the rate of wages; iiot England.
Wheu ai manufacturer in this city imported skilled hands fron
Glasgow at an advanice of 25 pur cent. on Scotch wages, lie was
coolly informed that the mîîenî must receive the saime wages as
were boiig paid in Now York. li other words lie was forced to

pay New York wages while American goods were selling in
Moitreal it 20 pmr cent. under what they would fetch in the
States. le haid to pliay his hande the saine price they would get
in an American city, while lie was compellcd to sell the goods
they made at a price perilously close to cost in order te compete
with the very place whicl fixed the sceale of wages lie was called
upon te pay, although it undercut him in lis own market.

Manlifestly thia is not fair. The American iakers do not
claii it is. They simply say that two years of thils policy'wlll
exteriiiinate the wcakcr mîakers, and that they ire prepared to
stick it out. 1hliey have lowered the quality of their goods all
hey dare ; and have conitinled thlemselves te getting out the

chelapest lines possible. The gold paper got out at 6 te 124 cents
ls not what we formerly got for 28 to 32 cents: It is poorer in
every way. Consumers get the advantage that, in this country,
they can buy American wall-paper for one-fifth lees than it
fetches lu the States; but they get an article made especially for
their market, and much inferior te what they would get a
legitimate article forat afairpricein the place of its manufacture.

Naturahîy the Canadian wall-paper trade ls demoralized ; and
as it is a branch of industry that net only occupies a large num-
ber of bands in itself, but lias a direct influence on other large
manufacturing lines, any draw back it may suffer under reacts
upon trade in general. In tlis country some six million rells
are annually manufactured, and about a-million and three
quarters are imported from the States. If we reckon up the
employment this afforded te paper companies, pigment makers,
machiniste and others, we can sec how important an industry it
is, and low mucli it benefits other branches of industry besides
its own. To permit the making of Canadian wallpaper to be
swamped by "sacrifice lots" of American surplus make, would
be to deal a severe blow at one of our most benelicial industries.
When directly in contact with a highly protected country, our
owi should ho equally protected. Since our manufacturers ifave
to pay the saine wages as are paid in New York, they are mani-
festly entitled te au equal measure of protection. To argue
otherwise would be not ouly futile but unjust.

REMNANTS.
Woe have te draw the attention of the trade te the tact that

sone of our Canadian cotton mille are really manuîfacturing
remuante. In other words they are selling new piece goods in
twenty te forty yard lengths under this title in order to undercuit
their conpetitors. A true remuant slould not run over three or
four yards in length, but these supposed remnants oftei lack
only tan or fifteen yards of the aize of a full piece and are avpa-
rently oIly cut te these lengtls in order to evade the guarantee
of price.

Of course this deliberate sacrifice of goods entails loss net
oily on the mill practising it but on the trade in general. Cou-
sidering the present price of tue raw material, prices of cottons
in thits country are already far too low. The severity of coum-
petition has reduced valuep until but few of our mille are able to
make the slightest return te their shareholders; and yet we find
mills, like the ones in question, ready to still further sacrifice
their prospects.in order te make sales. The effect on the regular
trade eau well be imagined. Theyl are suddenly confronted
with "rennants" which are really piece gooods slightly cut
down in length, but which are sold at remnant prices. Wlat is
the honest inaker te do? le muet either meet the "e ut" or lose
his custoniers; and tlerefore lie muet either follow the example
forced upon him or run the riskz of seeing his buyers go csc-
wliere. This is all there ii te it.

At a tinie like the present when the price of cotton is hîigh in
proportion to the cost of its products, and when the course of
prices is decidedly uipon the upward bend both in Eugland and the
States, suchi a discovery as this is particularly disheartening. To
find à miill or firmn willing to break down whiat little margin of
profit yet remains in order te attract buyers, and thus secure
trado by inderhand methods, is certainly net calculated te help
public confidence. If the mille would only stick by one another
and leave off this kind of business we should soon sec a lift in
prices fromt which the consumer would be in no way a suirerer.
The present cut-throat policy helps niO One Oxcept a few agents
and jobbers. The public pay just as muich for their cottons as if
the mille got a fair living price for their outpîfand the loss to
the majority of the latter is out of all proportion te the advantage
gained by ee or two...

APPLICATION.

The necessity of strict attention te business, in order that it
may continue te be successful is more than ever a vital factor in
these years of keen competition and rapid transit of gooda fromt
ail parts of the globe. Any mercliant doing business to-day
whose experience recalls the transactions of twenty years back,
will iote witli more accuracy perhaps than pleasure, the changes
in every line, froma the selling of a spool or a thimble te that of
the season's supply of general merchandise te the backwoode
fariner who only soughît the city or town for purchases perhaps
once every tlree or four months Prices were much higher
then than now and there was no such variety of sizes, styles
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colore, shapes or kinds from which to choose, and consequently
purchases were made and sales were effected with much les
difficulty; for it was'only with the advent of greater varietios of
styles and shades, came the apparent necessity of as carefully
selecting the particular shape or style desired. Side by side
with this change came the. necessity of closer, application to the
wants of the general public, and any opposition which presented
itself only tended to make still more important the strict
attention required in order to hold the trade already establiehed
and aim at its increase rather than allow it to diminish.

As opposition became greater the thoughts of each merchant
were naturally directed towards buying as low as possible, and
any extra margin obtained on the wholosale price tended to
lower the retail figure in proportion, and the result was the
education of the public to the knowlege that certain articles
could be purchased for twenty-five cents at one store for which
they had paid thirty cents at another. The dear store and the
cheap was then the spreading cry among prospective purchaser,
or the honest and the dislonest storekeeper, which made the
gulf still wider between the contestants for trade, and the
necessity for closer application to purchases made at the
wholesale house or of going direct ta the city for selectione still
more imperative.

Failures were then more the result of inattention; of allowing
a more enterprising dealer in the village or neighboring town to
attract the bulk of trade by adhering more strictly to the
details of his shop; by making a larger display and combining
native shrewdn<ss and judgment of human nature to suit the
different classes of callers as they were lured for an initial visit
to hie store. The merchant who feit his trade thus gradually
falling off and knew it muet be moving in another direction, had
just as much means as his adversary wherewith te hold hie
trade; his space was just as ample in which to make 'his stock
look as ploasing to the eye, and hie location was, if anything,
more desirable, but he failed to apply hie time in making his
store look businesslike and attractive, by 'grumbling over the
dullness of trade and Élhe unsatisfactory condition of business In
general, instead of comparing the inducements and attractions
hewas ofl'ring with those of his new opponent and proceeding
to place his business at once on the same love], if not on a higher
scale, by a thorough overhauling and replenishing; placing
remnants and old stock in the foreground at reduced figures
turning the folds of the varions fabrices on the shelves and
moving them to a different place so as to make it appear the
stock was new; of keeping everything neat and orderly, and in
making as large a show, inside and out, as possible, with price
on eaci article, plainly maiked, so that customers would a
least be prepared te quote hie prices if they vere not prepared t
buy. He, could purchase hie goods as cheap, and accordingly
soll as close, and even still closer, for a season, in order to wi
back hie old trade, which, even now, could be thus gradually
induced to return, at least ta purchase any leaders he may shov
for a tinie, which would eventually end in increasing thei
business with hini till they were his assured customers onc
more, and for such time as he would continue ta make i
profitable for them ta purchase their requirements there. Bu
how much wiser would it not have been had lie applied himsel
assiduously in time, the moment he saw that opposition wa
te be encountered, and even reduce the figures on certain line
which had a regular retail price, and which would, in al
probability, be the leaders put forth by the opposition house t
lure his custom away.

This mode of establishing a trade is the principal one adopte
to-day by almost every new concern embarking in any of ou
towns or villages.; certain leaders are advertised at perhaps fiv
or ten per cent over cost, and these are principally article
manufactured in a limited number of grades, and the cheapest o
these is chosen, no that there can be no further reduction in th
figures without entailing a loss in the transaction.

It essuie remarkable how many there are to-day, who hav
had ample opportunities of noting the various methode employe
for enticing trade, who doubt the genuineness of a staple articl
if the price is lowered to meet active competition, but this ma
be partly accounted for from the claim of the merchant himsel
who, if informed of a certain article selling for a stated figure
something lower than hie price-replies that it muet necessaril
be inferior in quality or short in weight or defective i
manufacture, with the additional remark that "the, genuin
article could not be sold et that figure." Hie price i accordingl
sustained and the purchaser naturally uses the same argumen

against -the article which was purchased at the cut pries, and it
is only when the goods can be plainly compared that this simple
everyday excuse does not successfully apply. The followiug day
perhaps, the merchant who used this mode of gaining hie price
lowers the figure on it himself, fearing the consequence of
selling at a higher price than hie opponent, but it is intinitely
the wiser plan to adopt, for when once a name goes abroad for a
higli priced store it works injury without .imit, and the owner
in order te have the argument dispelled muet set immediately at
work ta lower the price of several lines to offset the sustaining
of his figures on one or two. Contending that the article offered
elsewhere is inferior, even if thereby the sale is effected at the
tim , still leaves a doubt in the 'mind of the purchasers, and
they will give a store a name for selling dear for the simple
reason of having paid one cent more for a spool of cotton thread
as quickly, and with as disastrous results as if they had been
charged one to ten dollars extra on a shawl or cloak.

Thus it is that cutting prices on certain lines on which the
figures are expected te ho known will- continue, and it ouly.
remains for an offset against such leaders, to adopt the inethod
toa aslight extent rather than reason against it. This will apply
more directly in the case of country morchants and those in
small towns against the prices prevailing in the larger markets.
The former are losing ground, and accordingly being in a greater
or less degree deprived of thoir very best customers, and it is
becoming more apparent overy year, from the failure of this one
incentive more than from any other cause, and each year marks
a wider differQnce between the country and city stores, which
difference can scarcely be accounted for when it je so readily
within the province of a dealer lu the country village ta supply
hie store with cheap goods and run on low prices and soli certain
articles even at cost te sustain the custom which ie drifting
slowly, but surely, ta the city shop each season. In lines such
as furs, millinery, etc., the variety ta be found in the exclusive
emporiums in the cities cannot, of course, be duplicated in the
rural districit, but with few such exceptions, goods could be kept
in suflicient variety and offeredi at such prices as would convince
purchasers that a trip of five to fifteen miles ta the city would
not really prove profitable after the tume and expenses of sncb a
trip wero deducter].

Application te tbese details le ;bocomning eacli year a greater
riocossity, and the time and cameful attention givon te wvorking

tup ideas aud planning for thieir sucecesefull adoption is sure ta ho
followed by that succees in mercantile pursuits which le the
ambition of ail wlio are iuterested therein.

COARSE YARN COTTONS.
Th imsitisfittory state of the Auerlcan market fur these goods le

diue (o the lirgely incrcased production in the South, and unless a

foreigi maruikit i; found for the surplus, If le feired the cottoi business,
lit large', will su ffr. h'lie South la Iisliig ahead, and lin somie. lnes of
cotton goeds la not only producing enough for ifs ocii requmir emeifs,
but l able ta slipply a portion of tle Western demand for low cottons,

doing aise something for export. This is a very good showing for au
industry which could hardly bc said to exist twenty years ago. But
the Western people themselves are making both cotton and woolen
goods and able partly to cover their own requirements. The conse-
quence of this is the lessening of the demand on New England and a
general transformation of the New England cotton industry from
couarser to finer gooda. There are mille in Fall River which a few
years ago made exclusively print cloths, and these are now engaged
on finer grades. The Southern competition bas deprived New Eng-
land of a portion of its home trade, and many of the Eastera mille
manufacturing standard cottons now find exportera their best customers.
A New York paper says:-Since 1880 the Eastern milla have beuen
gradually getting away froi suchcloths. The Southeru mills attributed
this te the faut that they could raake the goods so much heaper than
others. Wlether they dsceived themselves or whether those mills
making finer yarn cloths have doue very much better than those that
continued ta make cloth of 12 and 13 yarns it la not for us to say. As
it bas been with three-yard cottons so has it been with plaids. The
production lias been overdone. For several years the Southern mille
have been frequently reminded tait sucli production was excessive.
They attributeud this admonition ta jealously rather than ta candor.
The time lias arrived, however, for the diversion of production, and we
<le not hesitate to state that unless a large diversion l made from the
p oduction of tlie heavy yarn cloths referred to the chances for divi-
dende in the iiear future will bU less thai they have beuen for Fome yenrs.

A F&W years ago soie Hanbuirg inerchauts converted a large stea-
mier lnte a fl.ating sample roon aud despatchud lher on a cruige ta the
African and South Aiericau coasts. The venture was probably sne-
cessfuîl as a German commercial compa,.y lias recently raised a suin of
nearly half a million sterling ta be devoted exclusively to the build-
ing and equilpner.t of a large steamer which la ta serve as a floating
exhibition for the display of German gocds in distant parts of the
w.orld. hlie Taiser Wd/iln, for that is the nanie the vessel is ta bear,
wili be over 560 feut in lengtli,66 feet in breadtli, and 46 faet il deptih.
She is to bU power fully engined, and evidently specd of movement froa
one port to another Is cousidered an important element li the schemno.
There are ta bU four screw prapellers, each driven by a separate set o f

englues. The various decks of the great ship will be fitted up for flic
display of goods under the most favorable conditions. These will bo
in charge of ittendants well versed In commercial matters, and hav-
lig a knowledge of the languaiges of the different countries it is pro-
posed to visit. It ls expectel tliat the Kaiser Wilhelni will be ready to
start on lier two years' voyage early iext year.

Tnl United States weekly crop bulletin of June 30th says:-The
weather lias been favorable for all growing crops throughout the con-
tral valleys and Nortlwest, except Dakota, where drought bas doue
some injury ta wheat, oats aud barley, but corn i3 roported as fine and
growing raidilly li flt state, and generally through the corn belt,
Fromu Minnesota reports show that al] crnps were improved, but more
rain la needed in the Red River valley country. Reports from
Nebraska, Iowia, Illinois, Indiana, Missouri, Kansas, Kentucky, and
Arkansas show tliat the conditions for the week were especially favor-
able for corn, which mad rapid growtli Iarvesting la in progress in
Tennessee and the damage ta wheat froui excessive rainas bas beau
overetimated. Reports from the tobacco region of Kentucky, Tenue-
ses aud North Carolina show thai this crop is doing well and was
improved by the favorable weatther of the past week. The cotton crop
was improved by seasonable wCather and well distributed. St.
Paul, Jttue 30.-Cropl prospects are lesi favorable than they
were a wek ago owing ta the lack of moisture, and hot dry winds.
Advices received fromn ail parts of the Northwest indicate that thiere
will b considerably less than an average yield of wheat.

The last report of the local timber market
says that the few rafts for sale here are held
at hlgher rates than tlose obtained since the

opening of the season, but the scarcity and
higb rates of tonnage scem to keep the mar-
ket quiet, and no recent sales of any im-
portance have taken place. Still the feeling
in England appears to be good, though some
houses complain that they are offered low
rates for first quality pine deals.

AiunloAN jlurnals are seriously discussing
the placing of sugar on the free list, owiug to-
enhanced price to the consumer. Why, they

argue, should we pay a beavy duty on sugar
when the government don't know what to do
with the money ? The position of Canada le
somewhat, different, the Government wants
the money allright, but if thora was no duty
the consumer would get his sugar 2c. to 3c.
per pound cheaper than at present. Granu-
lated le selling in Liverpool to-day ratail at
6e. per pound.-Doinion Crocer.

THE Canada Pipe and Foundry Co., of this
city, manufacturers of water pipes, who we
noted some time since in our'columns as ap-
plying for incorporation, have some of their
production now on the market which are pro-
nounced by experts equal in quality to any of
foreign make. Water pipes have, heretofore,
been a large item of import, some thousauds of
tons.beingbroughtinto the Dominion annually,
and now that our market can be supplied by
a local maker with every guarantee for qual-
ity, this large volume of trade should remain
in thle country.
