Mr. SPAF
fis Excellency tbe Governor General desires the immediate attendance of

this flonourable Hanse in the Chamber of tbe flonourable tbe Senate.
Aecordingly, Mr. Speaker, witb the flouse, went up ta tbe Senate Chamber,and then Mr. Speaker spoke ta tbe following effet:-

MAY IT PLEASE YouR ExCELLENCY:

Tbe House of Commone bas elected me tbeir ýSpeaker, thougb I am but
little able to fulfil the important duties; thus assigned to me.

If, in the performance of tbose duties, I sbould at an.y time faîl into error,Ipray that the fault may be imputed ta me, and not to tbe Commons, wbose
servant I am, and wbo, througb me, the better ta enable tbem ta disebarge their
duty ta their King and Country, bumbly dlaim ail their undoubted rigbts andprivileges, especially tbat tbey may bave freedom of speech in their debates,arcess to, Your Excellency's person at ail seasonable times, and tbat their pro-oeedings may receive from Your Excellency the most favourable consideration.
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The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate then said:-

Mr. SPEAKER,

I amn commanded by is Excellency the Governor General to declare to you
that he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to
His Mai esty's Person and Government, and not doubting that their-proceeding's
will be conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon al
occasions will recognize and allow their constitutional prîvileges.

I arn commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shail have ready
access to fis Excellency upon ail seasonable occasions, and that their proceed-
ings, as well. as your words and actions, will constantly receive froin him the
most favourable construction.

And the House being returned,-

Mr. Speaker reported that the bouse had been in the Senate Chamber, and
that he had, in their naines and on their behalf, macle the usual dlaim of privi-
leges, which His Excellency had been pleased to confirin to thern.

Mr. Mackenzie KIng introduced a Bill, No. 1, An Act respecting the admin-
istration of Oaths of Office, which was read the.first tirne.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Scnatc Chamber, bis Excelleney was pleased
to make a speech Vo both Huses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he
had obtained a copy which he read to thc bouse as follows:-

Honourable Members of the Sena te:
Members of the House of Commons:

You will rejoice with me that the opening of the Twentieth Parliarnent of
Canada cornes at the moment of the victorious conclusion of the war.

It is just six years ago that Parliament met in special session in anticipation
of a declaration of war. Since that time, war has been waged continuously first
against Germany, latcr aiso against Italy wid .Japan. Froin the very ibeginning,
the resources of Canada and the utmost efforts of our people were committed to
the fight for freedom and to the winning of victory.

One by one, the aggressor nations and their satellite states have suffered
total defeat by the armed forces of the Ujnited Nations. Ail have been compelied
to surrender unconditionally. The terms of surrender were 8igned by Italy on
September the 8th, 1943; by Germany, on May thc 8th of the present year;
and by Japan, on the eve of the present week. The month of August witnessed
the devastating use of the atomie bomb against Japanese cities, and the entry
of the U.S.S.R. into war against Japan. Thus the world encircling conflict, the
most terrible of wars in human history, was brought to its close. Not only
has vietory been complete, it has been won over strongly organized and sinister
forces working in combination in an attempt at world conquest and domination.

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As you assemble at the opening of a new Parliament, I join with you in
giving humble and grateful thanks to Divine Providence for the deliverance
which His mercy has vouchsafed to the peoples of our own and other lands.
We of this day and generation have been the witnesses of a mighty manifesta-
tion of the workings of the moral law which inexorably connects wrong-doing
with retribution. It is as applicable to nations as to men.

In this titanic conflict between the forces of good and evil, it has been ours
to behold the triumph of Right and Justice. In this victory, we find the assur-
ance of the ultimate triumph of Righteousness as we seek to bring into being
a new order founded upon world security and social justice.

The victory over Nazi and Fascist tyranny in Europe and over Japanese
militarism in Asia has been bought at a great price. As the appalling extent of
the power of the forces of aggression and tyranny was revealed, the free peoples
of the world slowly began to realize what they owe to the Allied nations who
first opposed the aggressors. To their heroic resistance and to the armed might
of all the United Nations, Humanity owes not only its freedom, but everything
which free men value and cherish most.

Our thoughts at this time are especially of the members of Canada's forces
who have given their lives that victory might be ours and not our enemies'.
The whole nation reverently bows its head in tribute to their sacrifice. At this
hour, our hearts share, in special measure, the hopes and expectations of those
who yearn for the return of their loved ones, now liberated after three and a
half years in Japanese prison camps. The deep sympathy of Canada is with
all who have been bereaved, and with those who have suffered impairment of
body or mind, imprisonment, privation or want.

It will be for history to record the magnitude of Canada's contribution in
this global conflict. We rejoice that our armed forces have achieved so much
in helping to defend and liberate nations to whose past and present our own is
so closely akin. Our country will ever remember with pride the heroic exploits
of Canada's fighting men and merchant seamen.

We pay tribute as well to the men and women without whose loyal and
steady work on the farms, in forests, mines and fisheries, in factories, work-
shops and offices, in hospitals and homes, and in transport and other services,victory could not have been achieved. Canada's great contribution to victory
has been made possible by the unbroken partnership of her warriors and her
workers.

To all who have contributed by service and sacrifice to victory, I would,
in the name of Parliament express our country's gratitude.

So far as the future could be foreseen, My Ministers had taken steps to see
that Canada was prepared to meet the very difficult situations which would arise
when victory had been won. Under the authority of Parliament, relief was
provided to assist in feeding, clothing and housing destitute populations, and in
rehabilitating areas devastated by enemy action in Europe. Additional measures
to assist in meeting these and other imperative needs will be submitted for your
consideration.

Preparations for the demobilization, rehabilitation and re-establishment in
civil life of the men and women in the armed forces were well under way when
Germany surrendered. The same is true of measures for the reconversion of
the economie life of our country from a wartime to a peacetime basis, and
for the maintenance of a high level of employment and national income. The
plans thus developed to meet the requirements of the period of transition are
now being put into full operation.
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In the building of a new world order, My Ministers are determined to seek
above all else the promotion of peace, work and health in domestic and interna-
tional relations. To further these great objectives, the government has received
a definite mandate from the people of Canada.

The Charter of the United Nations which was signed by the representatives
of the fifty nations who took part in the Conference at San Francisco will be
submitted for your approval. The Charter expresses their determination to
maintain peace in accordance with justice and respect for human rights, and
to promote the welfare of all peoples by international co-operation.

To the promotion of national well-being, co-operation and good-will between
the Dominion and provincial governments are as essential as these attitudes,
between nations, are to the maintenance of world peace and international pros-
perity. You will be pleased to know that at the Dominion-Provincial Con-
ference held at Ottawa during August, a successful beginnning was made in
the consideration of proposals designed to contribute to the maintenance of a
high level of employment and national income, and to the establishment of
nation-wide social security. It is the earnest hope of My Ministers that, when
the Conference resumes its delilberations, agreement may be speedily reached
which will place the Dominion and all the provinces in a financial position to
discharge effectively their several responsibilities. Such agreements would make
possible a re-organization of the Dominion tax structure on a simpler, more
equitable basis, conducive to the expansion of enterprise and employment.

Every effort is being put forth to ensure the return to Canada as rapidly as
military commitments and transportation facilities will permit, of our armed
forces serving abroad, and to accelerate the orderly release of men ·and women
from the forces.

Through the joint efforts of the government, industry and labour, the
conversion of war industries to civilian production is taking place with a
minimum of delay and inconvenience.

It is the intention of the government to abolish war restrictions in pro-
gressive steps as rapidly as that can be accomplished without occasioning infla-
tion or other economic disturbances. Such controls as are essential to the
welfare of our people will be continued for as long as they are necessary.

You will be asked to approve a measure to extend certain specified emer-
gency powers to meet emergency conditions in the period of reconstruction.

The maintenance of long-term markets for our primary industries is receiv-
ing close attention. The continuing need for foodstuffs both at home and abroad
will ensure, for some time to coie, a heavy dernand for the products of our
farms and fisheries.

The government is continuing its efforts to stimuate the restoration and
expansion of external trade. Measures to this end will be submitted for your
approval.

In furtherance of stable international exchanges and adequate provision
for international credit, you will be asked to approve a measure to provide for
Canadian participation in the International Monetary Fund and the Bank for
Reconstruction and Development.

The provision of houses is being pressed forward as rapidly as the supply
of materials and labour will permit. Plans already in operation provide for the
expansion of home construction to keep pace with increases in the output of
building supplies. Priority is being given to houses for war veterans and their
dependents.
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Plans for the establishment of a national minimum of social security and
human welfare are 'being advanced as rapidly as possible. Unemployment insur-
ance, floors under farm and fish prices, and family allowances are now in force.
The government's proposals for the promotion of health and welfare made to
the Dominion-Provincial Conference include plans for a nation-wide system
of health insurance and preventive medicine, and for old age pensions on a more
generous basis.

Other measures demanding your consideration will include a consolidation,
as a Veterans' Charter, of the various orders-in-council relating to the care,
rehabilitation and re-establishment of war veterans; a bill to repeal the act
establishing the Department of National War Services; a bill to merge the
Department of Munitions and Supply and the Department of Reconstruction
into a single Department of Reconstruction and Supply. The army and the
navy have already been placed under the jurisdiction of one Minister of National
Defence. A further consolidation of all defence services under one Minister
of the Crown will be made in due course.

Members of the House of Commons:

You will be asked to make financial provision for all essential services,
also to meet expenditures aiising out of the war, and for the purposes of recon-
struction. My Ministers' proposals with respect to taxation measures will be
disclosed in the budget.

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

My Ministers believe that the position attained by our country among the
nations of the world, makes it desirable that Canada, like the other nations of
the British Commonwealth, should possess a distinctive national flag. You
will be asked to appoint a Select Committee of Members of both Houses of
Parliament to consider a suitable design for a Canadian flag.

The govermnent bas directed that, pending approval by Parliament of a
particular design, the Canadian Red Ensign which was the flag carried into battle
by the Canadian army, and which was flown ifrom the Peace Tower on V-E Day
and V-J Day as a tribute to the valour of our armed forces and to Canada's
achievements in war, may be displayed wherever place or occasion makes it
desirable to fly a distinctive Canadian flag.

The government also considers that it is advisable to revise and clarify
the definition of Canadian citizenship, and to brinig the legislation respecting
national status, naturalization and immigration into conformity with the defini-
tion of citizenship. You will be asked to approve the required measures.

The government has also been giving consideration to the most suitable
manner in whieh to commemorate. in the Capital of Canada, the service and
sacrifice of Canadians in the war just ended. In the past, the sacrifice of human
life in war has most frequently been commemorated in monuments of bronze
and stone. Such a memorial our Capital already has. My Ministers are of
the opinion that something more expressive of the vision of a new world order
would, at this time, be most appropriate. They believe that this vision would
best find expression in the planned development and beautification of the
National Capital and its surrounding area as a National Memorial. Steps -have
already been taken to plan the development of the citv and region of Ottawa
on both sides of the Ottawa river. As plans are formulated, specific proposals
will from time to time, be submitted to Parliament for consideration.

On the recommendation of the Government of Canada, His Majesty the
King has been pleased to select Field Marshal the Honourable Sir Harold
Alexander as My Successor as lis Representative in Canada. Field Marshal
Alexander's duties will not permit of his, assumption of office until early in the
new year. Meanwhile HFer Royal Hiliness Princess Alice and I will pay a
short visit to the United Kingdom, returning to Canada for a brief stay before
our officiai departure.

As you take up your heavy responsibilities in these difficuit days of recon-
struction, I pray that Almighty God may guide and bless your deliberations.
May you be inspired by the vision of the better future for fiumanity which
it is now within the power of the Ulnited Nations to create.

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie King, it was ordered,--That the Speech of
fis Excellency the Governor General to, bath flouses of Parliament be taken
into consideration on Friday next, and that this Order have precedence over ail
other business except the Introduction cf Bills and Government Notices of
Motions, until disposed of.

On motion cf Mr. Mackenzie King, it was ordered,-That a Special Com-
mittee be appointed to prepare and report with ail conivenient speed, lists of
Members to compose Standing Committees cf this flouse under Standing Order
63, said Cammittee te be composeci of Messrs. Mackenzie, Chevrier, Casselman,
Knowles, and Weir.

Honourable Louis S. St. Laurent, Minister cf Justice, to act with the Speaker
of the flouse of Commons as Commissioners for the purposes and under the pro-
visions cf Chapter 145 of the Revised Statutes cf Canada, Nineteen, hundred
and twenty-seven. intituled: "An Act respecting the flouse cf Commons".

1944 on March 19th last. The recess having becn so short there is littie ta
add to the account then given.

The Supplementary Catalogue cf bocks donated, and purchased during 1944
is being distributed to ail Senators and Members.
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The library staff remains considerably under strength, although some of
the vacant positions referred to in our last report have been filled.

The Public Works Department has assured us that the lighting condition
will -be improved in the next f ew rnonths. That Department lias also under
consideration a scheme whereby additional room for storage of books may be
obtained by using the space undcr the pitchied roof ail around the Iibrary build-
ing. However, the present library building contains nearly twice as many books
as it should, having regard to modern library shclving methods, and the
Librarians again urge that thc library be provided with additional space or týhat
a new building be erected.

]READING 0F SPEECHES

MR. SPEAKR: Before the Orders of the Day are called I wish to draw the
attention of honourable members to a practice in debate which is contrary to
the rules of the flouse. I refer to, the reading of speeches.

Standing Order No. 41 provides for decorumn in debate. I would refer
honourable members to, Beauchesne's Parliamentary Rules and Forms, Third
Edition, page 102, paragraphs 238 and 23.9, which states:

Besides the prohibition contained in this standing order, it bas been
sanctioned by usage both in England and in Canada, that a member,
while speaking must~ not (a) read from a written previously prepared
speech.

This rule was adopted in 1927, but as long ago as April 19, 1886, a resolu-
tion was adopted by the House which I should like to read. It was as follows:

That the growing practice in the Canadian House of Commons of
delivering speeches of great length, having the character of carefully and
elaborately prepared written essays, and indulging in voluminous and
often irrelevant extract6, is destructive of legitimate and pertinent debate
upon public questions, is a waste of valuable time, unreasonably lengthcns
the sessions of parliament, threatens by increased bulk and cost to Iead to
the abolition of the officiai report of the debates, encourages a discursive
and diffuse, rather than an incisive and concise style of public speaking,
is a marked contrast to the practice in regard to debate that prevails in
the British flouse of Commons, and tends to repel the public from a
careful and intelligent consideration of the proceedings of parliament.

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No doubt it is very comforting that the written word should be before aspeaker while he is addressing the house, more especially in the case of a new
member, and there are quite many new members in the House. However, itis my duty to call the attention of honourable members of the house to the
practice of reading speeches. I believe a reference to the rule in this formal and
general manner will forestall any objections from the House or from the Chair
in the coming debates.

RE QUESTIONS
MR. Srræm: Before calling the questions I would like to draw the atten-

tion of the honourable members to paragraph 297, page 121 of Beauchesne's
Parliamentary Rules and Forms, Third Edition.

A certain number of oral questions are permitted in practice by mem-
bers, without notice, before the Orders of the Day are called; but these
are merely allowed by courtesy in connection with the business of the
House or with very urgent and important matters of public concern.
They are always brief, no debate being permitted, and the replies are
as concise as possible. The Minister interrogated may reply at once
or may direct that the usual notice be given. (B.315). Such questions are
governed by the same rules of order as questions, of which notice has
been given. (M. 245, n. 4).

Your Committee has embodied its conclusions in a proposed bill to amend
The War Service Grants Act, 1944, a draft of which is annexed hereto, and
recommends that the government gîve consideration to the introduction of sucli
a bill.
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DRAFT 0F A PROPOSED BILL

TO AMEND

THE WAR SERVICE GRANTS ACT, 1944

An Act to amend The War Service Grants Act, 1944.

His Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and House
of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:

1. Section two of The War Service Grants Act, 1944, chapter fifty-one
of the statutes of 1944, is repealed and the following substituted therefor:-

"2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,
(a) "Board" means the Board of Review established by this Act;
(b) "business" includes trade, industry or profession;
(c) "credit" and "re-establishment credit" means the credit provided for

under Part II of this Act;
(d) "dependents' allowance" means the marriage allowance and dependcnts'

allowances prescribed by regulations made by the Governor in Council
pursuant to the Naval Service Act, The Naval Service Act, 1944, the
Militia Act or The Royal Canadian Air Force Act, as the case may be;

(e) "discharge& means ceasing to serve on active service in the forces since
the tenth day of September, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-nine,
and "discharged" lias a corresponding meaning;

(f) "deceased member" includes a member of the forces who for the
purposes of the force in which lie served is officially presumed to have
died;

(g) "forces" means the naval, military, or air forces of His Majesty raised
in Canada;

(h) "gratuity" and "war service gratuity" mean the gratuity payable inder
Part I of ths Act;

(i) "home" means a house or building intended for human habitation and
owned solely by tke member or bis spouse or jointly by him and bis
spouse and used or to be used by the member as bis dwelling, together
with the land upon which it is situated, including, in the case of a f arm,
land used therewith for the purpose of farming;

(j) "member" and "member of the forces" mean any person who was on
service in the forces during the war which commenced in September,
one thousand nine hundred and thirty-nine, and include any person
who served in the Canadian Women's Army Corps since the thirteenth
day of August, one thousand nine hundred and fort y one;

(k) "Minister" means the Minister of Veterans Affairs;
(1) "misconduet" includes

(a) the commission of an offence under the Naval Discipline Act, the
Army Act or the Air Force Act, of which the member was convicted
by a court-martial including, in the case of naval forces, a dis-
ciplinary court or of which he was found guilty upon summary
disposition of the charge;
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(b) the commission of an offence of which the member was convicted
by a court of competent jurisdiction;

(c) such misconduct as might, in the case of an officer, result in his
removal from the forces;

(m) "overseas service" means any service involving duties required to be
performed outside of the Western Hemisphere, and includes service
involving duties required to be performed outside of Canada and the
United States of America and the territorial waters thereof in aircraft
or anywhere in a ship or other vessel, service in which is classed as
"sea time" for the purpose of advancement of naval ratings, or which
would be so classed were the ship or other vessel in the service of the
naval forces of Canada;

(n) "pay and allowances" includes dependents' allowance together with all
other allowances calculable and payable on a daily basis except
(i) kit upkeep allowances;
(ii) underclothing allowances;

(iii) travelling allowances;
(iv) lodging and provisional allowance or subsistence allowance as the

case may be in excess of the standard rates payable in Canada at
the date of discharge;

(v) any special allowance payable overseas but not payable in respect
of service in Canada;

(o) "purchase of a business" includes the purchase of an interest in an
existing partnership and the advance of capital for a new partnership,
if the partnership business is to be the main Qccupation of the member
and be intends to participate actively in that business;

(p) "service" means time served on active service in the forces
(i) while enlisted or obligated to serve without territorial limitation:

or
(ii) in the Aleutian Islands, the United Kingdom or the Europëan or the

Mediterranean operational theatres; or
(iii) while proceeding fron Canada to any of the places mentioned in

clause (ii) of this paragraph or returning from any of the said
places to Canada;

(q) "Western Hemisphere" means the continents of North and South
America, the islands adjacent thereto and the territorial waters thereof,
including Newfoundland, Bermuda and the West Indies, but excluding
Greenland, Iceland and the Aleutian Islands."

2. Section three of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"3. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Act, every member of the forces
shall, upon discharge, be entitled to be paid a war service gratuity at the rate
of seven dollars and fifty cents for every completed period of thirty days of
service, and an additional sum of twenty-five cents for every day of overseas
service which falls within such periods.

(2) In addition to the amounts mentioned in subsection one of this section,
every member of the forces whose service includes overseas service shall, upon
discharge, be entitled to be paid for each period of one hundred and eighty-three
days of overseas service and proportionately for any less period, an amount
computed on the basis of seven days' pay and allowances that were payable to
or in respect of him at the date of d'ischarge.
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(3) Where a member is posted from an establishment, unit or ship for
discharge purposes and his pay and allowances are reduced as a result of such
posting the pay and allowances received by him immediately prior to such posting
shall be used for the purpose of computing the amount paid to him under sub-
section (2) of this section.

(4) For the purposes of this section the expression "pay and allowances"
includes

(a) in the case of a member of the naval forces, lodging and provision
allowance; and

(b) in the case of a member of the military or air forces, subsistence allow-
ance at the standard rates payable in Canada;

notwithstanding that at the date of his discharge he was not receiving such
allowances.

(5) A period of overseas service shall be deemed to commence on the day
the member is posted to the strength of an overseas unit, establishment, or ship
and to conclude on the day he is taken on strength from overseas.

(6) A period of temporary duty overseas shall be deemed to be a period
of overseas service and to commence on the day of proceeding from the parent
unit, establishment or ship and to conclude on the day of the return thereto.

(7) In the case of naval forces the date shown on the certificate of service
and on the list of official appointments shall be used for the purpose of this
section in determining the dates of posting to and from His Majesty's Canadian
ships and establishments*with respect to any former member.

3. Section four of the said AcL is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"4. (1) If a member of the forces dies on service or after discharge but
before he has been paid gratuity in full, payment of the gratuity or the unpaid
balance thereof shall be made:

(a) to a person who was in receipt of or who, in the opinion of the
Dependents' Allowance Board, was eligible for dependents' allowance
on behalf of the deceased member immediately prior to the member's
death or discharge;

(b) to a person, who, in the opinion of the Dependents' Allowance Board
would have been eligible for dependents' allowance on behalf of the
deceased member immediately prior to the mcmber's death or discharge
hiad such person not been a member of the forces; or

(c) to a person who, in the opinion of the Minister or such authority as
he may designate, was dependent in whole or in part upon a deceased
member and to whom pay was assigned by such member immediatelv
prior to- the member's death or discharge.

(2) If more than one person is entitled to payment of the gratuity under
this section the Minister may direct that the gratuity be paid to any one of
such persons or divided among them in such manner as he may determine.

(3) The Minister may authorize any person to receive payment of the
gratuity on behalf of the person entitled thereto under subsection one or sub-
section two of this section and to utilize the gratuity for the benefit of the
person entitled thereto in such manner as the authorized person in his discretion
may determine.
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(4) Where no person qualifies to receive payment of the gratuity or any
unpaid balance thereof under this section in respect of a deceased member, the
gratuity or the unpaid balance thereof shall form part of and be comprised in
the deceased member's "service estate" as that expression is defined in subsection
two of section seven of the Department of National Defence Act as enacted by
chapter nine of the statutes of 1940.

(5) where a person who was qualified to receive payment of a gratuity
or any part thereof under this section dies before payment thereof in full the
gratuity or that part thereof payable to him or any unpaid balance thereof
shall not be paid to the estate of such person but shall be paid to such other
person as may be entitled thereto in accordance with the provisions of this Act
and if no otier person is so entitled, shall form part of and be comprised in
the deceased member's service estate in accordance with the provisions of sub-
section four of this section."

4. Section five of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:-

"5. (1) Pursuant to regulations of the Governor in Council in that behalf
there may be deducted from the war service gratuity

(a) overpayments of pav and allowances, other than dependents' allowance
but including assigned pay, as follows:-
(i) pay or allowances issued to or on account of a member at rates

in excess of those authorized by the appropriate naval, military
or air force financial regulations;

(ii) pay or allowances issued to or on account of a member that, having
regard to his naval, military or air force status at the date of
issue, were not authorized by the appropriate naval, military or
air force financial regulations; and

(iii) advances of travel allowances not accounted for by a member
at the time of payment of the gratuity, or any portion thereof,
to or in respect of such member;

(b) overpayments of dependents' allowance as follows:-
(i) any overpayment which the Dependents' Allowance Board has

ordered to be recovered from a member upon a finding, concurred
in by the Judge Advocate General, that such member was guilty
of wilful misrepresentation or fraud;

(ii) where the gratuity, by reason of the death of the member to whom
it was payable, becomes payable in whole or in part to a dependent,
any overpayment which the Dependents' Allowance Board has
found, with the concurrence of the Judge Advocate General, to
have been made to such dependent as a result of wilful misrepre-
sentation or fraud by the member or the dependent.

(c) such other payments of pay and allowances macle to or on account of
a member, or to his dependents, as the Governor in Council may
authorize.

(2) Any amount deducted from the gratuity pursuant to subsection one
of this section shall, to the extent that His Majesty has previously been reim-
bursed in respect of the overpayment by any person other than the member to
or on account of whom the overpayment was made, be paid over to that person.

(3) The provisions of the Act entitled "An Act respecting debts due to the
Crown", chapter eighteen of the status of 1932 shalil not apply to a gratuity."
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5. Section six of the said Act is repealed.

6. Section seven of the said Act is repealed and the following substitued
therefor:

6. (1) Payment of war service gratuity to a member of the forces shall
be made in monthly instalmcnts payable in arrear flot cxceeding the
amount of pay and allowances, including dependents' allowance, paid
to or in rcspect of such member for the thirty days immediately pre-
ceding hîs discharge, unless as a resuit of a posting from an establish-
ment, unit or ship for discharge purposes, his pay and allowances are
reduced, in which case no instalment shall exceed the pay and
allowances including dependents' allowance in issue to such member
for the thirty days immediately preceding such posting and including
also, in the case of a member of the Naval forces, lodging and provision
allowance, and in the case of a member of the rnilitary or air force,
subsistence allo-wance at the standard rates payable in Canada, not-
withstanding that at the date of discharge he was not receiving such
allowances.

(2) For the purposes of this section the pay and allowances, including
dependents' allowance, in issue for the thirty days immediately pre-
ceding discharge or for the thirty days immediately preceding the
posting of the member from an establishment, unit, or ship for discliarge
purposes, as the case may be, shall be deemed to be the equivalent of
the daily rate in issue for the last day of either of such thirty day
periods multiplhed by thirt.y.

7. Section eight of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"7. Subject to the provisions of this Act, every member of the forces who
dues not, elecLtVo take benefits under the Veterans' Land Act, 1942, except section
thirteen thereof, or any educational, vocational or technical training benefits
which are provided out of moneys appropriated by Parliament, other than such
similar benefits as mav be available to a former member under the provisions
of the Department of Veterans Affairs Act, shall in order to assist in his
re-establishment, be eligible, in addition to the war service gratuity, for a
re-establishment credit in an amount cqual Vo the total amount payable to him
under subsection one of section three of this Act.

8. The said Act is amended by adding thereto immediately following
section seven thereof the following section:-

"8. No credit shahl be made available to a member unless the member is
resident in Canada and the Minister is satisfied that the credit will be used
for one or more of the purposes specified in section nine of this Act and for
the re-establishment of the member in Canada.

provided: however, that except as may be provided by order in council this
section shall not apply in the case of a member who desires to use re-estabhish-
ment credit for the payment of premiums under The Veterans Ineuirance Act
or The Returned Soldiers' Insurance Act, or for the payment of the purchase
price of an annuity purchased by him under the Government Annuities Act."
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9. Section nine of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:-

"9. (1) All or any part of the re-establishment credit may, within a period
of ten years from the first day of January, one thousand nine hundred and
forty-five, or the date of his discharge, whichever is the later, be made avail-
able to or for the member of the forces eligible therefor when it is shown to the
satisfaction of the Minister that such credit is to be used for:-

(a) the acquisition of a home
(i) under The National Housing Act, 1944, in an amount not exceeding

two-thirds of the difference between the lending value of the home
and the amount of the loan made under that Act; or

(ii ) not under The National Housing Act, 1944, in an amount not
exceeding two-thirds of the difference between the appraised value
of the home as approved by the Minister or the purchase price,
whichever is the lower, and the amount of the encumbrance
thereon, assumed or created by the member;

(b) the repair or modernization of his home;

(c) the reduction or discharge of indebtedness under any agreement for
sale, mortgage, or other encumbrance on his home, in an amount not
exceeding twice the amount that the member himself simultaneously
contributes to such purpose;

(d) the purchase of furniture and household equipment for his domestic
use in an amount not exceeding ninety percentum of the purchase
price of the furniture or household equipment or the payment of
the full cost of repair of such articles;

(e) the provision of working capital for his business;
(f) the purchase of tools, instruments or equipment for his business or the

cost of repair of such articles;
(g) the purchase of a business by him in an amount not exceeding two-

thirds of the difference between the purchase price and any indebted-
ness incurred for the purpose of the purchase of such business, if the
payment of such difference entitles the purchaser to immediate
possession;

(h) the payment of premiums under any insurance scheme established by
the Government of Canada, including:-
(i) payment of premiums pursuant to any contract of insurance to

which he is a party under The Returned Soldiers' Insurance Act,
The Veterans Insurance Act or the Civil Service Insurance Act;

(ii) payment under subsection two of section forty-nine of the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police Act of a deficiency in deduction from
his pay as an officer of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police;

(iii) payment of contributions in respect of his service as a constable
of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police under sections sixty-seven,
seventy-eight, eighty-one or eighty-two of the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police Act;

(iv) payment of contributions under section five of the Civil Service
Superannuation Act in respect of his service in the Civil Service
prior to becoming a contributor under that Act;

(v) payment under subsection two of section ten of the Militia Pen-
sion Act of a deficiency in deduction from his pay as an officer
as defined in that Act;
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(vi) payment of the purchase price of an annuity purchased by him
under the Government Annuities Act;

(i) payment of fees and the purchase of special equipment including instru-
ments, books, tools and other equïpment required for educational and
vocational training other than eduçcational and vocational training
provided by the laws of Canada for members of the forces;

()any other purpose authorized by the Governor in Council.

'(2) No credit shall be macle available for the purchase of furniture or
household equipment or for the payment of any debts incurred by the purchase
of furniture or household equipment if the actual possession of the furniture or
household equipment does not pass to the buyer when the contract is made
or if it is agreed, provided or conditioned in the contract that the right of
property in or right of possession to the furniture or household equipment in
whole or in part shall remain in the seller notwithstanding that the actual
possession of the furniture or household equipment passes to the buyer?"

10. Section eleven of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"11. No officer and no warrant officer of the naval forces, and no officer of
the military or air forces, shall be entitled to any benefits under this act if,
.since the tenth day of September, one thousand nine hundred and thirty nine,

(a) he is cashiered or dismissed from the service by a sentence of a court-
martial;

(b) he is deprived of his commission or warrant by -reason of misconduet;
(c) he is ealied upon to retire or to resign his commission or warrant by

reason of misconduet;
(d) his resignation is accepted by reason of misconduet."

11. Section twelve of the said Act is repeaied and the following substituted
therefor:

"12. No seaman, soldier, or airman shall be entitled to any benefits under
this Act if he has been discharged since the tcnth day of September, one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-nine,

(a) having been sentenced to be discharged with ignominy or, in the naval
forces, to dismissal with or without disgrace;

(b) by reason of his having beeîi c'onvicted by a civil court or by court-
martial during his service;

(c) for misconduet.

2. A seaman who was discharged for the stated reason of "services no
longer required" and a soldier or airman who was diseharged for the stated reason
of "misconduet" shaîl be deemed to have been discharged for misconduet for
the purposes of section twelve of this Act."

12. The said Act is further amended by adding thereto immediately after
section twelve thereof the following sections:
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"12A. Where a member is discharged for any of the reasons or in any of the
circumstances set forth in section eleven or section twelve of this Act and sub-
sequently rejoins the forces he shall not be disqualified under the said sections
from receiving benefits under this Act in respect of his services after le so
rejoins, by reason only of his conduct prior to such discharge."

12B. (1) The application for gratuity of every member who is discharged
for any of the reasons or in any of the circumstances set forth in sections 11
or 12 of this Act shall forthwith, together with all documents relating to the
member's service, be referred to the Board of Review as constituted by the
next succeeding subsection of this section.

(2) There shall be a Board to be called the "Board of Review" which shall
consist of not less than three and not more than five members who shall be
appointed by the Minister with the approval of the Governor in Council.

(3) At least one of such members shall be a person who, in the opinion
of the Minister, is representative of organized veterans. One of such members
shall be designated to be chairman of the Board and such number of members
as the Governor in Council may determine shall constitute a quorum.

(4) The members of the Board shall receive such remuneration as the
Governor in Council may determine.

(5) (a) All officers, clerks or other employees required by the Board for
the performance of its functions shall be appointed according to law.

(b) A civil servant who prior to or at the time of his appointment as a
member of the Board was or is a contributor under the provisions of the Civil
Service Superannuation Act may elect, within three months of his appointment,
and shall be eligible notwithstanding the provisions of the Civil Service Super-
annuation Act, to continue to be a contributor under the said Act and in such
event his tenure of office as a member of the Board shall be counted as service in
the Civil Service for the purposes of the said Act and Le, bis widow and children,
or other dependents, if any, shall be eligible to receive the respective allowances
or gratuities provided by the said Act, and in the event of his being retired from
the office as a member of the Board for any reason other than misconduct, he
shall be eligible to receive the same benefits under the said Act as if his office as
member of the Board had been abolished.

(6) The Board may, with the approval of the Governor in Council, make
rules for regulating its proceedings and the performance of its functions.

(7) It shall be the duty of the Board and it is hereby empowered to examine
every application referred to it pursuant to the provisions of subsection one of
this section and to consider the nature and extent of the services rendered by
the member in the Armed Forces and to investigate the circumstances under
which the member was discharged and for that purpose the Board is authorized
to make such enquiries, hear such witnesses, and take such evidence as it may
deem necessary.

(8) Where, on such examination and investigation the Board is of the
opinion that it would be inconsistent with the true spirit and intent of this Act
to deprive the member of benefits of the Act by reason of sections eleven or
twelve of the Act, the Board shall by order direct that the member shall receive
the benefits of this Act as completely as if said sections 11 and 12 were not
part of this Act.

13. Section sixteen of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:
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"16. (1) If a member of the forces, before he bas been paid or granted

all or any part of the gratuity or credit is reappointed to or re-enlists in the

forces, the balance of such gratuity or credit remaining unpaid or not granted

shall not be paid or granted to such member until his subsequent discharge
at which time lie shall be entitled to be paid or granted such gratuity or credit

or the balance thereof in addition to any further gratuity or credit to which lie

may be entitled under this Act by reason of his subsequent period of service.

(2) The benefits provided by subsection one of section three and section
seven of this Act payable to or in respect of a member who bas had service in
more than force, shall be calculated as if his total service had been uninterrupted
service in any one of such forces, and the benefits provided by subsection two
of section three of this Act, payable to or in respect of a member who bas had
service in more than one force and overseas service in at least one force, shall
be calculated separately for each force in which lie had overseas service on the
basis of the pay and allowances payable to or in respect of him at the date
of discharge from each such force.

(3) A member who joins the Permanent Naval or Military Forces or the

Regular Air Force on or before the thirty-first day of March, one thousand fine
hundred and forty-six, shall be paid his gratuity and may be granted his credit
in the manner provided in this Act on that date. A member who joins the
Permanent Naval or Military Forces or the Regular Air Force subsequent to the

thirty-first day of March, one thousand nine hundred and forty-six, shall be paid
his gratuity and may be granted his credit in the manner provided in this Act
on the date of his acceptance for service in one of such forces.

(4) Uutless the Minister otherwise directs, a member who is serving with the

naval, military or air forces other than the Permanent Naval or Military Forces

or the Regular Air Force on the thirty-first day of March, one thousand nine

hundred and forty-six, shall not be paid his gratuity or granted his credit until
he resumes his civilian status."

14. Section seventeen of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted

therefor:-

"17. (1) Subject to subsection two of this section, a person who, subsequent
to the tenth day of September, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-nine, served

on active service in any of the naval, military or air forces of His Majesty other

than those raised in Cariada, and at the time lie joined the said force was

domiciled in Canada, shall be entitled to bc paid a gratuity and granted a credit

equal to those which might have been paid or granted to him under this Act had

such service been service in the forces, if lie makes application therefor and if at

the time of his application lie is domiciled and resident in Canada.

(2) There shall be deducted from the gratuity or credit authorized by sub-
section one of this section the amount of any pecuniary benefit, of the same
nature as a gratuity or credit authorized to bc paid or granted to members of

the forces under this Act, that the person bas received or is entitled to receive
in respect of his service from any government other than that of Canada.

(3) The provisions of section 4 of this Act shall apply to and in respect of

any such person as if such person had been a member of the forces at the time of

his death or discharge from the forces of His Majesty other than those raised in

Canada. "Provided: That where no person qualifies to receive payment of the

gratuity or any unpaid balance thereof under this section in respect of any such
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deceased person, the gratuity or the unpaid balance thereof shall be paid to the
director of estates for distribution to the person or persons to whom the service
estate of the deceased was or will be paid by the government other than that of
Canada in respect of his service".

17A. Any question arising under section fifteen or section seventeen of this
Act as to whether any pecuniary benefit granted by any government other than
that of Canada is of the same nature as a gratuity or credit authorized to be
paid or granted to members of the forces under this Act shall be referred to the
Minister or to snch authority as the Minister may designate and the decision of
the Minister or that authority, as the case may be, shall be final."

15. Section 20 of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:-

"20. (1) No gratuity payable or credit available to a member of the forces
or his dependents shall be subject to attachment, levy, seizure, or assignment
under any legal process or to taxation.

(2) No such gratuity or credit or any part of either may be assigned,
charged, anticipated, commuted, given as security or otherwise dealt with and
any purported assignment, charge, anticipation, commutation, or other trans-
actions relating to the gratuity or credit made, entered into, or completed
contrary to the provisions of this section, shall be wholly void and of no effect."

16. Sections 22, 23, 24 and 25 of the said Act are renumbered respectively
as 25, 26, 27 and 28 and the following sections are added thereto:-

22. If any member uses a credit for any purpose not authorized under this
Act or the regulations made thereunder, he shall be guilty of an offence and liable
on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding two hundred dollars or to imprison-
ment for a term not exceeding two months or to both such fine and such
imprisonment.

23. Any person who

(a) knowingly assists any member in using or attempting to use a credit for
any purpose not authorized under this Act or the regulations made
thereunder; or

(b) counsels or abets any member in the use or the attempted use of a credit
for any purpose not authorized under this Act or the regulations made
thereunder; or

(c) knowingly makes any statement or gives any information which is false
in any material particular for the purpose of having made available any
credit to him or on his behalf;

shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine not
exceeding two hundred dollars or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding
three months or both such fine and such imprisonment.

24. Notwithstanding any law to the contrary, any complaint or information
with respect to any violation of the provisions of this Act may be made or laid
within one year from the time when the matter of complaint or information
arose.

Mr. Tucker, from the Special Committee on Veterans Affairs, presented
the Third Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

Your Committee recommends that the Government give consideration to
rescinding Order in Council P.C. 6650, dated October 26, 1945.
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The Bill No. 23, An Act to incorporate the Central Mortgage and Housing
Corporation, was then considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress having
been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again at
the next sittîng of the Ilouse.

PRAYERS.

Mr. Bradette, from the Standing Committee on External Affairs, presented
the Second Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

As set out in the Votes and Proceedings of the House of Commons of
October 22, 1945, two lengthy proposed resolutions of the House were, on that
day, referred to your Committee, prior to consideration by the House.

These proposed resolutions may be identified as follows:-
1. Approval of the Convention (No. 32) concerning protection against

accidents of workers employed in loading or unloading ships (General Confer-
ence of International Labour Organization, Geneva, 16th Session, 27th April,
1932) ;

2. Approval of the Convention (No. 63) concerning statistics of wages and
hours of work in the principal mining and manufacturing industries, including
building and construction, and in agriculture (General Conference of Inter-
national Labour Organization, Geneva, 24th Session, 2nd June, 1938).

Your Committee has heard representatives from the Department of External
Affairs, the Department of Labour, the Bureau for Statistics of the Depart-
ment of Trade and Commerce, the Shipping Branch of the Department of Trans-
port and from the International Labour Office of Montreal.

Your Committee recommends the adoption of the two resolutions.

As regards the inspection of tackle and gear at Canadian ports, particularly
the safety measures involved in the protection of workers engaged in the loading
and unloading of ships, and in order that Canada may carry out in full the pro-
visions of Convention No. 62 in this respect, your Committee recommends that
the Government consider the advisability of increasing the number of inspectors
and of providing for a more adequate remuneration for inspectors commensurate
with their qualifications, duties and responsibilities.
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Your Committee further recommends that it be empowered to consider
matters connected with external affairs and report from time to time any sug-
gestion or recommendation deemed advisable to the House of Commons.

Mr. Ilsley, a Member of the King's Privy Council, laid before the House,
by command of His Excellency the Governor General,--Public Accounts of
Canada for the fiscal year ended March 31, 1945.

Also,--Report of the Auditor General for the fiscal year ended March 31,
1945 (bound together with Publie Accounts of Canada).

On motion of Mr. Ilsley, the Public Accounts for the year ended March
31, 1945, were referred to the Standing Committee on Public Accounts.

Mr. McCann, a Member of the King's Privy Council, laid before the House,
by Command of His Excellency the Governor General,-Annual Report of the
Department of National War Services for the fiscal year ended March 31, 1945.

The following Questions on the Order Paper were passed by the House as
Orders for Return, under subsection 4 of Standing Order 44, and Orders of the
House were issued to the proper officers accordingly, viz:-

By Mr. Matthews (Kootenay East):-1. Have the Aero timber interests
on the Queen Charlotte Islands been sold? If so, to whom and at what price?

2. How many acres of standing timber were involved in this deal?
3. What species of timber arc represented, and in what proportions?
4. How much development work has been done on these limits?
5. Who cruised this stand of timber and signed the cruise?
6. On what elevations does this timber stand?
7. How far is it from salt water?
8. What are the harbour facilities of the dumps?
9. What is the general contour of the ground?

10. Does the sale include equipment, machinery, wharves, tug-boats, etc.?

By Mr. Jaenicke:-According to the latest figures available-1. What is
the total amount of United States capital invested in Canada?

2. What were the total amounts remitted to recipients in the United States
during the years 1939 to 1944 under permits of the Foreign Exchange Control
Board?

3. How much of the amounts mentioned in question 2 represent (a) interest,
dividends, rentals, or other income on United States capital invested in Canada;

How many soldiers of the forces overseas have been
sentenced to terms of detention in Headley Detention Barracks, Hampshire,
England?

2. For what various offences; where are they now confined, and for what
terms?

3. What has been the total deductions of pay and gratuity and other credits
imposed there by orders of courts of inquiry?
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4. Have any complaints been received as to the heavy penalties imposed
and the loss of pay to families by the fine system of pay deductions?

5. How many courts-martial were held there and what service at the front
had the members of the courts?

11. Were these courts-martial conducted in public; will the new Board

of Review conduet an inquiry into these cases and others at Aldershot, and
report on them?

2. What was the total expenditures made by the National Film Board for

Your Committee held nine meetings in the course of which the said annualReports of Canadian National Railways System, The Canadian National (WestIndies) Steamships, Limited, The Canadian National Railways Securities Trust,The Trans-Canada Air Lines and The Auditors' Report to Parliament respectingthe accounts of these companies, for the year ended December 31, 1944, wereseverally examined and unanimously adopted.
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The Financial Budget of the Canadian National Railways System for the
calendar year 1945 after careful examination was unanimously approved. Your
Committee notes with satisfaction that the said budget for 1945 forecasts an
income surplus of $25,000,000. The requirements under the general capital
budget, it will also be noted, are estimated to be $8,800,000, and for the purchase
of new equipment, under a hire-purchase agreement between the government and
the railways, the requirements are estimated to be $24,606,000.

The Financial Budget of the Canadian National (West Indies) Steamships,
Limited, for the calendar year 1945 was also examined and approved unani-
mously. The estimated income surplus in the case is fixed at $985,000. No
capital expenditures are contemplated during that year.

Your Committee has also examined the balance sheets relating to the opera-
tions of the Hudson Bay Railway and the financial results.

The task of your Committee was facilitated by the valuable assistance
of Mr. R. C. Vaughan, Chairman of the Board of Directors and President of
The Canadian National Railways System, Mr. H. J. Symington, C.M.G., K.C.,
President of Trans-Canada Air Lines and their respective officers who willingly
supplied all information requested of them and your Committee desires to place
itself on record in appreciation of this fact.

DRAFT 0F A IPROPOSED BILL

TO AMEND

THE VmEEANs' LAND AÇT, 194

Hia Majesty, by and with bie advice and consent of the Senate and, fouse
of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows-

Paragraplis (a) and (d) of section two of The Veterans' Land Act, 1942,
chapter thirty-tiree of the statutes of 1942-43, are repealed' and the following
substituted tiheefor:-

(a) "Minister" meians the Minister of Veterans Affairs;
(d) "veteran" means a person wlio at any time during the war declared

by is Majesty on the lOth dey of Septeniber, one thousand nine
hundred and thirty-nine, against the German Reichi and subsequently
against other powers, lias been therein engaged on -active service in a
naval, military, or air force of Canada, or -of any of is Majesty's
forces if at the time of bis enlistiment lie was ordinaril-y domniciled or
resident in Canada; and
(i) wlioe service has involved duties required to be performed outside

of the Western Hemisphbere; or
(îi) wlio bas served only in the Western Hemisphere for a period of at

least twelve months, net including any period of absence witbout
leave or leave of absence witbout pay, time served wbule i.mder-
going sentence of penal servitude, imprisonment or -detention, or
service in respect of whicli pay is forfeitedi; or

(iii) wbo, wlierever lie may liave served, is by reason of disabulity
incurred, as a resuit of such service in receipt of a pension;

and lias been honourably disclirged from sucli naval, military, air force,
or other of His Majesty's forces, or lias been permitted bonourably to
resiýgi or retire tberefrom;

and "veteran" also means a Britishi subject wlio was ordinarily domiciled
or resident in Canada at the beginning of tlie said war and Who îs in
re-cei'pt of a petnsion in respect of a disability incurred while serving
upon a slip during tlie said war."

2. The said Act is furt.ber amended by adding thereto im.mediately after
paragrapli (d) of section two tbereof the following:

(e) "Western Hemisphere" means tlie continents of North and Southi
America, the Islands adjacent thereto, and the territorial waters tibereof,
including Newfoundland, Bermuda, and the West Indie3 but excluding;
Greenland, Iceland and the Aleutian Islands.
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3. Thé said Act is further amended by adding thereto, iinmediately after
section seven thereof, the following heading and section:

"BUILDINGS AND IMPROVEMENTS"

'lA. (1) The Director may for the purposes of this Aût:
(a) erect on land acquired by him such buildings or effect such other

improvements as lie may deem necessary;
(b) enter into a contrac-t witfi a person, firm or corporation, or with a

province, city, town or municipal authiority, for the erection of such
buildings and for effeeting such other improvements as he may deem
necessary; and

(c) grant a roadway, right of way, easernent or other right or interest in,
over, through or upon such l'and.

(2) For the purposes of tihis section the expression "improvements" includes
works for sewage disposai, works for the supply of water, gas, ýelectricity or other
services, roadLe, drainage and the cost of preparing pylans of subdivisions and
any other plans required for sucli improvements."

4. Section ni ne of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"'9. (1) Subjeet to the provisions of this Act and the regulations made
thereunder, the Director may contract with a veteran certified, by him to be
qualified Vto participate in the benefits of this Aet for the sale to, such veteran
of land, and iýmprovements thereon, building materials, livestock and farmn
cequipment Up to a totial cualt to the Direetor of six thousand dollars, but subject
to the foliowing conditions:

(a) that the cost to the Director of the land;, improvements and building
materials shaîl not exceed six thousandi dollars;

(b) that the veteran has paid, to the Director ten per centum of such cost
and the entire cost price of landý, improvements and building materials
in excess of six thousand dollars;

(c) that the cost to tihe Director of the livestock and, farm equipment
shaîl not exeeed twelve hundred dollars or the amount by which six
thousand dollars exeeeds the cost Vo the Director -of the land, improve-
ments and- building materials, whichever is Iess;

(d) that the sale price to a veteran of land, improvements, building
materials, livestock and farm equipment shaîl be, in addition to any
sum paid by the veteran before contract made, a sum equal to two-
thirds of the cost to the Dîrector of the land, irnprovements and
building materials;

(e) that the interest rate payable by a veteran shahl be three and one-haîf
per centum per annumn;

f)that the balance of the purchase price payable ýby a veteran may be
extended over a term not in exeess of twenty-five years with interest
at the rate aforesaid on the amortization plan;

(g) that at the discretion of the Director terms of payment by a veteran
may lie varied to provide for payment of interest charges only for a
period of five years first followîng the date of sale or for annual or
semi-annual or -monthly payments of principal and interest provided
thtat a maximum repayment periodi of twenty-five years is not
exceeded;
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(h) that save upon payment in full to -the Director of the total outstanding
cost te -the Director of the land, improvements, livestock and farm
equipment together with intere-st -at -the said rate on the said outstanding
cost and ail other charges oçwing by the veteran in respect thereof,
no sale, assignment, or other disposition of the subject-matter of a
contract between a veteran and the Director shall be made by the
veteran, nor shall a conveyance or transfer be given by the Director
to a veteran, during a period of ten years following the date of the
relative contract and thereafter only if the veteran has complied with
the terms of his agreement for the said ten-year period..

(2) Subject ýto the provisions of this Act and the regulations made there-
under, the Director may contract with a veteran certified by him to be qualified
to participate in the benefits of this Act for the sale to such veteran of land and
improvemnents thereon, building materials andi commercial fishing equipment
up to a total cost to the Director of six lihousandi dollars subject to the samne
conditions set forth in subsection one of this section with the words 'commercial
fisbing equipment' substituted for the words 'livestock and farmn equàpment'
wherever they occur therein."

5. Section thirteen of the said Act is repealed and the following substituted
therefor:

"13. The Director may make advances to a veteran certified ýby him, to be
qualified te participate in the henefits of this Act to enable the dischargo of
encumbrances on f armn land that is owned and used by the veteran as such, for
the purchase of livestock andý farm equipment and, for the effecting of permanent
improvemnents, of amounts not excecding in the aggregate the sum of four
thousand four hundrcd dollarq, but tubjeeL Lu thu foliuwiiig conditions:

(a) advances for ail purposes shall not exceed sixty per centum of the
value of the land as established by the Director;

(b) advances for the purchase of livestock and farmn equîpment shall not
exceed fifty per centum of the value of the land, -and, shahl not exceed
a total of two thousand five hundred dollars, and ail such purchases
may ho subjcct to thc approval of the Director;

(c) such advances shall constitute a first charge on the land of the veteran
with respect to whioh the advance i's made and repayment thereof shahl
be secured hy a first mortgage or hypothec upon such land;

(d) the terms of repayment may be extended over a period 'Of twenýty-five
years with interest at the rate of thrcc and one-haîf per ccntum per
annum on the amortization plan;

(e) at the discretion of the Director terms of repayment may bc varied
to provide for payment of interest charges only for a period not in
excess of five years first following the date the advances are made,
or for annual or semi-annual or monthly instalments of principal and
interest provide-d the maximum repayment period of twenty-five years
is net exceeded;

f)repayment in full of advances made under this section may be made
at any time without notice or payment of bonus."

6. Section thirty-five of the said Act is repealed and the following sub-
stituted therefor:

"35. (1) The Minister may, with the approval of the Governor in Council,
enter into an agreement with

(a) the government of any province for the settlement of veterans on any
provincial lands that the provincial government may recommend as
b,;"g specially suitable for settlement bv veterans; and
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(b) the Minister of Mines and Rersources of Canada for the settiement of
veterans on any Dominion lands that the Minister of Mines and
Resources may recomnmend as being specially suitable for the settie-.
ment by veterans."

(2) An agreement entered into pursuant to subsection one of this section
,,hall contain such terms, conditions and limitations with reference teo settlement
of veterans as the Governor in Council may approve.

(3) Subject to the regulations made und-er this Act the Director may
grant an amount not exceeding týwo thousand three hundred and, twenty dollars
to a veteran who setties on provincial or Dominion lands pursuant to an .agree-
ment entered into under subsection one of this section

(4) A grant. made pursuant to subsection three of this section shall be
used onlýy for one or more of the following purposes:-

(a) the purchase of essenial building materials and ot-her costs of con-
struetion;

(b) the clearing and other prepyaration of l.and for cultivation;
(c) the purchase of essential farm livestock and machinery;
(d) the purchiase of miniiery and equipment essential to forestry;
(e) the purchase of commercial fishing equipment;
(f) the purchase of trapping or fur farming equipment but not breeding

stock; and
(g) the purchase of essential household equipment.

(5) A veteran who has received a grant under this section shall not be
entitled to enter into a contract with the Direetor under section nine or section
thirteen of this Act, and a veteran who has entcrcd into a contract with the
Director under section nine or section thirteen of this Act shail not be entitled
to a grant under this section."

7. The said Act is further aiended by .adding thercto, immcdiately after
section thirty-five thereof, the following section:-

"35A. (1) The Director may grant an amount not exceeding two, thousand
three huncLred and -twenty dollars to -an Indian veteran who settles on Indian
Reserve lands, the said grant to be paid to the Minister of Mines and Resources
who shall have the control and management thereof on behaîf of the Indian
veteran.

(2) A grant made pursuant to subsection one of this section shall be
digbursed by the Minister of Mines end Resources on behaîf of the Indýian veteran
oniy for one or more of the following purposes:-

(a) the purehase of essential building materials and othier costs of con-
struction;

(b) the clearing and other preparation of land for cultivation;
(c) the purchase of essential farmn livestoek and rnaohinery;
(d) the purchase of ma-chinery or equipment essential to forestry;
(e) the purchiase of commercial fishing equipment;

()the purchase -of trapping or fur farming equipment but not breeding
stock;

(g) the purchase of essential hous-ehold equipment; and
(h) the acquisition of occupational rights to lands, vacant or improved,

located within the boundaries of any Indian reserve.
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(3) An Indian veteran on whose behaif ,a grant has been made under this
section shall not be entitled to enter into a contract with the Director under
.section nine or sectilon thirteen of thîs Act, and -an Indian veteran who has
entered into a contract~ with the Direc.tor under section nine or section thirteen
of this Act shall not be eligible for a grant under this section."

8. The said Act is further amended! by adding thereto, immediately after
subseotion one of section thirty-seven. thereof, the following suhsection-

" (1A) The Director may with the a-pproval of the Governor in Council make
regulations authorizing persons named therein to exercise or perform with respect
ta -such matters as may be specified therein, -any of the powers -or duties conferred
or imposed by this Act on the Director."

9. The said Act is further amended by adding thereto the following section:-
"39. Notwithstanding the Senate and flouse of Commons Act or any other

Iaw, no veteran by reason only of hiis entering into a contract or receiving a
benefit under this Act, shall be liahie for any forfeiture or penalty i.mposed by
the Senate and flouse of Commons Act or diisqualified as a member of the flouse
of Coinmons or incapable of being elected to, or of sitting or voting in the
flouse of Commons."

DRAFT 0F A PROPOSED BILL

INTITULED

AN ACT Tro PRoviDE REHA3ILiTATioN ALLOWANcES FOR VErERANS

is Mai esty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and the
flouse of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:-

Short Titie
1. This Act may be cited as The Veterans Rehabilitation Act.

Interpretation
2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,
(a) "child" means a child who, if a boy, is under the age of sixteen years

or, if a girl, is under the age of seventeen years;
(b) "Department" means the Department of Veterans Affairs;
(c) "dependent" means the wife, child or parent of a veteran maintained

by him or for whose maintenance he is legally responsible and a daughter
of the veteran, seventeen years or over, or other person who, being
corupetent to do so, has assumed conduct of the veteran's, household
and care of his children, and includes,
(i) a child Iegally- adopted by the- veteran and maintained by him,
(ii), a step-child of the veteran maintained by him,

(iii) an illegitimate child of the veteran acknowledged or m 'aintained by
him, and where the veteran is a woman, having been iborn during
service or within.nine months thereafter and being maintained by
lier,
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(iv) a woman who, although not legally merried te the veteran was
living with him at the time of bis enlistment and on whose account
dependents' allowance was being paid by the Department of
National Defence.

(d) "discharge" means any honourable termination of service from the
forces since the tenth day of September, 1939, and "discharged" bas
a corresponding meaning;

(e) "forces" means the naval, military or air forces of Ris Majesty;

()"rehabilitation *grant" means "The Rehabilitation Grant" designated
by the Orders iii Council of December 19, 1940 (P.C. 7521), February
5, 1941 (P.C. 890), May 19, 1941 (P.C.3544), April 4, 1944 (P.C. 2349),
and October 2, 1941 (P.C. 6358);

(g) "Minister" means the Minister of Veterans Affairs;

(h) "out-of-work allowance" means an allowance paid to a veteran under
section five of this Act;

(i) "pensioner" means a veteran who is in receipt of a disability pension
under the provisions of the Pensions Act;

()"period of service"~ means time served on active service in the forces,
excluding therefrom any period of absence without leave or leave of
absence without pay, or time served while undergoing sentence of penal
servitude, imprisonment or detention, or period of service in respect
of which, pay is forfeited.

(k) "regulation" means a regulation made under this Act;

(1) "Unemployreent Insurance Commission" and "Unempicyment Insurance
Fund" have, respectively, the same meaning as in The Unemploy'ment
Insurance Act, 1940;

(m) "university" means a university or college of educational standards
approved by the Minister;

(n) "vctcran" means
(i) a person wbo bas been on active service in the Canadian forces

or in receipt of active service rates of pay from such forces during
the war, including a person who bas served in the Canadian
Women's Army Corps since the thirteenth day of August, 1941, anki

(ii) a person domiciled in Canada who served in the forces of Ris
Maj esty other than Canadian forces and was so domiciled at the
time lie joined any such forces for the purpose of the war.

and who bas been discharged from. such forces;.

(o) "war" means the war which commenced on the tenth day of September,
1939.

REHABILITATION ALL0wANcE

3. Subject to the provisions of this Act, the Minister may promote the
rehabilitation cf veterans,

(a) by making allowances to, or in respect cf veterans wbo
(i) are temporarily incapacitated from performing work,

(ii) are eut cf work,
(iii) are awaiting returns from. a business, or
(iv) are pursuing courses of training, and

(b) by paying the costs cf sucli courses cf training.
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4. (1) Subject to subsection two of this section, where a veteran 15 tempor-
arily incapacitated from performing work or from taking training pursuant to
the provisions of this Act by reason of a disability, and 18 not eligible to care in
respect thereof under any other Act or regulation administered by the Minister,
the Minis.ter may on application of the veteran pay to hlm while he 15 s0
incapacitated a monthly allowance for a period flot exceeding thc veteran's
period of service or twelve months, whichever îs the Iess.

(2) No allowance may be paid to a veteran under this section:
(a) for the first thirty days immediately following his discharge if he has

received or is eligible to receive a rehabilitation grant,
(b) for any period during which he is incapacitated more than eighteen

months after bis discharge.

5. (1) Subject to the provisions of this section, where a veteran, who is
capable of performing and is available for work, is unable to obtain suitable
employment, the Minister may on application of the veteran pay to bim a
monthly out-of-work allowance wbile he 15 50 unemployed.

(2) An out-of-work allowance may flot be paid to a veteran:
(a) for the first nîne days of his unemployment whether continuous or not;
(b) in' respect of any period during which he is unemployed more than

eighteen months after his discharge. Provided: that, where a veteran
was a patient in or receiving any treatment from a hospital or bealth
institution, or was in receipt of an allowance in respect of temporary
incapacity under this Act, during any time within the said eighteen
months, the Minister may, in his discretion, extend the period during
which he may be paid an out-of-work allowance after the said eighteen
months for a further period not exceeding the said time;

(C) for a time of unemployment exceeding twelve montha accumulated,
within the period prescribed in paragrapli (b) of Lhis subsection;

(d) who would, if bis application were a dlaim for benefit under the Ujnem-
ployment Insurance Act, 1940, be disqualified for benefit thereunder
by reason of paragraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), or (e) of section forty-three
thereof;

(e) except as prescribed by regulation, to a veteran who is a married woman;
or

()for the first thirty days immediately following his discbarge if he bas
received -or is eligible to receive a rebabilitation grant.

6. (1) Subject to the provisions of this section, where a veteran engages
on his own account in any business and 18 awaiting returns therefrom, the
Minister may pay to hlm a montbly allowance for a period not exceeding the
veteran's period of service or twelve montbs, whicbever is the less.

(2) No allowance may be paid to a veteran under this section in respect
of the first tbirty days immediately following his discharge if he bas received
or is eligible to receive a rehabilitation grant.

(3) Except as hereinafter otherwise provided, no allowance may be paid
under this section unless application therefor is made by the veteran within 12
months after the date of termination of the war or the date of bis discharge,
wbichever 18 the later date.
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(4) Where a veteran
(a) was a patient or receiving any treatment from a hospital or health

institution, or
(b) was in receipt of an allowance for temporary incapacity under section

4 of this Act, or
(c) has been delayed in entering business by reason of licensing or rationing

laws or by reason of scarcity of the commodities or equipment required
by him,

he shall have such additional time for applying for benefitsý under this section
as is involved in the circumstances described in paragrapha (a), (b) or (c) of
this subsection.

7. (1) Subject to the provisions of this section, where a veteran takes a
course of vocational or technical training which, has been approved by the
Minister as likely to fit him for employment or re-employment or to enable
hini to obtain better or more suitable employment, the Minister may pay him an
allowance for the period during which he takes the said course.

(2) No allowance may be paid under this section unless application therefor
is made by the veteran within twelve months after the date of termination of
the war or the date of his discliarge, whichever is the later date, but where a
veteran was a patient in or receivîng any treatment from a hospital or health
institution, or was in receipt of an allowance for incapacity under Section four
of this Act, during any time within the said twelve months, the period during
which hc may make application is extended by the said time.

(3) No allowance may be paid to a veteran under this section for a total
ýperiod of more than twelve months except that, in special cases prescribed by
regulation, the allowance may be paid for a period exceeding twelve months but
nlot exceeding the period of service of the veteran.

8. (1) Subject to the provisions of this section, where a veteran,
(a) resumes or commences, within one year and three mnotulus after dis-

charge, a coursc for the purpose of qualifying for admission to a
university, or

(b) resumes or commences, within one year and three months after dis-
charge, a university course, academic or professional, to which he 15
regularly admitted, or

(c) because of iii health, or for any other good reason shown to the satis-
faction of the Minister, delays resumption or commencement of such
course beyond such periods,

the Minister may pay him an allowance for the period during which he takes
the said course.

(2) The total period for which an allowance may be paid to.a veteran
under this section shall not exceed his period of service, except that, ifthe
Minister is of opinion that a veteran's progress and achievements in the course
he is taking are such that it is in the interest of the veteran. and in the public
interest that payment of the allowance be continued during a longer period,
the Minister may extend the period during which it may be paid.

1(3) No allowance under this section ýshall be paid to a- veteran who, having
failed in one or more classes or subjects in any academnie year, f ails in more than
one of the supplementary examinations next, offered by the university in any
of such classes or eubjecte.
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9. (1) SubI ect to the provisions of this section, where a veteran resumee
or commences a post-graduate course, either academie or professional, in a
university within one year and three months after his discharge, or commences
such a course as soon as may be after completing an undergraduate course, or
where a veteran resumes or commences such a course more than one year and
three months after his discharge by reason only of dclay causcd by ill health
or any other cause satisfactory to the Minister and thec Minister deems it in
the public interest that the veteran should resume or commence such course, the
Minister may pay him an allowance for the period during which hie takes the
said course.

(2) The total period for which an allowance may be paid to a veteran
under this section, together with any period for which hie is paid an allowance
f or under-graduate education under section eight of this Act shall not exceed
his period of service except that if thc Minister is of opinion that a veteran's
progrcss and achievements are so outsta-nding that it is in the public interest
that payment of thc allowancc bc continucd during a longer period, the
Minister may extend the period during which it may be paid.

10. (1) The Minister may on application of a veteran who is employed pay
the cost of a correspondence course of training for the veteran if, in the opinion
of the Minister, the course is necessary for the complete rehabilitation of the
veteran and is directly related to the occupation in which hie is cmployed, or
expects to be employed, but the total amount paid under this subsection shall
not excced the amount of the allowance which might have been paid to such
veteran' under section seven of this Act for his period of service or twelvc
months, whichever is less.

(2) The Minister may pay the cost of a correspondence course for a veteran
rcciving treatmcnt in a hospital or similar institution under authority containcd
in The Department of Veterans Affairs Act if, in the opinion of the Minister,
the course is nccessary for the complete rehabilitation of the veteran.

Il. (1) Whcre an allowance is being paid to a veteran under sections
seven, eight or nine of this Act, or where such an allowance might be paid but
for the provisions of'section thirteen of this Act, the Minister may, in accordance
with regulations, pay to any university, s9chool or other similar institution,
tuition fees, student fees and athletic f ces or other neessary charges and costs of
courses of training approved under this Act for, and taken by such veteran,
and pay costs, of special tuition and training of such veteran rcceived while under
treatmcent in hqspitals and similar institutions under authority contained in The
Dcpartmcnt of Veterans Affairs Act.

(2)ý The Minister may, in accordance with regulations, pay for the pro-
vision of training of a technical, vocational or educational nature, whcre sucli
training is given for therapeutic and pre-vocational purposes within hospitals
and similar institutions under authority containcd in The Department of Veterans
Aif airs Act.

(3) The Minister may, in accordance with regulations, pay to any univer-
sity, school or other similar institution, sucli costs as are described in sub-
section (1) of this section, and pay allowances to any veteran undergoing
technical, vocational or educational training therein, in accordance with the
provisions of sections sevdn, eight and nine of this Act, where the Minister
determines such training ls given towards thc restoration of the physical or
mental condition of the veteran, or in the use by him. of devices or appliances
which may compensate for loss of physical or mental capacîty.
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Î2. Where an allowance is being paid to any veteran pursuant to the
provisions of sections four, five, six, seven, eight or nine of this Act, the Minister
may in accordance with regulations, pay contemporaneous allowances with
respectto any dependent of the veteran.

13. In determining the amount of an allowance to be paid to a veteran
under this Act, the Minister may take into account any prospective wages,
salary, pension or other income of the veteran and his dependents, if any, for
the period with respect to which the allowance is or may be paid.

14- No allowances paid to or on behaif of a veteran under sections seven,
eight, or nine of this Act shall be subject to taxation.

15. Except as provided by regulation, no allowance may be paid under this
Act to or ou behaif of any veteran who. resides out of Canada.

16. (1) Not more than one allowance may be paid to a veteran under this
Act at any time, nor may any allowance under this Act be paid to a veteran
while he is in receipt of unemployment insurance benefit.

(2) Except as otherwise specially provided in this Act, the total period
for which, a veteran may be paid allowances under this Act shall not exceed
his period of service or twelve months, whichever is the shorter period.

17. Notwithstanding the provisions of sections 6 and 7 of this Act, a veteran
may apply for an allowance under those sections at any time within one year
after the date of his establishment under The Veterans' Land Act, 1942, either
in fuil-time farming or commercial fishing."

18. (1) 'Notwithstanding the provisions of section 16 of this Act, moncys
paid pursuant to subsection (2) of section 10 or subsection (2) or subsection
(3) of section'il of this, Act, shall not preclude the veteran from taking any
other benefit under this Act or diminish any other be-nefit to which the veteran
may be entitled under this or any other Act.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of The War Service Grants Act, 1944,
no money paid pursuant to The Vocational Training Co-ordination Act, 1942,
shali be regarded as money paid to or on behaîf of in respect of a veteran under
this Act so as to affect the amount of benefit to which a veteran would other-
wise be entitled under The War Service Grants Act, 1944.

Regulations

19. The Minister may with the approval of the Governor in Council make
regulatioiis not inconsistent with this Act-

(a) to prescribe conditions, additional to those provided in this Act,
extending the eligibility of veterans for the payment of any allowance
or other benefit under this Act;

(b) to prescribe the conditions on which allowances may in special caes
be paid for periods longer than those specified in this, Act, where by
this Act it is provided that payment during longer periods may be
made in accordance with regulations;

(c) to prescribe the conditions on which allowances payable under this
Act may be paid to persons not resident in Canada;
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(d) the amount and manner of payment of any allowances or benefits
umder this Act to veterans or -to or in respect of their dependents, and.
the manner of computing the amount of any such allowanee or benefit
payable for any period less than one month;

(e) to prescribe conditions upon which any allowance or other benefit,
which May be paid under .this Act, may be terminated;

fto prescribe the conditions upon which payments may be made to
universities, sehools or other similar institutions under section eleven
of this Act;

(g) subject to the appropriation of moneys by Parliament
(i) to, authorize and prescribe the conditions on which allowances' or

benefits in addition to those for which provision is made in this
Act may be paid to veterans or their dependents,

(ii) to provide for the payment of travelling expenises, including
living allowance of any veteran to assist in the rehabilitation
of sucli veteran; and

(iii) to prescribe special allowances in the case of pensioners or par-
ticular classes of pensioners;

(h) the prescribed conditions upon which allowances may be paid to or
in respect of pensioners and the costs of training of such pensioners
where they are found to require training or retraining after the expira-
tion of the time limits imposed by this Act; and

(i) to provide for any other matters necessary or advisable to carry into
effeet the purposes and provisions of this Act.

20. Ail expenditures made under this Act shall be paid out of moneys

appropriated by Parhiament for the purpose.

Unemployment Insurance A djustment

21. A veteran who coinpletes fifteen wecks in insurable employment under
The Unemployment Insurance Act, 1940, within a period of twelve months,
whether continuous employment or not, shall for the purposes of that Act be
deemed to have been in insurable employment immediately prior to the com-
mencement of the said fifteen weeks period for a period equal to bis service
in the armed forces after the thirtieth day of June, nineteen Ilidred and
forty-one, and the said insurable employment shall be deemed to have been
continuous as nearly as may be without being contemporaneous with any
period during whieh the veteran actually was in insurable employment under
the said Act prior to the said fifteen weeks period.

22. As soon as may lie after the Unemployment Insurance Commission
ascertains that a, veteran lias completed fifteen weeks in insurable employment,
there shall be credited to the Unemployment Insurance Fund out of moneys
appropriated by Parliament for the purpose an amount equal to, the combined
employerÉ' and employed person's contribution under The Unempioyment
Insurance Act, 1940, for a period equal to the veteran's period of service in the
armed forces after the thirtieth day -of June, nineteen hundred and forty-one,
and sucli combined contributions shall be computed at the average rate of the
contributions shown by the veteran's unemployment insurance book tom have
been paid by him and on bis behaîf for the said fifteen weeks; and for the pur-
poses of The Unemployment Insurance Act, 1940, the veteran shall be deemed
to have been bona fide employed in insurable employment during the said
period of service and ail contributions shaîl be deemed to have been paid under
the said Act in respect of the veteran during the said period of service.
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23. Where the goverument of one of His Majesty's allies in the war
lias agreed te pay in respect of each of the veteraDs of its armed forces who
were domieiled in Canada when they joined sucli armed forces for the purposes
of the war, as soon as may be after the Uneniployment Insurance Commission
ascertains that lie lia completed fifteen weeke of insurable exuployment, an
amount equal to tlie combined employer's and employed person's contributions
under The Unemployment Insurance Act, -1940, for a period equal to the
veteran's period of service in the said armed forces after the thirtieth day of
June, nineteen liundred and f orty-one, computed at a rate equal to the average of
the contributions sliown by tlie veteran's, unemployment insurance book to have
been paid by him and on lis behlf for the said fifteen weeks,

(a) the word "veteran" in section seventeen of this Act includes a person
resident in Canada,
(i) who served in tlie armed forces of sucli nation,
(ii) who was domiciled in Canada at the time lie joined such forces for

tlie purpose of the war, and
(iii) wlio lias been discharged from sucli forces, and

(b) as soon as it lias been ascertained that any sucli person lias completed
fifteen weeks in insurable employment, lie sliall, for tlie purposes of
the said Act, be deemcd to liave been bonx fide employed in insurable
employment during his period of service in the said armed forces and
ail contributions shall be deemed to liave been paid under the said
Act in respect of him duiring the said period of service,

and, in any sucli case, every amount paid under tlie agreement shall be paid
over to, the Unemployment Insurance Fund.

24. If, on making any report on the financial condition of tlie Unemploy-
ment Insurance Fund the Unemployment Insurance Advisory Committee finds
that the said Fund lias been adversely affected by reason of tlie provisions of
sections seventeen and eighteen of this Act, the Committee shall, in its report
under section eighty-four of The Unemployment Insurance Act, 1940O, state
the amount and the manner in whîcll Lhe said fund lias been adversely affected
ais aforesaid, and the Governor in Council may on receipt of the said report
take into consideration immediate measures te remedy any depletion of the said
fund due te the operation of this Act which depletion shll have been established
by the aforesaid report of the Unemployment Insurance Advisory Committee.

A considerable number of communications in various forms, sueli as pro-
posals of designs, resolutions, suggestions, letters, were deposited with the Com-
mittee.

Colonel A. F. Duguid, D.S.0., Army Historian of the Department, of
National Defence (Army) was heard, and this witness delivered an address on
the technical and historical aspects of the question under study.

Your Committee feel unable to forinulate a specific recommendation in
the time at their disposal.

Therefore, your 'Committee recommend that a similar Joint Commîttee be
set up to continlue the study of the question during the next session of Parliament.

Your (lommittee further recornmend that during recess of Parliament, some
officiaIs be appointed who would be charged with the classification of all the
material which was deposited with the present Comniittee or which mîght be
received ini the interval by the Government, so that sucli material can be
presented in an orderly way before the Joint Committee appointed at the next
session and thus assist the said Commîttee in their labours.

guaranteed;

T1hat under the said mea"ure expenditures may be paid out of The Con-
solidated ]Revenue Fund to an aggregate amount not exceeding five million
dollars incurred under or in carrying out the provisions of Part V of thc Act.

Resolution ta be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time, and concuirred in.

Mr. Ilsley then, by leave of the bouse, presented a Bill, No. 239, An Act
ta amend The National bousing Act, 1944, which was read the first time, and
ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the bouse.

The bouse resolved itself into Committee of the Whole to consider a certain
proposed Resolution to provide Rehabilitation Allowances for Veterans.

appropriated by Parliament. Provision is also made authorizing the Governor
in Council to take such measures as may be necessary Vo remedy any depletion
of the said Fund resulting ýfrom the payment out of such benefits.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time, and concurred in.

Mr. Mackenzie then, by leave of the flouse, presented a Bill, No. 240,
An Act to provide Rehabilitation Allowances fDr Veterans, which was read
the first time.

By leave of the House, Mr. Mackenzie then moved,-That the said Bill
be now read the second time.

The Bill No. 233, An Act to amend The Veterans' Land Act, 1942, was read
the second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without
amendmcnt, read the third time and passed.

By leave of the flouse, Mr. Bradette, from the Standing Committee on
External Affaîrs, presented the Third and Final Report of the said Committee,
which is as follows:-

Consideration has heen given te an Order of reference dated November 16,
1945, viz:

That the Treaty for the extradition of criminals between Canada and the
United States of America signed at Washington, April 29, 1942, and the Protocol
annexed thereto which was signed at Ottawa, October 3, 1945, be referred to
the Standing Commrittee on External Affairs.

Nine meetings of the Committee were devoted te the subject-matter of the
Order of reference.

Mr. J. E. Read, legal adviser of the Department of External Affairs, was
heard, as was Honourable R. L. Maitland, Attorney Generai of, British
Columbia.

Representations were aise made by ýcounsel on behaif of several Stock
Exchanges, the Montreal Curb Market, the Toronto Board of Trade, the
Prospectors and Developers Association of Canada, the Ontario Security Dealers
Association and by other interested parties.

Letters, telegrams and briefs were received disapproving of the present form
cf the Treaty and Protocol, ail of which have been either printed in the minutes
of proceedings and evidence, or filed.

Your Oommittee is, however, of the opinion that the Government should
consider the advisability cf clarifying the Extradition Act in general, and in
particular with respect te subsectiens 26, 31 and 32 cf article III, article 9
and article XII cf the Treaty and cf section 1 of the Protocel in accordance
with the evidence adduced befere the Committee.

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Your Committee further recommends that the Treaty and Protocol thereto
be reconsidered.

At eleven o'clock, p.m., Mr. Speaker adjourned the Flouse without question
put, pursuant to Standing Order 7, until to-morrow, at eleven o'clock, a.m.
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il o'clock, a.m.

Mr. Tucker, from the Special Committee on Veterans Affairs, presented
the Seventh Report of the said Committee, which is as follows.-

The order of reference to your Committee instructed, i:
1. To consider ail legislation passed since the commencement.of the

war with the German Reich relating to the pensions, treatment and
re-establishment of former members of H-is Majesty's Armed Forces and
of other persons who have otherwise engaged in pursuits closely related
to war;

2. To prepare and bring in one or more Bis to clarify, amend or
supplement the above legislation.

At the outset is was realized that it would be impossible, this session, to
consider ail the problems invoived in the rehabilitation of veterans. Oniy
certain of the more urgent questions could, therefore, be diecussed. It was
decid *ed that the inost pressing of these were amendments to The War Service
Grants Act, 1944, and The Veterans' Land Act, 1942, and législation to con-
solidate and amend the Orders in Council dealing with vocationai and university
training and out-of-work and other benefits. Draft bis cmbodying the Com-
mittee's recommendations on these matters have been reported to the Huse and
recominendations have aiso been madde to the Government since impiemented
by Order in Council, urging the extension of ail the benefits of veterans legislation
to Canadian nurses who served with the South African armed forces and of
pension benefits to Canadian ex-members of the armed forces of nations of the
British Commonwealth, other than the United Kingdom, and of our allies. The
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Committee held 36 meetings and heard 59 witnesses including representatives
of the Canadian Legion of the British Empire Service League, the National
Council of Veteran Associations in Canada and senior officers of the three armed
services and of the Departments of Veterans Affairs and of Labour. Many
written submissions on a variety of subi ects were received.

Time did not permit the Committee to deal with the Soldier Settiement
Act, the Pensions Act, The War Veterans' Allowance Act, treatment regulations,
the effeet of a diseharge for misconduct, except in regard to the payment of
gratuities and re-establishment credîts, Civil Service preference to veterans or the
granting of benefits to persons in related services, such as the Fire Figliters,
V.A.D. personnel, supervisors in the auxiliary services or former members of
the Merchant Marine, etc., nor was it sufficient to enable the Committee to
reacli a conclusion on many proposais brought forward and discussed. In some
cases, the departmental officers concerned were requested to make a thorough
study of the questions involved and be prepared to make a report of their
findings at the next session.

Your Committee therefore recommends that immediately Parliament re-
"ssembles a special committee on Veterans Affairs be constituted with powers
similar to those granted thîs session and, as far as is practicable, comprising
the same members.

Your Committee recognizes that the amount of work still necessary to be
done by a veterans' committee is of great magnitude and that it may be difficult
for sucli a committee to consider and deal with ail matters which should have its
attention next session. It therefore recommends that, in order to facilitate its
work next session, a small interdepartmental eommittee be set up to study the
items still to be deait wîth and prepare reports for submission to such special
committee.

Your Committee, realizing that time prevents its making reasonable study
of proposais to make provision for many persons referred to in paragrapli 3
hereof, such as supervisors in the auxiliary services, etc., recommends that, where
the circumistances warrant, the Governor in Council cxtend the benefits of
veterans' legislation to such persons.

Evidence was given that expansion of Department of Veterans Affairs staffs
and Department of Labour staffs necessary to cope with rapidly expanding
duties due to demobîization lias been seriously hampered by lack of proper
office accommodation. Your Committee recommends that the Department of
Public Works be urged to allot sucli accommodation with the least possible
delay.

Your Committee further recommends:
1. That consideration be given by the Governor in Council to increasing

the rates set forth in Part 1 of the "Sehedule of Rates" to the Post-Discharge
Re-establishment Order by at least $10.00 per month.

2. That consideration be given hy the Governor in Council ta increasing the
rates set forth in Parts 2 and 3 of the "Sehedule of Rates" to the Post-Discharge
Re-establishment Order.

3. Tbat the Government give consîderation to providing some measure of
assistance, other than that now provided uxider The War Service Grants Act,
1944, by way of loans to veterans who wish to engage in business; and
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4. That immediate con8ideration be given Vo xnaking permanent certain
positions in the Department of Veterans Affairs that are permanent in their
character and were advertised by the Civil Service Commission as permanent
positions in C ompetition 45-1100 to 1130 in June last.

Corporation dealing with organization and personnel, supply, sales policy includ-
ing operations of the custodian. sales section, methods of distribution of certain
types of equipînent, financial controls, and the operations of the lands and
buildings department.

Then the Honourable the Speaker of the Honse of Cominons addressed
the Honourable the Deputy Governor General as follows-

"MAY IT PLEASE Yova HONOURa:
"The Commons of Canada have voted Supplies required ta enable the

Governmcnt ta defray certain expenses of the Public Service.

"In the name of the Commons, I present ta Your Honour, the following
Bills:

"An Act for granting ta is Majesty aid for National Defence and
Demnobilization."

"An-Act for granting ta is Majesty certain sums of money for the public
service of the financial year ending the 3lst March, 1946."
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"To which Bills I humbly request Your Honour's Assent."

To these Bills the Clerk of the Senate, by command of the Deputy of His
Excellency the Governor General, did thereupon say:-

"In His Majesty's name, the Honourable the Deputy Governor General
thanks his loyal subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to these Bills."

After which the Honourable the Deputy Governor General was pleased to

close the First Session of the Twentieth Parliament of the Dominion of Canada,
with the following Speech:-

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

More than three months have elapsed since the unconditional surrender
of Japan, following upon the unconditional surrender of Germany, brought to
an end a world war which has lasted for six years. But peace throughout the
world had still to be attained. We are now passing through a period fraught
with the inevitable difficulties and dislocations of a time of transition from war
to peace. Efforts to establish an enduring peace must be the first concern of
all nations.

An essential step towards world peace is the relief of human suffering
occasioned by war and the restoration of the countries physically damaged by
war. To that end, the further appropriations you have made for international
relief and rehabilitation will be of the utmost service.

Canada's determination to do her full part in maintaining international
peace and security bas been expressed by the unanimous approval given by
both Houses of Parliament to the Charter of the United Nations. A delegation,
including members of both Houses, is at present in London attending the
meetings of the Preparatory Commission of the United Nations Organization.

During October, after a brief conference at Washington with the President
of the United States, my Prime Minister visited the United Kingdom for
discussion with members of the British government and for consultation with
Canadian representatives in Europe. Shortly thereafter the Prime Minister
joined with the Prime Minister of the United Kingdom in conversations with
President Truman at Washington on the subject of atomic energy. Their
discussions resulted in an agreed Declaration. The initiative was thereby
taken in an international effort to prevent the use of atomic energy for
destructive purposes and to promote its use for the benefit of mankind. The
approval you have given the declaration will further this initiative.

The visit to Ottawa of the Prime Minister of Great Britain and his address
to the members of both Houses of Parliament were deeply appreciated. The
visit afforded opportunity for an expression of Canada's admiration for the
spirit and resolution of the people of Britain in meeting the'difficulties and
privations of this post-war period.

Efforts to stimulate the expansion of external trade and the restoration of
a world economy have been infensified. These ends will be greatly furthered
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by the vastly increased appropriations you have made for export credits to
allied countries and by your approval of Canadian participation in the inter-
national Monetary Fund and the Bank for Reconstruction and Development.
Negotiations are under way to extend export credits to the United Kingdom.
Far-reaching proposals on trade and employment for consideration by an inter-
national conference have been advanced by the United States government and
are now before you. My Ministers welcome the presentation of these proposals.

With your approval Canada became a member of the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations. The first meeting of the new organization
was held in Quebec City in the month of October.

In November, the Co-ordinating Committee of the Dominion-Provincial
Conference, which includes the Premiers of all the Provinces, devoted several
days to a detailed and frank exchange of views with my Prime Minister and
other of my Ministers. A Dominion-Provincial Economie Committee was set
up by the Co-ordinating Committee to examine and report to the participating
governments upon the economie factors affecting Dominion and Provincial
proposals and relations. The Co-ordinating Committee will meet again early
in the new year. My Ministers are resolved to continue their utmost endeavours
to reach an agreement which will place the Federal government and the govern-
ments of all the provinces in a financial position to discharge effectively their
several responsibilities.

The members of the armed forces serving abroad have been returning to
Canada as rapidly as transport facilities would permit. The release of men
and women from the forces is keeping pace with repatriation.

Pending a decision as to the size of the permanent defence establishments,
interim arrangements have been made for continued voluntary service in the
armed forces of members of the three services who have the required
qualifications.

A special committee of the House of Commons, has given close study to
the various statutes and orders relating to the care, rehabilitation and re-estab-
lishment of war veterans. On the recommendation of the committee, a Veterans'
Rehabilitation Act has been enacted and amendments have been made to the
War Service Grants Act and the Veterans' Land Act. The government intends
to propose that the committee be reconstituted at the next session to complete
its examination of the measures which are being consolidated into a Veterans'
Charter.

Steady progress has been made with the conversion of war industries to
civilian production. Provision has been made for the amalgamation of the
Department of Munitions and Supply with the Department of Reconstruction.
The work of the Department of National War Services is all but completed.

War restrictions are being removed as rapidly as this can be accomplished
without occasioning inflation or other economie disturbances.

In order to make possible the continuance of controls essential to the welfare
of the people, a measure has been enacted to permit the extension of certain
specified emergency powers during the period of transition from war to peace.

To accelerate the construction of houses as the supply of materials and
the availability of labour increase, amendments have been made to the National
Housing Act. Provision has also been made for the establishment of a Central
Mortgage and Housing Corporation. Special attention is being given to the
provision of low-cost housing for war veterans and to making emergency shelter
available during the present shortage of permanent housing.
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Provision has been made for increasing the capital of Trans-Canada Air
Lines to permit of the expansion of our international air services.

Members of the House of Commons:

I thank you for the financial provision you have made for all essential
services, as well as for expenditures arising out of the war and for purposes of
reconstruction.

The unprecedented response to the Ninth Victory Loan was heartening
evidence of the determination of the Canadian people to consolidate victory.

A measure of relief from the wartime burden of taxation has been a
significant feature of the session.

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

My Ministers were gratified at the approval given to the proposal that
Canada should possess a distinctive national flag. AL the next session, they
will propose that the Select Committee of both Houses be reconstituted in order
to complete the task of considering a suitable design for a Canadian flag.

It alfords me pleasure to state that a successful beginning has been made
in the planned development and beautification of Canada's capital and its
surrounding area as a national memorial to commemorate the service and
sacrifice of Canadians in the war just ended.

On taking leave of you at the close of this momentous year, I pray that
Providence may continue to bless our country, and to guide the nations of the
world in their efforts to establish an enduring peace.
