RESOLUTION

AHERJEL.3, it has come to the attention of the alumni asso­
ciation of the School of Journalism of the University of Missouri 
that the school will celebrate virtual completion of twenty-five 
years of service to journalism and to education during the week

WHEREAS, upon this occasion it is deemed just and proper
