said Sovereign Great Priory shall ha^e the supreme and
exclusive jurisdiction over the Unifed Orders of the
Temple and Malta, wifh power to grant Dispensations and
issue Warrants for forming and holding I'receptories and
Pnorios, and over all Companions of the Illustrious Order
of the Rod Cross, Knights Templar, Knights of Malta
and appen.lant Orders in and for the Dominion of Canada.

(10) Each Frater voting shall write upon one of the
ballot papers the name or names of the Frater or Fratrcs
for whom he desires to vote. He shall vote for five
nommated members of the Grand Council, otherwise
h.s ballot for the Council shall be void. After exposing
to the Scrutineers the figures on his ballot indicating
the number of his votes and furnishing such other infor-
mation as they may require, he shall deposit his ballot
paper in the proper ballot box.

(11) No Frater shall deposit more than one ballot
paper m his personal right nor more than one ballot
paper for the .Preceptory legally represented by him.
Any violation of this rule shall constitute a Templar
offence for which the Frater charged shall be tried sum-
marily by a committee appointed by the Supreme Grand
Master. If found guilty, he shall be sentenced by the
Supreme Grand Master to be reprimanded, to be sus-
pended for a limited time or to b 3 suspended indefinitely.

(12) The Supreme Grand Master shall declare the
first ballot closed at 2.30 o'clock in the afternoon of the
first day, or at such time on the second day as Great
Priory shall determine, and the vote shall be counted
forthwith and announced.

(13) The five Fratres nominated for the Grand Coun-
cil obtaining the greatest number of votes shall be duly
elected.

(14) A candidate for office other than for member-
ship on the Grand Council must, in order to be elected,
receive a majority of all the votes cast.

(15) If upon the first ballot some of the P'mtrcw
nominated for any office, other than memberHhip on
the Grand Council, do not obtain a majority of all the
votes cast, another ballot shall be taken in respect of
such office, and so on until the requisite majority has
been obtained. Provided, however, if three or more
Fratres are nominated for an elective office other than
the Grand Council and there is no election, the Fratcr
receiving the lowest number of votes shall retire.

(16) All the ballot papers cast at any election shall
be forthwith deposited by the Chairman of the Scruti-
neers with the Grand Chancellor who shp.ll retain thorn
for three months and shall then -mless otherwise directed
by the Supreme Grand Master, destroy them by fire.

(17) The Credential Committee shall report to Great
Priory at two o'clock in the afternoon of the first day
of the Assembly, if the election is hold on that day, but,
if not, on or before the hour of ton o'clock on the forenoon
of the second day.

THE GRAND CHAPLAIN.
