The Daily Telegraph at Johannesburg
says: “Grave charges are being formu-
lated against the Boers.- The first is
that of supplying the Matabele, before
and after the Jameson raid, with large
quantities of guns and ammunition bear-
ing the stamp of the Transvaal Govern-
ment.

THE SLIPPERY TEWFIK,

He Wiggles So Much That Another Ulilma-
5 tum May be Necessary,

Constantinople, Aug. 2.—From present
indications the powers will be compelled
to send another ultimatum to Turkey.
When Tewfik Pasha, the Turkish Min-
ister for Foreign Affairs, presented a
series of amendments to all the articles
of the peace treaty previously suggested,
the action came as a surprise to the Am-
bassadors, and is regarded as meaning
a delay of two or three weeks in the
signing of the preliminaries of peace.

Paris, Aug. 2.—A special despatch re-
ceived here from Constantinople says the
Ambassadors are determined teo maintain
the wording of their draft of the treaty
of peace without any change.

LORD SALISBURY SPEAKS.

The British Prime Minister Explains the
Stiuation to the Peers.

London, Aug. 2.—The Marquis of
Salisbury, replying in the House of
Lords to-day to the Liberal leader, the
Earl of Kimberley, as to the state of
the peace negotiations between Greece
and Turkey, said it was no wonder the
patience of many people was sorely tried
by the delay. Lord Salisbury explained
that the territory conquered by the
Turkish army was one assigned to
Greece by international arrangement,
and therefore the powers’ voice in re-
gard to. its disposal was recognized by
the Sultan. The latter was right in" de-
manding security against incursions such
as those which brought about the pre-
sent war. It was also reasonable to
hold that the Greek communities shzuld
not be placed under Turkish rule. The
Premier further asserted thut Her Mi-
jesty’s Minister believed these questions
had been settled, and that Turkey had
accepted the frontier line triced by the
military ‘attaches of the Embassies of
the powers.

Tae Indemntty.

Speaking of the indemnity to be paid
to Turkeéy by Greece the Premier said:
“There comes in the mysterious and dif-
ficult question of the German bondhold-
ers. We do not think that any inter-
national duty lies on Iurope to provide
for their payment, though I admit they
have been long unpaid.”

Lord Salisbury rurther said: “The
credit of Greece in the Eurcpean market
will for a long time be exceedingly small,
and some form of control of Greek
sources of revenue is inevitable, I can-
not say that negotiations in that direc-
tion have advanced very far, and 1 must
admijt that the question may be a source
of very considerable delay.”

With reference to Crete, His Lordship
said there was no use for the powers to
attempt to arrange a form of (Govern-
ment until the more important contro-
versy had been adjusted. The present
attitude of Crete seemed to be favorable
to an agreement, so far as the Christians
were concerned, but the two creeds were
no nearer than they had been for many
centuries.

“The only solution,” he said, “seems
to be to dig a ditch across the island
witle the Christians on one side and the
Moslems on the other. Our earnest ob-
jeet is to arrange what has been prom-
ised, taking care to be just to both sec-
tions. . We are not inclined to admit,
merely because the Mussulmans are in
the minority, that their interests are to
be neglected.”

Lord Salisbury said he fully agreed
with Lord Kimberly that Crete was in a
dangerous position. The element of dan-
ger, however, did not arise, he insisted,
because the’island was mixed up in the
affairs of the Ottoman Empire, but
rather from the terrible division' among
the creeds, a division which might yet re-
quire a power greater than all the sover-
eigns of ISurope to banish,

Need of Horses in Alaska,

You will need horses. Who would
think of venturing into the country with- ]
out horses? You will need four or five.
Some apparently disinterested people in-
timate that the best kind of horse to
take is a dirt-colored cayuse, with plenty
of white in his eye, that has just been
caught up off the range. This kind of
horse can pick up his living anywhere.
But I am sorry to note that there are
‘conflicting opinions in regard to horses.
Some will tell you to buy a good, reli-
able, gentle horse. That is the main
thing—ga gentle horse. You don’t want,
they say, to spend a lot of money for an
unbroken plug that, will run away and
jump off a precipice’and kill his fool self.
You want one that is already broken.
It doesn’t matter how old he is or even
if he has a few odd lumps distributed
over him. Nobody looks at style up in
Alaska, and at the worst you can get for
Your horse, they tell you, 15 cents a
pound for dog meat. '‘here are people,
it is true, who say you want to leave
horses alone and take dogs. Dogs don’t
cost much for their transportation and
they can forage their own living. And
then to own a dog or a team of them in
Alaska gives a man a standing in the
camp that nothing else ean. They say
any kind of dog will do whether he is
old or young, big or little. You couldn’t
nmiss it much by buying live dogs in bulk,
by the pound. They will all be worth
the: money when you once get them to
Alaska.

Great Demand for Boats.

The greatest demand for any particu-
lar thing is for boats. People, to save
time in getting down the river, should
take their boats with them. A half-
dozen ecarpenters or planing mill estab-
lishments have caught the idea and are
working night and day turning out
knockdown hoats, One that will earry
a ton costs about $18 and weighs about
200 pounds. It is taken apart with no
pieces more than six or seven-feet long
and packed for shipping. The demand
in so good for these boats that the build-
ers are several days behind with their
orders. The principal objection to them
is that the Indians nad packers dislike
to contract to carry them over the moun-
tains on account of their awkward

shape. One builder has now worked
out a model for a galvanized iron boat
that can be carried in sections fitting
together like a ‘*‘nest” of custard diNhl',\'.,’
and can be put together with small bolts.
As a suggesgtion to those coming from
the east, I Would say that a canvas
folding boat that will carry two tons
and is constructed on good lines would
be very available for the Yukon. A

No effort, tnere-
fore, should be spared to suppress the
pest when its suppression is least ex-
pensive and easiest of accomplishment,
The Belleville Board of Health seems
to have been remiss in the discharge ot
its duty. The victim who is now in
the Isolition Hospital should never nave
been allowed to leave that city. 1f Dr,
Tracey knew that Whitney was sutfer-
ing from smallpox it was little short or
criminal on his ‘part to allow such a
source of contagion to circulate among
the people. It was a signal failure of
duty to allow a smallpox victim to get
aboard a steamer, when a little precau-
tion would have prevented such a catas-
trophe. But if Belleville is to blame
for its indecision in handling this case
Montreal is far more culpable. That
city has utterly failed to make adequate
provision for limiting and stamping out
the contagion. 1If Montreal
take measures to eradicate the scourge
Toronto will be obliged to protect itself

“The other day Canada was spoken of
with just pride by its Premier as a na-
That was true; Canada was a
nation; Canada had a commercial marine
second to very few in the world; but
what did Canada pay for the navy: how
many sailors did Canada send to the
Imperial Navy? How many thousands
a year did Canada contribute to the cost
of the Imperial Navy? When they came
to ‘business, this was a question which
would have to be very carefully dis-
cussed between Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment and the premiers of our great self-
governing colonies. Now he admitted
with pride and pleasure that. these great
communities were nations, and if they
were nations they ought to bear national
responsibilities, He gave them every
credit for the efforts which had been
made in the past,and the effort which was
voluntarily made by the Cape Colony the
other day to bear a share in these great
responsibilities, He didn’t think for a
moment that, consecious®of their power
as great nationalities, they would like to
shirk those responsibilities on the ground
on which formerly they might fairly
have claimed exemption as struggling
and poor communities, No, not at all.
It was a matter on which Her Majesty’s
Government and the Governments of the
colonies ought to take council together
speedily, and he hoped and trusted that
it might be settled by some satisfactory
conclusion, but as Chancellor of the ¥Kx-
chequer he was bound to put before
them that forty millions of people in the
United Kingdom paid twenty-two mill-
ions sterling a year for the cost of our
common navy, while ten millions of peo-
ple of the same race in our colonies paid
but a few thousands a year, and fouad
but a very few men. That could not be
and ought not to be a permanent settle-
ment of the relations between the great
self-governing colonies and the United
Kingdom.”

Now this sort of thing is becoming a
little monotonous, and we think it is
high time that the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer should be requested to state dis-
tinctly what he wishes the colonies to
do. To grumble about their neglect of
duty, and their remissness in matters of
naval defehce, without saying plainly
how the present state of affairs might
be remedied is a species of “nagging”
which statesmen of high position ‘should
not indulge<dn. It has been going on for

A 1o Compensation.

“A great deal has been said about the
Americans not paying compensation . to
the owners of the vessels seized in the
years 1886-7-8 and 1890, a list of which
vessels is set forth in the award.

“All the merchants who had purchased

Deputy Reeve Miller strongly objected to
any official intervening between the council
and the company and asked -that a special
meeting of the council as a committee of
the whole be held, at which all interested
parties could present their views.

- CROPS IN MARKHAM TOWNSHIP.

Prospects of an Abundant Harvest—The
Damage by the Recent Storm
Somewhat Overstated.

The World’s agricultural reporter spent
his holiday yesterday visiting some of the
farms adjacent to the villages of Richmond
Hill and Thornhill in the Township of Mark-
ham.

Although the recent rain has done a great
deal of damage, he found that it was not
nearly so bad as was at first reported.

Barley  of all the crops seems to have
‘suffered the most, and many of the fields
that were ripe when the storm came on
‘are almost a total loss, being so badly beat-
en down that it is nearly impossible .to
harvest them; and when harvested the grain
will only be fit for feed. Other fields of this
grain that were not ripe will yield a fair
average sample.

Some kinds of fall wheat, especially the
bearded and  white varieties, are badly
sprouted, but the red varieties are scarcely
hurt at all.

Of spring wheat there will be, generally
speaking, a splendid crop, especially of the
goose variety,  and on many of the farms
can be seen as fine crops as ever grew, and,
Judging from appearances, they will yield
from 30 to 40 bushels per aere.

Oats are a splendid c¢rop, and -on nearly
every farm can bé seen one, and often two
and three fields of as good oats as any one
would wish to see, many of which will yield
